BAKER HOPEFUL OF “SOME PROGEESSY TOWARD MIDEAST FEACE
{Discusses "“resional meeting” with [sraelis)

Jderusalem -— Secretarv ot State James Baker expressedhore tor
sgme movement toward peace in the Middle East atter talks with
Isracli oftficialsy as he prepared tor similar discussions in

Egvpt and Svria.

#]1 am hopetful that | will be in a position to leave tomorrouw:
igurnevy to some Arab capitals: and move forward with same
progress toward peace at a time that we think represents a
window ot opportunity that we should make everv effort to take
advantase aot,” Baker said following a meeting with lsraeli
Foreign Minister David Levy Aeril 9.

The United States is “committed to making every ettort to move
this process forward and to develop 2@ program and a plan that
will ultimately lead to peace in this regsion:” Baker said said.

While notine some progress in the process: howevers Baker said
many details remain to be resolved.

A senior State Department official accompanwvinag Baker said that
the United States and lsrael are discussins the idea ot hawvins

a regional mesting that will promote peace in the resion. The
ogtticial stressed; however; that discussions on such a meeting
are still at a preliminary stase and manv guestions and issues
have vet to be worked out with all parties involwved.

The U.S5. official briefed reporters atter Baker’s meetinas
April 9 with Prime Minister Shamirs Foreign Minister Levy)
Detense Minister Arens and a group of Palestinians from the
occupied territories, A second meeting with Shamir is scheduled
tgr April 10, betore Baker departs for Cairo and then Damascus.

The State Department official said the United States hopes that
Baker’s talks with lsraeli and Arab otticials will produce
“egme kind of engagement to break taboos:” or overcome:
ohstacles to peace.

¥The issue of a regional meeting was discussed:” the otficial
saids but added that Ythe details, format:; precise character:
sarticipants —— none ot that was worked out.”

The lsraeli prime minister's spokesman Avi Pazner said that
Baker and Shamir discussed the idea ot a resional meeting: but
he would not give any details, He said their discussion
covered a wide ranae of issuess including the Kurdish retugee
situation.

Leuw said atter his meeting with Baker that Israel would be



willing to sit down at a resignal meeting with Arab statas,
under .5, auspices.

Levy said lsrael would not oppose the participation ot the
Saoviet Unign in such a meeting it it Yagrees to the same agenda
and the same general political approach which should |l=ad the
parties to peace....”

In response to a reporter’s guestion to Baker sussestins that
he had becaome “somewhat ambiguous” about whether an
international conterence on the Middle East should be held:
Baker saids “We have never ruled out an international
canterence as being of possible utility at the appropriate
time,” but he reiterated that “now is not the appropriate time.”

Leuv said lsrael and the United States have Yrepached an
understanding and asreement concerning the principles which we
discusseds namely the basis for the advancement of the two-
track peace process.” The two-track approach includes mawv ing
torward on opening dialogues between lsrael and the Arab
states; and between Israel and Palestinians to resolve regianal
problems.

While noting some desree ot progress in moving the process
torwards Secretary Baker stressed that there are still manw
details to be worked out.

#1 think we did make some prosress. There is: of course: a
distance to go: but there are some understandings that | think
are hopetuls” the secretarv said. Baker said his meeting with
Levy was “productive and very constructive,” addina that there
is still "a longs long way to so on the peace process.

#There are manv: many parties involvedi there are a lot ot
questions before us that have to be addressed; and that have
not been resolved:? he added.

Asked about Israel’s decision to release 1,200 Palestinian
orisgners; Secretary Baker saids Ywe warmlv welcome that step.
We think it is a very constructive step. And it is somethins
that | would expect to discuss with Arab sovernments in the
next couple of davs.”

Defense Minister Arens ordered the release of the Palestinian
srisoners and detainees on April B8, A Detense Ministry
spokesman said the release was in anticipation ot Id el-Fitr:
which marks the end ot the Muslim holv month ot Ramadan and
that mos=t of the prisoners were nearing the end ot their
sentences.

On the guestion of Israeli settlements in the occupied
territoriess the senior State Department otticial told
reporters that this Yis an area where we {t+he United States and



[srael) don’t agree on.” He added: #1 ean’t tell wou that as
a result ot this meeting, there are any chanaes” on this issue,

Asked about the lsraeli pasition on trading land for peaces the
U.S5. otticial respondeds “there are places clearly where uwe
converge; where we agree; and there are places where we do not
necessarily agsree.”

Asked about Israel’s position on the Palestinian issuey the
U.S. official said Foreign Minister Levy’'s reference to A&
twotrack approach “recoanizes that Palestinians have to be part
gt the process.” .

The otticial characterized Baker'’s meeting with the Palestinian
delegatiaon as *a sood discussion.” Baker met with the
delegation at the U.S5. Consul General’s residence in Jerusalem.
The official said the Palestinians asked Ys |ot ot probing
questions” and showed a “genuine interest? in moving the
srocess forward. The delesation focused on Ypractical
auestions that atfect the Palestinians in the territories” and
questions an the nature of a regsional meetins: the otficial
said.

MINISTRY, JERUSALEM TUESDAY, APRIL 9, 1991

FOREIGN MINISTER LEVY: (INFORMAL TRANSLATION FROM THE HEBREW)
LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, WE HAVE JUST CONCLUDED OUR MEETING FOR TODAY.
THEY WERE GOOD DISCUSSIONS, OPEN, AND CONDUCTED WITH AN EFFORT
TOWARD FULL UNDERSTANDING AND AGREEMENT BETWEEN ISRAEL AND THE
UNITED STATES.

I AM HAPPY TO SAY THAT ON THE PRINCIPLES WHICH WERE DISCUSSED,
WHICH ARE THE BASIS FOR THE ADVANCEMENT OF THE TWO-TRACK PEACE
PROCESS, WE HAVE REACHED UNDERSTANDING AND AGREEMENT. WE WILL HAVE
TO WORK TOGETHER WITH THE SAME DEGREE OF OPENNESS AND TRUST WHICH
HAVE CHARACTERIZED OUR COMMON RELATIONS AND APPROACH. I AM
CONVINCED THAT THIS EFFORT WILL BRING ADVANCEMENT, I HOPE SOON, AND
WE WILL BE ABLE TO REACH THE SAME OBJECTIVE WE ALL HOPE TO ATTAIN,
THE ENTIRE ISRAELI PEOPLE AND EACH FACTION AND PARTY THEREOF, AS A
COMMON DREAM, THAT IS PEACE. THE LANDMINES THAT EXISTED, WE
DISPERSED. WE WILL NOW HAVE TO WORK IN ORDER THAT THE OTHER PARTIES
WILL INDEED HITCH THEMSELVES TO THIS LARGE ENTERPRISE, WHICH, IF IT
IS SUCCESSFUL, WILL BE A HISTORIC PEACE ENTERPRISE FOR THE ENTIRE
REGION, FOR THE GOOD OF THE ENTIRE POPULATION WHICH WILL NO LONGER
WORRY ABOUT FURTHER WARS, AND WHICH WILL KNOW COOPERATION, BUILDING,
AND THE GUARANTEE OF LIFE FOR EACH INDIVIDUAL IN THE REGION.

I WANT TO THANK THE SECRETARY OF STATE FOR THE BIG EFFORT THAT

HE INVESTED IN THE DIRECTION OF THESE AGREEMENTS FOR THE CREATION OF
THE TERMS FOR MUTUAL UNDERSTANDING AND THE REMOVAL OF OBSTACLES AND
PAVING OF THE WAY THAT WILL ENSURE OUR ADVANCEMENT TOWARD THE COMMON
GOAL.

THANK YOU.

SEC. BAKER: LET ME SIMPLY THANK YOU, MINISTER, FOR THOSE

REMARKS AND SAY THAT I THINK THEY FAIRLY CHARACTERIZE OUR MEETING
THIS MORNING. I THINK WE DID MAKE SOME PROGRESS. THERE IS, OF
COURSE, A DISTANCE TO GO, BUT THERE ARE SOME UNDERSTANDINGS THAT I
THINK ARE HOPEFUL.

I AM LOOKING FORWARD, OF COURSE, TO MEETING WITH THE PRIME
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MINISTER, MEETINGS WITH THE MINISTER OF DEFENSE, AND I AM VERY
HOPEFUL THAT I WILL BE IN A POSITION TO LEAVE TOMORROW, JOURNEY TO
SOME ARAB CAPITALS, AND MOVE FORWARD WITH SOME PROGRESS TOWARD PEACE
AT A TIME THAT WE THINK REPRESENTS A WINDOW OF OPPORTUNITY THAT WE
SHOULD MAKE EVERY EFFORT TO TAKE ADVANTAGE OF. YOU HAVE SPOKEN
ELOQUENTLY OF THE IMPORTANCE OF PERSERVERING IN THE SEARCH FOR PEACE.

I THANK YOU FOR YOUR COMMENTS RESPECTING THE WILLINGNESS OF THE
UNITED STATES TO ACTIVELY ENGAGE AND WORK VERY HARD TO TRY AND
DEVELOP A PROCESS THAT WILL MOVE US FORWARD. AND LET ME SIMPLY SAY
TO YOU THAT THAT IS WHY I AM HERE. WE ARE COMMITTED TO MAKING EVERY
EFFORT TO MOVE THIS PROCESS FORWARD AND TO DEVELOP A PROGRAM AND A
PLAN THAT WILL ULTIMATELY LEAD TO PEACE IN THIS REGION.

S0 THANK YOU FOR YOUR HOSPITALITY. I LOOK FORWARD TO SEEING
YOU AGAIN VERY, VERY SOON.

Q (INAUDIRBLE.)

FOREIGN MINISTER LEVY: I WON'T SAY THINGS IN BLACK AND WHITE;

I WILL TAKE IN THE DAYLIGHT -- IN THE KNOWN ISRAELI SUNSHINE -- IT
IS CLEAR AND LIGHT, WITHOUT DISTORTION. THE UNITED STATES BELIEVES
THAT IT IS POSSIBLE TO CONVENE A MEETING OF ARAB STATES WITH ISRAEL
TO TALK ABOUT PEACE -- SUCH A MEETING UNDER THE AUSPICES OF THE
UNITED STATES. THE UNITED STATES BELIEVES THAT THE SOVIET UNION
SHOULD BE A PARTICIPANT WHICH WILL AGREE TO THE SAME PROCESS OF
AGENDA, OF THE AGREED TRENDS OF THE POLITICAL POSITION WHICH MUST
BRING THE SIDES TO PEACE. AND THE MOMENT THAT THOSE AGREEMENTS ARE
UNDERSTOOD, ISRAEL WILL NOT DISAGREE TO THE PARTICIPATION OF THE
SOVIET UNION.

THE UNITED STATES HAS OUTLINED WITH US AN AGREED POSITION. I

HOPE THAT THE US WILL SUCCEED IN GETTING AGREEMENT OF THE OTHER
PARTIES AND SUCH A MEETING, WHEN IT WILL TAKE PLACE, WILL BEGIN WITH
AN OPENING SESSION, AND WILL ALLOW AFTERWARDS DIRECT CONTACTS
BETWEEN ISRAEL AND THE ARAB STATES. AT THE SAME TIME, WE ALSO AGREE
TO DEAL WITH THE PALESTINIAN ISSUE, ACCORDING TO THE ISRAELI
GOVERNMENT PEACE INITIATIVE FROM 1989. UP TO THIS POINT (I HAVE
DISCUSSED) AGREEMENTS OF OURS, AND THEY ARE OPEN, CLEAR AND
UNDISTORTED.

Q MR. SECRETARY, WHAT KIND OF CONFIDENCE BUILDING MEASURES .
CAN THE ARABS MAKE IN SYMPATHY WITH THE PRISONER RELEASE?

SEC. BAKER: WELL, YOU KNOW, WE DIDN'T KNOW ANYTHING ABOUT THE
PRISONER RELEASE OF YESTERDAY UNTIL YESTERDAY. THAT'S NOTHING MORE
THAN CONFIRMING THE STATEMENT OF THE ISRAELI GOVERNMENT. HAVING
SAID THAT, OF COURSE WE WARMLY WELCOME THAT STEP. WE THINK IT IS A
VERY CONSTRUCTIVE STEP. AND IT IS SOMETHING THAT I WOULD EXPECT TO
DISCUSS WITH ARAB GOVERNMENTS IN THE NEXT COUPLE OF DAYS.

Q (INAUDIBLE)?

SEC. BAKER: WE HAVE HAD A FULL AND COMPLETE DISCUSSION, RALPH,

OF THIS QUESTION AS WELL AS OTHER QUESTIONS. I'M A LITTLE HESITANT,
QUITE FRANKLY, TO ANSWER YOUR QUESTION UNTIL I HAVE AN OPPORTUNITY
TO VISIT WITH THE PRIME MINISTER. I THINK THAT IT'S APPROPRIATE
THAT I TAKE THAT POSITION IN ADVANCE OF A VISIT WITH THE HEAD OF
GOVERNMENT HERE IN ISRAEL. FURTHERMORE, I HAVE A NUMBER OF MEETINGS
WITH ARAE GOVERNMENTS OVER THE COURSE OF THE NEXT SEVERAL DAYS. AND
I WOULD HOPE THAT THERE IS NOT ANY RUSH TO JUDGMENT HERE BY
JOURNALISTS WITH RESPECT TO THE FACT THAT SOMETHING HAS BEEN
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COMPLETELY AGREED TO, BECAUSE THAT IS NOT THE CASE. THERE ARE STILL
MANY, MANY -- AND THE MINISTER WOULD BE THE FIRST TO AGREE WITH ME
-- MANY, MANY QUESTIONS. THERE ARE MANY, MANY DETAILS THAT HAVE TO
BE ADDRESSED AND LOOKED AT AND IRONED OUT. SO YOUR QUESTION IS PUT
TO ME IN A WAY THAT IS NOT CAPABLE OF A YES OR NO RESPONSE.

Q MR. SECRETARY, YOU HAD NO TROUBLE IN THE PAST SAYING THE
TIME I5 NOT RIGHT TO HAVE AN INTERNATIONAL PEACE CONFERENCE, BUT
YOUR REMARKS TODAY SEEM SOMEWHAT AMBIGUOUS. (INAUDIELE)?

SEC. BAKER: BARRY, THE POSITION OF THE UNITED STATES

GOVERNMENT IS, I THINK, VERY WELL KNOWN WITH RESPECT TO AN
INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCE. WE HAVE NEVER RULED OUT AN INTERNATIONAL
CONFERENCE AS BEING OF POSSIBLE UTILITY AT THE APPROPRIATE TIME. I
SAID AS RECENTLY AS TEN DAYS OR SO AGO THAT NOW IS NOT THE
APPROPRIATE TIME.

I'M GOING TO HAVE TO GO SEE THE PRIME MINISTER.

FOREIGN MINISTER LEVY: (INFORMAL TRANSLATION FROM HEBREW) I

JUST WANT TO ADD ONE THING. UNDERSTANDINGS BETWEEN US ARE
UNDERSTANDINGS BETWEEN ISRAEL AND THE UNITED STATES. THERE WILL
NEED TO BE MUCH FURTHER WORK, BUT THIS UNDERSTANDING IS THE .
CORNERSTONE ON THE TRACK TOWARD PEACE. I WAS ASKED FOR MY OPTNION
ABOUT THE US STAND. I SAID, AND I HAVE A BASIS NOT JUST FOR

Jerusalem —-— Secretarvy of State Baker savs the present time
represents Y2 window ot opportunity that we should make everw
ettort to take advantase of” toward peace in the Middle East.

Baker spoke to reporters in Jerusalem April 9 fallowing his
meeting with Israeli Faoreian Minister Leww. Levy told the
reporters the two nations had reached "understanding and
agreement” on advancing th2 peace process.

SECRETARY BAKER: GOOD MORNING, LADIES AND GENTLEMEN. LET ME

BEGIN BY SAYING THAT I MET YESTERDAY WITH MINISTER SHARA' AND
PRESIDENT ASSAD FOR APPROXIMATELY FIVE-AND-A-HALF HOURS IN TWO
DIFFERENT SESSIONS. OUR DISCUSSIONS, OF COURSE, CENTERED ON THE
ARAB-ISRAELI PEACE PROCESSS, AND I THINK THAT WE HAD A VERY FULL AND
DIRECT EXCHANGE OF VIEWS WHICH I THINK WERE USEFUL.

WE BOTH AGREE THAT THERE IS A WINDOW OF OPPORTUNITY HERE TO

MOVE THE PEACE PROCESS FORWARD AND THAT WE SHOULD TRY NOT TO MISS
THAT WINDOW OF OPPORTUNITY. I PRESENTED SOME OF THE IDEAS THAT WE
HAVE BEEN DISCUSSING AT OTHER STOPS IN THE REGION AND THE RESULTS OF
RECENT DISCUSSIONS WITH OTHER PARTIES IN THE REGION. THE SYRIANS
INDICATED TO US THAT THERE ARE MANY ELEMENTS IN THE PROPOSALS WHICH
WE DISCUSSED WHICH THEY FIND POSITIVE. THERE ARE OTHERS, HOWEVER,
WHERE THE TWO OF US ARE NOT IN AGREEMENT. JUST AS IN MY OTHER

STOPS, I'M NOT GOING TO GO INTO THE SPECIFIC DETAILS OF WHERE WE .
HAVE AGREEMENT AND DON'T HAVE AGREEMENT AND BECAUSE WE REALLY DO
WANT TO TAKE ADVANTAGE OF THIS WINDOW OF OPPORTUNITY.

THE SYRIANS MADE SEVERAL SUGGESTIONS WHICH WE DISCUSSED IN

DETAIL AND WHICH WE WILL STUDY FURTHER. THERE ARE A COUPLE OF
QUESTIONS WHICH I POSED TO THEM WHICH THEY ARE CONTINUING TQO STUDY.
BUT I'LL LET THE MINISTER SPEAK, OF COURSE, FOR THE SYRIAN
GOVERNMENT. BUT MY UNDERSTANDING OF THE WAY THINGS WERE LEFT LAST
NIGHT IS THAT WE'LL BE CONSIDERING THESE IDEAS VERY SERIOUSLY WITH A
VIEW TOWARD ESTAELISHING, IF POSSIBLE, A BASIS UPON WHICH WE CAN
COOPERATE AND ON WHICH WE CAN PROCEED. AND I FOUND YESTERDAY
EXPRESSIONS FROM THE SYRIAN LEADERSHIP TO THE EFFECT THAT THEY
DESIRE TO CONTINUE TO WORK IN THE PERIOD AHEAD TO SEE IF WE CAN MAKE
PROGRESS TOWARD PEACE,

FOREIGN MINISTER SHARA': LET ME MAKE A SHORT STATEMENT. I

AGREE WITH WHAT SECRETARY BAKER HAS ALREADY SAID, AND I WOULD LIKE
TO DESCRIBE THE TALKS THAT THE SECRETARY DID HOLD YESTERDAY WITH
PRESIDENT ASSAD. I CAN SAY THOSE TALKS WERE SATISFACTORY, AS FAR AS
WE ARE CONCERNED. THERE ARE SOME POINTS OF AGGREEMENT AND THERE ARE
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SOME OTHER POINTS WHICH REQUIRE FURTHER DISCUSSION FROM BOTH SIDES.
IT WAS AGREED THAT ALL THE PARTIES CONCERNED SHOULD SEEK A

ORDER TO IMPLEMENT THESE UN RESOLUTIONS.

FOREIGN MINISTER SHARA': A PEACE CONFERENCE WHERE THE UNITED
NATIONS WOULD HAVE A SIGNIFICANT ROLE TO PLAY.

Q WOULD ALL MEMBERS OF THE UN SECURITY COUNCIL HAVE TO BE

PRESENT AT SUCH A CONFERENCE? WOULD THE CONFERENCE HAVE TO BE HELD
UNDER THEIR AUSPICES, UNDER THE AUSPICES OF THE FIVE MEMBERS OF THE
UN SECURITY COUNCIL?

FOREIGN MINISTER SHARA': WELL, AS I HAVE ALREADY SAID, A PEACE
CONFERENCE WHERE THE UNITED NATIONS WOULD HAVE A SIGNIFICANT ROLE.

Q SIR, COULD YOU DESCRIBE THAT ROLE FOR US, PLEASE?
FOREIGN MINISTER SHARA': I BEG YQUR PARDON?

Q@ WOULD YOU DESCRIBE THAT ROLE? WOULD IT INVOLVE THE .
PERMANENT FIVE MEMBERS OF THE SECURITY COUNCIL?

FOREIGN MINISTER SHARA': WELL, I'M NOT INCLINED TO GO INTO

WOULD REPRESENT IT?

FOREIGN MINISTER SHARA': THIS IS ALSO TO BE FURTHER DISCUSSED,

AND WE, FROM OUR SIDE, WILL GET IN TOUCH WITH OUR ARAB BROTHERS TO
FIND A WAY TO THE BEST FORMULA TO ACHIEVE THE LEGITIMATE RIGHTS OF
THE PALESTINIAN PEOPLE.

Q WOULD SYRIA ACCEPT THAT, AFTER THE OPENING OF SUCH A

CONFERENCE, THAT THE PARTIES WOULD BREAK UP INTO DIRECT BILATERAL .
NEGOTIATIONS? OR WOULD IT LIKE TO SEE COLLECTIVE NEGOTIATIONS ON

THE ARAB SIDE VERSUS ISRAEL?

FOREIGN MINISTER SHARA': ULTIMATE OBJECTIVE IS TO REACH A
COMPREHENSIVE AND JUST SETTLEMENT OF THE ARAB-ISRAELI CONFLICT AND
THE PALESTINIAN QUESTION.

SECRETARY BAKER: LET ME ADD TO THAT, TOM, THAT THERE IS INDEED
GENERAL AGREEMENT, WITH RESPECT TO THE FACT THAT SOLUTIONS CANNOT BE
IMPOSED, THE PARTIES ARE GOING TO HAVE TO ARRIVE AT PEACE, IF IT'S
GOING TO BE ARRIVED AT, THROUGH DIRECT NEGOTIATION. I THINK THERE'S
A CLEAR UNDERSTANDING ON THAT, AND THEREFORE, ANY CONFERENCE THAT

WITH THIS WARNING AGAINST AIR FLIGHTS? FIRST OF ALL, HOW WOULD THE
US PROPOSE TO ENFORCE THIS WARNING?

SECRETARY BAKER: THAT'S AN OPERATIONAL DETAIL THAT I'M NOT
GOING TO GET INTO.

Q ALL RIGHT, AND WHAT IS THE POLICY OBJECTIVE APART -- IF
THERE IS ANY OBJECTIVE -- BEYOND MAKING SURE THE SUFPPLIES GET TO THE
REFUGEES?

SECRETARY BAKER: THE POLICY OBJECTIVE IS TO MAKE CERTAIN THAT
THERE IS NO INTERFERENCE WITH A MASSIVE, INTERNATIONAL HUMANITARIAN
RELIEF EFFORT.

Q MR. BAKER, YOU ARE SAYING THAT WE CANNOT FORCE SOLUTIONS

FOREIGN MINISTER SHARA: THE PARTICIPANTS, YES. AND THIS IS
THE PEACE CONFERENCE THAT WE ARE SEEKING.

SECRETARY BAKER: DO YOU KNOW WHAT'S IMPORTANT HERE?

SUBSTANCE. SUBSTANCE IS IMPORTANT, NOT FORM. NAMES ARE NOT AS
IMPORTANT AS WHETHER OR NOT THERE IS TRULY A DESIRE ON THE PART OF
THE PARTIES TO THIS CONFLICT TO SEEK TRUE RECONCILIATION.

THEREFORE, QUESTIONS SUCH AS AUSPICES AND THINGS LIKE THAT, AT LEAST
IN OUR vIEW ARE REALLY SECONDARY TO THE QUESTION OF WHETHER THERE

ARAB-ISRAELI CONFLICT AND THE PALESTINIAN QUESTION. THIS
DETERMINATION IS THERE. AND WE HAVE FOUND THAT SECRETARY BAKER AND

ABDEL MEGUID: I am pleased to inform vou that Secretary Saker
{and) myselt had a very fruitful meeting with President
Mubarak. And [ can say that this meeting is another step that
is approaching us to peace and stability in the Middle East. UWe
certainly appreciate the etforts that are deploved by the
United States: by President Bush:; by Secretary Baker in trying
to reach a peacetul solution to the Arab-Israeli conflict and
to the Palestinian prablem.

What I can say is that | am seeing progress achisved and that

we have certainly to wark hard., We krow how serigus is the
United States in this endeavor; and that we are warking with
our friends in the area tor the attainment ot that gaoal. I
think the crisis we have taced in the Gult+ has been; for all gf

us, a lesson to draw upaon it and to trv to benetit from this
lesson to address ourselwes to the Middle East issues which are

essential tor peace and stabilitv in the aprsa.

We
will continue to be in touch with gur friend, Secretary Baker,
And we certainly wish him success in the visits ke will Rawve in

the next few davs.

BAKER: Let me simply say that I am pleased to be back in
Cairo. And I want to thank President Mubarak, thank mw

col leagues the foreign minister +gr receiving us this evening
and permitting us to continue the conversation and dialogue

BAKER: Let me just add in respanse to your guestion that as

methodologies that would permit us to make practical: concrete:s
real results toward peace.

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SCIENTISTS DESCRIBE VENUS AS VOLCANICALLY ACTIVE
{Magel |lan probe completes primary mapping goal)

Washington -- Radar images sent back by the Magel lan spacecratt
grbiting the planet VYenus have revealed a bleak: geologically
active |landscape of explosive volcanoes: glant mountain belts
and huge craters caused by falling metearites and other
projectiles from space.

Ecientists: releasing the tirst publ ished papers on the results
ot the Masellan probe, said that the data shows Earth’s nearest
neighboring planet to be swathed in a thick atmosphere aof
carbon dioxides with nothing to indicate that |ife ever existed
there. The papers appeared in the April 12 issue of Science
magazine:

The Magel lan spacecratts launched on May &3 1989 accampl ished
its primary goal ot mapping 70 percent ot the cloud-shrouded
planst earlier this month and will have gathered images trom B85
percent of the planet by May 15.

The MNational Aerponautics and Space Administration (NASA)
anngunced that because of the excel lent radar images produced

so far it will send the probe on 2 second mapping cycle
beginning May 14. During the second cvele Magellan will map
the remaining 15 percent ot the planet’s surtface: including the

sguth poles which has never before been imaged by a spacecratt.

So tar scientists have interpreted only 15 percent of the data
trom Magellan's radar survey., Science team members said the
images reveal huge volcanoes with lava rivers hundreds of
kilometers long and craters from meteorite impacts that caused
surtace material to be e jected about 1,000 kilometers in all
directians.

The scientists said that the extensive lava flows -- upuwellings
gt molten rack from the planet’'s interior —-— are evidence ot
continuing seoclogic change. Only Earth and two planetary
sate||itesy Jupiter’s moon lo and Neptune’s moon Tritan: had

been thought to have active valecanism.

Ellen Staotan, a geologist on the Magel lan project: resorted
earlier that Venus appeared to be wenting hot material from its
deep interior through |arge volcanoes:; spider web-shaped
teatures cal led arachnoids: and giant kot spots cal led coronae.

Coronae are agval features pwver a kilaometer high and surrounded
by a ring ot ridges and troughs that range in size from 200 to
1,000 kilometers in diameter. Arachnoids are circular
Sstructures surrounded by complex ftractures: thought to toerm in
vaolcanic regians where thke surtace is pulling apart ar

The public politicsl dubace {3 ¥luld and well-fueled. Follrlpal
leaders are readlly accessible to the public and make thamaslvea avallahle
for unending interviaws on lsraell radle and television. Politisal
figures of righe, left and conter are thoughnful, intelligent and adept at
eomaunicating often complicated concepts ++ not just regurgitating slogans

and pat phrases.

These are scma of che atrangehs of the lsraeli political systam, And
thay are immensa atrengths, The weakness ls shown after avary sleccien
whon fringe groups win seats In the Knercet because the slection law
parmits any party with 1 parcant of ths vote to claim & seatr. Tsaraall
policiciane meeting visleing policielans from abroad alwaye bemean the
fragmentation this causes. But I think this weakness iz miner next to the
numerous strengths of lsvaell demecracy, 1t doesn't just work, It works
vary, very well indeed,

A nev election law will ha enacted betore the naxt Knesset elections.
Most 1iksly, lc will ralse the thrasheld for entry to the Knesset frem 1
parecant to 3 purcenc or 3 paccant. Most averyons says that will solve ths
fragmentation problem. 1 doubt that, In the slectiona last Novembar,
Labor and Llkud each got abauc one-thizd of the vots, The four frings
parcies of the right got about 10 poreont, the aix fringe parties of the
left got 13 parcent, and thw threa ultraorthodox parties Bot 11 percant of
the vota, A reform thal 1lfLs the throsheld to § persent would forcs
these smaller partles to coaleseca, But that wouldn’t break the impasss.

Our stratagic relationship

Several yaars ago, the United States and Israsl started down a naw
road, one intended to draw the twe countries closer together in a
practical, working strategis relationship. "Strategic' means a matwerk of
policical-milicary ties. This {s a development that hasn't gotten the
attention it deserves in tha American media, Too few peoples are aware of
just how the ties that bind Tsrael and the United States together axe
prolifaracing. .

Our seciaties have long been linkad by bonds of friendship, ghared
values and mutual raspect. On thae official leval, hewever, thes main ties
were monstary aid provided by the United States to Israsl and Waapens
purchases mads by Israsl from the United States. The official
¥elationship really didn't reflsct the brsadeh and depth of the unefficial
ties,

The stratagic relationship has been évalving over the years. 1t
invelves some simple and obvious tles, such as the visits to Israelt ports
by U.8, Navy ships so that sailors can snjoy leave time in a fascinating
country, It involves soms practical military links, such as joine
training sxercizes by Israell and American milltary units, And it
involves the undramacic but very important aspect of mutual planning --
military officers and civilians from the twe natiens sitting dewn on a
rogular basis to analyze problens together and come up with a joint
solution, This gets vary little actencion -«.4n large measurs because
planning for futurs centingencies is necessarily highly classified +. byt
it is a very {mportant aspect of the evolving relationship,

What's more, Israsl suppoxts the United States like rne other country
in ths world, Unlike many allies, you don't heay Israsel complaining of

don't get shot at by Passing motorigts, The Israeldl government {sn't
demanding a lot of military support from us while spending a fraction of
what we put into defenss.

anY other nation,

Two years ago, I spenscred legislation, subsequently snactad, undar

Yes, contrary to commen undarstanding, Israel fg an American ally, in name
as well as in practica, I'm proud of my rols in cementing that, During
Ry vieit to lsrasl, I had a charce to 686 how the two-way relationship has
beaan developing -- not juse daveloping, but fleurishing, It was
irpressive, Most slgnificantly, I see nething on the herizon to inhibie
tha relationship frem growing aven marg exteansivaly,

Dear Mr. President,

I wish to commend you for your tremendous
leadership in the Persian Gulf crisis over the past six
months. The war has now ended for America. I have just
returned from Israel, however, where the state of siege
remains a daily reality.

All thai I saw Cher=z couviace:l me of :he
necessity of increasing American aid to Israel, even
above what the State Department will be requesting.

I was privileged to meet with Prime Minister
Shamir, Defense Minister Arens, Foreign Minister Levy,
Health Minister Olmert, Deputy Foreign Minister
Netanyahu, and several others. All were gracious and
generous with their time. Indeed, what had been
promised as only a photo opportunity with the Prime
Minister turned into a 40-minute interview dealing in
great detail with Israel’s view of the world it faced.
In all the meetings, I emphasized how much I
appreciated Israel’s decision not to respond to Saddam
Hussein’s provocations. Saddam had intended to bring
Israel into the war, and threatened attacks with
chemical weapons. Yet, Israel did not respond. For the
first time in her history, Israel put aside the rule of
retaliation; and, because of that, the coaliticn stayed
together.

Israel incurred substantial mobilization
expenses because of Saddam Hussein; indeed, the cost of
gas masks alone exceeded 200 million dollars. While all

other affected nations will receive aid from the Arab
States of the Gulf, however, Israel will not.

The comparison with Jordan presents the
greatest irony. King Hussein sided with Saddam Hussein.
The oil-rich Gulf States, however, will probably
overlook this fact. His aid will most likely
continue. 1In comparison, Irag attacked Israel, not
Jordan. Nonetheless, in the eyes of the Arab states,
Israel simply remains Israel.

In the distribution of aid from the Gulf States
who most benefited from driving Saddam Hussein out of
Kuwait, Israel will be omitted. For all this, the mood
of the Israeli officials with whom I met was one of
resignation rather than indignation. It had been thus
for so long.

Upon arrival at Ben Gurion Airport, the Israeli
Foreign Ministry issued me a gas mask and instructed me
in its use. For the rest of the week, the gas mask
stayed at my side wherever I went. Signs outside
hotels and public buildings warned that no one would be
admitted without one. The morning of my arrival, there
had been Scud missiles fired at Tel Aviv. The dav I
left, the Civil Defense director had announced that
inhabitants could take the protection down from their
windows, open up their sealed rooms.

The Purim holiday coincided with the end of the
war. Israelis poured intc the streets of Tel Aviv,
celebrating with special emotion the ancient holiday
because, on this Purim, the threat of killing gas was
at an end. Saddam Hussein had chosen which threat to
make with hideous precision, knowing the memories of
the Jews who came from Eurcpe to found Israel.

Everywhere I traveled, Israelis expressed their
appreciation for America’s strong, principled stand
against Saddam Hussein and for the sacrifices we have
made. Most popular, for obvious reasons, was the
decision to station Patriot missiles in Israel. But
the thanks went far beyond that--to the fundamental
decision made by our country to defend against tyranny.

The Israeli air force officer assigned to work
with the Americans at the Patriot site in Tel aAviv
looked at me with tears of both joy and pride. He had




grown up in America and moved to Israel ten years
earlier. "We have always fought our own wars, fought
alone," he said. "Now we know that we are part of
something larger than ourselves, an alliance. We have
begun to trust."

In my travels, I was struck that, though the
threat posed by Saddam may have been erased, the
threat to Israel from Syria had not. The point came
home when I visited a working-class neighborhood that
had suffered a Scud hit. I spoke with one of the
families whose home was damaged, and they expressed
concern that the attacks were not really over but would
start up again--this time with chemical weapons. No
amount of assurance would convince them gas was not a
threat.

Saddam Hussein never used chemically tipped
Scuds against Israel. But Hafez el Assad does possess
chemically tipped Scud missiles. He bought more from
North Korea, even as the war with Irag was taking
place. He massacred thousands of his own people. He
seized most of Lebanon. He claims Israel as part of
Syria. But he bet on the right side in the war, and for
that he will keep his Scuds, aimed at Israsl, with
their chemical warheads. More than one Israeli
expressed to me the concern that it might be premature
to turn in their gas masks.

I was proud to support you on the resolution to
use force. I know how difficult it is to make a
decision to go to war. You were right. Your courage
and conviction have been an inspiration to the entire

world.

During your working dinner for Secretary Baker on
March 11, the Secretary asked me to follow up and clarify the
increasing reports of intensified support for expansion of
Jewish settlements in the occupied territories by various
ministries of the Government of Israel. Several ministries
have, however, declined to provide such data to us. 1 suggest

that we establish a mutually agreeable channel for gealing with
this issue, in order to prevent misunderstandings,

Lacking official information, the Embassy is not in a
position to dispute statements by ministers, members of the
Knesset, or journalists that suggest that there are government
plans and official support for a major expansion of settlements
in the occupied territories. 1In our view, "government
settlement activity" refers to activity undertaken or plannea
by your Government at any level, not just those measures
explicitly approved by the Cabinet itself.

Similarly, although the Cabinet may approve budgets which
do not specify precisely which funds will be usegq in the
occupied territories, authorizations of government expenditures
Lo support settlement growth obviously do occur at lower levels
of the Government of Israel. We presume these expenditures are
part of the overall budgetary figures approved by the Cabinet
and the Knesset. The Unitegd States Government understood that

FRIENDS WERE TO CALL ON US, THEN ARAB MASSES WOULD POUR QUT INTO TH
STREETS IN OPPOSITION TO OUR PRESENCE. IT IS A DISSERVICE TO OUR
ARAB FRIENDS AND ALLIES TO CLING TO THIS MYTH. THOSE OF US WHO
REMEMBER SCENES OF AMERICAN FLAGS BEING BURNED IN THAT PART OF THE
COUNTRY, IN THAT PART OF THE WORLD, WERE OVERWHELMED BY RECENT
SIGHEE OF ARABS WAVING THE STARS AND STRIPES AND SHOUTING, "USA,
USA.

THE DEFEAT OQF SADDAM IS NOT A DEFEAT FOR THE ARAB WORLD; IT IS
THE DEFEAT OF A DICTATOR WHO TRUTLESSLY AND CYNICALLY CLOTHED HIS
NAKED AMBITIONS IN FALSE APPEALS TO THE ARAB WORLD.

THE THIRD MYTH IS THE MYTH THAT THE UNITED STATES MUST CHOOSE

BETWEEN ISRAEL AND THE ARABS. WE WERE TOLD THAT SADDAM WAS DRIVEN

BY HIS DESIRE TO HELP PALESTINIANS, AND THAT OUR FRIENDSHIP WITH
ISRAEL MADE US UNFIT PARTNERS FOR OUR ARAB FRIENDS. THIS CRISIS

PROVED HOW EMPTY AND BASELESS THAT MYTH WAS. (APPLAUSE.) ISRAEL --
(APPLAUSE) -- ISRAEL FACED THE SAME THREAT AS DID KUWAIT AND THE

OTHER MEMBERS OF THE COALITION. IF SADDAM TRULY THOUGHT THAT THE

WORLD WOULD BELIEVE THAT THE ROAD TO ISRAEL RAN SOUTH THROUGH .
KUWAIT, THEN HIS MAPS WERE AS WRONG AS HIS THINKING. (APPLAUSE.)

THE ARAB-ISRAELI DISPUTE DID NOT LIE AT THE HEART OF IRAQ'S

RAPE OF KUWAIT, BUT SADDAM TRIED TO MAKE IT THAT WAY, AND IN SO
TRYING, ISRAEL WAS FORCED BY SADDAM'S ACTION TO PAY THE PRICE OF
ATTACK, AS YOU HAVE SEEN IN THE VIDEO PRESENTATION. THIRTY-EIGHT
SCUD MISSILES WERE LAUNCHED AGAINST ISRAEL. THESE WERE WEAPONS OF
TERROR AIMED AT DESTROYING ANYTHING IN THEIR PATH; A HOME, A SCHOOL,
A HOSPITAL. THE UNITED STATES STOOD BY ISRAEL DURING THESE HORRIBLE
ACTS OF TERROR. AS THE PRESIDENT MADE CLEAR TO PRIME MINISTER
SHAMIR, THE UNITED STATES WAS NEVER GOING TO SACRIFICE ISRAEL'S
SECURITY FOR THE SAKE OF SUCCESS IN DESERT STORM. (APPLAUSE.)

WE AMERICANS KNOW, NOT ONLY ABOUT ISRAEL'S HISTORY, BUT ABOUT

THE HISTORY OF THE JEWISH PEOPLE, AND THAT IS WHY WE AND THE REST OF
THE WORLD SO ADMIRED ISRAEL'S HEROIC RESTRAINT IN THE FACE OF THESE
UNFROVOKED, UNJUSTIFIED TERRORIST ATTACKS ON HER PEOPLE. ISRAEL HAD
EVERY RIGHT TO RESPOND TO THESE ATTACKS, BUT CHOSE NOT TO DO SO.
ISRAEL AND ISRAELIS UNDERSTOOD THAT THE SAUDI PILOT, THE EGYPTIAN
TANK COMMANDER, THE KUWAITI SOLDIER, THE AMERICAN PATRIOT BATTERIES,
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AND THE AMERICAN FIGHTER PILOTS IN THE REGION WERE ALL PART OF A
UNITED COALITION DOING EVERYTHING POSSIBLE TO ELIMINATE THE KIND OF
WANTON TERROR AND DESTRUCTION SYMBOLIZED BY THOSE SCUD ATTACKS.

IRAQ'S DEFEAT, A DEFEAT AS SWIFT AS IT WAS TOTAL, BENEFITS ALL
NATIONS IN THE REGION WHO WANT TO LIVE FREE FROM INTIMIDATION. THE
BENEFIT TO ISRAEL'S SECURITY OF THE WHOLESALE DESTRUCTION, OF THE
LARGEST, MOST HEAVILY ARMED, AND BATTLE HARDENED ARAB ARMED FORCE, A
FORCE LED BY A MAN WHO VOWED TO INCINERATE HALF OF ISRAEL, CANNOT BE
OVERSTATED. IRAQ'S MILITARY DEMISE IS A WATERSHED EVENT IN THE
ARAB-ISRAELI CONFLICT AT LEAST AS SIGNIFICANT AS EGYPT'S DECISION TO
TURN AWAY FROM THE REJECTIONIST FOLD MORE THAN A DECADE AGO.
(APPLAUSE. )

THE FIGHTING IS NOW OVER. ISRAELIS HAVE PACKED AWAY THEIR GAS

MASKS; THE KUWAITI FLAG FLIES OVER KUWAIT CITY; AND AMERICAN GIS ARE
NOW HEADING HOME.

BUT IT IS NOT ENOUGH FOR US TO REST ON THE LAURELS OF VICTORY -- THE
PEACE MUST NOW BE SECURED.

THE PRESIDENT OUTLINED OUR BROAD APPROACH IN HIS ADDRESS TO THE
CONGRESS AND TO THE AMERICAN PEOPLE. THE CHALLENGES HE LAID OUT ARE
AMBITIOUS AND WORTHY. SECRETARY BAKER HAS ALREADY TAKEN THE FIRST .
STEPS WITH HIS RECENT TRIP TO THE REGION TO LISTEN, TO PROBE, TO
SUGGEST AND TO REMIND OUR FRIENDS THAT WE MUST ALL MEET THE

CHALLENGE OF PEACE WITH THE SAME CLARITY AND UNITY OF PURPOSE WITH
WHICH WE MET THE CHALLENGE OF SADDAM'S AGGRESSION.

WHAT ARE THE CHALLENGES THAT THE PRESIDENT SPOKE OF? OUR FIRST
CHALLENGE IS SECURITY AND STABILITY IN THE REGION. WE MUST DO WHAT
WE CAN WITH OUR FRIENDS AND ALLIES IN THE REGION TO ENSURE SECURITY
AND STABILITY THROUGHOUT THE ENTIRE GULF. LAST AUGUST, WE WENT TO
THE MIDDLE EAST AS PARTNERS, NOT CONQUERORS. OUR GOAL WAS TO END
IRAQ'S SAVAGE AGGRESSION, TO LIBERATE KUWAIT, AND TO DO ALL WE COULD
TO BRING ABOUT PEACE, STABILITY AND SECURITY IN THE REGION.

IN SECURING THE PEACE, PRESIDENT BUSH AND SECRETARY BAKER HAVE

TAKEN THE SAME APPROACH. THE RESOLUTION OF DISPUTES DOES NOT REST

ON AN AMERICAN SOLUTION, AN ARAB SOLUTION, A EUROPEAN SOLUTION, A UN
SOLUTION, OR FOR THAT MATTER, AN ISRAELI SOLUTION. BUT IT DOES HAVE

TO REST ON A COMMON SOLUTION, AND THIS SOLUTION MUST LEAD TO A

COMMON GOAL: PEACE AND SECURITY FOR ALL THE NATIONS AND PEOPLES OF .
THE MIDDLE EAST. (APPLAUSE.)

ULTIMATELY, THE NATIONS OF THE REGION MUST DETERMINE THE

SECURITY ARRANGEMENTS WHICH BEST FIT THEIR NEEDS. BUT, WE CAN AND
WE WILL HELP. OUR MILITARY FORCES WILL PLAY A ROLE IN UNDERPINNING
COLLECTIVE SECURITY IN THE REGION. THE PRESIDENT HAS STATED THAT US
GROUND FORCES WILL NOT BE STATIONED IN THE GULF, BUT WE CAN
CONTRIBUTE TO GULF SECURITY WITH OUR NAVAL PRESENCE, WITH OUR AIR
PRESENCE, WITH ADDITIONAL MILITARY EXERCISES, AND WITH IDEAS AND
INITIATIVES THAT WILL BE WORKED OUT IN THE SAME WAY THAT DESERT

SHIELD AND DESERT STORM WERE WORKED OUT, IN PARTNERSHIP WITH OUR
FRIENDS AND ALLIES.

THE SECOND CHALLENGE IS CONSTRAINING ARMS PROLIFERATION. WE

NEED ESPECIALLY TO CURB THE PROLIFERATION OF WEAPONS OF MASS
DESTRUCTION. (APPLAUSE.) THE THREAT OF IRAQI CHEMICAL OR EVEN
BIOLOGICAL ATTACK ON OUR TROOPS WAS ALWAYS THERE, AND I CAN TELL
YOU, IT GAVE ME MANY, MANY AN EVENING OF CONCERN. WE ARE RELIEVED

-- THE WHOLE WORLD WAS RELIEVED -- THAT THESE MONSTROUS WEAPONS WERE
NOT USED, AND ESPECIALLY PLEASED THAT OUR AIR CAMPAIGNS SUCCEEDED 1IN
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DESTROYING THEIR PRODUCTION FACILITIES. (APPLAUSE.)

BUT, WE MUST NOT BE COMPLACENT. WE MUST ENSURE THAT SADDAM

HUSSEIN AND ANY FUTURE AGGRESSOR IN THE REGION NEVER GET THEIR HANDS
ON THE MEANS TO THREATEN THEIR NEIGHBORS AGAIN WITH CHEMICAL OR
BIOLOGICAL WEAPONS. (APPLAUSE.) WE ALSO KNOW THAT SADDAM HAD EVERY
INTENTION OF ADDING NUCLEAR WEAPONS TO HIS DEADLY ARSENAL. A SADDAM
HUSSEIN ARMED WITH NUCLEAR WEAPONS IS AN INCONCEIVABLE PROPOSITION.
OUR PILOTS SHOT DOWN SADDAM HUSSEIN'S NUCLEAR BUSINESS, AND WE MUST
ENSURE THAT IT REMAINS SHOT DOWN. (APPLAUSE.)

THE THIRD CHALLENGE BEFORE US IS RESOLVING THE ARAB-ISRAELI
DISPUTE. AS PRESIDENT BUSH HAS SAID, THE TIME HAS COME TO PUT AN
END TO THE ARAB-ISRAELI CONFLICT. A SETTLEMENT MUST BE BASED ON UN
RESOLUTIONS 242 AND 338 AND MUST MEET WHAT THE PRESIDENT CALLED THE
TWIN TESTS OF FAIRNESS AND SECURITY. WE NEED AN END TO THE STATE OF
BELLIGERENCY IN THE MIDDLE EAST. WE ARE CONVINCED THAT THERE ARE
WAYS TO RECONCILE ISRAELI SECURITY NEEDS WITH PALESTINIAN RIGHTS.
IN SEEKING A MIDDLE EAST PEACE SETTLEMENT, WE ARE NOT REWARDING
SADDAM; INDEED, SADDAM HIMSELF WAS A MENACE TO BOTH ISRAELIS AND
PALESTINIANS. TODAY, HE IS A MENACE TO NO ONE.

AND THE FOURTH CHALLENGE IS ECONOMIC PROSPERITY IN THE REGION. .

WE MUST DO EVERYTHING POSSIBLE TO FOSTER ECONOMIC COOPERATION AND

DEVELOPMENT IN THE REGION. FOR TOO MANY YEARS, THE WEALTH OF OIL

HAS BEEN TRANSFORMED INTO THE POVERTY OF WAR. IF THE MIDDLE EAST 1S

TD KNOW PEACE, THEN WE MUST ALL WORK TO LIVE UP TO ISAIAH'S CALLING,
.NOT TO BUY BETTER SWORDS, BUT TO DISTRIBUTE BETTER PLOWS."

{APPLAUSE )

IN ALL OF OUR ENDEAVORS, WE WILL BE GUIDED BY THE FRIENDSHIPS

WE HAVE FORMED THROUGHOUT THE REGION. BUT OUR SUCCESS WILL EE
FORGED AS IT ALWAYS HAS BEEN, ON THE BONDS OF FRIENDSHIP -- THE
SPECIAL BONDS OF FRIENDSHIP BETWEEN THE UNITED STATES AND ISRAEL.
(APPLAUSE.) THIS FRIENDSHIP IS SYMBOLIZED BY THE STRATEGIC
COOPERATION BETWEEN BOTH COUNTRIES, COOPERATION THAT EBENEFITS BOTH
OF OUR COUNTRIES, COOPERATION THAT WILL CONTINUE, COOPERATION THAT
WILL GROW. (APPLAUSE.)

LAST JULY, I HAD THE OPPORTUNITY TO VISIT ISRAEL, AS YOU SAW IN

THE FILM CLIP. IT WAS MY FIRST TRIP AS CHAIRMAN OF THE JOINT CHIEFS
OF STAFF, BUT NOT MY FIRST TRIP TO ISRAEL. IN MANY WAYS, I PICKED
UP WHERE I HAD LEFT OFF, SITTING DOWN WITH ISRAELI OFFICIALS TO
DISCUSS OUR JOINT EFFORTS, TO REVIEW DEVELOPMENTS IN THE REGION, AND
TO REAFFIRM OUR CLOSE TIES.

WHAT WAS REMARKABLE ABOUT THAT TRIP WAS HOW NATURAL IT FELT.

WE NEEDED NO LONG INTRODUCTION OR ORIENTATION. WE COULD SPEAK IN
SHORT-HAND, THE KIND THAT DEVELOPS AMONG CLOSE AND DEAR FRIENDS.
THIS IS A5 IT SHOULD BE. WHY? BECAUSE IN MANY WAYS, STRATEGIC
COOPERATION IS5 ONLY PART OF THE STORY OF OUR RELATIONS. LONG BEFORE
WE HAD A STRATEGIC COOPERATION AGREEMENT WITH ISRAEL, WE HAD WHAT I
CALL DEMOCRATIC COOPERATION. WE HAD MORAL COOPERATION. A
COOPERATION BASED ON THE RULE OF LAW AND DEMOCRACY, AND OUR
COMMITMENT TO THOSE PRINCIPLES.

WE HAVE STOOD WITH ISRAEL SINCE THE DAY, SINCE THE MINUTE OF

ITS FOUNDING. WE HAVE STOOD WITH ISRAEL THROUGHOUT ITS HISTORY. WE
HAVE DEMONSTRATED AGAIN AND AGAIN THAT OUR ROOTS ARE INTERTWINED, AS
THEY ARE WITH ALL NATIONS WHO SHARE OUR BELIEFS IN OPENNESS AND
DEMOCRACY. SO LET THERE NEVER BE ANY QUESTION ABOUT OUR COMMITMENT
TO ISRAEL. LET THERE NEVER BE ANY QUESTION THAT AMERICA WILL STAND
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BY ISRAEL. AND LET THERE BE NO QUESTION THAT AMERICA WILL STAND BY
ISRAEL IN WHATEVER THE FUTURE HOLDS. (APPLAUSE.)

PEACE IN THE MIDDLE EAST, A PEACE WE ALL YEARN FOR, CAN ONLY BE
SECURED IF THE US-ISRAELI RELATIONSHIP REMAINS STRONG AND VIBRANT.

AN ISRAEL THAT IS STRONG AND SECURE IS AN ISRAEL THAT CAN
PARTICIPATE IN THE PEACE PROCESS WITH CONFIDENCE AND SECURITY.
(APPLAUSE.) CONFIDENCE, SECURITY, DETERMINATION -- THESE ARE THE
HALLMARKS OF OUR APPROACH TO THE MIDDLE EAST, AS WELL AS TO DEFENDING
OQURSELVES AND OUR FRIENDS THROUGHOUT THE GLOBE. DESERT STORM HAS
DEMONSTRATED THAT THE UNITED STATE REMAINS A SUPERPOWER. I DO NOT SAY
THIS TO GLOAT, I STATE THIS AS A FACT. WHAT DOES IT MEAN TO BE A
SUPERPOWER? IT MEANS BEING THERE WHEN THE ALARM GOES OFF. WHEN OUR

THAT'S NOT UP TO SOLDIERS. IN FACT, AT TIMES I FEEL LIKE GENERAL .
PHIL SHERIDAN OF THE UNION ARMY WHO ONCE SAID, "I NEVER DISCUSS THE
CONSTITUTION VERY MUCH, AND I NEVER MADE MANY SPEECHES UPON IT, BUT

I HAVE DONE A GOOD DEAL OF FIGHTING FOR IT."

I HAVE BEEN -- (INTERRUPTED BY APPLAUSE.) I HAVE BEEN A

SOLDIER MY ENTIRE LIFE. MY EXPERIENCES HAVE TAKEN ME FROM THE
FORESTS OF GERMANY TO THE JUNGLES OF VIETNAM, FROM THE RIDGES OF
KOREA TO THE SANDS OF THE MIDDLE EAST. THESE EXPERIENCES ARE NOT
UNIQUE TO ME, THEY HAVE BEEN SHARED BY COUNTLESS THOUSANDS OF MEN
AND WOMEN WHO HAVE SERVED IN OUR MILITARY. S0 LIKE GENERAL SHERIDAN
AND HIS VIEWS ON THE CONSTITUTION, YOU MAY NOT FIND MANY SOLDIERS
DEBATING THE FINER POINTS OF A NEW WORLD ORDER, BUT YOU'LL FIND ALL
OF US PREPARED TO DEFEND IT AND TO FIGHT FOR IT IF NECESSARY.
(APPLAUSE. )

THE MEN AND WOMEN OF OPERATION DESERT SHIELD AND DESERT STORM

DID JUST THAT. THEY KNEW WHAT WAS AT STAKE IN THIS WAR; THEY KNEW
OF THE HARDSHIPS, THE MONTHS IN THE DESERT AWAY FROM LOVED ONES.

We will bhe in cantact
with all ot the parties in the davs and weeks ahesad to see it
we can adwvances the process.

Our principles remain the same: the goal ot a comprehensive
settlement achieved throush direct negotiations based on U.MN.
Security Council Resolution 242 and 338 including the
principles aof territorvy tor peaces security for Israels and the
legitimate politiceal rights ot Palestinians.

We do mot underestimate the difticulty at the task which

caontrants all of vus who seek tn aduancz the causs ot seacs, lWe

Secretary Baker discussad in machkh meekting the ausstizn of

gcognemic cogperation in the Middle East region. On a
preliminary basis there was general asreement that thiz issus
needs to be addres=ed. Again: ther2 were mo deocicsions reached

by the parties consulted but there was agsreement that thsre is
a neged to enhance the basis ot scoromic cooperation amorng the
States. We noted that the GCC Summit in December adopted a
special program for the creation of a8 new development +und. It
may be that this GCC fund can provide the base for expanded
internationzal| cooperation for countries inside and outside the
rFegian.

U.5. Palicy Toward lrag

As the President has made clears we helieve that lrag requires

special wigilance. lrag must not hawve access to the
instruments ot war. Mareowver: lrae has ackrnowledaged its
liabilities #tor damage resulting fram its invasion of Kuwait,
The international community will have to decide on apsropriate
reparations and the conditions for the |ifting of econamic

sanctions.

We believe the Iragi peoele should decide Saddam Hussein's

tate. The current strite derives from his disastrous policies.
Clearly: the international community’s relations with Irag will
be significantly afftected by the resolution ot this issue. As

Secretary Baker has notsd: we are not praoviding arms to lrasi
cpposition groups: and we bel ieve ogther states should refrain
from intertering in lrag’s internal attairs. We support lrag’s
territorial integrity as do other memkers of the coalitian.

Foreign Assistance

Let me turn to the considerations which underlie our foreign
assistance requests for Egypt and other Arab states in the
Middle East,

Econemic and military assistance remain significant tools in
opur efforts to bring stabhility ta the reginon. Theze azsistance
programs validated themselves during the recent erisis: as our
multi-wear assistance to Eagavpt and ather Arab and Maslem states
such as Moroccos Oman, Pakistan and Bangladesh was repaid with
dividends in the constitution of united will that deteated
Ilrag’'s aggression. Il know that assistance to lsrael and the
Secupied territories was covered in your previous two hearings
with Deputy Assistant Secratary Kurtzer,

The Agreement provides a basis for other

major goals such as the withdrawal ot all non-Lebanese forces

trom Lebanon and the dissolution aof all armed militias. lle

bel feve that Lebanon now has anmn unprecedented opportunity to

achieve these goals throush the extension of the authoritey of

President Hrawi anmd the government throughout Lebanen.

Lebanan stil| faces tarmidable prablems. The +ighting has
stopped: but palitical differences are not wet settled. The
Army is extending its authority: but it remains under—-equipped
and poorly—trained. The Gult Crisis caused an exodus from the

Gult ot expatriate Lebanese workers) which deprived Lebanan’s
tragile ecanomy of vital worker remittances.

Oman!

The U.5. enjovs access to Omani military tacilities under the

teams of an agreement signed in 19305 that agreemernt was

renewed in December far an additional ten vears. Access to

these ftacilities proved essential far allied militarw

operations ftollowing lragq’s invasion of Kuwait. The Omanis

also cantributed a contingent of troops to Saudi Arabia as part .
ot the GCC Peninsula Skield force and participated in the

liberation ot Kuwait.

Oman is not one of the wealthy Gulf states, having anly limited
oil and gas resgurces. For FY 1992, we are requesting 15
million doliars in ESF +tor Oman, which will de devoted mainly
to water resgurces development: fisheries: school|l constructian:
and education. We are requesting S million dollars in FMF:
mainly to allow the small Omani detense to maintain their U.S5.
grigin military equipment and t0 obtain excess defense
equipment t0 increass their deterrent credibility; we also are
requesting a small amoumt ot IMET +tor Oman.

Yemen:

Earlier this vear; with the unification aof north and south:; we
had hopes that we could maintain a cooperative working
relationship with the Yemeni government. Yet throughaout the
Gult erisiss Yemen refused to take a firm stand against Iragi .
aggression. 0On various ocecasionss [t used its seat on the U.N.
Security Council| to attempt to thwart the coalition and to
protect Saddam Hussein trom international enforcement measures,
We hope the Yemeni gavernment will reexamine its position and
mogve in a direction thkat would allpow development of a mare
cooperative relationship. But given current Yemeni positions:
we are not requesting 1997 security assistance for that
cQuntry., We also bhave reduce planned develapmental assistance
trom 20.5 million to 2.9 millioni the funds will be used to
provide humanitarian aid to the Yemeni people.

Jordan:

We were disappointed by the suscort tor lrag sxpressed he the
Jardanian govermment during the Gulf crisis. The President and
the Secretary have made seuzral public reterences to ouer
serious disappagintment withk Jardan's =alitizal paositian,

Jordan senerally obhserwved the sanctions zaainst lrags with
seriaous conseauences for Jordan's economv. Moreguer: w2 hauve

bel igve that lran should not 2xpect the boznefit of normal
relations with the international community until it acts
respansibly on these %2y icsuss, We continue to maintain an
indirect dialogue with [ran through the Swiss: who serve as aur
protecting pawer in Tekran. We also deal directly on legal and
fimancial matters at the Claims Tribunal in the Hague.

The Hostages

In conclusions let me say that on this conversation in the
Middle Easts Secretarv Baker under|ined the nred for movement
on *he hostage issue, W2 zZzZrmtinue to sr2ss the guestion and to
loak fogr wavs to secure their safe and guick =glease.
