Dear Yitzhak:

Thank vou for your kind words concerning our efforts
on behalf of Anatoly Shcharansky. It was a moment of
joy for us all when Mr. Shcharansky stepped to freedom,
and a triumph for individual hope and courage. You
know of our deep concern for the tragic plight of
Soviet Jewry and for human rights in the Soviet Union.
Let us pray that the release of anatoly Shcharansky
will lead to further steps toward redressing these
grave problems. These issues will continue to be an
important factor in our relationship with the Soviet
Union.

With regard to your comments on the peace process, I
want to reemphasize the importance for the United States
of working to find ways to move forward. We believe
King Hussein has been engaged in a dedicated and serious
effort to move toward direct negotiations with Israel,
working within the political constraints he faces. We
have encouraged his efforts, recognizing that he must
find a way to work with his Palestinian constituency on
a formula that could be accepted by all parties concerned.
If the peace process collapses, 1 believe the interests
of Jordan, Israel and the United States will all suffer.
A breakdown could have adverse results for the stability
of the region. It could work against efforts Israel and
Egypt are making to overcome differences and improve
relations and it could strengthen our mutual adversaries

in the region. For all these reasons, Wwe think we must

persevere.

As for the position of the United States toward the
question of Palestinian representation in the peace
process, it has been our consistent position that
palestinians must be involved in every stage of the
process. We are egually firm that those who advocate
violence have no place at the peace table. As you are .
well aware, the attitude of the United States Government
toward the PLO remains as set forth in the 1975 Assurance
to Israel: We will not recognize Or negotiate with the
PLO so long as the PLO does not recognize Israel's right
to exist and does not accept Security Council Resolutions
242 and 33B.




I agree that there is a connection between these two
great issues of individual freedom for all men, symbol-
ized by Anatoly Shcharansky's liberation, and a compre-
hensive peace. There are no worthier goals, and the
commitment of the United States to both causes will
remain strong.

soldiers has been executed in reprisal for the Israeli incursion

into southern Lebanon. Israeli military sources said that 80
Hezbollah militiamen were still being held by Israeli troops and
militiamen of the Israeli-controlled South Lebanon Army.

JORDAN-PLO SPLIT STIRS NEW TENSIONS IN MIDEAST

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EXZCUTIVE SUMMARY -

Following two decades of rapid growth, Israel's economic -
performance began to deteriorate in the mid-1970's. Since that
time, growth has averaged less than 3 percent per annum (vs. 9
percent in the years between 1950 and 1972), inflation has acce-= |
lerated to triple digit levels, and Israel nas experiznced growing -
balance of payments difficulties. '

wWhen the National Unity Governmeat came into office in
September 1984, it confronted rampant inflation. -- consumer prices
nad. already tripled since the beginning of the year and the rate:
of increase was accelerating -- and a potential balance of pay-
ments crisis. It inicially responded by devaluing the Israeli
shekel, attempting to cut government expenditures, and freezing
prices, profits and tax rates. However, the expenditure cuts did
not materialize, and by early 1985, the effect of the devaluation
had been eroded by rising domestic costs. Thus, the only opera-
tive elements of the program remaining were the price controls,
and these proved to be totally inadequate to stem continuing
strong inflationary pressures and loss of international reserves.

In July 1385, the government adopted a new, more compre= .
hensive program which featured cuts in the budget deficit, reduc-
tions in resal wages, high real interest rates, and another
devaluation, followed by stabilizarioa of the dollar/shekel
exchange rate. Prices remained subject to administrative

controls, but these were no longer the centarpiece of the program.

Since the ptogram was introduced, the inflation rare hag
dropped sharply, and Israel's balance of payments position has
improved. Nevertheless, Israel will need to adopt more compra-
hensive, longer term programs Cto restore external viability and a
self-sustaining growth process. In the past, Israel's very large
civilian trade (including services) deficits have beean lkept
manageabls because of private transfers and ccncessional capital
flows, and U.S. Government assistance. Policies which attracr
external investment and encourage a snift of domestic resources -
lato productive investzent aad iato the sxport sector would anable
tne country of eventually lessen its depeandence on external
concessional assistance. ] .

In the next Few months, Israel needs to find formulae
wnich assure that fucure incrzases in remuneration to labor and
capital are consistent with risiag produccivicy. Additionally,
further budget expenditure cuts are necessary (and at this wricing
are under consideration) to offset anticipated domestic demand -
pressures arising from wage hikes scheduled for the next few
months, and to leave some room for needed tax cuts and refora.

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To achieve a resumption of sustainable, non-inflationary
aconomic growth, Israel would also do well to consider policy
changes designed to encourage domestic and foreign investmepnt,
labor mobilicy, and institutional changes -- particularly delink-
ing of liquid financlial assets and incomes from the domestic price
index -- to strengthen the government's hand in dealing with

inflatcion.

Current econonic policy reform measures indicate the
'gnvernment's awareness that the loager term prospects of the
economy are not good in the absence of a comprehensive approach Co
reform. With application of prudentc gstabilization and development
policies, including inter alia, maintenance of competitive ex-
charige rates, further reduction in the government's fiscal defi-
cit, and reduction in the high marginal tax rates which act as a
disincentive to work, tne economy should be able to resume a
robust growth path with manageable external payments deficits and

debt service obligations.

The Search for Peace in the Middle East

Peaceful solutions in the Middle East will become possible
when we and cur friends make it cleaor thot radical aclutiona
get nowhere. Our commitment to Israel and her security is
rock-solid, and our levels of assistance must reflect that
commitment. At the same time, we must continue to provide
significant support to Egypt., which had the courage to break
ranks with the rejectionists and make peace with Isrsel. A

sound Egyptian-Israeli relationship remains the cornerstone of

our broader peace efforts and our regional security policyﬁn We

must also halp”uur moderate friends in the Arab world defend
themselves against the genuine security threats they face.
Radicel forces in the regjon are against negotiations, against
peace. Thus they lash out not only at Israel, whom they seek
to destroy, but ;t any Arab country that shows the courage to

seek peaceful solutions.

The necessary condition for further progress in the Middle
East peace process 15 the willingness of both Prime Minister
Peres and King Hussein to pursue ways to enter into direct
negotiations. Both lﬁaders remain fully committed to this

endeavor.
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- Two key issues remain, to be resolved: .how to structure

international support for direct negotiations and how the

ﬁalestinian people are to be represented in those

negotiations. Prime Minister Peres has accepted the idea of an

international forum, and recent discussions with both sides
have addressed specific arrangements. The gquestion of
Palestinian representation is particularly difficult,

confronting King Hussein with the historic challenge of

bringing forward Palestinians of good will who will support and

associate themselves with efforts to reach a negotiated

settlement.

Egypt is uniquely situated to interact constructively with

all the parties, and wants to help move the process forward,
We value PresideEt Mubarak's assistance and support. At the
moment, Egypt is engaged in talks with Israel aimed at
resolving the Taba border dispute and other bilateral issues,
including the return of the Egyptian ambassador to Tel Aviv.

We are hopeful these efforts will soon bear fruit.

Syria and Jordan have recently entered into a dialogue on
bilateral relations as well as the peace process. Syria
remains an important factor in the equation and we are

focllowing the course of those discussions with great interest.
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assistance for Israel, Egypt, and Jordan. We are in the
process of revie;inq with our friends in the region their needs
for defensive arms. Meeting their legitimate defensive
requirements is critically important to maintaining the
credibility of our security role throughout the region and to
preserving our role as mediator in the search for peace. Above
all, we must strengthen our friends in order to deny the

Soviets any opportunities to subvert a region crucial to our

interests.

Israel's Economic Reforms

Last year, we sought, and Congress appropriated, $1.5
billion in supplemental assistance to support Israel's economic
reform program, Buttressed by this assistance, Israel has made
gsignificant progress in stabilizing its economy since last
summer, Prime Minister Peres' July 1 measures included a 19
percent devaluation of the shekel, cuts in government
expenditures leading to a marked reducﬁion in the budget
vi deficit, a sharp decline in real wages, and a restrictive .

monetary policy.

The combined impact of new fiscal and monetary policies on
inflation has been dramatic. The monthly rate of inflation

declined from 27.% percent in July te 1.3 percent in December,
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This has enabled the Israeli Government to keep the P g’

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Unless offsotting measures are taken to contain the attendant j;
increase in domestic demand and production costs, wage

increases pof this size could result in genewed inflation and

higher unemployment. Future wage increases need to be linked

to increases in labotr productivity.

Over the longer term, the government of Israel would do
well to consider reforms in a number of other areas as a means
of facilitating noninflationary growth. These include
delinking £inancial assets from domestic price indices, labor

market reform, and changes in investment and tax policieabﬁ Qur

recent bilateral discussions in the Joint Economic Development
Group have focussed increasingly on these and other economic
and investment issues in recognition of their importance to
Israel's long term growth and prosperity. Our discussions with

Israel in this forum underscore our commitment and partnership.

In the context of Israel's eccnomic reform, we strongly
endorse Operaticn Independence, 2 private sector effort to
expand trade, encourage private investment, and reduce Israel's
dependence on U.S. aid. Spearheaded by a group of dynamic .

American businessmen, 'this initiative has already preduced

tangible results in expanding Isrzel's exports.
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Egyptian Economic Program

Last year, at the Administration's request, Congress also
appropriated $500 million in supplemental assistance for
Egypt. These funds, along with our regular assistance program,

were in support of economic reform. In 1985, the Egyptian

government drew up a l3-point reform program. It raised prices '’

for agricultural commodities, for example, and for a wide range
of sensitive consumer items; it also raised electricity rates
by more than a third and gasoline prices by 25 percent. These
incremental actions, however, still fall far short of the

comprehensive effeort needed for long-term economic viability.

During 1986, we will time our disbursement of the remaining
$1%0 million of the supplemental to support further reform
measures., Priority areas for action include reducing the
balance of payments and budget deficits, improving the system
of debt management, and expanding the role of the private
sector. Rapid progress in these areas is all the more urgent
now, given the damaging impact on the Egyptian economy of the
precipitous drop in o0il prices.

The Persian Qulf

We continue to be concerned and vigilant about the Persian
Gulf. Strategically located, this region is vulnerable to

Soviet expansionism.
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It remains a major source of energy supplies essential to tﬁe
economic health of the free world. Our naval force in the Gulf

expresses our interest in the security and stability of the

region.

We and our Arab friends agree that they should be the first
line of defense of the Gulf. Thus, our role -- an essential
role -- is to continue reinforcing the defensive capabilities
and security of our friends in the Arab Peninsula, both through
commercial sales and security assistance. The security
relationship we have built with Cman is a vital element of our
Central Command strategy. Our military assistance to the Yemen
Arab Republic, on the other side of the peniﬂsula, is
particularly important in view of the recent destabilizing

events in South Yemen.

We are troubled by Iran's intransigent prolongation of its
brutal war with Iraq, as well as by the dangers which this war
poses for nearby neutral countries. We have cffered vigorous
support for all the numerous efforts, particularly that of the
United Nations, to br}ng the war to a negotiated end with the

sovereignty and terroritorial integrity of both sides intact.
