MARLIN FITZWATER: OKAY, WITH THAT, LET ME INTRODUCE TO YOU

JOHN KELLY, WHO IS5 ASSISTANT SECRETARY OF STATE FOR NEAR EAST AHD
SOUTH ASIAN AFFAIRS. THE MEETING WITH THE PRESIDENT -- HE -- I'LL
LET -- I GUESS JOHN'S GOT THE TIMES AND SO FORTH, SO I'LL LEAVE IT
ALL TO HIM. BUT WITH THAT, JOHN KELLY.

Q ON THE RECORD?Y

MR. FITZWATER: YES, ON THE RECORD, BUT NOT FOR SOUND AND
CAMERA.

MR. KELLY: GOOD AFTERNOON. THIS IS THE THIRD MEETING BETWEEN
PERESIDENT BUSH AND PRIME MINISTER SHAMIR. THEY MET TODAY IN THE
OVAL OFFICE IN A VERY RESTRICTED GROUP FOR ABOUT AN HOUR, AND THEN
WENT INTO A LARGER GROUP MEETING WHICH LASTED FOR ABOUT ANOTHER 48
OR 49 MINUTES. SO, THEY HAD ALMOST TWO HOURS OF MEETINGS AND
DISCUSSIONS.

OVERALL, THE TENOR -- OR, TO CHARACTERIZE THE MEETING, IT WAS
—— IT WAS A FRIENDLY AND GOOD EXCHANGE OF VIEWS, GOOD ATMOSPHERE.

THEY DISCUSSED THE ISSUES AS FOLLOWS: .

THEY TALKED ABOQUT THE GULF CRISIS, THE NEED TO IMPLEMENT FULLY

THE UNITED NATIONS SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTIONS ON THE CRISIS THE
PRIME MINISTER EXPRESSED HIS AND THE ISRAELI GOVERNMENT'S SUPPORT
FOR US LEADERSHIP THROUGHOUT THE CRISIS.

THEY DISCUSSED IMMIGRATION INTO ISRAEL FROM THE SOVIET UNION
AND ALSO FROM ETHIOPIA. THEY TALKED ABOUT THE DIFFICULTIES OF
ABSORBING LARGE NUMBERS OF EMIGRES IN ISRAEL.

THEY TALKED ABOUT THE PEACE FROCESS IN THE MIDDLE EAST, AND THE
FACT THAT AFTER THE GULF CRISIS HAS BEEN SOLVED, THAT IT'LL BE
ADVISABLE TO TRY TO REINVIGORATE THE PEACE PRDLESS AND MOVE FORWARD
THERE.

THEY TALKED ABOUT ARMS SALES TO THE MIDDLE EAST. THE PRIME

MINISTER WAS ASSURED BY THE PRESIDENT THAT WE WILL MAINTAIN A
QUALITATIVE EDGE IN ARMAMENTS FOR ISRAEL, BUT AT THE SAME TIME, WE
WANT TO HELP OUT WITH THE LEGITIMATE SELF-DEFENSE NEEDS OF QUR ARAB
FRIENDS IN THE REGION.
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WITH THAT, I'LL TRY TO TAKE YOUR QUESTIONS.

Q WELL, WHAT KIND OF MONEY DID HE ASK FOR ON THE QUESTION

OF IMMIGRATION?

MR. KELLY: THE PRIME MINISTER RAISED IN G

ENMERAL TERMS THE FACT

Q0 IF I couLb GET vou TO REFINE A COUPLE OF YOUR ANSWERS,
THE -- ON THE SETTLEMENT ISSUE, WAS EAST JERUSALEM SPECIFICALLY
DISCUSSED AT ALL? .

MR. KELLY: HoT EXPLICITLY.

OCCUPLED TERRITORY , WAS THIS RAISED BY THE US SIDE? AND WHAT WAS
SHAMIR'S RESPOMSE?

Q0 ME. SECRETARY, pID THE PRIME MINISTER PORTRAY A

IMMIGRANTS? AND HOW AWARE 18 THE PRESIDENT OF THE EKTRRDRDIHRRY
DIFFICULTIES IH ABSORBING THEM?

MR. KELLY: 1 THINK THE PRIME MINISTER PAINTED A pICTURE THAT

COMBINED pOTH THE EMOTIONAL BOOST THAT THE IMMIGRATION HAS IN .
1SRAEL, AND THE PRACTICAL pDIFFICULTIES THAT ISRAEL FACES. AND I

THINK pRESIDENT BUSH HAS A CLEAR UNDERSTANDIHG AND APPRECIATION oF

Q WHAT ASSURANCES pID THE pRESIDENT GIVE THE PRIME MINISTER

MR. KELLY: THE PRESIDENT pIDN'T GIVE ASSURANCES 70 THE PRIME
MINISTER ON THAT SCORE.

g DID PRESIDENT BUSH ASK PRIME MINISTER -- piD PRIME

MINISTER SHAMIR ASK PRESIDENT BUSH FOR A us VETO ON THE SECURITY
COUNCIL RESOLUTION UNDER CDHEIDERATIGN, AND DID PRESIDENT pUSH TELL
MR. SHAMIR THAT IF ISRAEL pOESH'T COME UP WITH NEW hLTERHATIVES FOR
THE PEACE PROCESS, THAT THE US MAY ALLOW AN INTERHRTIGNHL CONFERENCE
TO GO FORWARD?

MR. KELLY: NO AND MNO. THE PRIME MINISTER pIpn'T PUT 1T

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TEXTS ARE STILL UNDER EVOLUTION IN NEW YORK. AND WITH REGARD TO AN
INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCE, THE ISRAELI GOVERNMENT UNMDERSTANDS VERY
WELL OUR LONG-HELD POSITION. HOW IT'S GOING TO BE DEALT WITH IN NEW
YORK WILL ULTIMATELY DEPEND ON LANGUAGE THAT MAY NOT BE NEGOTIATED

Q -- DID THE PRESIDENT GIVE ASSURANCES TO ISRAEL, TO THE

PRIME MINISTER, THAT 1F ISRAEL COMES UNDER ATTACK FROM IRAQ OR ANY
COMBIMATION OF ARAB NATIONS IN THE AREA, THAT THE UNITED STATES WILL
SUPPORT ISRAEL MILITARILY AND COOPERATE WITH IT (UNILATERALLY 7)?

MR. KELLY: THE PRESIDENT TOLD THE PRIME MINISTER WHAT WE HAVE

ALREADY STATED OH THE RECORD, THAT WE COULD NOT BUT REACT ™o AN
ATTACK ON ISRAEL BY IRAQ.

Q MR. SECRETARY --

Q WELL, WHAT DOES THAT MEAN, MR. SECRETARY?

Q WHAT DID HE MEAN?

0 MR. SECRETARY.

Q WHAT DOES THAT MEAN? .
MR. KELLY: HE pIDH'T DEFINE IT.

Q DID THEY DISCUSS ISRAEL'S ROLE IN A REGIONAL ARMS CONTROL
oySTEM IF THE GULF CRISIS IS SETTLED PEACEFULLY?

MR. KELLY: NOT -- HNOT IN ANY DETAIL. THERE WAS RECOGNITION ON

THE PART OF BOTH SIDES THAT IN SOLVING THIS CURRENT CRISIS, THAT THE
1SSUE OF CONTROL OF WEAPONS OF MASS DESTRUCTION IN THE REGION 15
GOING TO HAVE TO BE ADDRESSED.

Q DID ISRAEL OFFER TO COOPERATE IN THAT?

MR. KELLY: 1T pIDN'T COME UP IN THAT TERMS.

Q DID ISRAEL'S NUCLEAR ARSENAL COME UP?

Q MR. SECRETARY, pID THE PRIME MINISTER EXPRESS SUPPORT FOR

THE US DECISIOHN TO OPEN DIRECT TALKS WITH BAGHDAD, AND SPECIFICALLY
THE PLANNED VISIT BY MR. BAKER TO BAGHDAD, POSSIBLY IN JANUARY?
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MR. KELLY: NOT IN THOSE -- NOT IN THE WAY YOU PUT IT; BUT BOTH

AT THE OPENING OF THE MEETING AND AT THE END OF THE MEETING, THE
PRIME MINISTER VERY CLEARLY AND EXPLICITLY EXPRESSED SUPPORT FOR
AMERICAN LEADERSHIP THROUGHOUT THE CRISIS AND FOR THE POSITIONS THAT
PRESIDENT BUSH HAS TAKEN.

Q DID HE -- JUST TO FOLLOW UP --
MR. KELLY: SO YOU CAH ASK THE ISRAELIS WHAT HE MEANT BY THAT.

¢ DID HE -—- DID HE EXPRESS AT ANY POINT IN THE CONVERSATION
AMY RESERVATIONS ABOUT THE DECISION TO OPEN DIRECT --

MR. KELLY: NO.

Q JUST TO BE CLEAR ON THIS TEMPLE MOUNT QUESTION, THE US
DOES STAND BY THE RESOLUTION AND WOULD LIKE ISRAEL TO COMPLY WITH
ITS REQUEST FOR --

MR. KELLY: THAT'S QUITE CORRECT. WE STAND BY THE TWO
RESOLUTIONS THAT WE VOTED FOR. YES.

Q WHY THEN DID YOU CHOOSE NOT TO RAISE THIS QUESTION WITH .
THE PRIME MINISTER?

MR. KELLY: CONVERSATIONS FLOW NATURALLY, AND THEY TAKE THE

COURSE THAT THEY TAKE. THE GENERAL SITUATION AND THE CRITICAL
NATURE OF THE ISSUES IN THE MIDDLE EAST, OF THE PEACE PROCESS, OF
THE SITUATION OF THE PALESTINIAMNS, ALL CAME UP. YOU KNOW, HUMAN
BEINGS TAKE DIFFERENT TURNS IN THEIR CONVERSATIONS AHND IT JUST
EVOLVED. 1T WAS NOT A PRE-DECIDED TACTIC ON OUR PART.

O WHAT PEACE PROCESS?

0 COULD I JUST FOLLOW IF I MAY, PLEASE? IS IT, SIR, NOT

SOMEWHAT STRANGE THAT WHILE YOU WERE INSISTING UPON IRAQI COMPLIANCE

WITH UH RESOLUTIONS, THAT YOU DO NOT RAISE THE ISSUE OF ISRAELI
COMPLIANCE WITH UN RESOLUTIONS?

MR. KELLY: NO. WE TALK AROUT UN RESOLUTIONS, BUT YOU'VE GOT .
70 REMEMBER THERE IS A DISTINCTION BETWEEN RESOLUTIONS 242 AND 338,
WHICH ASK FOR NEGOTIATIONS -- WHICH 1S SOMETHING THE UNITED STATES
HAS BEEN LONG AND ACTIVELY INVOLVED IN PROMOTING —- AND THE
RESOLUTIONS WHICH APPLY TO IRAQ AND KUWAIT, 660, WHICH CALL FOR
SPECIFIC ACTIONS: WITHDRAWAL, RESTORATION, RELEASE OF FOREIGNERS.

S0, THERE'S A QUALITATIVE DIFFERENCE THERE.

Q IT ALSO ASKS FOR THE WITHDRAWAL FROM --

Q WITHDRAWAL IN 242,

Q -- THE OCCUPIED TERRITORIES.

MR. KELLY: WELL, IT DOES. BUT OBVIOQUSLY, THAT'S GOING TO HAVE
TO HAPPEN IN THE CONTEXT OF A NEGOTIATION.

0 I THOUGHT WE WERE TALKING ABOUT THE CURRENT RESOLUTIONS.

MR. KELLY: I'M gORRY. THE ONE IN NEW YORK HOW?
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O ACCEPTANCE OF THE ENVOY.

MR. KELLY: THE ONE IN NEW YORK CHANGES ON THE HOUR. SO --
Q NO, NO, NO --

Q NO, NO, NO.

Q ON THE TEMPLE MOUNT INVESTIGATIONS!

MR. KELLY: ALL RIGHT, THOSE TWO RESOLUTIONS. YES, INDEED. OUR
SUPPORT FOR THOSE RESOLUTIONS STANDS .

Q AND YET YOU CHOSE NOT TO MAKE THAT AN ISSUE?

MR. KELLY: THE CONVERSATION EVOLVED THAT WAY. IT WAS NOT AN
EXPLICIT TACTICAL DECISION BEFOREHAND.

(MIXED VOICES.)

MR. KELLY: WELL, MY GOODNESS. EVERY ONE OF YOU WHO ENGAGES IN

A CONVERSATION THAT LASTS TWO HOURS CANNOT PREDICT EXACTLY WHAT .
YOU'RE GOING TO SAY IN ADVANCE FOR TWO HOURS. AND THERE ARE THEMES
AND IDEAS THAT YOU DISCUSS.

Q BUT WE GET THE IMPRESSIOH you TRIED TO AVOID ANY
CONTENTIOUS SUBJECTS, THOUGH .

MR. KELLY: NO, WE TOOK UFP SUBJECTS THAT HAVE BEEN ISSUE OF
CONSIDERABLE CONTENTION: THE STTUATION WITH THE PALESTINIANS;
SETTLEMENTS; SO oM. THEY CAME UF; THEY WERE DISCUSSED FRANKLY,

Former secretary of state Hgnry WIEEfHEEr told the panel
NMovember ZB he does not bel ieve the Unlted Etates could sustain
near ly 430,000 troops in the gult for an extended =zeriod of
time.

“The issue...is not American staving power but the host
coguntry’s domestic stability:” Kissinger said. He acknowledged
that Washington has maintained large numbers of troogps in gther
parts ot the world tor |engthy periods of time but added:
Yconditions in the gult are not even remotely comparable to
Europe or Northeast Asia.®

Kissinger told the panel that sanctions and the possible use ot

military torce cannot be successive phases of the same policy
and will eventually become aiternatives to one anather.

YThey will praove mutually exclusive because by the time it s
evident that sanctions alone cannot succeed: a cradible
military option will probably no langer exist:” Kissinger said.

He added that he does not hel ieve the sanctions mandated by the

United Nations will by themselves tarce lrag to withdraw its
torces from Kuwait.

Kissingers who served during the Nixan and Ford

Both Jones and Crowe wholehkhearted!|y endorsed the actions taken
thus far by President Bushk in the wake ot Ilragq’s invasion of
Kuwait, The “switt and adroit response:” said Jones:
Yegrtainly prevented further aggression” against other
neighboring countries.

They also stressed that the sanctions mandated by the United
Nations seem to be kaving the desired efttect. Crowe: who
described the embargo as “the most eftective peaceful blockade
that [ have ever uwitnessed:” said it is Ybiting heavily” into
lragi resources.

“1 think these sanctions will bring him to his knees
eventual lv:;"” Crowe said. He added that such a result might
require an embargo of 12 to 18 months -— far |longer than was

originally anticipated.

He said there were as ot vt no “significant cracks in
international resoluve” and noted that Ythe economic sanctians
may be protracteds but worth it.”

Crowe and Jones also disputed recent allegations regarding

lrag’s nuclear capability. Crowe noted that he was not privy
to recent intelligences but he described reports that lrag was
close to achieving a nuciear weapaons capability as

"exaggerated.”

Jones concluded kis testimony with a8 statement he said was

directed at Iragi President Saddam Hussein: YHe will not
succeed. His troops will not stay in Kuwait, The hostages
will be released. The only guestion is when and how.?

PRESIDENT MUBARAK: WE WELCOME PRESIDENT BUSH IN EGYPT AS AN .
OUTSTANDING LEADER OF A GREAT NATION. WE WELCOME HIM AS A TRUE

FRIEND, AS A MAN OF PRINCIPLES AND DETERMINATION. A STATESMAN WHO

HAS BEEN ENDOWED WITH VISION AND COMPASSION. WE VALUE THE

CONTRIBUTION HE HAS MADE TO STRENGTHEN EGYPTIAN-AMERICAN FRIENDSHIP,
BRINGING IT TO A HIGHER LEVEL OF COOPERATION BASED ON (PRINCIPLES?)

AND MUTUAL RESPECT.

WE ARE PROUD OF THIS PARTNERSHIP, WHICH HAS HELPED US TO

ADVANCE THE CAUSE OF PEACE AND FRATERNITY AMONG ALL NATIONS, TO
STAND FOR ERADICATION OF INJUSTICE AND THE ELIMINATION OF (WORLD
IMBALANCE?), AND TO CONTRIBUTE TO THE CONSTRUCTION OF A NEW WORLD
ORDER, A WORLD IN WHICH ALL NATIONS, BIG OR SMALL, HAVE A RIGHT TO
LIVE IN PEACE AND DIGNITY.

IN OUR TALKS TODAY, WE PURSUED OUR DISCUSSION OF SEVERAL ISSUES

OF COMMON CONCERN. WE CAME OUT OF THESE TALKS WITH A BETTER
UNDERSTANDING OF HOW TO DEAL WITH THE CHALLENGE OF QUR TIME. IN THE
DIFFICULT WEEKS AHEAD, WE WILL LEAVE NO STONE UNTURNED IN OUR SEARCH
FOR A PEACEFUL SOLUTION TO THE GULF CRISIS. BUT LET NO ONE BE IN
DOUBT THAT THE STATUS QUO OF OCCUPATION AND REPRESSION IS TOTALLY
UNACCEPTABLE TO US, AND IN THE ENTIRE WORLD. IT IS A THREAT TO
PEACE AND SECURITY EVERYWHERE, AND A GRAVE VIOLATION OF THE RULE OF
LAW. IT UNDERMINES THE VERY FOUNDATION OF OUR MODERN CIVILIZATION.
HENCE, THE IRAQI INVASION MUST BE REVERSED, AND KUWAIT MUST BE
LIBERATED.

NO TACTICS WILL DIVERT US FROM OUR OBJECTIVE. NO ACT OF

DEFIANCE WILL WEAEEN OUR RESOLVE OR SHAKE OUR DETERMINATION. TO

BOTH OF US, IT'S A MATTER OF PRINCIPLE AND MORAL COMMITMENT. IF WE
FAIL TO MEET THAT CHALLENGE, THE CONSEQUENCES WILL BE GRAVE FOR ALL
NATIONS. WE CANNOT COMPROMISE ON PRINCIPLE AND MORAL VALUES, NOR
CAN WE BARGAIN ON THE FUNDAMENTAL RIGHT OF PEOPLE TO LIVE IN FREEDOM
AND DIGNITY.

AS WE WORK TOGETHER WITH THE FAMILY OF NATIONS IN ORDER TO

BRING THE TRAGEDY OF THE GULF TO AN END, WE SHALL ADDRESS OTHER
PROBLEMS WITH THE SAME ZEAL AND COMMITMENT. IN THE RIGHT CONTEXT,
THE PLIGHT OF THE PALESTINIAN PEOPLE MUST BE BROUGHT UNDER FOCUS,
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THEIR INHERENT RIGHT TO SELF DETERMINATION SHOULD BE EXERCISED, THE
HOLY SHRINES OF JERUSALEM MUST BE RESPECTED AND PROTECTED.

MR. PRESIDENT, YOU CAME TO US IN FPEACE, AND WE GREET YOU IN

PEACE. WE STAND HERE TOGETHER AT A CRUCIAL MOMENT IN THE HISTORY OF
OUR REGION AND THE WHOLE WORLD. THAT MOMENT HAS ITS GREAT RISKS,
BUT IT EQUALLY HOLDS GREAT PROMISES AND OFFERS TREMENDQUS
OPPORTUNITIES. WE STAND UNITED IN ORDER TO REALIZE THESE PROMISES
FOR THE GOOD OF ALL PEOPLES OF THE MIDDLE EAST AND THE WHOLE WORLD.

BETWEEN US ON THE NEED FOR SADDAM HUSSEIN TO WITHDRAW RIGHT AWAY
-- AND WITHDRAW WITHOUT CONDITION. SO-CALLED "PARTIAL SOLUTIONS"
ARE OUT OF THE QUESTION.

WE REVIEWED THE SITUATION IN THE GULF, AND WE AGREED THAT WHILE .

WE ALSO DISCUSSED THE CHALLENGES TO REGIONAL SECURITY THAT WILL
CONTINUE TO EXIST EVEN SHOULD SADDAM WITHDRAW. CLEARLY, SAFEGUARDS
ARE REQUIRED TO ENSURE THAT SUCH AGGRESSION DOES NOT RECUR AND THAT
SADDAM DOES NOT TURN TO WEAPONS OF MASS DESTRUCTION TO FURTHER HIS
GOALS.

LET ME JUST END THIS BRIEF -- THESE BRIEF INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

BY REITERATING OUR COMMON COMMITMENT TO CONTINUE WORKING CLOSELY
TOGETHER TO ENSURE THAT WE SUCCEED. THE US-EGYPTIAN RELATIONSHIP IS
EXTREMELY CLOSE AND IS A TRUE FORCE FOR PEACE IN THE REGION. AND I
BELIEVE THAT MUCH OF THE CREDIT BELONGS TO PRESIDENT MUBARAK'S .
LEADERSHIP. I'M THUS EXTREMELY HAPPY TO BE HERE AND TO HAVE HAD

THIS OPPORTUNITY TO EXCHANGE VIEWS AND TO BENEFIT ONCE AGAIN FROM

HIS COUNSEL AND INSIGHT.

THANK YOU, SIR, FOR YOUR HOSPITALITY.

Q PRESIDENT MUBARAK, I HAVE A QUESTION. I HAVE A QUESTION

FOR BOTH PRESIDENTS, PLEASE. YOU BOTH USED VERY STRONG LANGUAGE IN
RECENT DAYS TO TALK ABOUT REMOVING IRAQ FROM KUWAIT AND CALLING FOR
THE HNEED FOR UNITY. AND YET THERE ARE DIVISICONS IN BOTH SIDES. THE
ARAE WORLD IS5 NOT UNITED. EVEN YESTERDAY, YEMEN SUGGESTED AN ARAB
SOLUTION WAS NEEDED. AND MR. PRESIDENT, IN CONGRESS THERE'S A LOT

OF SUPPORT FOR YOUR PRESENT POLICIES, BUT THERE SEEMS TO BE A LOT OF
SKEPTICISM OVER MOVING ONE STEP FURTHER.

HOW WILL YOU BOTH REACH ACCOMMODATION WITH -- YOU, SIR, WITH
CONGRESS, AND YOU, SIR, WITH OTHER ARAB NATICNS -- IN GETTING THE
UNITY THAT YOU'RE LOOKING FOR?
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PRESIDENT MUBARAK: YOUR QUESTION IS NOT A DIFFICULT QUESTION

TO ANSWER. BUT I WOULD LIKE TO TELL ¥YOU, IN YEMEN THEY SAID THEY
ARE NOT GOING TO VOTE FOR USING FORCE. THEY ARE LOOKING FOR AN ARAB
SOLUTION. ANY KIND OF SOLUTION -- AND IF IT IS5 AN ARAB SOLUTION,
FRENCH SOLUTION, BRITISH, AMERICAN, MOSLEM, CHRISTIAN SOLUTION --
DEPENDS ON TWO POINTS: COMPLETE WITHDRAWAL WITHOUT ANY
PRECONDITION, THEN THE RETURN OF LEGITIMATE GOVERNMENT TO EKUWAIT.

IF THEY ARE ASKING FOR NO USE OF FORCE, ALL OF US DON'T WANT TO
USE FORCE. ALL OF US WANT A PEACEFUL SOLUTION, A COMPLETE
WITHDRAWAL, AND THE RETURN BACK OF THE LEGITIMATE GOVERNMENT OF
KUWAIT TO KUWAIT.

50 IF ANYBODY COULD SOLVE THIS PROBLEM OR COULD REACH THIS CAUSE
PEACEFULLY, ALL OF US WILL BE VERY PLEASED AND WILL CLAP HANDS FOR
THEM. SO THERE IS NO OTHER SOLUTION EXCEPT WITHDRAWAL AND
LEGITIMATE GOVERNMENT TO RETURN BACK WITHOUT ANY PRECONDITIONS.

PRESIDENT BUSH: AND I WOULD SIMPLY ADD TO THAT, THE WAY TO

HAVE CONGEESS ON BOARD IS TO CONTINUE TO EXPLAIN WHAT OUR PRINCIFLES
ARE, TO CONTINUE TO EXPLAIN THAT WE MUST BE SUCCESSFUL, TO

DEMONSTRATE TO THE AMERICAN PEOPLE AND TO THE PEOFLE OF THE WORLD

THAT WHAT PRESIDENT MUBARAK HAS SAID IS TRUE -- WE ALL WANT A .
PEACEFUL SOLUTION. WE HAVE BEEN EXTRAORDINARILY PATIENT. THE

UNITED NATIONS HAS PASSED 10 RESOLUTIONS, AND I WILL SIMPLY GO HOME

AND TALK -- CONTINUE THE CONSULTATIONS THAT MOST CONGRESSMEN BELIEVE
HAVE BEEN EXTENSIVE TO MAKE CLEAR THAT THEY UNDERSTAND HOW WE MUST
REMAIN DETERMINED AND WE MUST KEEF ALL OPTIONS OPEHN.

AND YOU MENTIONED YEMEN. YEMEN HAS SUPFORTED SOME RESOLUTIONS

IN THE UNITED NATIONS AND THEY HAVE NOT SUPPORTED OTHERS. WE ARE
NOT SUGGESTING THAT EVERY COUNTRY IN EVERY PART OF THE WORLD FEELS
AS STRONGLY ABOUT THIS AS WE DO. BUT I CAN ASSURE YOU, COMING OUT
OF PARIS, THAT THE WORLD STILL HAS VIOLENT DISAPPROVAL OF WHAT
SADDAM HUSSEIN HAS DONE, AND I BELIEVE THEY WILL BE SUPPORTIVE OF
ANY ACTION THAT THIS SUPERB COALITION TAKES.

Q PRESIDENT MUBARAK, YOU HAVE MADE CLEAR THAT YQU, AS

IF, HOWEVER, THAT IS5 IMPOSSIBLE, AND IF YQOU HAVE TO RESORT TO WAR TO
SOLVE THE CURRENT CRISIS, IT IS NOT CLEAR FROM PRESS ACCOUNTS WHAT

THE ROLE OF THE EGYPTIAN ARMY WOULD BE. WOULD IT BE AN ARMY THAT

WOULD COME IN AFTERWARDS TO HELP PEACEFULLY OCCUPY KUWAIT, OR WOULD .
IT BE IN THE FOREFRONT OF THE FORCES TRYING TO RETAKE KUWAIT?

PRESIDENT MUBARAK: LOOK, WE HAVE DISCUSSED ALL THESE POINTS

FROM THE BEGINNING WITH THE PRESIDENT AND THE OTHER FRIENDS. WE
SEND THE FORCES THERE, AND ALL OF US KNOW WHAT WILL BE THE MISSION
OF THE FORCE. AND I'M NOT IN A POSITION TO TELL YOU THE DETAILS --
WHERE THE FORCES ARE GOING TO STAY OR GOING TO MOVE -- BUT WE HAVE
OUR PLAN COORDINATED WITH ALL THE FORCES THERE.

WHENEVER THE USE OF FORCE IS NEEDED AND THIS OPTION IS GOING TO

BE IMPLEMENTED, WE HAVE TO REACT.

Q MR. PRESIDENT, THE WORD "PATIENCE'" SEEMS TO HAVE BEEN

FORGOTTEN IN THE COALITION LEXICON IN RECENT DAYS. WHY THE URGENCY?
I KNOW YOU EXPLAINED THE POTENTIALITY OF NUCLEAR POWER AND SO FORTH.
I MEAN, IS IT RAMADAN, IS IT -- ARE YOU JUST RUNNING OUT, AND WHAT
IS IT FORCING YOU TO MOVE SO FAST, WHICH IS OBVIOUSLY THE MILITARY
OPTION, BECAUSE PRESIDENT MUBARAK SOUNDED SO PESSIMISTIC TODAY?

PRESIDENT BUSH: WE HAVEN'T GIVEN UP ON THE PEACEFUL SOLUTION
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AT ALL. WE HAVE BEEN PATIENT. I THOUGHT JUST BEFORE I SPOKE HERE
THAT I USED THE WORLD "PATIENCE." IF NOT, I'M GLAD YOU REMINDED ME.
WE HAVE BEEN VERY, VERY PATIENT. THIS MAN SHOULD HAVE GOTTEN OUT OF
KUWAIT WITH NO CONCESSION, NO CONDITION, LONG AGO.

WE'VE GONE TO THE UNITED NATIONS FOR TEN DIFFERENT RESOLUTIONS

AND, INDEED, THERE WILL BE ANOTHER RESOLUTION. WE HAVE -- WE HAVE
SHOWN PATIENCE, WE HAVE EXPLORED ALL DIPLOMATIC OPTIONS, WE HAVE HAD
MANY PEOPLE MAKING INQUIRIES OF PEACE ON BEHALF OF ARABS AND ON
BEHALF OF OTHERS TO THIS MAN. AND I'M SIMPLY SAYING WE ARE GOING TO
HOLD THIS COALITION TOGETHER, WE ARE GOING TO KEEF ALL OPTIONS OPEN,
AND WE ARE GOING TO SEE WHAT HAPPENS.

BUT THERE'S NO TIME FRAME, NOTHING -- NO HOLIDAY, AS YOU
MENTIONED, THAT'S DRIVING ANY -- ANY DECISIONS THAT I'LL MAKE. I
CAN GUARANTEE YOU THAT. AND PRESIDENT MUBARAK CAN SPEAK FOR
HIMSELF.

BUT WE'RE GETTING -- (BRIEF AUDIO INTERRUPTION) -- OF THE

STATUS QUO, AND SO IS THE REST OF THE WORLD. AND I THINK YOU'LL SEE
THAT IN THE DISCUSSIONS THAT ARE GOING TO BE HELD IN THE UNITED
NATIONS. I THINK THE WORLD WILL SEE THE HORROR OF WHAT HAS BEEN

WREOUGHT ON KUWAIT BY SADDAM HUSSEIN WHEN THEY -- WHEN THEY -- THE .
KUWAITIS ARE PERMITTED TO PRESENT THE TALES OF BRUTALITY THAT ARE --
JUST ABOUND THERE IN KUWAIT. IT'S BEEN AWFUL, WHAT'S HAPPENED, AND

I'M NOT SURE THE WORLD FULLY UNDERSTANDS THAT. SO WE DO NEED A

LITTLE MORE TIME TO PRESENT THAT.

Q WELL, HE HAS BEEN STOFPED FROM ANY FURTHER AGGRESSION.

PRESIDENT BUSH: THAT'S NOT THE POINT, HELEN. THE POINT IS HE

IS5 STILL IN KUWAIT. AND AS LONG AS HE IS THERE THIS COALITION WILL
HOLD TOGETHER AND WE WILL NOT REST UNTIL HE IS OUT OF THERE. AND
THAT IS THE POINT. AND ALL OPTIONS REMAIN OPEN. AND I AM
CONVINCED, AFTER MY VISIT YESTERDAY, ALL OPTIONS ARE CREDIBLE.

Q CAN WE DRAW SOME LESSONS FROM THE CSCE CONFERENCE AND
APPLYING A SIMILAR MECHANISM IN THE MIDDLE EAST? AND HAVE YOU
DISCUSSED SUCH FUTURISTIC PLANS WITH PRESIDENT MUBARAK AND KING
FAHD? THIS IS NUMEER ONE.

NUMBER TWO, WHAT IS YOUR REACTION TO MR. SHAMIR'S STATEMENT .
CONCERNING THE OCCUPIED TERRITORIES, MR. SHAMIR'S STATEMENT
CONCERNING THE OCCUPIED TERRITORIES AND THE SETTLING OF JEWS?

PRESIDENT BUSH: FIRST, ON THE CSCE. THIS ISN'T DIRECTLY

RESPONSIVE TO YOUR QUESTION, BUT I'LL SAY THIS TO OUR FRIENDS HERE
IN CAIRO -- AND I DID NOT MENTION THIS TO MY FRIEND PRESIDENT
MUBARAK -- THOSE COUNTRIES, THE NEWEST MEMBERS AROUND THE CSCE
CORRIDORS, THE EASTERN EUROPEAN COUNTRIES, WERE PERHAPS THE
STRONGEST IN THEIR CONVICTION THAT SADDAM HUSSEIN'S AGGRESSION NOT
BE REWARDED.

VACLAV HAVEL WAS ELOQUENT; INDEED, HE SPOKE AT A PRESS

CONFERENCE ON IT. ANTALL OF HUNGARY, AND MAZOWIECKI OF POLAND. AND
THE REASON IS5 BECAUSE THEY HAD BEEN AGGRESSED AGAINST BY A DIFFERENT
SOVIET UNION IN THE PAST. THEY KNOW WHAT IT IS TO BE OPPRESSED AND
TO HAVE AGGRESSION SUCCEED.

S50 THIS WAS -- THIS WAS ONE COF THE REASONS I THINK THERE WAS
STRONG SUPPORT FOR WHAT WE ARE DOING IN TERMS OF A FUTURE WORLD
ORDER. YOU HEARD PRESIDENT MUBARAK REFER TO THAT. THIS, THE
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INTEGRATION OF ARAB COUNTRIES INTO A CSCE PROCESS WASN'T DISCUSSED.

OF SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTION 242. WE TRIED VERY HARD BEFORE THIS
AGRESSION BY IRAQ -- WHICH IS UNRELATED, IN MY VIEW -- BUT WE TRIED
VERY HARD TO BE A CATALYST FOR PEACE TALKS TO GET GOING. AND LET ME
JUST SAY HERE, WE ARE STILL DETERMINED TO PLAY A VERY USEFUL ROLE IN
A PEACEFUL RESOLUTION OF THIS QUESTION. AND IT IS NOT SOMETHING

RELATIONS: HE HADN'T INVADED KUWAIT; HE HADN'T RAPED, PILLAGED AND
PLUNDERED THE PEOPLE IN KUWAIT AND THE CITY OF KUWAIT ITSELF; HE

HADN'T VIOLATED THIS FUNDAMENTAL NORM OF INTERNATIONAL BEHAVIOR.

AND, INDEED, OTHER COUNTRIES HAD TRIED TO IMPROVE RELATIONS WITH

HIM, AND OURS WAS ONE OF THEM. AND I'VE SAID TO YOU BEFORE, WHY

GIVEN WHAT HE'S DONE NOW, MAYBE THAT IS SOMETHING WE SHOULDN'T HAVE
UNDERTAEEN.

Q THE QUESTION IS REALLY THE ROLE REVERSAL AND THE FACT
THAT MR. ASSAD IS THE ONE WHO HAS BEEN ON THE LIST OF THOSE --

PRESIDENT BUSH: MR. ASSAD IS LINED UP WITH US WITH A COMMITMENT
FORCE. AND HAVING SEEN THOSE AMERICAN KIDS IN THE DESERT YESTERDAY,
I WILL WORK WITH THOSE THAT HAVE STOOD FORWARD AND SAID, "WE ARE NOT

SUPPORTER TO THE CAUSE WHICH WE ARE SUPPORTING. SO WE SHOULDN'T
NEGLECT HER.

PRESIDENT BUSH: WHEN I GET THREE AT ONCE, I CAN'T HEAR. I'M
CONFUSED, THERE ARE THREE QUESTIONS AT ONCE. IT'S --

Q (INAUDIBLE) -- MUBARAK WHO RECOMMENDED THE MEETING. IT

SEEMS THAT, BASED ON WHAT PRESIDENT BUSH SAID THE OTHER DAY, THAT
THE CONCERN WAS THAT PRESIDENT ASSAD WAS FEELING LEFT OUT, THAT HE
WASN'T -- IT WASN'T PROPER FOR PRESIDENT BUSH TO MEET WITH HIM AND
YOU WANTED TO CHANGE THAT, YOU WANTED TO BRING ASSAD IN OUT OF THE
CLOSET, SO TO SPEAK.

PRESIDENT MUBARAK: LOOK, I SAID THAT PRESIDENT ASSAD 1S THE KEY
LEADER IN THIS AREA. SECONDLY, PRESIDENT ASSAD IS SUPPORTING THE --
HE'S AGAINST THE OCCUPATION OF KUWAIT. THIRD, PRESIDENT ASSAD HAS
HIS FORCES NOW BESIDE OUR FORCES AND BESIDE OTHER AEAB FORCES IN
SAUDI ARABIA FOR THE PURPOSE OF LIBERATING KUWAIT. SO WE SHOULDN'T
NEGLECT HIM; HE'S A VERY IMPORTANT PARTNER THERE.

Q WAS HE FEELING LEFT OUT, SIR? WAS HE FEELING LEFT OUT
BECAUSE PRESIDENT BUSH WASN'T MEETING --

PRESIDENT MUBARAK: I DON'T THINK -- I THINK PRESIDENT BUSH
COULD ANSWER YOU THIS QUESTION, BUT HE IS PARTICIPATING IN THE WHOLE
THING NOW IN SAUDI ARAEBIA.

PRESIDENT BUSH: I DON'T KNOW WHETHER HE'S FEELING LEFT OUT OR

NOT, BUT AS I SAY, HE IS AN IMPORTANT COALITION PARTNER, AND I THINK
IT IS APPROPRIATE THAT WE DISCUSS MANY QUESTIONS THAT

RELATE TO THE BRUTUAL AGGRESSION BY SADDAM HUSSEIN AGAINST KUWAIT.
AND WE DO HAVE A COMMON GOAL HERE, A COMMON PURPOSE HERE, AND SO I'M
LOOKING FORWARD TO IT.

I CAN'T TELL YOU -- WE HAD -- I HAD NO SIGNALS ON A PERSONAL

LEVEL THAT HE WAS FEELING LEFT OUT. BUT I THINK -- I THINK THE
PEOPLE THAT I'VE TALKED TO ON THIS TRIP, INCLUDING PRESIDENT MUBARAK
AND INCLUDING THOSE I TALKED TO IN SAUDI ARABIA AND ELSEWHERE, FEEL
THAT IT IS GOOD -- AND TALKED TO SOME IN EUROPE ABOUT THIS BEHIND
THE SCENES -- FEEL THAT IT IS GOOD THIS MEETING IS5 TAKING PLACE;

PRESIDENT BUSH: WELL, ¥YOU KNOW, I WAS ASKED THAT QUESTION IN

THE -- EARLIER ON -- AND I DO FEEL WE HAVE THE AUTHORITY TO DO WHAT
WE HAVE TO DO. BUT WE HAVE TRIED VERY HARD TO WORK WITHIN THE UN

BUT PERHAPS A TIME FRAME; I'M NOT CLEAR ON THAT. AND I -- AS I
SAY, I WANT TO WORK WITHIN THE US -- WITHIN THE UNITED NATIONS
SECURITY COUNCIL.

IN TERMS OF EGYPT, THAT'S A BILATERAL QUESTION, AND I THINK WE

HAVE GOOD BILATERAL RELATIONS. I'M VERY PLEASED THAT THE DEBT
FORGIVENESS PROGRAM IS5 OF BENEFIT TO THE MAN-ON-THE-STREET IN EGYPT.
I KNOW THE -- I DON'T WANT TO PUT WORDS IN HIS MOUTH, BUT PRESIDENT
MUBARAK EXPRESSED TO ME -- ASKED ME TO EXPRESS TO THE AMERICAN
PEOPLE HIS THANKS FOR THIS. AND THIS IS5 A -- A HIGHLY SIGNIFICANT
MOVE THAT ENABLES -- GIVES A CERTAIN FLEXIBILITY TCO EGYPT.

BUT LOOK, LET ME JUST SAY, WE WILL CONTINUE TO EXPLORE EVERY

WAY TO WORK COOPERATIVELY WITH EGYPT, WHETHER IT'S IN THE PRIVATE
SECTOR (OR) WHETHER IT'S THROUGH THE VARIOUS PROGRAMS THAT WE HAVE
IN EFFECT, BECAUSE WE HAVE THIS INTERNATIONAL PROBLEM THAT DRAWS US
TOGETHER NOW IN THE GULF -- THE GULF CRISIS. BUT WE ALSO HAVE A
LONGSTANDING RELATIONSHIP OF WORKING TOGETHER ON THE BILATERAL
PROBLEMS, AND I THINK THAT THAT RECENT ACTION BY THE CONGRESS AND
ACTIVELY SUPPORTED BY THE PRESIDENT -- INDEED, REQUESTED BY THE
PRESIDENT -- ON THE DEBT FORGIVENESS IS JUST ONE MORE MANIFESTATION
OF THAT.
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Q MR. PRESIDENT, WHAT IS AFTER KUWAIT? WHAT IS AFTER
KUWAIT, WHETHER IT IS SOLVED PEACEFULLY OR BY FORCE? WHAT IS AFTER
KUWAIT?

PRESIDENT MUEBARAK: OF COURSE, YOU ENOW, AFTER EUWAIT, AFTER
SOLVING THE PROBLEM OF KUWAIT, OR EXACTLY, AFTER LIBERATING KUWAIT,
EITHER WITHDRAWAL OR USING ANY OTHER OPTIONS, THERE SHOULD BE SOME
KIND OF MEASURES TO KEEP THIS AREA STABLE AND TO AVOID ANY MORE
TENSION AND ANY MORE WAR.

Q (OFF MIKE) -- MARKING THE BORDERS? SOMETHING ABOUT THE
BORDERS7?

PRESIDENT MUBARAK: MARKING THE BORDERS, IF IT IS NEEDED FOR

ARAB FORCES TO STAY THERE, THIS WILL START FROM THE PEOPLE OF THE
GULF THEMSELVES. LET THEM STUDY IT, LET -- IF THEY PROPOSE WHAT
THEY NEED, LET WE (SIC) FIND OUT WHAT KIND OF DECISION COULD WE
REACH.

Q MR. PRESIDENT, I'D LIKE TO ASK ABOUT ISRAEL. YOU'RE .
PROBABLY AWARE THAT MANY HAVE REACTED IN ISRAEL WITH A SENSE OF

INSULT THAT YOU WOULD GO MEET ASSAD AND NOT STOP IN ISRAEL. I WONDER

IF, GIVEN WHAT YOU SAID TODAY ABOUT THE SEPARATION, I BELIEVE YOU

PUT IT, WITH POLICY THERE, THAT YOU IN ANY WAY INTENDED THAT

MESSAGE?

PRESIDENT BUSH: NO, CERTAINLY NOT. AND I THINK THE PRIME

MINISTER OF ISRAEL'S COMMENTS SHOWED A CERTAIN UNDERSTANDING ABOUT
WHAT I AM TRYING TO DO. AND WE HAD -- WE WILL HAVE MEETINGS,
CONTINUE TO HAVE MEETINGS WITH ISRAEL, AND SO I HAVEN'T PICKED UP
ANYTHING LIKE THAT AT ALL.

I'VE SEEN SOME PRESS REPORTS THAT EXPRESS A DIFFERENCE, BUT,

LOOK, I AM FOCUSING NOW, ON THESE MEETINGS AND ON THIS TRIP, ON THIS
GULF COALITION, AND SYRIA'S A PART OF IT. AND NOBODY SHOULD READ

MORE INTO IT OR LESS INTO IT THAN THAT THEY ARE AN IMPORTANT PART OF
THIS COALITION. AND SO, I THINK THAT'S MANAGEABLE. I'M HOPEFUL —-
HOPING TO SEE PRIME MINISTER SHAMIR WHEN HE COMES TO THE UNITED

STATES. AND INDEED, I -- WE'RE IN VERY CLOSE CONTACT ALL UP AND

DOWN OUR BUREAUCRATIC LEVEL. -

SO I'M GLAD YOU ASKED IT, BECAUSE I HOPE THERE'S NO
MISUNDERSTANDING. IF THERE IS, I'D LIKE TO LAY IT TO REST. THIS
RELATES TO THE REVERSAL OF AGGRESSION, AND I HAPPEN TO FEEL THAT NOT
ONLY IS THAT IN THE INTEREST OF THE UNITED STATES, I THINK IT'S IN
THE INTEREST OF ALL COUNTRIES, AND THAT WOULD INCLUDE EVERY COUNTRY
IN THE MIDDLE EAST, WHICH OBVIOUSLY INCLUDES THE STATE OF ISRAEL.

AFFAIRS, IS5 THAT YOU CAN DO MUCH OF WHAT YOU WANT TO DO
DIPLOMATCALLY WITH A PHONE CAL, BUT THAT A MEETING REWARDS
TERRORISM.
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PRESIDENT BUSH: THAT WAHT?

Q IF YOU WANTED -- IF YOU WANTED TO MEET -- OR IF ¥YOU

WANTED TO SPEAK TO PRESIDENT ASSAD ABOUT THE GULF SITUATION, YOU
COULD DO THAT, AS YOU OFTEN DO, WITH A TELEPHONE CALL. BUT THE
ALLEGATION IS THAT IF YOU MEET HIM FACE TO FACE --

PRESIDENT BUSH: WE'VE ALREADY HAD A TELEPHONE CALL WITH HIM,
(PRESIDENT MUBARAK CHUCKLES.) NOW WE'RE GOING TO HAVE A MEETING,

AND THAT SHOULDN'T -- NO WAY -- THAT SHOULD IN NO WAY INDICATE THAT
THERE ARE NO DIFFERENCES BETWEEN THE UNITED STATES AND SYRIA ON A
WIDE ARRAY OF QUESTIONS. THERE ARE, EVERYBODY KNOWS THAT. BUT WE
ARE TOGETHER ON THIS QUESTION, AND NOW I WANT TO BE SURE THAT WE ARE
SOLIDLY TOGETHER IN EVERY WAY. AND THAT IS IN THE INTEREST OF EVERY
COUNTRY .

PRESIDENT MUBARAK: I THINK NO PROBLEM -- IT'S NOT A BIG

PROBLEM JUST TO -- THAT PRESIDENT BUSH COULD MEET WITH PRESIDENT
ASSAD. AS FAR AS THEY ARE MEETING FOR PEACE QUESTIONS, WE SHOULD
ENCOURAGE THAT. THE WHOLE WORLD NEEDS PEACE. WHENEVER THERE IS
PEACE, IT'S VERY -- THERE IS STABILITY. AND A TELEPHONE CALL --
THERE IS GREAT DIFFERENCE BETWEEN SOLVING THE PROBLEM OR SOME
PROBLEM WITH TELEPHONE CALLS, AND SITTING WITH EACH OTHER AND HAVE

DIRECT TALKS. THIS MAY BE TO -- IN SOME ISSUES, VERY EFFECTIVE.
THANK YOU.

Cairo —— The world is "getting tired of the status quo® in the
Persian Gulf,; President Bush declared Novemher Z3.

With Egyptian President Mubarak at his sides strongly backing
the need to reverse lragi aggression: the president recited the
number of diplomatic overtures made to lIrag’s Saddam Hussein in
an ettort to sain compliance with 10 United Nations resolutinons
on the invasion of Kuwait, all ot them thus far

truitless.

"We're getting tired ot the status qup:” Bush said, Yand so is

the rest ot the warld. 1 think you’ll see that in the
discussions that are going to be held at the United Mations. |
think the world will see the horror of what has been wrouaht on

Kuvwait by Saddam Hussein.”

Bushkh held what he termed a "long: productive...useful set of
talks” with Mubaraks "my close and trusted triend.” Mubarak
told a Joint news conference the talks centered on developments
in the gulf and the status ot the U.5. and Egyptian troops
stationed in Saudi Arabia against possible turther agssaression
by Saddam Hussein. Mubarak turned aside a guestion about the
use ot Egyptian troops: should war become a necessitys; saying
their deployment was part ot the coordinated plan of the
coalition.

Mubarak told reporters at the start of his meeting with Bush
that he is "pessimistic” about the chances ot a peacetul
resplution because “there has been no movement on the other
side.” He said lrag "must” leave Kuwait: and if it does not,
¥3ny means must be used.” He said the timing ot a military
response would depend on lrag’s actions.

Mubarak said the gulf coalition would expend every ettort an
achieving a peacetul resolution, but added, “Let no one be in
doubt that the status quo of occupation and repression is
totally unacceptable to us and to the entire world.” Mubarak
argued that lran’s aggression Yundermines the very foundation

ot our modern civilization” and asserted; ”"The lraqi invasion
must be reversed and Kuwait must be liberated. No tactic will
divert us from our objective....”

Bush asserted that he and Mubarak were agreed “that while a
peacetul solution brought about by sanctions is clearly
preterred; steps must be taken now by all members of the
international coalition so as to ensure that credible .
alternatives are available betore much more time passes.”




Bush told questioners he believes a new U.N. resolution is
Yyery very close nows* but ke would not say whether it would
contain a date certain tor the start of kaostilities: should
Saddam Hussein not relent.

As laong as | have ane
American troop —— oOne man: one woman ettt there in the armed
torces in this Gulty, [ will continue to work closely with ali!l
those who stand up a@gainst this aggression. Then | reserve the
right, bilaterallys to point out any difterences | have with a
country: Just as that country will probably: trankly: point out
the ditterences they have with me.

MUBARAK - 1 think the president has answered the question




completely. | would like to add one more point: that Syria is
considered in this area one ot the key countries; and a gond
supporter to the goals which we are supporting. So uwe

shouldn’t neglect him.

Q: President Mubarak: could 1 follow that up by simply asking
vouy sirs: why wvou recommended the meeting? [t seems that;
based on what President Bush said the other day: that the
concern was that President Assad was feeling left out:; that it
wasn’t protitable tor President Bush to meet with hims: and gl
wanted to change that. You wanted to bring Assad out—-and-out
ot the closets so to speak.

MUBARAK : I said that President Assad is a key leader in this
area. GSecondly: President Assad is against the occupation of
Kuwait. Thirds President Assad has his torces now beside our
torces and other Arab torces in Saudi Arabia for the purpose of
liberating Kuwait. So we shouldn’t neglect him. He is a very
important partner then.

Q: Was he teeling lett outy s5ir? Was he teeling lett out
because President Bush wasn’t meeting him?

MUBARAK : I think President Bush could arnswer vou this

question. But he is participating in the whole thing now in
Saudi Arabia.

BUSH: I don’t know whether he'‘s {teeling leftt out or nots but
as 1 say:; he is an impaortant coalition partners and | think it
is appropriate that we discuss many questions that relate to
the brutal aggression by Saddam Hussein against Kuwait.

But as it relates to the Middle East: | think we’ve sot all
Linds ot potential for peace; given the fact that we’ve came
together almost unanimously, standing up against this brutal
dictator. And out ot that and out of the contexts that go with
that, 1 hope we can be catalwyvtic in solving other problems z=nd
1 think that will lead to a8 new world order that has much
better chance tor peace ftor our children and our grandchildren.

S5o that is the optimistic part of all ot this. Right now we’rs
tacing a brutal dictator and we’ve got to do something about |t
-— a man that'’s holding hostages and all of this. It’s just
unconscionable what the man is doing. But as we unite and as
we prove to be successful — and we will be successful —— |
think we can then see all around this concept that aggression
will not pay that we have a better shot tor world peace. fnd |
will work my hardest to be sure that the United States plays an
active role in that. Whether it be in the Middle East or
whether it be in the rest ot the world.

That is the exciting part. The more troubling aspect is how do
we get this brutal dictator out ot Kuwait now? And that one
we've been talking about.

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BUSH: ASSAD SAY PARTIAL GULF SOLUTION YUNACCEPTABLE”
{Must be no reward tor aggression)

Geneva —— President Bush discussed the Persian Gulf cricis
Movember 23 with Syrian President Assads with bothk agreeing
lraq must not be rewarded for its asgressive behavior.

Bush and the Syrian leader talked tor more than three hours
in a hotel near the Geneva Airport in what White House
Fress Secretary Marlin Fitzwater called a *#full and $rank®
discussion ot a broad range ot bilateral and regional
issues: including

terrorism.

Fitzwater said the two men called the orccupation of Kuwait and
any partial solution to the crisis “unacceptable” and expressed
a preterence tor a peaceful solution along lines laid cutr in a
series of United Nations and Arab League resolutions.

They discussed the situation in Lebanpons and each cited the
need to implement the Tait accords. There was also a
discussion ot the Middle East peace process and each noted the

need to make progress consistent with U.N. Resolutions 242 and
338,

Bush: Fitzwater saids asked Assad to “do everything in (his})

power” to gain treedom 4o+ hostages held in Beirut. There was
an “extended” discussion of terrorism —— Syria is on the State
Department list of terrorist states —— and each agreed to

continue the dialogue *Ywith the goal ot achieving positive
results . ¥

At a news contference in Cairo earlier in the days, Bush
rebutted: with some passion: criticism ot his meeting with the

representative ot a terrorist state, Assad. “Mr. Assad:” he
explained; "lined up with us with a commitment ta force. ...l
will work with those who have stood torward” gsainst
aggression. “That doesn’t mean:” he added; “that we don’t haue
ditterences with Syria. We hauve big ditferences...(but) they
are on the {front |line or soon will be...standing up against
aggression. ] will work with those whose very presence

enhances our chance ot success in reversing this agosression.”

He said he reserves the right to point out the many ditterences
between Syria and the United States in other contexts; once the
Persian Gult crisis is resolved.

Bush stopped in Geneva tor the Assad meeting on his way home
tollowing an eight-day trip demonstrating the benetits -- =nd
limitations —— ot peacetul change. He opened his Jjourney in
Prague to celebrate the {irst anniversary of the Veluet




Fevolution which peacefully swept Czechoslovakia’s communist
rulers out ot power. In Paris: he signed the treaty reducing
Conventional Armed Forces in Euraope and a Jjoint declaration ot
non—aggaress ion by members of the North Atlantic Treaty
Organization and the Warsaw Pact. Together: he said: those
documents represented the tormal end ot the Cold War and the
beginning ot a new era in European history.

The Charter of Paris: signed by Bush and 33 pther heads of
state and gaovernment at the end ot a three-day session of the
Conference on Security and Cooperation in Europes establ ishes
the tramework tor a peacetful integration ot tormer ideclogical
adversaries of East and West in a singie Continental
brotherhood stretching trom the Atlantic to the Urals

Bush lett Paris tor Saudi Arabia; where he met with U.5. trooes
in Dhahran. From there:; he traveled to the GQubba Palace in
Cairo tor talks with Egyvptian President Mubarak.
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BUSH,; AS540 HAVE *YFULL AND FEANK* DISCUSSION

Geneva —— President Bush and Syrian President Assad had a
threehour meeting here November Z23; which the White House Press
Secretary later described as being *4ull and frank” and

covering *in depth a broad range pof bilateral and regional
concerns .

In a statement released tollowing the meeting: the press
secretary said the two presidents discussed the situation in
the guits; Lebanonsy the Middle East peace process: the hostage
issue; human rights and terrorism.

Following is the text ot the statement:

President Bush and President fssad met {or approximately three
hours in Genewva, They had a discussion that can be accurately
characterized as tull and trank and that covered in depth a2
broad range ot bilateral and resional concerns.

On the sitwation in the gult:; the two presidents agreed that
lrag’s occupation ot Kuwait is wunacceptable» as are any partial

solutions. They exprescsed their preterence tor a peacetul
colution ot the crisis in caontormity with Arab League and U.N.
resolutions. They also agreed that lrag should receive no

reward tor its agaression: and that Kuwait’s territory and
legitimate goversment must be restored fully,

On Lebanan: the two presidents noted areas ot progress and
emphasized the necessity for the implementation ot the Tait
Accords .

President Bush and President Assad also discussed the Middle
East peace process and the importance of moving ahead
consistent with U.N. resolutions Z4Z2 and 338.

The president urged Syria to do evervthing in its power to kele
bring about the reiease ot all hostages being held in Lebarnon
The two leaders also discussed human rights issues.

Last: the two presidents had an extended conversation of the
question ot terrorism: agreeing to cantinue the U.S5.-Svrian
dialpogue with the ypal ot ackieving positive results.

BUSH, MUBARAK REJECT *STATUS QUO” IN GULF
(Conter on options against lragi aggression)

Caira == The world is “getting tired ot the status qua” in the
Fersian Gult, President Bush declared November 23.

With Egyptian President Mubarak at his side; strangly backins
the need to reverse lragqi aggression: the president recited the
number of diplomatic overtures made to lrag’s Saddam Hussein in
an ettort to gain compliance with 10 United Nations resolutions
on the invasion of Kuwait: all ot them thus far

fruitless.

"We're getting tired ot the status quo:* Bush said: *and so0 i=

the rest ot the warld. I think you’ll see that in the
discussions that are aoing to be held at the United Nations. |
think the world will see the horror of what has been wrought on

Kuwait by Saddam Hussein.?”

Bush held what he termed a ”long; productive...useful set of
talks” with Mubarak: “my close ‘and trusted friend.” Mubarak
told a joint news conference the talks centered on developments
in the gult and the status of the U.5. and Egyvptian troops
stationed in Saudi Arabia against possible turther asgression
by Saddam Hussein. Mubarak turned aside a guestion about the
use ot Egyptian troopss should war become a necessitys saying
their deployment was part of the coordinated plan of the
coalition,

Mubarak told reporters at the start of his meeting with Bush
that ke is “pessimistic” about the chances of a peacetful
resolution because “there has been no movement on the other
side.” He said lrag “must” leave Kuwait:; and if it does not.
Yany means must be used.” He said the timing ot a military
response would depend am lrag’s actiaons.

Mubarak said the gult coalition would expend every eftort on
achieving a8 peacetul resolution, but added; “Let no ane be in
doubt that the status quo ot occupation and repression is

totally unacceptable to us and to the entire world.* Mubarak
argued that Ilrag’'s assression Yundermines the very tftoundation

ot our modern civilization” and asserted:; “The Ilragqi invasion
must be reversed and Kuwait must be |iberated. No tactic will
divert us trom our objective....?

Bush ascerted that ke and Mubarak were agreed Ythat while a3
reaceful solution brougsht about by sanctions is clearly
preterred; steps must be taken now by all members of the
international coalition so as to ensure that credible
alternatives are available betore much more time passes.?”
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PRESIDENT BUSH IN ANSWER TO A QUESTION ABOUT ISRAELS REACTION TO HIS
FORTHCOMING MEETING IN GENEVA WITH PRESIDENT ASSAD SAID:
