GOV EANGE BIOGRAPHY OF HARRY HUGHES

Harry Roe Hughes was elected fifty-deventh Governor
of the State of Maryland in 1978 and was re-e i ;
0,000 votes,

a total unmatched by any other gubernatorial candidate in
Maryland history. His 71 percent of the vote in the 1978 ‘
election represented the greatest margin of victory by any f ~

In each of these elections he received more tha

contender for the governorship in this century. 1In his 1982
re-election, he received €2 pefcent of the vote and carried .
Baltimore City and 19 of the state's 23 counties,

g Governor Hughes became chief executive after extensive
service in the General Assembly and in the state.cabinet. He
had served four years as a member of the House of Delegates,
twelve as a state Senator, and six as Secretary of Transportation.
He assumed the governorship at a critical time in Maryland 3
history. Public confidence in government had been shaken by
criminal prosecution of several elected state officials. 1In
addition, as reflected 1Yy a survey showing the loss of more
than 40,000 manufacturing jobs in the mid-1970's, the state
economy had sunk to an advanced stage of deterioration. Governor
Hughes pledged to work for restoration of public faith in the .
political process and to dedicate greater state effort to
revitalizing the econonmy,

Dramatic changes from the past marked his first term.

Declaring a belief in the supremacy of principle over personality,
he emphasized the role of the General Assembly as the policy-
making arm of government and the role of the Governor as that of
implementing that policy, initiating proposals on his own and in
partnership with legislative leaders, and conscientiously exercising

his constitutional budgetary and appointive powers.







Against this background, the first four years of the
Hughes Administration brought dramatic improvement in the
condition of the state. An aggressive economic development
program was launched. Citizens and local governments benefited
from the most massive tax relief program ever undertaken by a
Maryland governor and legislature. To overhaul a long-neglected
corrections system, the biggest priscn construction program in
state.hiatury was initiated.

In addition, nationally recognized programs were
adopted for tine disposal of low-level nuclear and toxic wastes.
One of the most vigorous programs in the nation was enacted
to combat drunk driving, significantly reducing loss of life on 1:} ‘
streets and highways. After several defeats under sponsorship |
by previous administrations, legislation was adopted to con-
solidate an antiquated, politics-ridden Baltimore City Court . ‘
system. Services to elderly citizens were greatly expanded.

- Highlights of Governor Hughes's second term included

his campaign to save the Chesapeake Bay from centuries of
pellution and zbuse. Mustering widespread popular support for
this program, he successfully enlisted the aid of his fellow h
governors from ?'“ginia and Pennsylvania, the mayor of the
District of C¢1u¥;ia, and the federal government. More than
700 leaders of g@vernment, environmental groups and the business
community packed the George Mason University auditorium in =
Fairfax, Virginia, for a 1983 conference tc unveil the save- ka
the-Bay program. '

Also featured during the second Hughes term were a .
year-long 19284 celebration of Maryland's 350th anniversary,
the emergence of the University of Maryland among the nation's
top-ranked institutions of higher learning, a record increase
in state support of public education, and the establishment of
a National Institute for the Study and Prevention of Violence
and Extremism at the Baltimore City campus of the University of

Maryland.







Governor® Hughes's concept for the institute on

violence and extremism began taking shape shortly after his
first inauguration. A group of leading ecitizens had brought
to his attention a report of an upsurge in cross-burnirigs and
synagogue desecrations. Shortly thereafter, in an address to
the Montgomery County Bar Association, he publicly deplored
such acts and called on all elected officials in Maryland
to join him in speaking out against them. Later he success-
fully proposed state legislation providing more severe penalties
for racially or religiously motivated violence and extremism,
and he directed education and law enforcement officials to set
up programs to combat the problem. Early in his second term ()
he gained endorsement by the National Governors' Association
of his proposal t> establish the institute, and he provided .
initial funding for it _.in his budget for 1985,

e Throughout his administration, Governor Hughes
preserved Maryland's reputation for fiscal'respmnsibility.
Despite a prolonged national recession and accoempanying reduction
of a federal commitment to programs affecting less fortunate
citizens, he increased state funding for children's day care,
alcoholism and drug-addiction treatment, the transfer of patients
to residential settings from institutions for the retarded and
mentally ill, and similar programs. In aid to families with
dependent children, the state rose from a national ranking of C;
thirty-sixth to twenty-ninth; in the level of benefits for
unemployed workers, it rosetfrcm forty-second to twenty-sixth,.

At the same time, Maryland retained its Triple-A .
bond rating from Moody's and from Standard and Poor's, a distinetion
which was shared by fewer than a dozen other states and which
saved taxpayers millions of dollars through lower interest rates,
Throughout these developments, the €conomy grew stronger.

Delegations headed by the Governor visited China,
Europe, California, New York City and Chicago to help attract

new business and industry to the state. A special program was







devised to familiarize local businesses with assistance
available from the state for expansion within Marvyland borders
or for development of export trade. These efforts helped pro-
duce an average $1 billion a year =- Iour times the previous
rate -- in the commitment of new capital for expansion or settle-
ment of business in Maryland. Thousands of new jobs were
Created, especially among high-technology firms, whose develop~
ment in the Ealtimare-Frederjck-Washingtﬂn triangle brought to
that area the greatest concentration of electronic scientists
and technicians in the nation. The state unemployment rate
consistently ranged well below the national average. To help ,
prepare a new generation of workers for the emerging camputer: LB
and electronics industries and to ease the transition of many
entering these industries from cbsolescent crafts, Governor .
Hughes obtained legislative approval for the creation of a new
Department of Employment and Training. By mid-decade, Maryland
had become a leader in the rapidly developing field of high
technology.

" Governor Hughes was born in Easton, Maryland, a few
miles from the Denton home of his parents, on November 13, 1926.
He was educated in the public schools of Caroline County.

Enlisting at 17, he served a year-and-a-half with the
U.5. Navy Air Corps in World War II. He later entered the Univer-
sity of Maryland and received a E.S. degree there in 1949, pefore r;
entering the University of Maryland he had attended Marcersburg
Academy in Mercersburg, Pennsylvania, and Mount Saint Mary's i
College in Western Maryland. After receiving his undergraduate .
degree he entered the George Washington University School of Law
and received his LL.B. degree in 1952, He was admitted to the
practice of law in Maryland the same year and started practicing
law in Denton in 1952.

Mr. Hughes was elected in 1954 to represent Caroline
County in the Maryland House of Delegates and served one four-
year term. In 1958 he was elected to the senate, where he served
three terms (1959-1970), first representing Caroline County and
then, after reapportionment, the Upper Shore counties.

During his term in the senate, Mr. Hughes held a
number of leadership positions,

including chairman of the

Committee on Taxation and Fiscal Matters, majority floor

leader, chairman of the Committee on Finance, and chairman

of the Commission o Study the State's Role in Financing
Public Education.

In 1971, he was appointed tc head the newly created
Department of Transportation, serving in that post until May,
1977, when he resigned in protest over the manner in which

the Administration awarded a large construction management

contract. )
Governor Hughes is married to the former Patricia fii
Doncho. They have two daughters, Ann, a teacher in special
) education, and Elizabeth, a practicing attorney in Baltimore .

In both
content and spirit it represents a new era of close partnership between
our two countries and governments.

We are encouraged by, and grateful for, the 'vote of
confidence' in our economic policy manifested in President Reagan's
decision to recommend to Congress the supplemental assistance appropriation.

Such support cannot but reinforce our already firm
resolve to undertake appropriate measures in order to deal with our economic
difficulties. This resolve originates in a deep conviction of the urgency
of such measures on the one hand, and the need for 'fine-tune'
implementation to the unique Israeli socio-economic setting. Your support
will enable us to carry out our responsibilities adequately in both contexts.

1 would also like to welcome your timely suggestion that
the June JEDG meeting will, inter alia, provide the opportunity for a more
concrete discussion on the requisites and potential instruments for
encouraging investment in Israel. As you noted, our joint efforts in this
endeavour -- in fulfilment of President Reagan's other generous promise made
during my October visit to Washington -- will help demonstrate to our people
the 'ray of hope' that is in sight at the end of the 'tunnel' of coming
hardships.

May I take this opportunity to express my personal thanks
for your warm greetings on the occasion of Israel's 37th. Independence Day.
In reflecting on the role played by the U.S. in supporting the idea of Jewish
Statehood, in reviewing four decades of American contribution to our efforts
to overcome challenges too awesome to be tackled alone, and while observing
the unfolding of this new phase of partnership, the foundations of the bonds
which unite us seem unshakable. 1 am convinced that it is the contribution
of President Reagan's leadership and your own that make this course toward
ever-more meaningful partnership irreversible.

Dear Mr. Prime Minister:

Thank you for your letter of April 22 in which you
outline your government's intended approach to future
economic policy. The President has asked me to
congratulate you on this framework, which he and I
believe represents substantial progress in your
continuing efforts to formulate a program which will
stabilize your economy and lay the basis for renewed
growth., We fully understand the far-reaching nature of
your proposals, which establish new procedures which
would assure that your existing program will be fully
implemented and further strengthened over time. As such
it is a courageous expression of your personal
determination to address Israel's economic problems. We
understand the need for further study of the implications
of certain aspects of the framework, as well as the need
to consult with the social partners and secure their
consent if possible. A program that has the full support
of the cabinet and the social partners is clearly
desirable and will hold the greatest promise of success.

Let me emphasize that we view our dialogue as a
continuing process in which both Israel and the U.S. will
participate and in which both governments will still have
decisions to make, On Israel's side, the success of your
stabilization effort will depend not only on full
implementation of your existing program of budget deficit
reductions, progressive exchange rate adjustments,
monetary reform and institutional changes, but also on
following through on the plans you outlined, with the
further elaboration which your officials have discussed
with Professors Stein and Fischer and with us here next
year and the year after, Those further steps, such as
the three-year objective in your point 4, together with
its fiscal implications, are the key to ensuring a
vigorous Israeli economic recovery. On the U.S. side,
our financial assistance should be phased so as to
bolster your reserves, preclude destabilizing capital



flight, and provide maximum policy support during the
transitional period and to domestic and balance of
payments equilibrium. As is the case with your program,
details of our financial support will need to be
carefully worked out in close consultations in the Joint
Economic Development Group (JEDG).

In the above context and in recognition of the close bond
of friendship and mutual respect which unites us, the
President is prepared to recommend to the Congress a
supplemental assistance appropriation of 1.5 billion
dollars to be disbursed over the course of FY 85 and FY
86 as the President or his designated representative may
deem most helpful to the economic stability and growth of
Israel.

Turning to organizational/procedural considerations, we
believe that the JEDG should make recommendations to both
our governments at its June meeting on the timing of aid
disbursements and the programmatic benchmarks associated
with such disbursements. As you point out in your
letter, you also hope by that time you have completed
more definitive work on key aspects of your program,
which would be factored into discussions. Thereafter, we
would envisage a continued prominent advisory role for
the JEDG not only on economic policy issues, but on the
longer range growth and development issues which must
increasingly command our attention and joint efforts. In
that regard, we would hope to address more systematically
than heretofore the respective roles of our governments
and private sectors in encouraging investment in Israel
at the June JEDG meetings. I deeply share your
conviction that we must work to ensure the future
prospect of renewed economic growth and prosperity in
Israel as the just reward of current sacrifice.

Finally, I wish to express once again my admiration not
only for your clear commitment to economic reform but
your courageous action in Lebanon and commitment to
regional peace. Rest assured that the U.S. will remain
your steadfast partner in these worthy endeavors.
