MR, KISSINGER: WELL, IT == IT == IT ISN'T APPROPRIATE
FOR S50OVIET MILITARY ADVISERS TO BE SERVICING EQUIPMENT
THAT MAY BE SHOOTING AT AMERICANS, AND IT ISN'T
AFPPROPREIATE TO SOPPORT THE TAKING OF HOSTAGES.

I THINK THIS IS THE MOST CRUEL TAKING OF HOSTAGES YET,
AND HEVER HAS A GOVERNMENT SIMPLY PLACED INNOCENT
NATIONALS THAT HAVE HO CONCEIVABLE CONNECTION WITH THE
GOVERNMENT TO PROTECT -- IN A POSITION WHERE THEY ARE
PROTECTING THE TARGETS THAT THEY THEMSELVES HAVE CAUSED
