SYRIA'S ASSAD DISMISSED US 'THREATS'

yesterday at western governments that have accused Syria of
supporting terrorism and vowed that he would not be intimidated
by what he described as "threats" from the Reagan administration,
The Syrian leader suggested that “wverbal bombs® directed by
President Reagan at Syria and the US bombing of Libya last month
have frosen US-Arab cooperation on a wide range of issues,
including Syrian efforts to free Americans taken hostages in
Lebanon.

a Ed, there is a certain feeling out of the voting against
arms sales to Saudi Arabia, that the ability of the White House to
vote and regain the arms sale to Saudi Arabia had been eroding
somehow because of the large majority. What do you have to say about .
this?

MR. DJEREJIAN: UWell, it is a very difficult problem. We
certainly have a very uphill fight on the Saudi arms package. Our
position on this is clear. The President has, ever since his return
from Tokyo had taken a direct hand in making contacts on the Hill,
especially with the senators, to explain the very fundamental US
security interests that are invalved in the sale of these Saudi
arms=—these arms to Saudi Arabia. Fundamental ly, our position on
this which we think we have a very strong case, and it's a case that
we are making and will continue to make to the Hill, with every
intention of getting this arms package through. The President is
determined to do it. We think it is abundantly in our national
security intersst. And we will work for that end,

We have to understand that the United States has global
responsibilities and strategic interests in various parts aof the
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and especially in the Middle East, which is such a key region and one
of the regions of the world, as you well know, that continues to be a
hot spot and can be an area of miscalculation and war fare.

There are two major conflicts in the Middle Fast. I'm
simplifying, but obviousiy one is the Iran-Irag war; the other is the
Arab-Israeli conflict, which remains unsett|ed. This leads to
instability in the region. Our whole approach toward the region is
that we establish very effective, viable and good ties with bath .
Israel, the support of which is unguestioned, and especial ly
President Reagan’s support of the state of Israel and its military
posture is unquestioned; and the moderate Arab states. We foel that
we must have this comprehensive relationship in the region in oarder
for the United States to play its role. And as You know, we are the
effective interlocutor on Middle East issues, especially the
Arab-Israeli issue.

Therefore, in that global context, we feel that the
relationships that we have with the Arab moderate states, and
certainly an important state such as Saudi Arabia, is key. The
perception of the United States to be able to suppart its moderate
friends in the Arab world is ess:ntial also. We do not want to do
anything that might embolden those forces of radicalism in the area
to miscalculate and take steps, quite frankly, that can cause further
instability in the region. We've seen these cases of the Iranians
stopping merchant shipping. We are always concerned about a possible
escalation of the Iran-Iraq war to the Gul f. Saudi Arabia plays a
key role in that respect, - .

I have hoticed articles 1n news magazines and even
gtatements from government officials in other countries, France in

particular, where they apparently feel that their hands are tied
because Of hostages. The United States has made it clear from the

very beginning that we don't beli1eve 1N
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. _Me will do what we can to get.the hostages out, but
the Administration does not consider itself to be a hostage to the
hostages. We have a great deal of sympathy for the hostage families.
We will do everyyhing we can, short of making deals, to get the
hostages |O00Se.

There have also been occasions where, by the admission of
the Syrian government, particularly the negotiations that were beirg
conducted for the release of the French hostages just before the
French elections, they admitted they weren't able to produce. So the
results are mixed, and we'll see what happens. But so far as we are
concerned, and L hope so far as the Syrian government are concerned,

Q The Press Trust of India. Is it possible (today) whether
we carn mention the rmoperation of Interpol to deal with terrorism?
Do you get enough coorperation with the non-western allies in meeting —=
this problem? .

AMB. OAKLEY: Well, I think that it's moving in that direction.
Interpal last year for the first time agreed to deal with terrorism;s
implicitly recognizing terrorism as criminal activity == which 1% the
point the United States government and some others have been trying
to make for a lpng time. It gets back to the U.S.-U.K. extradition
treaty. Is 1t or is 1t not a criminal activity? We think it 1s, and
we think it should be treated that way; and we aré very gratified
that Interpo! has agreed to treat it that way. And we would hope
that Interpol would become increasingly effective in this field.

So far as the United States 1S coancerned, we don’'t rule out any
forum. We are working with other governments in Interpol, i1n the
United Nations General Assembly, 1n the Security Council, in the
International Civil Aviation Organization, in the International

Maritime Organization. We've had informal consultations with the
so-cal led Trevi Group of the European community.

Q Samir Kerami, as-Sahh news weekly of Lebanon. Mr.
Ambssador, now today i1t 1s a full month since the Libyan attack
happened —— [ mean, the American raids against Libya. So I hope you

can give us sort of an assessment of your successes, if any. and
failure, if any also, to the American raids against Libya, regarding
the U.S. roles from doing this military act.

AMEB. OAKLEY: All right. Well, let me rehash for all of you
what you know already, that the United States government did not make
_the decision to carry out these wvery precise, limited military
actions easily or lightly. It came only because the non-military
measures that we had been trying to generate support for had not
materialized, and only after Qadhaffi had rejected any rnumber of
private and public warnings about what might happen. We talked about
that after our retiurn from Tripoli.

In light of the bombing of the discothegue 1n Berlin, the
attempted attacks upon the visa lines at our consultate in Paris, the
Officer Club in Ankara, the post exchange in Izmiry both operations
in Turkey and 1in France having been penetrated, prevented and
exposed, thanks to good cooperation by the French and Turkish
services with the United States, and the whol e pattern of attacks
that were also planned elsevhere, designed to take a maximum number
of American and other innocent peoples' lives, the United States felt
it had to act. It did so. What has been the result?>

Well, having been in Tokyo, 1 can tell you that one result has
been a much greater awareness on the part of the other governments
theres and alsc in the discussions that the Attorney~-General and I

had with the European Community representatives —- Ministers of
Interior and Justice, the same thing there —-— a much greater
avareness that the - is a serious threat and that it must be dealt

with more efftctiyely. that there must be greater cooperation. The
Tokyo summit statement did not talk about economic or military
action., But 1t referred to a mixture of international cooperation

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o= and-national-iaasu#fg in dealing with terrorise thereby implicitiy
recognizing that there may be ococasions when governments will act on
their own, rather than 1in concert.

On the aconomic side, we have seen a steady reducticon in
economic and commercial activity between Europe and Libya. As the
Italian prime minister pointed out, there are today less than 3,000
Italians working in Libya, whereas the first of January there were
over 17,000, I think that with other European countries, at .
different rate of speed, you are going to find a similar dimunition,
On the diplomatic, political front, you've already seen over half the
Libyan Pecople’s Bureau members in western Europe expelled for
suspicion or actual terrorist activity. So there are some very
pronounced things that have happened since the United States was
obliged to do what 1t felt it needed to do to protect its citizens.
I'm not saying it 1s a causal relationship, but you asked me to
describe what's happened 1n the past month. These are some of the
things that Have happened.

Internally, we don't pretend to have complete or absolutely
accurate information about the situation in Libya. We are convinced
that economically the situation is getting worse. Politically, there
is canfuﬁxcnq reassessment, 17 you will, and we’ll see.

But this 1s the situation at the moment. As the Secretary of
State said with respect to Libya and Qaddafi, they certainly have
been iscolated by most of the rest of the world, and it has been
interesting tc see how little concrete support there has been fronm
any quarter. .

MRE. POPE: We'll go there to Bob.

Q The Athens News Agency. Is your administration going to
engage its NATOD allies any further in terms of international
terrorism during the meetings that will be held in Canada, their
foreign minigters, and in Brussels the defense ministers?

AME. DAKLEY: I think, as yo2u can see from events of the past
several months, terrorism can have an impact on the member nations of
NATO, indirectly perhaps on NATO itself. It was always the faint
possibility of some sort of a confrontation with the Soviets i1n the

Mediterranean. We didn't think it was likely because we felt the
Soviets would do what they've done in the past when there has been
danger of some sort of a confrontation in the Middle East -- they

would stay ae far away as possible. This time they surpassed all
previous preformances in staying away.
