WASH. POST-Denton-A Time magazine correspondent acknowledged today that he had

no source for a key detail in a controversial article ahout Sharon and had "in-
ferred" it from leads, hunches and strong hints by other Israell officlals to
whom he spoke confidentially. The testimony by David Halevy, the magazine's Jer-
usalem correspondent, came in response to persistent questioning by the judge in
Sharon's $50 million 1ibel suit against Time Inc. and under examination by Shar-
on's lawyer, Milton Gould. Halevy said he and Time's Jerusalem bureau chlef Yarry
Kelly "obviously reached a conclusion that there i3 a case against Sharon between
the lines" after reading the public sections of the Kahan report when 1t was pub-
lished in February 1983.

APPOINTMENT OF NEW FOREIGN RELATIONS COMMITTEE CHAIRMAN

PROFILE: SENATOR RICHARD LUGAR

Washington -~ EBenator Richard Lugar of Indiana, named November 28
ta be the new chairman of the Senate Foreign Relations Committes,
calls himself "a good friend"” of President Reagan who will try to
resolve auietly any committes conflicts with the administration.

Lugar will succeed Charles Percyy who was defeated for reelection

in Illinois.

The selection of Lugar and other chairmen by the Republican .
Conference, following the election of Robert Dole to be majaority
leader, was an informal process that will likely be confirmed by
pro-forma voting when the standing committess convene in January.

But no changes in the lineup are expected. Senator Lugar has
announced his intention ko assume the chairmanship while Senator Jesse
Helms, who has more seniority on the committes, haz announced his
intention to retain his chairmanship of the fgricultural Committee. O
senator can be chairman of only one standing committes st 3 time.

Lugar says the committee's priority concerns in the 99th Congress
will be U.5.-«5oviet relations, international debt and Central fmerica.

First elected to the Senate in 1974 and reelected in 1982, Lugar,
sy @ farmer businessman and mavor of Indianapolis, has served on the
Foreign Relations Committes for six years. He is considered leader of
the panel's mainstream Republicans.

Lugar also serves on the fariculture and Select Intelligence
comml ttees.

He has backed White House efforts to increase defense spendinag and
to take a harder line vis-a-vis the Soviet Union and other communist
countries. .

During the Carter administration he was an opposition leader in the
fight against the Salt Two nuclear arms agreement and opposed the
Panama Canal treaties. Salt Two was never ratified, but the Senate
did approve the canal treaties.

The Indiana Republican advocates constitutional amendments to
balance the federal budget and to ban abortion. In 1978, he directed
a successfTul Republican filibuster (delayving tactic) against changes
in the labor law sought by unions.

Thaoush he is considered conservative on economic issues, he worked
on compromises that resulted in federal loans to pull the city of New
York and the Chrysler Corporation out of financial difficulties.

A graduate of Denison University in Chio, Lugar received a master's
degree from Pembroke College in Oxford, England on a Rhodes
Scholarship.

Service in the navy resulted in a posting as a briefing officer at
the Pentagon before he returned to civilian life in Indiana, where he
became an executive in a family livestock and grain operation and was
an officer in a firm manufacturing food production machinery.

He has served on the boards of several midwest universities, taught
Ppolitical science at Indiana Central University and holds 17 honorary
doctorates.

Lugar is married to the former Charlens smeltzer and they have four
children.

PROFILE: SENATOR ROBERT DOLE

Washington Hobert Dole of Kansas began achiieving distinction
aarly in life. In 1943, Doley then 20, quit pre-medical studies at
HKansas University to enlist in the army. &= a second lisutenant
commanding & platoon with the 10th Mountain Division in Italy,y he was
twice wounded and fwice decorated for "heroic achievement." German
machine-gun fire criepled him so severely that he was hospitali e fr_u".
over three years, losing a Kidney and the partial use of his right

arm.

Emersing from the army with the rank of captain, Dole switched f rm
the study of medicine to law and earned a law degree fram Washburn
Universikty 1in Topeka. While a stucent, he ran for the state
legislature and was elected alb the age of 24&. He has never been out
of political office since

After a decade as a3 state representative and county attorney, Dole
was elected to the U.%. House of Representatives in 1940. After
aerying four successive two-year terms, he was elected to the Senate
in 1968 and reelected in 1974 and 1980. He was Gerald Ford's running
mate 1n the 1976 presidential elections and sought, unsuccesstully,
the Herublican presidential nomination in 1980,

His 1980 wvictory in the Senate brought him the prestigious
chairmanship aof the Senate Finance Committes.

A= Majority Leader, Dole will have considerable power and

influenee, Me will have the authority to assign bills, treaties and
nominations to commitltess and to schedule votes on pending .
legislation. Fresident Reaagar will look to him first to auldde

administration programs through the often rocky obstacle course of
Congress.

As finance committes chairman, Dole sought COmPromlise aover
confrontation in passing a series of tax bills with the
Democrat-control led House. Once known for His biting attacks on
political opponents, the Hansas Republican has since toned down his
rhetoric and i1s expected to continue the diplomatic approach .

In any case, in congratulating Dole, Democratic leader Hobert
Byrd--1in the 1970's 5 majority leader himself--said "I know from
exparience the task befors him can be both demanding and rewarding. "

Dole 1s also considered a contender for the Republican presidential
nomination in 198, Then, he may have to compete against the man he
succeaded as Senate Majority Leader--Howard Baker of Tennesses,

LDole alsc has served as Republican National Committee Chairman,
Adviser to the U.S5. delegation to the United Nations Food and
Agricul tural Organization conference in Rome, and as a member of
congressional delegations concerned with food and refugee problems in

India and the Mideast.

In the Senate he also serves on the agriculture, jgudiciary, rules
and administration and joint taxation committees,

Though a fiscal conservatives Dole is old 2nough to remember
vividly the "dust bowl" poverty that struck Kansas and other states i
the 1930's. fNoted for his support ofsuch programs as food stamps for
the poor, he has been called a "champion of fairness" by the Baltimore

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THE USES OF MILITARY POWER (3,770)
By Caspar W. Weinberager
U.5. Secretary of Defense
(Secretary Weinberger delivered this address to the National Press
Club on November 28.)

Under what circumstances, and by what means, does a great
democracy such as the United States reach the painful decision that
the use of military force is necessary to protect our interests or to
carry out our natiomal policy?

Mational power has many components, some tangible, -- like sconomic
wealth, technical preeminence. Other components are intangible --
such as moral force, or strong national will. Militarv forces, when
they are strong and ready and modern, are a credible -- and tangible
~=- addition to a nation's powsr. kWhen both the intangible national
will and those forces are forged into one instrument, national power
becomes effective.

In today's worldy the line betwsen peace and war is less clearly
drawn than at any time in our history. When George Washington, in his
farewell address, warned us, as a new democracy, to avoid foreian
entanglements, Europe then lay 2-3 months by sea over the horizon.

The United States was protected by the width of the oceans. Now in
this nuclear age, we measure time in minutes rather than months.

Aware of the consequences of any misstep, vet convinced of the
precious worth of the freedom we enjoy, we seek to avoid conflict,
while maintaining strong defenses. Our policy has always been to work
hard for peace, but to be prepared if war comes. Yet, so blurred have
the lines becoms between open conflict and half-hidden hostile acts
that we cannot confidently predict where, or when, or how, or from .
what direction aggression may arrive. We must be prepared, at any
moment, to meet threats ranging in intensity from isolated terrorist
acts, to guerrilla action, to full-scale military confrontation.

Alexander Hamilton, writing in the Federalist Papers, said that "it
is impossible to foresee or define the extent and variety of national
exilgencies, or the correspondent extent and variety of the means which
may be necessary to satisfy them." If it was true then, how much more
true it is today, when we must remain ready to consider the means to
meet such serious indirect challenges to the peace as proxy wars and
individual terrorist action. éAnd how much more important is it now,
cansidering the consequences of failing to deter conflict at the
lowest level possible. While the use of military force to defend
territory has never been guestioned when a democracy has been attachked
and its very survival threatened; most democracies have rejected the
unilateral aggressive use of force to invade, conquer or subjugate
other nations. The extent to which the use of force is acceptable
remains unresolved for the host of other situations which fall between
these extremes of defensive and aggressive use of force.

We find ourselves, then, face to face with a modern paradox? The
most likely challenge to the peace -- the gray area conflicts -- are
precisely the most difficult challenges to which a democracy must
respond. Yet, while the source and nature of today's challenges are
uncertains our response must be clear and understandable. Unless we
are certain that force is essentialy, we run the risk of inadequate

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rnational will to apely the resources needed.

Because we face a spectrum of threats -- from covert aggression,
terrorism, and subversion, to overt intimidations to use of brute
force -- choosing the appropriate level of our response is difficult.
Flexible response does not mean Just any response is appropriate.  But
onca a decision to employ some degree of force has been made, and the
purpose clarified, our aovernment must have the clear mandate to carry
muty and continue to carry out, that decision umtil the purpose has
been achieved. That, tooy has been difficult to accomplish.

The issue of which branch of government has authority to define
that mandate and make decisions on using force is now being strongly
contended. Beginning in the 1970s Congress demanded, and assumed, a
far more active role in the making of foreign policy and in the
decision-making process for the employment of military forces abroad
than had been thought appropriate and practical before. As a result,
the centrality of decision-making authority in the executive branch
has been compromised by the legislative branch to an extent that
actively interferes with that process. At the same time, there has
not bBeen a corresponding acceptance of responsibility by Congress for
the outcome of decisions concerning the employment of military forces.

Yet the outcome of decisions on whether -- and when -- and to what

parese -- to use combat forces abroad has never been more important
than it is today., While we do not seek to deter or settle all the
world's conflicts, we must recognize that, as a major power, our
responsibilities and interests are now of such scope that there are
faw troubled areas we can afford to ignore. So we must be prepared to
deal with a range of possibilitiesy a spectrum of crises, from local
insurgency to global conflict. We prefer, of coursey, to limit any
eonflict in its early stages, to contain and contreol it -- but to do
that our military foroces must be deploved in a timely manner, and be
fully supported and prepared before they are engaged, because many of
those difficult decisions must be made 2xtremely guickly.

Some on the national scene think they can always avoid making tough
decisions. Some reject entirely the question of whether any force can
ever be used abroad. They want to avoid grappling with a complex
issue because, despite clever rhetoric disguising their purpose, these
pecple are in fact advocating a return to post-World War I
isolationism. While they may maintain in principle that military
force has a role in foreign policyy they are never willing to name the
circumstance ar the place where it would apply.

On the other =side, some theorists argue that military force can be
brought to bear in any crisis. Some of these proponents of force are
sager to advocate its use even in limited amounts simply because they
believe that 1f there are American forces of any size present they
will somehow solve the problem.

Meither of these two extremes offers us any lasting or satisfactory
solutions. The first -- undue reserve -- would lead us ultimately to
withdraw from international svents that require free nations to defend
their interests from the agaressive use of force. We would be
abdicating ogur responsibilities as the leader of the Free World --
responsibilities more or less thrust upon us in the aftermath of World
War II -- a war incidentally that isolationism did nothing to deter.
Thess are responsibilities we must fulfill unless we desire the Soviet
Union to keep expanding its influence unchecked throughout the world.
In an international system based on mutual interdependence among
nations, and alliances betwsen friends, stark isolationism quickly
would lead to a far more dangerous situation for the United States® We
would be without allies and faced by many hostile or indifferent
nations.

The second alternative -- @mploying our forces almost
indiscriminately and as & reaular and customary part of our diplomatic
efforts —- would surely plunge us headlong into the sort of domestic
turmoil we experienced during the Vietnam War, without accomplishing
the goal for which we committed our forces. Such policies might very
well tear at the fabric of our society, endangering the single most
critical slement of a successful democracy?! a strong consensus of
support and aaresment for our basic purposes.

Policies formed without & clear understanding of what we hope to
achieve would also 2arn us the scorn of our troopsy who would have an
understandable opposition to being used -- in every sense of the word
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== casually and without intent to support them fully. Ultimately this
course would reduce their morale and their effectiveness for
engagements we must win, And 1f the military were to distrust 1ts
civilian leadership, recruitment would fall off and I fear an end to
the all-volunteer system would be upon us, requiring a return to =
draft, sowing the seeds of riot and discontent that so wracked the
country in the '&0s.

We have now restored high morale and Pride i1in the uniform
throughout the services. The all-volunteer system is working
spectacularly well., Are we willing to forfeit what we have fought so
hard to regain®

In maintaining our progress in strengthening america's military
deterrent, we face difficult challenges. For we have entered an era
where the dividing lines between peace and war are less clearly drawn,
the identity of the foe is much less clear. In World Wars I and II,
we not only knew who our enemies were, but we shared a clear sense of
why the principles espoused by our enemies were unworthy.

Since these two wars threatensd our very survival az a free nation
and the survival of our allies, they were total wars, involving every
aspect of our society. All our means of Praduction, all our resources
were devoted to winning. OCur policies had the unoualified support of
the great majority of our people. Indeed, World Wars I and II ended
with the unconditional surrender of our enemies...the only acceptable
ending when the alternative was the loss aof our freedam.

But in the aftermath of the Second World War, we encountered a more
subtle form of warfare -- warfare in which, more often than not, the
face of the enemy was masked. Territorial expansionism could be
carried put indirectly by proxy POWErsy using surrogate forces aided
and advised from afar. Some conflicts occurred under the name of
"national liberation," but far more frequently ideology or religion
provided the spark to the tinder.

Our adversaries can also take advantage of our open society, and
our freedom of speech and opinion to use alarming rhetoric and
disinformation to divide and disrupt our unity or purpose. While they
would never dare to allow such fresdoms to their oun people, they are
quick to exploit ours by conducting simultaneous military and
Propaganda campalgns to achieve their ends.

They realize that if they can divide our national will st home, 1t

will not be necessary to defeat our forces abroad. S50 by pressnting
issues in bellicose terms, they aim to intimidate western leaders and
citizens, encouraging us to adopt conciliatory positions to their .

advantage. Meanwhile, they remain sheltered from the force of public
opinion in their countries, because public opinion there is simply
prohibited and does not exist,

Our fresedom presents both a challenge and an opportunity. It 1s
trus that until democratic nations have the support of the people,
they are inevitably at a disadvantage in a conflict. But when they do
have that support they cannot be defeated. Far democracies have the
power to send a compelling message to friend and foe alike by the vate
of their citizens. And the f&merican People have sent such a signal by
re-electing a strong chief executive. They know that President Reagan
1s willing to accept the responsibility for his actions and is able to
lead us through these complex times by insisting that we regain both
our military and our economic strength.

In today's world where minutes count, such decisive leadership is
moare important than ever before. Regardless of whether conflicts are
limited, or threats are 1ll-defined, we must be capable of guickly
determining that the threats and conflicts either do or do not affect
the vital interests of the United States and our allies...and then
responding appropriately.

Those threats may not entail an immediate, direct attack on our
territory, and our response may not necessarily require the immediate
or direct defense of our homeland. But when our vital national
interests and those of our allies are at stake, we cannot ignore our
safety, or forsake our allies,

At the same time, recent history has proven that we cannot assume
unilaterally the role of the world's defender. We have learned that
there are limits to how much of our spirit and blood and treasure we
can afford to forfeit in meeting our responsibility to keep pearce and
freedom. So while we may and should offer substantial amounts of
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economic and military assistance to our allies in their time of need,
and help them maintain forces to deter attacks against them -- usually
we cannot substitute our troops or our will for theirs.

We should only engage our troops if we must do so as a matter of
our own vital national interest. We cannot assume for other sovereign
nations the responsioility to defend their territory -- without their
strong invitation -- when our own freedom is not threatened.

On the other handy thers have been recent cases where the United
States has seen the need to Jgoin forces with other nations to try to
preserve the peace by helping with negotiationsy, and by serparating
warring parties, and thus enabling those warring nations to withdraw
from hostilities safely. In the Middle East, which has been torn by
conflict for millennia, we have sent our troops in recent years both
to the Sinai and to Lebanon, for just such a peacekeeping mission.

But we did not configure or equip those farces for combat -- they werse
armed only for their self-~defense. Thelir mission required them to be
-— and to be recognized as -- peacekespers. We knew that if

congditions deteriorated so they were in danger, or 1f becausse of the
actions of the warring nations, thelir peace keeping mission could not
be realized, then it would be necessary either to add sufficiently to
the number and arms of our troops -- in short to squip them for
combat...or to withdraw them. And so in Lebanony when we Taced just
such a choice, because the warring nations did not enter into
withdrawal or peace agreements,; the president properly withdrew forces
asquipped only for peacekesping.

In those cases where our national interests reguire us to commit
combat forces, we must never let there be doubt of our resolution.
When 1t is necessary for our troops to be committed to combat, we must
commit thems in sufficient numbers and we must support thems as
affectively and resolutely as our strenagth permits. When we commit
our btroops to combat we must do so with the sole object of winning.

Once 1t is clear our troops are regulired, because our vital
interests are at stake, then we must have the firm national resolve to
commlit every ounce of strength necessary to win the fiaht to achieve
our objectives., In Grenada we did just that.

Just as clearly, there are other situations where United States
combat forces should not be used. I believe the postwar period has
taught us several lessons, and from them I have developed six major
tests to be applied when we are weighing the use of U.S. combat forces
abroad. Let me now share them with you®

(1) First, the United States should not commit forces to combat
overseas unless the particular engagement or occasion 1s deemed wvital
to our national interest or that of our allies. That emphatically
doses not mean that we s=hould declare beforehand, a3z we did with Horea
in 1950y that a particular area is outside our strategic perimeter.

(2} Second, if we decice it is necessary to put combat troops into
a given situation, we should do so wholeheartedly, and with the clear
intention of winning. If we are unwilling to commit the forces or
resources necessary to achieve our objectives:; we should not commit
them at all. Of course 1f the particular situation reguires only
limited force to win our objectivesy then we should not hesitate to
commit forces sized accordingly. bWhen Hitler broke treaties and
remilitarized the Fhineland, small combat forces then could perhaps
Mave prevented the Holocaust of World War II.

(3 Third, if we do decide o commit forces to combat overseas, we
should have clearly defined political and military objectives. And we
should know precisely how our forces can accomplish those clearly
defined objectives. And we should have and send the forces needed to
do just that. 6As Clausswitz wrote, "No one starts a war -- ar rather,
no one in his senses ought to do so --without first being clear in his
mind what he intends to achieve by that wary, and how he intends to
conduct it."

War may be different today than in Clausewitz's time, but the need
for well-defined cobjectives and a consistent strategy is still
essential. If we determine that a combat mission has become necessary
for our vital national interests: then we must send forces capable to
do the Job -- and not assign a combat mission to a force configured
for peacekeeping.

{4) Fourth, the relationship between our objectives and the forces
we have committed -- their smize, composition and disposition -- must
be continually reassessed and adjusted if necessary. Conditions and
obijectives invariably change during the course of & conflict. When
they do changey then so must our combat reguirements. We must
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continuously keep as a beacon light before us the basic questions® "Is
this conflict in our national interest?" "Does our national interest
require us to fight, to use force of arms?" If the answers are "ves,"
then we must win. If the answers are "noy" then we should not be in
combat .

i) FEifth, before the U.5. commits combat forces abroad, there
must be some reassonable assurance we will have the support of the
fmerican people and their slected representatives in Congress. This
support cannot be achieved unless we are candid in making clear the
threats we faced the support cannot be sustained without continuing
and close consultation. We cannot fight a battle with the Congress at
home while asking our troops to win a war overseas ory, as in the case
of Vietnam, in effect asking rur troops not to win, but just to be
there.

{(&4) Finally, the commitment of J.S5. forces to combat should be a
last resort.

I belisve that these tests can be helpful in deciding whether or
not we should commit our troops to combat in the months and years
ahead. The point we must all keep uppermost in our minds is that 1f
we ever decide to commit forces to combat, we must support those
forces to the fullest extent of our national will for as long as it
takes to win. So we must have in mind objectives that are clearly
defined and understood and supported by the widest possible number of
our citirzens. éAnd those objectives must be vital to our survival as a
fres nation and to the fulfillment of our responsibilities as a world
Bowsr.  We must also be farsighted snough to sense when immediate and
strong reactions ko apparently small events can prevent lion-lihke
responses that may be required later. We must never forget those
ismlationists in Europe who shrugged that "Danzig is not worth a war,"
and "why should we fight to keep the Rhineland demilitarized?"

These tests I have just mentioned have been phrased negatively for
4 purpose -- they are intended to sound a note of caution -- caution
that we must observe prior to committing forces to combat overseas.
When we ask our military forces to risk their very lives 1in such
=ituations, a note of caution is not only prudent, it is morally
reguired.

In many sSituations we may apply these tests and conclude that a
combatant role in not appropriate. Yet no one should interpret what I
am saying here today as an abdication of America's responsibilities --
sither to its own citizens or to its allies. Nor should these remarks
he misread as a signal that this country, or this administration, is .
unwilling ta commit forces to combat overseas.

We have demonstrated in the past that, when our vital interests or
those of our zsllies are threatened, we are ready to use forcey, and use
it decisively, to protect those interests. L&t no one entertain any
illusions -- if our vital interests are involved, we are prepared to
fight. #and we are resolved that if we must fight, we must win.

So, while these tests are drawn from lessons we have learned from
the past, they also can -- and should -- be applied to the future.

For example, the problems confronting us in Central America today are
difficult. The possibility of more extensive Soviet and Soviet-proxy
penetration into this hemisphers in months ahead 1s something we

should recognize. If this happens we will clearly need more economic
and military assistance and trainina to help those who want democracy.

The president will not allow our military to creep -- or be drawn
gradually -- into a combat role in Central America or any other place
in the world. And indeed our policy is designed to prevent the need
for direct Admerican involvement. This means we will need sustained
congressional support to back and give confidence to our friends in
the region.

I believe that the tests I have snunciated here today can, 1if
applied carefully, avoid the danger of this gradualist incremental
approach which almost always means the use of insufficient force.
These tests can help us to avoid being drawn inexorably into an
endless morass, where it is not vital to our national interest to
fight.

But policies and principles such as these require decisive
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leadership in both the executive and legislative branches of
government -- and they also require strong and sustained public
support. Most of all, these policies require national unity of
purpose. 1 believe the United States now possesses the policies and
leadership to gain that public support and unity. And I believe that
the future will show we have the strength of character to protect
peace with freedom.

In summary, we should all remember these are the policies -- indeed
the only policies -- that can preserve for ourselves, our friends, and
our posterity, peace with fresdom.

I believe we can continue to deter the Soviet Union and other
potential adversaries from pursuing their designs around the world.

We can enable our friends in Central America to defeat aggression and
gain the breathing room to nurture democratic reforms. We can meet
the challenge posed by the unfolding complexity of the 1980s.

We will then be poised to begin the last decade of this century
amid a peace tempered by realism, and secured by firmness and
strength. And it will be a peace that will enable all aof us --
ourselves at home, and our friends abroad -- to achieve a quality of
1ife, both spiritually and materially, far higher than man has even

darad to dream.

REAGAN SEEKS MUTUAL ADVANTAGE IN U.S.-SOVIET ACCORDS

Washington: Following is the transcript of President Reagan's
November 27 interview with the Washington Times .

(tbegin transcript)

GUESTION: It's been suggested you have only six to eighteen
months to accomplish your agenda before your post-election honeymoon
with the Congress ends. What is your strategy to capitalize on vour
victory with an even more recalcitrant Congress, particularly after
the 1984 Congressional elections? Doesn't this threaten the
completion of the Reagan revolution?

ANSWER: Well, I've never thought that the completion of what we've
been trying to accomplish is going to be easy, particularly as long as
there is in the House a definite majority of the other side. On the
other hand, we have accomplished, I think, a great deal. We'd be much
further ahead i1if we'd gotten all that we'd asked for from the very
beginning. But we're going to keep right on with those things and see
what we can do.

First of all, I think we have to go after some budget reforms. You
realize there hasn't been a budget since I've been here, and I guess
even before I got here. The budgeting process is just a kind of a3
chaotic thing, and finally you get a package of appropriation bills. .
Until we can have a budgeting process where you start and sat a figure
as to what overall can be spent, and then within thaty negotiate out
as to which program gets how much and arrive at a consensus on that,
we're going to be in trouble.

We need to do that. We need the balanced budget amendment. We
need the line-item veto. If we're to do those things, we need
economic growth, and for that, we've got to have the tax
simplification program that we've been studying and working on. We've
got to have such things as enterprise zones -- everything that will
help stimulate the growth of the economy, because that is the sure way
back to sensible running of the government.

And we've got the -- it goes without saying -- the defense and the
security assistance measures; and so forth. That we have to have.
That's the top priority of govermment in the sense that the main
constitutional requirement is the security of the Feople.

fAind then there are social things that I think we want, having to do
with abortion, school praver, tuition tax credits. Things of that
kind. And what we're going to do is try to work with the leadership
of the Congress. And I'm not sure that it is even more hostile or
inimical.

If it is, and if it simply tries to throw roadblocks, then, ves, we
take our case to the people.

Q% The deficit has been described as a debt that the people, the
American people, owe themselves. As such, does the deficit really
matter, or has the slowdown in the economy forced you to reconsider
whether growth can substantially reduce the deficit?

A! Well, of course, we had this gxample this yvear in which some
20,000 million dollars came out of the deficit as it had been
projected by ourselves for this present year, and that was almost
entirely due to the economic growth. But when ¥ou say the deficit, and
does it really matter, well, for 50 vears that's what the Democrats
have been telling us, that it didn't, that we owed 1t to ourselves.

I think to look at just the deficit lgnoares the real problem. The
deficit is a result. What you have to get at is the problem, and that
1s government is spending too much and it's spending too big a share
of the private sector. That's why my opposition to those who think
that the only answer to deficit spending is higher tarxes. Well, we've
done that in the past and all it did was take the burden off the
backs of those who wanted to spend more, so they could just go ahead
and spend more.

If you look at about the five years before we came here, taxes just
about doubled. And the deficit came to over something like 318,000
million dollars. In fact, just a little while ago I was citing some
figures. If you go back to '6%, and in the years following '&5 was

..uhen the Great Society got underway, '65 to '80, in those 15 YEars,
the budget, the overall spending, increased about four-and-a-half
times. The deficit increased 38 times.

So I think the -- we go back to what the classical economists used
to say at the turn of the century when we had, as they put it,
business cycles and hard times. It was usually when government
spending crept up to abave -- they never told you what the percentage
was, but above a certain percentage of the gross national product,
took that much more money out of the private sector. That's when vou
had hard times.

Well, I think that's what we've been sesing.

@ How far are you prepared to go to support the Treasury's
modified flat-tax plan and are you fully committed to pushing a
comprehensive tax reform through Congress in this year, and if you
want a balanced budget, why don't you submit one?

(2 I haven't been able to get the budget I wanted, as low as I
wanted it, without going that far.

I don't think there's anyone that would suggest that at this point
you could suddenly come back and say, "Herey, we're -- " not without

urting an awful lot of people. What I think you have to do is look
down the road and savy, "Let's aim at a target here that we're going
to get this budget on a declining pattern.” And then mavbe vou can't
exactly foretell the day -- which it would happen, but if ¥you can get
the spending level, the share of private level coming =-- or even if it
1sn't coming down, if your budget continues to increase to meet needs
and whatever inflation there is, but if it increases at a lower rate
than it has been and if the growth of the economy you can bring up,
those two lines are going to meet some day and when they meet, you' ve
balanced the budget. And as this one goes on past, vyou beagin to get
the surplus that vou should use to reduce the national debt. And this
is what we're trying to do.

G Excuse me, but the earlier part was how far are you prepared to
go to support --

A. Oh, that opne, ves. Well, vyou've kind of got me. There an my
desk is the printed version of the whole study of the Treasury
Cepartment. And I -- no decisions have been made. We'wve just had a
briefing of the Cabinet on it. Evervyone is now studying it. I think
i1t has come with the recognition that there are some options 1n there,
that i1t is not a hard and fast plan. And so I want to study this.

And then, when you say about Congress, we've 9ot two tax proposals in
Congress, and one from the Democratic sidey one from the Republican
side, not too far apart, as I don't think this one is too far apart,.

Well, I think that it shows that the climate is there that if we
get going and we want to take this up with the Democratic leadership
-—- we also want to make 1t available to the public,y to all the various
groups out there, so that they understand what it is wa're trying to
do. And I think that with all of that pot there of three, you might



sary PropPosalsy I think we can come up with a plan that calls for
simplification and lower tax rates in the areas that will make it more
fair than the tax system 1s, certainly simplified.

And I know that there are some very interesting proposals the
Treasury Department has come up with to do that with regard to easing
the burden at the bottom, lowering the rates for everybody and
simplification, making it far more simple. One thing, the -- going
doun to three tax brackets instead of 14 is a pretty good step.

Q. Even after the election there's still some muttering about the
GOP gender gap.

But
I don't know when she talks whether she is determined that she wants
to return to her previous profession i1n the academic world or whether
she is still interested in government. And believe me, I want to find
something for her in government if I can because I count on her a
great deal and I value her abilities and her great intelligence too
much to jJust sit there and let her go if there's a way to keep her.

So I'm going to try to keep her. She's turned us around at the U.N.,
our position in the United Mations, and she did it.

Q% But there isn't any way that she can stay -- function in the .
White House, iz theres?

AT I don't see anything there that would be worthy of her. But I
== s0 I'm going to -- but it depends, first of all, on what are her
desires. What is it -- how strongly does she feel about whether she
wants to leave entirely.

@7 But vyou would like her to stay on up at the U.N.?

Al Well, except that I can't ask her to do that. That assignment
has a way of kind of burning people out and I think she's --

@: So does yours.

(=T I think she's had about all of that that she wants.

G: Are you above a little arm-twisting to keep her?

A, I did that to keep her there as long as she has. But I have
to =- na, I —- it's difficult for me, when someone really has served
and done the job and you know that they'wve kind of had it, it's very
difficult for me to try to persuade them to do it.

G: Why, after an overwuhelming electoral victory, has arms control
become such a high priority for you, and that there's now a rush to
the negotiating table? Isn't the "evil empire" evil any longery or
aren't you still concerned about the Soviet disdain for treaty .
obligations?

an I have been as critical as anvone of previous agreements in
many instances where I thought somebody jJust made an agreement to have
an agresment. I have all the guotes of Brezhnev and others with

regard to detente and what they thought of it. I don't know whether
you're aware that Mr. Brezhnev said that detente was serving their
purpose and that by 1985, they would be able to get whatever they
wanted by other means.

So I have no 1llusions about them. But I do believe that the
Soviets can be dealt with if you deal with them on the basis of what
is practically -- practical for them and that vou can point out is teo
their advantage as well as ours to do certain things.

Now, I think they have seen that 1f it's to be an arms race, if we
are determined that we're not goina to let them maintain or enlarge
their superiority in weapons -- and they know our industrial power and
might -- and they see that we're determined to not let them maintain
or continue that lead, then, rather than an arms race, I think there's
an advantage to them in sarving, well, maybe we'd better find a
different way. And, believe me, I would not hold still for a deal
that simply makes a deal. Ewvil empire, the things of that kind, I
thought -- I wasn't just sounding off. I figured it was time to get
their attention, to let them know that I was viewing them
realistically.

And I think it's worked. They -- you know, everyone says about the
harrible relations between the two of us, but they haven't gained an
inch of territory in these four years and in the four vyears before
there was Afghanistan and there was Ethiopia and South Yemen, and
there they were, advancing down through Africa. So I don't think the
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relations have been all that bad.
G: Why do you think they've dropped the preconditions to the arms
talks at this time?

Ay Well, I just -- I think they were kind of stalling until the
election, also, and then decided, well, now, they know who's going to
be around for a while lonager. They've made a proposal and we've said
fine.

G: Congress has prohibited support for the Contra forces fighting
against the government of Nicarasua. How can you live with this
restriction and doesn't it send a message to the world that it might
be risky to be a friend of the lWUnited States, as it was when President
Carter was heres?

A, Well, this i1s one of the things where I think the Congress, up
until now, has been shortsighted and, in fact, irresponsible with
regard to that situation down there. And we are hopeful that -- we
know that there was & kind of a consensus of feeling Just recently
among them, when they believed, as we all did, that possibly that ship
was bearing high-performance planes, MiGs, to Nicaragua. We don't
know for sure that it wasn't. We can't prove that it was, we can't
Frove that 1t wasn't, because of some maneuvering that went on.

But there are si1x more Russian ships, as nearly as we can count,
that are on their way to Nicaragua now with more arms. I think that
maybe, 1f they remember that feelina that they had with regard to the
possibility of high-performance planes, that they will see that there
is wvalue in our carrying on.

What we have are revolutionaries that only a short time ago they
and the Sandinistas were all on the same side, fighting the same
revolution. And fighting it ostensibly, and by their own claim, for
democratic processes. MNow they got in andy & la Cuba under Castro,
the one faction took over, has created a totalitarian Marxist state,
and the others are still in the revolutions still trying for the
democratic principles that they'd fought for 1n the beginning.

And I think that the -- and the very fact that the Sandinista
element 1s continuing to support revolutionaries who are trying to
overthrow a duly elected govermnment, this is of 1tself of areat
interest to us.

37 Have you drawn a line that savys if there are high-performance
aircraft introduced inta this theater, that there will be a reaction
from us that --

[ Well, we have let them and we have let the Soviet Union know
that this is something we cannot sit back and just take, if they do
that, because that is so obviously, then, a threat to the area.

.That'ﬁ not -- well, their whole military today isn't defensive. Their

whole military is areater than all the combined countries of Central
America put together, and it's so cbviously offensive in nature that
we can't ignore that.

And that would be Jgust the crowning thing to have those
high-performance planes representing a threat to the area and to the
hemisphere. We've made 1t plain that we're not going to sit by
guietly and accept that.

@ Do think that the MiG crate episode and the six ships that are
believed on their way now is any way an attempt by the Soviet Union £
test vour resolve on this issue?

(A I don't know whether it is or not. I know they --

@: Sort of like the missile -- HKennedy's Cuban crisis?
a’ Yes. Yes, I know they do things like that and -- so we're
keeping watch on what's there. We're not going to raise Cain over a

purely domestic type of cargo, or anvthing of that kind, but we are in
contact with the Soviet Union.

@ Do you know if weapons, or MiGs specificallys are on any of
those si1x ships you mentioned?

AT No. We do know that in several of the ports where those ships
have touched down there have been evidence of those aircraft and
crates that could contain them. @And we want to know that after the
ships leave those aircrartt are still there.

QT Was one of those places Libya?

Az I would be guessing now because my memory doesn't tell me. OF
all the reports we've had, I don't know whether -- I couldn't tell you
specifically.

G That Black Sea port, though --

AT Yes. I would think Libya would be a probability.
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‘ Qs Speaking of Libyar your administration has taken a strong
rhetorical line against state terrorism. What are vyou going to do
about Colonel Mu'ammar Qadhafi of Libya, the world's most prominent
practitioner of terrorism?

AT Well, again, it's one of those things that you can know and he
can talk, but you can't really -- you couldn't go into court and prove
that actually they were the -- they were responsible for it, any more
than vou could have a couple of other governments that we feel are
apparently supporting terrorist movements.

So what we do 1s try -- 1ntelligence is the most important thing
with regard to terrorism. Can you, 1n some way, find or get access to
information that would let you know where and when operations are
planned? Can you et information that really ties a terrorist group
to a8 certain force or a certain government? Amaong these -- the things
that we're trying to do is 1f -- and we're having some reasonable
success with getting together with the other nations to do what we did
some years ago with regard to hijackings, so that we all poaol our
information, we all inform each other of everything that we know. And
we take action, so that there are no safe harbors for terrorists, that
they can't cross a border and find that that won't be troubled --

Q@+ Ezcuse me, sir. I would have thought there was overwhelming
evidence that GQadhafi was i1nvolved in terrorism evervwhere from
Morthern Ireland to Mindanao.

AT Well, ves, except when the bomb goes off, can you establish -~ .

Qs That particular bomb.

Al Yes, sometimes you get those phone calls of somebody claiming
credit. But when you get two or three different outfits claiming the
credit =-- yvyou =say, "Well, which ones are just bragging?"

The other thing is when it comes to if you can't intercept --
punish to retaliate, there, again, rvyou'wve got to be able to get some
pvidence as to where are the bases from whence come these terrorists

that vyou could strike at. &nd, at the same time=, you have to
recognize that vyou don't want to Just carelessly go out and maybe kill
innocent people. Then you're as bad as the terrorists.

Q: Well, 1f the terrorists are in a village living amongst peaple
who are innocent, are they then safe from retaliation?

AL Welly, it's -- you know, what -- that's a decision that I think
you have to make on each particular case. I do know of one instance
in which we thousht we had pretty good evidence of the locale. But,
againy to attempt to pick out the guilty would have been impossible.
You would have wiped out a lot of innccent people who had nmothing to

do with 1t.

37 Welly 1f you ever get a clear-cut case, where you know exactly .
where the terrorists came from and that -- there is no question of
their responsibility, what then is the nature of the retaliation?

&7 I think there what George Shultz said in his speech that caused
a little hoopla for a time, what he was saving to our people was that |
vou must recognize that in this whole thingy if vou're going to try to
defend against terrorism, there are going to come some times when
military action will be called for. And vou need the public
understanding of that and their awareness so that they will know it is
necessary 1f vou're to conguer this problem.

@7 Why i= Assistant Secretary of State Chester Crocker negotiating
with all sides in the Angola crisis to get the Cubans out and reach a
settlement, except for Jonas Savimbi, who's one of the strongest
anti-communist leaders in the region there? And will you recognize
Marxist Angola 1f the Cuban troops leave?

£3 What Secretary Crocker has been doing 1s actually having to do
with Mamibia.

Mow, South Africa i1s willing for Namibia to become independent, but
not while on the northern border of Mamibia si1ts Angola and the
Cubansy and the possibility remains of Mamibia becoming another
satellite of the communist bloc.

A Well, this is another problem, and I can't talk about that. No
one wants to do that. But certainly that has to figure in the whaole
negotiations. No, we're not going to -- we're not going to turn on
him. But, somehow, there has to be a negotiation that invaolves that
situation domestically in Angola.

think that it is a little closer than it's been for some time. The

. very fact now that King Hussein has recognized Egypt, which kind of
strengthens Egypt's position as being accepted back in the Arab
rommunity even though i1t has the peace treaty with Israel, the
recognition the other day or the restoring of relations with Iraq is a
step forward.

I think that there has been some trust buildup by the moderate Arab
states i1n the United States as an intermediary and trying to bring
about -- mee, we're not tryving to negotiate the peace. They have to
negotiate the peace. Syria 1s -- and still is the stumbling block.
But even so, now there is the negotiation going on with regard to the
remaval of Israel's troops from Lebanon.

So I think that some things are coming together now which, if
anything, including the fact that the PLO held its meeting in Amman
instead of Damascus -- I think these things are all leading toward the
possibility again of getting the Arab states to agree to negotiate.

You see, they've been sitting there with the position that they
refuse to recognize Israel's right to exist as a nation. Well, you
can't negotiate with someone until that's removed.

. Welly Egypt did 1it. And now I think the attitude of Hussein shows
that -- Jordan can't be alone in doing that, but I think that what
they're sayving is that if the others can come together on this and
enter into negotiations -- the PLO, we now see them taking on the
radical faction in their own midst that was pro-Syrian.

fAnd we're going to do everything we can to hopefully encourage
this.

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U.S., IRGG RESUME DIPLOMATIC RELATIONMS (1892}

(Speakes, Shultz comments, Transcrint of Briefing by Senior Administratior

Washington -- The United States and Iraq resumed full diplomatic

relations November 2& after a lapse of 17 years.

White House Deputy Press Secretary Larry Speakes told reporters
that the two countries immediately up-graded their intersst sections
to the ambassy level and agreed to exchangse ambassadors as soon as the.
nomination process in each country permits.

Spmakes made the announcemsnt following a meeting between President
Reagan and Irag's deputy prime minister and forsian minister, Tariqg M.
fBziz.

Secretary of State Shultz. who held separats talks with Aziz later
in the day, said the resumpltion of diplomatic relations is in "the
mutual interests of the United States and Irag. We proceed on the
basis of equality and mutual reseect.”

Shultz told reporters at the State Department that he and Aziz had
discussed problems of the Middle East and the Iran-Irag war. "We have
zeen that we Mhave a great deal to gain from this eichange," he said.

Asked abiout the U.S. position in the Iran-Irag war, Shultz said,
"we remain neutral. But we are rot neutral in the sense of wishing to
see the war come to an end. And we welcoms the continued readiness of
Irag to sit down and neaotiate an honorable conclusion to the war.
That is the objective that we believe should be sought.”

Under Secretary of State Michasl Armacost and Assistant Secretary
Richared Murphy attended a brief ceremony at the Iragi embassys, noting
the resumeption of diplomatic ties betwsen Baghdad and Washington that
became official earlier at the White House. Afterward, they watched
along with about 100 cheering Arabs and Arab-Americans as the Iragil
flag was unfurled in Washington for the first time since the 19467
Middle East war.

flthough the building had remained the property of the Iraqi
government during those 17 years, its status as an accredited
diplomatic mission was suspended until the two governments resumed
mfficial relations. &4 senior Reagan administration official told
reparters following the Reagan-fHziz meeting at the White House that
the change in diplomatic representation presages no shift in U.5.
palicy and doss not represent a ti1lt toward Baghdad in the Iran-Iragq
warr. "We welcome the restoration," he said. "We think it is a
positive development." But the official added that, "today's step
reflects changes that have already taken place. I would not read into
it changes in policy."

The official said the step "signals no change" from the U.S.
position of neutrality in the Iran-Irag war,y; nor any U.S. reappraisal
of Irag's weight in regional equations, nor any impact on U.G.
relations with Israel. (Relations between Washington and Baghdad were
severed at the time of the 19467 fArab-Israeli war. Washington opened
an interest section in the Belgian embassy in Baghdad in 1%72.)

"“The step recoanizes the importance of our holding productive
discussions with an important state in the Middle East," the official
said, "where the interests of the United States and the free world are
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significant. It will reinforce our dialogue with Irag on the policy
leval on the range of ilssues affecting regional security -- including
those on which the views of Irag and the United States may, from time
to time, diverge."

| He termed Irag's decision to enhance diplomatic relations as
consistent with Baghdad's desire to balance relations with the Soviet

| Limniony which has been a major supplier of weapons. "We welcoms and
respect Irag's desire to emphasize its independence from any outside
domination, " the official wsaid.

He =aid the step "implies no mutual endorsement” by eilther country

of the foreign or domestic policies of the other. "Rather, " he added,
"we have both recognized that a directy, authoritative and candid
dialogus 1s the best approach to managing our differences, and where
possible, to resolve them amicably and constructively."

Hea told guestioners that the U.5. effort to choke off the supply
of weapons from free world sowrces to Iran will continue and would
have done so regardless of whether or not the enhancement of
U.S.-Iragil relations had taken place. He noted that the United States
has not sent arms to either Iran or Irag and said he sees no prospect
of that changing.

At the same times, he sai1d Washington has been "extremely active" 1n
‘ the effort to choke off war supplies to Iran, which he said has
resulted in “"a steady deterioration of Iran's war machinedid" that, he
.a-:ldau:l. has been visible to Irag on the battlefield. He acknowledged
that Irag would like to ses that effort inoreased, but emphasized that
it 13 "an aon-going procese’" which would have continued in any case.

The official =aid he could not predict what the effect of the
resumption of full relations will have on the overall Middle East
situation.

the welfare of the Palestinians and in supporting such Arab moves as
Jordan's resumption of relations with Egvet.

fAsked 1if Washington is ready to improve relations with Iran - -
broken when Iranian revolutionaries seized the U.S. embassy in Tehran

international terrarism and when Iran is ready for a negotiated
sattlement of the Iran-Irag war."

~= This step recognizes the importance of our holding productive
discussions with an impartant state in the Middle East, where the
interests of the U,5. and the free world are significant.

-- It also will reinforcs our policy=-level dialogue with Iraq on
the range of issues affecting regional security, including many issues
on which the views of Irag and the U.5. diverge.
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-- Traq has publicly characterized its decision to reestablish
relations with the U.S5. as consistent with 1ts desire to balance its
relations with the Soviet Union. We welcome and respect Iraq's desire

This agreement has concluded today between President Reagan and Deputy Prime
Minister and Foreign Minister of Iraq - Tariq Azlz., —-—=—ee—a The two coun-
tries diplomatic missions are uprated as of this date from Interest Sectlons

to Embassles and the principle officers will hold the title of Charge de Afrairs
pending the appointment of Ambassadors.

We have Assitant Secretary of State Murphy and he will give you the details of
today's meeting and other questions you might have on the agrecment. .

Murphy:

The official program started this morning with a meeting at 10:00 with Sec—
retary Shultz and to the White House for a meeting with the Vice President and
they just concluded in the Oval Office with President Reagan. His program be-
yond this will be a working lunch with the Secretary which starts in a few minutes.
He will be paying courtesy calls later today on Secretary Weinberger and Bob Me-
Farland. This afterncon will be the ceremony of flag-raising at the Iraqi Embassy,
During his stay in Washington, which will continue until Thursday - Tariq Aziz
will be meeting with a number of representatives of think tanks such as the Carn-
agie Endowment, The American Enterprise, ete. He will have an cditorial braakfast
with the Washington Post and meetings on the hill have been scheduled: one with
Senator Boschwitz and other Foreign Relations Committee members.He will also be
interviewed by Evans and Novak.

Let me just say a few words about the resumption of relations., We welcome the
resumption. It reflects the de facro normalization of the U.S.-Iragi dialogue that
has developed gradually since relations were broken back in 1967, We established
our Interest Section in Baghdad back in 1972 under the protection of the Belgium
Embassy and while it has been a 17-year break in formal relations, we have had
a dialogue which has gradually developed over the last several years, capped by the
meetings today. We think it is a positive development; it has been achieved by
patient efforts over a number of years. Its had the support and encouragement of a
number of key congressman from both parties. Today's step reflects changes that
have already taken place in U.5.-Iraqi relations. I wouldn't read into it any pre-
dictions or major changes in our respective policies. It is a bilateral step thar
doesn't impinge on our relations with other states in the area. It signals no change
from our neutrality in the Iragq-Iran war or U.S. reappralsal of Iraq's weight in re-
glonal balances. The latter is a fact rthat we have long recognized, 1t also has no
effect on our relations with Israel which continue to be stronger than ever. The
Step recognizes the lmportance of our holding productive discussions with an important
state in the Middle East where the interests of the U.S. and the free world are sig-
nificant. It will reinforce our dialogue with Iraq at the policy level on the range
of issues affecting regional security, including those in which the views of lrag
and the U.5. may from time to time diverge. For its part, lraq has publicly characterize:
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its decision to re-establish relations with us as consistent with its desire to
balance its relations with the Soviet Union. We welcome and respect Iragq's des-
ire to emphasize this independence from any outside domination. Resumption of

relations imply as no mutual endorsement by Iraq or the U,5. of the forelgn or

domestic policies of the other, Rather, we have both recognized that a direct,
authoritative and candid dialogue is the best approach to managing our differ-

ences and where possible to resolve them amicably and constructively.

QUESTIONS & ANSWERS:

Q: This agreement represeénts an essential change in the U,S. position?

A:T think there is no essential change. I think the fact is that the dialogue w"lth. ‘
Iraq has developed very steadily. Its accelerated over the past couple of years

when the head of our Interest Section began to get access Lo more senior levels in

the lraql government.There has been some congressional contact with Saddam Husseln.

I don't think you should see this as a major

step forward.

Q:Isn't this a natural outgrowth of gradually developing relations of our interests
in the Irag-Iran war?

AtNaturally that has been one of our primary interests in relaticnships with Iraq
but as I said, Iraq is a major state in the area, a major player in the reglonal
scene. Resuming relations is a bilateral issue and we think that our policy of
neutrality in the war which has been established since 1980 and continues to be

our .policy. It is the best way to get American interests secured which are the ear-
liest possibly peaceful settlement of the war; one that will preserve the Integrity
and the sovereignty of both Iragq and Iran, I think it is misleading to see this as
a tilt towards Baghdad because of the fact that we are resuming relations.

Q:Did the President discuss the Irag-Iran war and specifically did he discuss any-
thing about chemical warfare?

A:We have discussed chemical warfare during the Foreign Minister's visit. We have
discussed the present situation of the war. We have an earnest intent to commit |
the US to support any efforts towards a peaceful negotiated settlement to the war,
Q:What about any military arms supply to Lraq?

A:We have never sent arms to Irag and there is no prospect of our changing our policy
on arms supply. That policy was laid down at the outbreak of the war. In practical
terms, it applied heavily of course to Lran because we had supplied the Shah's mil-
itary establishment. We really never had been a supplier of Iraq. But I gather the
Iragis have captured a falr number of American arms in the course of the war but

that is not our doing. As far as the economy 1is concerned, Iraq is presently the
Department of Agriculture's largest customer worldwide,

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Q:Are the Iraqls asking the US to stop the resupply of parts to lranm which appar-
ently were permissible under the hostage agreement. Also, are the Iragis asking

the US as the Washington Fost reports last summer, for reassurances that Israel
won't interrupt the new pipeline the Iraqis are trying to build through Jordan?
And, would the U.S. 1like the Iragqis to buy less arms through the Soviet Unilon.

Are these things likely to come out of this new agreement?

A:One of the principle interests that the Foreign Minister has and the government
of Iraq has is encouraging us for filrst of all, expressing appreclation for what
we have done to cut off limit the supply of arms to Iran coming from pre-war
sources. There is nothing we can do about the Soviets, Libyans, Syrians, etc. that
has gone on continuously and continues to go to Iram. We have been extremely active
in cutting off where possible and when we hear of it in time and when we can per-
suade friends and allies around the world. This is something that cannot be solved,
It is an ongoing process in the arms market that we have and will continue Lo move
on vigorously in the future. We affirmed our assistance in bringing the war to an
end through that means and that is certainly an interest of the lraqis. On spare
parts for Iran - this has not been raised here — I think they are convinced on this
that we are not supplying lethal equipment or spare parts for military arms and
weapon systems to the Iranians.

The pipeline through to Jordan is not being pursued very actively today. There
are two pipeline projects belng undertaken by the Iragis. Ome Is through Turkey,
which is a doubling of the present line and the other is what is called a spur line
from southern Irag to connect with the Trans-Peninsula pipeline in Saudi Arabia.

A third project, which has been discussed, in which we got a preliminary commitment
of the Export-Import Bank to finance American materials with which they are not pur-
guing at the moment. They are going to go ahead on the first two and I thionk they can
complete those largely within the coming year or early 1Y8b. The Foreign Minister
made the point that we are the only country (Irag) in the area that has adopted a
deliberate policy of involving its neighbors in its own economic development. Im
this sense through construction of these alternate lines, it is putting 1ts product
through Turkey through Saudi Arabia and its future economic welfare will depend on
close relationships and the stability and development of those other countries. 1
think Iraq sees this project as in 1ts interest in assiting its development of reg-.
{onal stability. The reason why they are not pursuing the pipeline through Jordan
is possibly because of fear of Israel interrupting it.

(:Is there some prospect of change of the military relationship between Irag and
the U.S. and if not - why is he seeing Secretary Weinberger? What effect, 1f any,
do you expect the resumption of relations between the U.S, and Irag to have on the
overall Middle East situation?

A:Our policy since the war started has been not to license direct or third country
transfers of US control defense articles either to Baghdad or to Iran. Resumption
of relations doesn't portend any change in our arms policies towards either Iraq or
Iran. He is calling on Secretary Weinberger as a courtesy visit approprlate between
genilor officials and he asked to call on Secretary Weinberger.
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Do not read in the Weinberger call a hint that there is going to be some surprising
new cooperation with Iraq in military planning.

The overall effect on the Middle East situation - we consider Iraq a significant,
major player in the Middle East. Its attention is focused first and foremost on its
conflict with Iran today. I can't tell you what in the overall situation - If you are
talking about the Arab-Israel situation - what their role is going to be. They do not
gée themselves as a front-line state and that 1s a change from the history as late
as the 1970's. They see themselves as concerned - concerned about the Palestinian
future and some of the central issues - but I think you see an evolution in the Iraqi
attitude. It is interested in being supported of moves such as the Jordanian resumpt-
ion of diplomatic relations with Cairo. It is supportive of the holding of the PLO
conference of the PNC in Jordan. I recall a statement which was publicized in the
Baghdad press made by Saddam Hussein to Longressman Solare in 1982 - that a secure .
condition of security is necessary for both Israel and the Palestinians and that
no responsible Arab leader looks forward to the destruction of Israel. Iraq acknow-
ledged the President's September initiative and supported the subsequent position
at Fez at the Arab summit. The Iraqi President has called for a relationship between
Jordan and the Palestinians as natural and necessary., Iraq has said it will accept
any approach to a solution acceptable to the Palestinians and no longer sees itself
as a front-line state in a legitimate position to champion a particular solution. I
do not know what will be the overall effect, but 1 think 1if you add up some of those
comments (and these are public positions taken by Iraq over the last few years) you
can see why we're interested in this dialogue.

Americans but a less liberal, less Democratic one than in former years," said Milton
Himmelfarb, research director of the American Jewish Committee Exit pells this year
indicated that about 67% of Jews voted for Mondale. Jewish Democrats outnumber Jewish
Republicans by more than 4 to 1. .
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
