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U. S Pledges a V:gorous Response

UNITED NATIONS, BSept. 27 —

United States officials have told Israel
and its supporters in recent days that
any Iraqi attack on lsrael would set off
a vigorous American response.
_ Administration  offlclals  have
avolded stating categorically that if Is-
rael were attacked, the Unlted Stafes
would be prepared to commit Amer-
ican forces to Israel's defense, but ls-
raell officlals said today that they had
been left with this impression.

Dear Dawvid:

I listened very carefully to what you told me in Washington
about the issue of Housing Investment Guarantees. You placed
particular emphasis on not being put in a position that was
politically untenable ur where you were being asked to give up

the principle of settlements. I man appreciate your concern.
I can also appreciate the wigency of Israel's need for help in
the kistoric task of absorbi=g Soviet Jewish imniyrants., As I

told you in our meeting, 1 want to resolve the question of
Housing lInvestment Guarantees now, and I want to resolve it
with you.

At the same time, I know you understand how strongly the
President and I oppose continued settlement activity. As the
President wrote to Prime Minister Shamir in June, it is our
conviction that settlement activity constitutes a significant
obstacle to peace, particularly because it convinces everyone
that Israel seeks to retain the territories and that Israel is
determined to take unilateral steps to change the situation in
advance of negotiations. We believe, therefore, that
settlement activity poisons the atmosphere and makes more
difficult the effort to produce an Arab partner for peace.
Down the road, it would also prejudice the negotiations
themselves. For these reasons, we have opposed and will
continue to oppose, in all appropriate ways, settlement
activity.

I have structured the tollowing package of assurances with your
concerns in mind. In particular, and notwithstanding our
strong opposition to settlement activity, I have made an
attempt to avoid putting you in a positior where a basic
principle of your goverament is being overtly challenged. The
gssurances would includ::

First, a pledge from the Government of Israel that special
settlement and housing incentives for Soviet Jewish immigrants
will apply only inside the pre-19%67 Green Line.

Second, a commitment from the Government of Israel, to provide
us complete building plans for new or expanded housing for
Soviet Jewish immigrants.

Third, an annual accounting to the United States of all direct

_Fourth, a commitment to provide periodic reports to the United
States on any new or expanded settlement activity, as a means
of avoiding surprises and further misunderstandings.

Fifth, a written reaffirmation from the Government of Israel of
Minister Sharon's pledge that the GOI has no plans to settle
Soviet Jews cutside the Green Line.

These five points would be in addition to our traditional
language which limits the use of the loan guarantees to
Projects within the Pre-1967 boundaries of Israel,

David, as I emphasized before, I propose these assurances with
your comments to me very much in mind, I believe this package
meets both our needs, and 1 hope we can put this issue behind

I am pleased to have this chance to discuss with your
committee the President's recommendation to Congress that the
United States Government forgive Egypt's Foraign Military Sales
(FMS) debt. The President's decision to forgive Egypt's FMS
debt was stimulated by Egypt's vital leadership in resisting
Iraqi aggression in the Gulf. /The prasident's decision is
unique and does not extend to other FMS debtors. It was based
fundamentally on geopolitical and military grnundlzj

The President made his recommendation in racognition of
Egypt's unique, unparalleled strategic contributions to the
pursuit of peace and security in the Middle East and the i
inability of measures short of forgiveness to safeguard our .
strategic relationship with this important Arab partner.
Thus, forgiveness of Egypt's FMS debt is an integral part of
the United States' on-going efforts to restore the rule of
intaernational law in the Gulf.

The President's recommendation for forgiveness covers
approximately $6.7 billion in Egyptian FMS debt. This includes
about $4.4 billion in principal outstanding on loans made by the
Federal Financing Bank (FFB) with the full faith and credit
guarantee of the Secretary of Defense through the Defense

| §ecurity Assistance Agency (DSAA) . The remaining $2.3 billion
is owaed to DSAA and represents arrears plus amounts that DSAA
has already paid to the FFB under the terms of its guarantee ,
when Egypt failed to make payments that were due to the FFB.

The legislative mechanism that the Admipistration is
considering to accomplish the forgiveness involves three steps.
First, DSAA's Guarantee Reserve Fund would purchase the $4.4
billion still owed to the FFB, ‘using funds borrowed from the
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Treasury Deapartment under existing authority. This would
. consolidate all of Egypt's $6.7 billion FMS debt in DSAA's
| hands. ( Second, the legislation would authorize DSAA to

Third, the legislation would permit the Secretary of the
| Treasury to forgive all of the Department of Defense's borrowings
| from the Treasury Department undertaken in connection with

ne further obligations relating to Egypt's FMS debt.

We favor this approach because it enables the Department
of Defense to honor its guarantea to make the FFB "whole."
This is important because the FFB {s simply a financing
mechanism, with no responsibility for administering programs.
1f the FFB were required to forego its guarantee rights and
forgive Egypt's debt directly, a precedent would be set that .
couid ultimately lead to forgiveness of a substantial portion
of the Bank's remaining portfolio. As the FFB's portfolio
totals some $162 billion, this could be an extremely costly
precedent.

1 understand, Mr. Chairman, that you and your Committee
have a strong interest in other areas of official debt. First,
I want to state that our general policy is not to forgive debt,
except in very special circumstances. gecondly, I want to
emphasize that our treatment of Egypt's FMS debt is distinct
from the actions that the United States Government has taken or
is prepared to take on the non-military official debt of other
countries. Finally, we have found that there is no single,
comprehensive program for dealing with other official debt that
effactively meets the needs of all heavily-indebted countries.

The only overriding theme has been our emphasis on encouraging
aignificant and lasting economic reforms.

Overview: Per Jack's instructions, this memorandum details announced and
possible future U.S. arms transfers to Saudi Arabia that you may wish to explore with .
Saudi Ambassador Bandar Bin Sultan. As in the past, the information contained herein

is based primarily upon "back channel” communications, and one informal briefing with

a representative from the Department of State.

Announced Sales: You will recall that the President has used the waiver
authorities granted to him in; section 3&(b) of the Arms Export Control Act (AECA); the
Metzenbaum amendment (ceiling of no more than 60 F-15 A, B, C, or D aircraft in
Saudi Arabia); and section 614 of the Foreign Assistance Act (FAA) to provide for the
emarge.na sale of various defense articles and services to Saudi Arabia to assist them in
meeting the immediate threat that is posed to their security by Iraq. Specifically these
waivers include the immediate transfer of;

- 150 M60-A3 tanks to Saudi Arabia from U.S. stocks—
36(b) AECA;

- 24 F-15C/D aircraft from U.S. stock— 36(b) AECA;

- 12 F-15C/D aircraft which were notified in May, 1988—
the Metzenbaum amendment;

- 200 Stinger Missile Systems (50 with stocks and 150
reloads)} 614 FAA; and

- 15,000 rounds of depleted uranium (DU) shells— 614
FAA,

These sales will serve to increase existing Saudi inventories of U.S. origin F-15 aircraft
from their current level of 58 to 82 in the very short term (next three months) and to a
level of 94 within the next two to three years. They will also increase existing Saudi
inventories of M60-A3's from their current level of 250 to 400. And, they will increase
existing Saudi inventories of Stingers from their current level of 374 to 574 missile
systems. Finally, they will result in the introduction of DU munitions into Saudi
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inventories. These munitions are especially designed to defeat advanced Soviet tanks

(T-72's of which the Iraqis have an estimated number of 700 to 1,200 such tanks) and
reactive armor (which the Iragis reportedly do not have).

These sales are estimated in value at $2.2 billion and will be carried out
immediately other than the delivery of the 12 F-15C/D aircraft which will be
constructed, and delivered over the next two to three years. These sales are designed to

of fset and deter Iraqi forces that are currently occupying Kuwait (13 divisions— 160,000
men, and 1,300-1,400 tanks).

Potential Future Sales: In announcing the waiver authorities with regard to the
sales previously discussed, the administration also advised the Committee that all future
long-lead time sales to Saudi Arabia would be conducted through the normal review
procedures of the AECA. In this regard, the latest laundry list (which will be conducted
during the next three to nine years out) includes:

- a minimal addition of 385 M1-A2 Main Battle Tanks
which may include DU armor (ultimately, this will
result in the Saudi deployment of 700 such tanks);

- a minimal addition of 500 Light Armored Vehicles
(LAV's, which will result in the Saudi deployment of
1,600 such vehicles);

- the possible sale of 12 to 24 additional F-15C/D (although
a very strong case could be made for the "E” variant
which is extremely capable in ground attack modes)
which could increase existing Saudi inventories of such
aircraft to levels of 106 to 118;

- an unspecified number of heavy cargo carriers;

- an unspecified number of Armored Fighting Vehicles—
the Bradley: .

- an unspecified number of TOW II's or possibly TOW
TIA's (which can defeat reactive armor);

- an unspecified number of coastal patrol craft;

- unspecified levels of ammunition stocks and stores;

- unspecified radar systems which will be arrayed 5o as to
provide Saudi Arabia with adequate air defense
capabilities;

- upgrading of both the current Saudi military computer
network and Electronic Security Measures ESM);

- the possible sale of additional Stinger missile systems to
augment the Saudi air defense network; and
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- the possible sale of the Patriot anti-air/anti-missile
SjFStE.ITi.

The initial "spot” value of these sales was estimated to me at a level of $6 billion (plus or
minus $1 billion). This number appeared extremely low to me and upon follow-up
examination, 1 was informed that these sales may well be two to three times higher than
the original "spot,” Other sources have indicated that the final sale "spot” may approach
something of the magnitude of 520 to $24 billion.

Observations from Codel Murtha: ‘While 1 shall provide you with a more
detailed report on my participation with Codel Murtha, I thought you would be
interested in 2 remark that the Ambassador made to the Codel while interpreting King
Fahd's remarks to various questions posed by Members of the delegation. In this
regard, Bandar stated that the King appreciated the U.S. "commitment” to Saudi defense
and that “when the United States leaves Saudi Arabia” that the King hoped that the
United States would "leave various weapons” systems which have been de loyed in Saudi
Arabia "behind.” The Ambassador went on to state that the Codel, "should not worry
because Saudi Arabia would pay for these weapons.”

Thus, there would appear to be a set of rising expectations within the Saudi
leadership that the U.S. arms sales spigot to Saudi Arabia is now wide open. While this
may well be the case in the short term, it is important to keep in mind that Israel is
closely monitoring all U.S. sales to Saudi Arabia, and at some future point, will request
qualifative systems to offset the quantitative edge that 15 now being supplied to Saudi
Arabia vis-a-vis the Iraqi threat.
