In Lhle regard, we want to express our conecarn that the
security ol vur close friend and ally, lsrael, not be
unintentionally atfected as a result of actions taken by

Lhe United States either during this erisis or in ita
attermath,

As you know, because of the sensitivity of the regional :.
siruarion, Israel has refrained from placing its military
forces In as high a stete of readiness as might be
expected. TIsrael would be at a disadvantage (f Iraq,
secking both to divert the attention of the world from iis
actions and Lu break up the coalition confronting it,
threatened Israel. lrag must be convinced that the United
Atates continues tu stand behind Israel. We must ensure
that lsrael has the means Lo deter and, if necessary,
reapond to an Iragqi attack.

THANK YOU FOR THE OPPORTUNITY TO APPEAR TODAY TO TESTIFY ON THE
GULF CRISIS. | WILL KEEP MY REMARKS BRIEF SO YOU AND OTHER
MEMBERS CAN HAVE MORE TIME FOR QUESTIONS.

SEVEN WEEKS AGO, AT THE REQUEST OF KING FAHD, PRESIDENT BusH
ORDERED THE DEPLOYMENT OF U.S. FORCES TO Saupi ARABIA TO PROTECT
vitaL U.S. INTERESTS. 'OUR OBJECTIVES ARE TO: -»

1. ASSURE THE SECURITY AND STABILITY IN THE REGION;

2. EFFECT THE IMMEDIATE, COMPLETE, AND UNCONDITIONAL
WITHDRAWAL OF ALL [RAQI FORCES FROM KUWAIT}

3, RESTORE THE LEGITIMATE GOVERNMENT OF KUWAIT: AND
4, PROTECT THE LIVES OF AMERICAN CITIZENS IN THE REGION. ®

IN SUPPORT OF THESE OBJECTIVES WE HAVE UNDERTAKEN AN

UNPRECEDENTED MILITARY EFFORT. WE NOW HAVE OVER 150,000

SOLDIERS, SAILORS, AIRMEN, AND MARINES IN THE GULF THEATER., THE
MOVEMENT OF U.S. FORCES HAS GONE VERY WELL. We HAVE ELEMENTS OF
SEVERAL ARMY DIVISIONS, NUMEROUS AIR FORCE FIGHTER AND STRATEGIC
AIJHEHAFT SOUADRONS, A MARINE EXPEDITIONARY FORCE, SFECH\L
OPERATIONS FORCES, THREE CARRIER BATTLE GROUPS, A BATTLESHIP, W
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AMONG OTHERS. ALL MemBeRs OF THE GuLF CooperaTioN CounciL --

Saunt ARABIA, KuwaiT, BAHRAIN, Qatar, OMAN, AND THE UAE -- HAVE
| DONE THEIR PART IN THE COLLECTIVE EFFORT BY OFFERING BOTH TROOPS {7ﬁf’
AND MATERIELS.

LEFT UNCOUNTERED, THE [RAQI ARMY COULD HAVE SEIZED THE SAUDI OIL
EI1ELDS, EVEN WITHOUT DOING THAT, [RAQ WOULD HAVE DOMINATED THE
ARABIAN PENINSULA. IN THE SHORT-TERM, IRAQ COULD HAVE
DESTABILIZED AND MANIPULATED THE OIL MARKET, BRINGING DISRUPTION

IN PRODUCTION AND INCREASE IN PRICES. IN THE LONGER-TERM,
SﬂDPAH COULD HAVE CONSOLIDATED HIS CONTROL, EXPANDED HIS
MlLiTART ARSENALS BY USING THE INCREASED REVENUE, AND THREATENED
THE ECONOMIC LIVELIHOOD OF ALL OIL-IMPORTING NATIONS, MosT
DANGEROUSLY, ARMED WITH NEW ECONOMIC., POLITICAL, AND MILITARY
WEAPONS, SADDAM HUSSEIN WOULD HAVE BEEN ABLE TO ESTABLISH IRAG
AS THE LEADING POWER IN THE REGION. THUS, STOPPING SADDAM

Mr. CHAIRMAN, AS YOU KNOW, THE COST OF PROVIDING THE FORCES IN
OPERATION DESERT SHIELD 1S ABOUT $3 BILLION PER MONTH, OF WHICH
$1 BILLION 1S INCREMENTAL EXPENSES. [N ADDITION, FRONTLINE
COUNTRIES SUCH AS TURKEY, EGYPT, AND JORDAN FACE SERIOUS
ECONOMIC LOSSES DUE TO THE ECONOMIC EMBARGO, (THER NATIONS ARE
HURT AS WELL. THE PRESIDENT HAS ANNOUNCED AN EconoMic ACTION !

PLAN TO SEEK CONTRIBUTIONS FROM OTHER COUNTRIES. OUR ALLIES ARE
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RESPONDING. THEIR CONTRIBUTIONS TOTAL $20 BILLION: ABOUT HALF
oF THAT 15 10 OFFSET U.S. COSTS AND HALF FOR THE FRONTLINE
STATES. SPECIFICALLY, THE GULF STATES HAVE OFFERED $12 BILLION
TO OUR PLAN: JAPAN HAS QUADRUPLED ITS INITIAL CONTRIBUTION AND
OFFERED $U BILLION: GERMANY HAS OFFERED $2 BILLION; AND THE EC
HAS PLEDGED $2 BILLION. THESE CONTRIBUTIONS COME IN THE FORM OF
CASH AND IN-KIND GOODS AND SERVICES. THIS SUPPORT --
DIPLOMATICALLY, MILITARILY, AND FINANCIALLY-- SHOWS THE HIGH

AS LONG AS IT TAKES TO ACHIEVE OUR MUTUAL OBJECTIVES. WHEN THAT
S DONE, OR WHEN THE COUNTRIES ASK, WE WILL LEAVE.

[N THE FUTURE, WE WILL NEED TO WORK WITH OUR FRIENDS IN THE GULF
YO STRENGTHEN THEIR DEFENSE CAPABILITIES AND BOLSTER THEIR
ABILITIES TO RECEIVE REINFORCEMENTS IF THAT EVER BECOMES
NECESSARY AGAIN., WE NEED TO ENSURE THAT THE COUNTRIES OF THIS
AREA ARE NOT IN SUCH A VULNERABLE POSITION THAT A MASSIVE U.S.
DEPLOYMENT 1S REQUIRED. T0 ACCOMPLISH THAT TASK, MR, CHAIRMAN,

BETWEEN SEPTEMBER 5 AND 17, I ACCOMPANIED SECRETARY BAKER ON
A VISIT TO EIGHT COUNTRIES IN THE MIDDLE EAST AND EUROPE. I
WANT TO TELL YOU AT THE QUTSET THAT IN EVERY COUNTRY WE VISITED,
AMERICAN LEADERSHIP WAS ACKNOWLEDGED, APPRECIATED, AND

~ RECOGNIZED AS ESSENTIAL FOR RESOLUTION OF THE GULF CRISIS.

THERE IS GRATITUDE FOR THE AMERICAN MILITARY PRESENCE ON THE
ARABIAN PENINSULA. THERE IS RECOGNITION OF THE SACRIFICES BEING
MADE BY THE MEN AND WOMEN OF THE AMERICAN ARMED FORCES. THERE
IS SOLIDARITY THAT,IRAQI AGGRESSION MUST NOT STAND AND THERE IS
WILLINGNESS TQ SHARE THE RESPONSIBILITIES FOR IMPLEMENTATION OF

THE UNITED NATIONS SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTIONS.

POLITICALLY THIS WAS ACKNOWLEDGED IN ARAB CAPITALS, BY NﬂTd
AND THE EUROPEAN COMMUNITY, AND IN THE JOINT STATEMENT ISSUED BY
PRESIDENTS BUSH AND GORBACHEY IN HELLSINKI. MILITARILY THIS IS5
RECOGNIZED BY THE DECISIONS OF MANY NATIONS TO CONTRIBUTE FORCES
TO THE EFFORT IN THE GULF. ECONOMICALLY THE SHARED
RESPONSIBILITY IS MANIFESTED BY PLEDGES OF UP TO TWENTY BILLION
DOLLARS TO HELP SHARE THE COSTS OF THE AMERICAN DEFENSE
CONTRIBUTION AND TO CUSHION THE ECONOMIC SHOCK FOR THOSE
COUNTRIES HURT MOST BY IRAGI AGGRESSION.

TODAY, SEVEN WEEKS AFTER THE INVASION OF KUWAIT, IRAQI
OCCUPATION FORCES REMAIN DUG IN THROUGHQUT THAT COUNTRY, AND
CONTINUE TO THREATEN THE SECURITY OF SAUDI ARABIA AND
NEIGHBORING STATES. IRAQ CONTINUES TO HOLD HOSTAGE HUNDREDS OF
THOUSANDS OF FOREIGN NATIONALS, INCLUDING ABOUT 1,440

I am pleased to have this chance to discuss with your
committee the President's recommendation to Congress that the
United States Government forgive Egypt's Foreign Military Sales
(FMS) debt. The President's decision to forgive Egypt's FMS
debt was stimulated by Egypt's vital leadership in resisting
Iraqi aggression in the Gulf. /The president's decision is
unique and does not extend to other FMS debtors. It was based
fundamentally on gecpolitical and military qruundllJ

The President made his recommendation in recognition of .
Egypt's unigque, unparalleled strategic contributions to the
pursuit of peace and security in the Middle East and the
inability of measures short of forgiveness to safeguard our
strategic relationship with this important Arab partner.
Thus, forgiveness of Egypt's FMS debt is an integral part of
the United States' on-going efforts to restore the rule of
international law in the Gulf.

The President's recommendation for forgivenass covers
approximately $6.7 bpillion in Egyptian FMS debt. This includes
about $4.4 billion in principal outstanding on loans made by the
rederal Financing Bank (FFB) with the full faith and credit

is prepared to take on the non-military official debt of other
countries. Finally, we have found that there is no single,
comprehensive program for dealing with other official debt that
effectivaly meets the needs of all heavily-indebted countries.

These initiatives raise complex and far-reaching issues
that bely a comprehensive solution. The debt situation and the
type of debt vary significantly from country to country. I
would be happy to discuss these issues in more detail. We
look forward to working with you and your Committee.

Some of the commentators
present the "“sad" plcture as the Arab view; but Mr. George
Lenczowski, for example, states - as a "fact" - that "Israel, after
all, was established as a state by essentially European Jewish
immigrants who settled down in a land previously occupled for about 13
centuries by the Arabs. They established their own state and then .
fought a number of wars with the Arabs usually of a preventive
character, that resulted ultimately in the occupation of such Arab
territories as East Jerusalem, the West Bank and Gaza strip."

GROUND _FORCE. AND QAPAH AND GERMANY HAVE ALSO SAID THAT THEY WILL
CONTRIBUTE BILLIONS TO THE COST OF THE MULTINATIONAL EFFGRT AND TO
THAE RELATED EFFORT OF
EASING THE ECONOMIC HARDSHIP OF THOSE NATIONS THAT ARE HARDEST HIT,
THOSE SUPPORTING SANCTIONS. AND JUST THIS WEEKEND, THE UNITED
NATIONS SECURITY COUNCIL HAS ONCE AGAIN STRONGLY CONDEMNED SADDAM
HUSSEIN_FOR THOSE OUTRAGEOUS BREAK-INS AT THE DIPLOMATIC PREMISES IN
KUOWAIT.

FOR AMERICA TO MAINTAIN ITS RESPONSIBILITIES ABROAD,

AMERICA MUST REMAIN STRONG AND VITAL. AND AGAIN, AS I SAID LAST
WEEK, OUR WORLD LEADERSHIP AND DOMESTIC STRENGTHS ARE MUTUAL AND
THEY ARE REINFORCING. AND THAT'S WHY I'M VERY INTERESTED IN THESE
NEGOTIATORS -- NEGOTIATIONS GOING ON ON THE BUDGET, AND AGAIN,
CALLING ON THE BUDGET NEGOTIATORS FROM THE CONGRESS AND THE
ADMINISTRATION TO REDOUBLE THEIR EFFORTS TO GET A BUDGET AGREEMENT.

I WANT TO SEE ONE THAT IS ORIENTED TOWARD GROWTH -- A POINT I
MADE IN LAST WEEK'S ADDRESS TO THE JOINT SESSION. ONE WHICH
CONTAINS INCENTIVES LIKE THE CAPITAL GAINS TAX CUT, WHICH I AM
ABSOLUTELY CONVINCED WILL CREATE JOBS. AND THE CONGRESS MUST ALSO
ENACT REAL SPENDING CUTS, NOT THESE SMOKE-AND-MIRROR CUTS THAT
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SIMPLY DON'T CUT SPENDING AS ADVERTISED. CONGRESS MUST ENSURE THAT
THE BUDGET PROCESS REFORM TAKES PLACE. AND ITS FIVE-YEAR PLAN
ABSOLUTELY MUST BE ENFORCEABLE.

AND FINALLY, CONGRESS MUST ENACT A MULTI-YEAR DEFENSE BUDGET

THAT MEETS THE NEEDS OF THIS COUNTRY, NOT ONLY IN TERMS OF THE
IMPROVEMENT OF EAST-WEST RELATIONS, BUT ALSO OUR BROADER
RESPONSIBILITIES IN OTHER PARTS OF THE WORLD, RESPONSIBILITIES THAT
THE CRISIS WITH IRAQ HAS ONCE AGAIN BROUGHT HOME TO US.

EARLIER I ASKED FOR AN UP OR DOWN VOTE ON A COMPLETE DOLLAR 500
BILLION DEFICIT REDUCTION PACKAGE WITH OR WITHOUT A BUDGET SUMMIT
AGREEMENT BY SEPTEMBER 28TH AT THE LATEST. THE NATION STANDS ONLY
13 DAYS AWAY FROM THE DRASTIC CONSEQUENCES OF WHAT'S KNOWN AS A

BUDGET BY THEN.

WE IN THE ADMINISTRATION STAND READY TO DO OUR PART. I AM CONFIDENT
THAT CONGRESS WILL DO ITS PART. AND I'VE BEEN HAPPY TO SEE THAT
WHAT WE'VE MADE -- WE MADE SOME HEADWAY RECENTLY IN BUDGET TALKS.
BUT IT REALLY IS5 TIME NOW TO GET AN AGREEMENT. NOW. I THINK WE OWE

Q SIR! GEING BACK TO THE IRAQI MATTER, AGAIN, THE RAID ON

E OF THE FRENCH RHBﬁSQlDDR ON FRIDAY, FRENCH PRESIDENT
MITTERRAND WAS QUOTED AS SAYING, "THERE IS NO SIGN COMING FROM IRAQ
ABOUT AVOIDING AN ARMED CDNFLICT." THE FRENCH PRESIDENT SEEMS TO BE
SAYING OUR CHANCES OF TALKING OUR WAY OUT OF A SHOOTING WAR ARE
DIMINISHING. COULD I HAVE YOUR COMMENTS, PLEASE?

PRESIDENT BUSH: WELL, I TALKED TO HIM YESTERDAY FROM CAMP

DAVID; HAD A GOOD CONVERSATION WITH HIM. AND AS I INDICATED, WE ARE
TOGETHER ON HOW WE LOOK AT MOST ASPECTS OF THIS PROBLEM. ]

VERY GRATEFUL THAT FRANCE TOOK THE ACTION. I HAD CALLED HIM A FEW
DAYS BEFORE TO -- TO EXPRESS EMPATHY WITH HIM ON WHAT HAD HAPPENED
TO THEIR EMBASSY.

I MUST SAY THAT I DIDN'T GET THE FEELING THAT HE HAS GIVEN UP
ON_ANY KIND OF A PEACEFUL SOLUTION FROM THE TWO CONTACTS I'VE HAD
WITH HIM PERSONALLY WITHIN THE LAST TWO WEEKS. BUT I THINK WHEN YOU
SEE ACTIONS LIKE THIS THAT THE FRENCH EMBASSY WENT THROUGH TAKE
PLACE, YOU WONDER WHAT MOTIVATES THIS. FRANCE HISTORICALLY HAS BEEN
REASONABLY CLOSE TO IRAQ. THEY'VE NEVER CONDONED THE TERRORISM OR
SOME OF THE HAPPENINGS IN THE IRAN-IRAQ WAR EVEN, BUT THEY'VE HAD A

WHAT INITIATIVES SHOULD THE GOVERNMENT TAKE TO HELP THESE PEOPLE OR
HELFP THEM FIND NEW WORK?

PRESIDENT BUSH: WELL, IT'S A VERY DIFFICULT ROLE -- DIFFICULT
SITUATION FOR MANY FAMILIES IN NEW ENGLAND. OTHER AREAS OF THE

PEOPLE WILL CONTINUE TO CREATE JOBS. AND THAT IS THE -- THAT'S THE
MAJOR RESPONSIBILITY, IT SEEMS TO ME, OF THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT --
FISCAL DISCIPLINE AND A BUDGET AGREEMENT THAT WILL INCENTIVIZE THE
ECONOMIES. AND YOU MAY RECALL WHAT ALAN GREENSPAN SAID RECENTLY
ABOUT IF YOU GET AN AGREEMENT, THE FED WOULD THEN FEEL INCLINED TO
MOVE QUICKLY TO SIGNIFICANT INTEREST RATES. S50, I REALLY THINK THAT
JOB CREATION IS THE BEST THING WE CAN DO, AND I THINK PRIVATE SECTOR

Q MR. PRESIDENT, ARE YOU ADAMANT ABOUT A CAPITAL GAINS TAX

PRESIDENT BUSH: WELL, I'VE INDICATED ALL ALONG THAT THIS IS A

PRESIDENT BUSH: I DON'T THINK THERE IS A FINANCIAL CRISIS. I
THINK THE ECONOMY'S GROWTH IS SLOW. I DO NOT THINK THAT NATIONALLY
WE'RE IN A RECESSION.

1 HEARD THE SECRETARY OF THE TREASURY YESTERDAY, I AGREE WITH

WHAT HE SAID, I AGREE WITH WHAT THE CONFERENCE BOARD SAYS, I AGREE
WITH WHAT THE CHAIRMAN OF THE FED SAY ON THAT. BUT I DO THINK THAT

A BUDGET AGREEMENT IS THE BEST ANTIDOTE TO FURTHER ECONCMIC
SLOWDOWN, BECAUSE I THINK IT'LL RESULT IN LOWER INTEREST RATES AND A
RENEWED SENSE OF CONFIDENCE IN INVESTMENT IN AMERICA, BOTH OF WHICH
ARE NECESSARY TO GUARANTEE A MORE ROBUST GROWTH.
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Q MR. PRESIDENT, A FOLLOW UP?
PRESIDENT BUSH: YES?

Q DO YOU THINK THAT PESSIMISM AMONG CONSUMERS COULD CREATE
A SNOWBALLING EFFECT WHERE THIS COULD GET WORSE, PEOPLE SEE THE
ECONOMY GETTING WORSE AND THEREFORE IT BECOMES WORSE?

BUT I THINK THEY MUST HAVE BEEN A LITTLE CONCERNED ABOUT IT,

BECAUSE THE DEMONSTRATORS WITH THEIR SIGNS ALREADY PRINTED, AT LEAST
FROM ONE REPORT I READ, WERE ALREADY HEADING TO THE DEMONSTRATION
FOINT BEFORE THEY KNEW WHAT I SAID. HOW DID THEY KNOW WHAT I WAS
GOING TO SAY.

Q MR. PRESIDENT, WITH REGARD TO THE QUESTION OF NATIONAL

UNITY IN RESPONSE TO THE GULF CRISIS, DO YOU HAVE ANY WORRIES THAT
THE POLITICAL BATTLES OVER THE ECONOMIC SUMMIT, SOME OF THE THINGS
THAT HAVE BEEN SAID ARE TEARING AWAY AT THAT?

PRESIDENT BUSH: NO, AND THAT'S A VERY IMPORTANT POINT, AND I

DON'T SEE ANY EVIDENCE OF THAT WHATSOEVER. AND I THINK THAT'S VERY
GOOD. AND IT TRANSCENDS LIBERAL, CONSERVATIVE, REPUBLICAN,
DEMOCRAT. THE SUPPORT IS THERE, AND I HAVE SEEN NO EVIDENCE THAT
ANY OF THE DELIBERATIONS ABOUT THE SUMMIT, AT THE SUMMIT OR OQUTSIDE
OF THE SUMMIT MEETINGS, HAVE ERODED SUPPORT IN CONGRESS, FOR
EXAMPLE, OR AMONGST THE AMERICAN PEOPLE. BUT I THINK IT'S IMPORTANT

Q WHAT ARE YOUR CONCERNS ABOUT IRAN'S APPARENTLY WARMING

Q EVEN WITH THE STATEMENTS BY THE IRANIAN CLERGY, THE
FUNDAMENTALIST CLERGY, THAT THIS IS TIME FOR A HOLY WAR AGAINST THE
UNITED STATES?

PRESIDENT BUSH: NOBODY HAS SUGGESTED THAT OUT OF THIS THERE'S

GOING TO BE HARMONY AND SWEETNESS BETWEEN SOME OF THOSE FACTIONS IN
IRAN AND THE UNITED STATES. BUT READ CAREFULLY WHAT HE SAID. I'M
TOLD BY SOME EXPERTS THAT HE DID NOT CALL FOR A JIHAD. BUT YOU'VE
GOT TO ANALYZE IT VERY CAREFULLY. BUT, THERE WILL BE FACTIONS

INSIDE IRAN THAT WILL CONTINUE TO RESIST ANY IMPROVMENT IN RELATIONS
BETWEEN IRAN AND THE UNITED STATES, AND WE UNDERSTAND THAT.

BUT THE MAIN THING IS5, I THINK THE IMPORTANT THING IS, RIGHT

NOW, IS THAT IRAN DO WHAT IRAN HAS PUBLICLY SAID IT WOULD DO, AND
THAT IS TO COMPLY WITH THE INTERNATIONAL SANCTIONS. AND THEY HAVE
SATD THAT PUBLICLY.

Q YOU HAVE BEEN REPORTING WITH SOME PLEASURE ON THE FACT

THAT OUR ALLIES AND FRIENDS AROUND THE WORLD HAVE BEEN JOINING US IN
THE GULF. AND EVEN THOSE COUNTRIES THAT ARE CONSTITUTIONALLY
RESTRAINED -- LIKE GERMANY AND JAPAN -- FROM SENDING TROOPS, HAVE
BEEN SENDING MONEY.

AT THE SAME TIME THAT THIS IS HAPPENING, THE COST ESTIMATES FOR
OUR PRESENCE THERE HAVE BEEN JUMPING JUST AS MUCH AS THE TROOP
COUNTS HAVE, AND EARLIER SECRETARY CHENEY MENTIONED THAT THE
DEPLOYMENT ISN'T EVEN FINISHED. SHOULD WE BE CONCERNED AS TAXPAYERS
THAT THE PERSIAN GULF CRISIS HAS BEEN WRITTEN A BLANK CHECK FOR THE
DURATION?

PRESIDENT EBEUSH: DO YOU KNOW WHAT I THINK ABOUT THAT ONE? I

THINK THE AMERICAN PEOPLE WANT ME TO DO EXACTLY WHAT WE OUGHT TO DO
TO FULFILL OUR FOUR OBJECTIVES OVER THERE. AND IF THAT MEANS THAT
WE HAVE TO ASK OTHERS TO SUPPORT CERTAIN ASPECTS OF THIS IN A
BURDEN-SHARING WAY, WE'RE GOING TO CONTINUE TO DO THAT.

BUT I BELIEVE THAT THE AMERICAN PEOPLE HAVE CONFIDENCE IN THE
DECISIONS THAT WE'VE TAKEN, AND I DON'T THINK THAT THEY WOULD WANT
TO SHORTCHANGE THE EFFORT MO MATTER HOW SERIOUS THE BUDGET
COMPLICATIONS ARE RIGHT NOW.

Q DOES THIS BLOCK ANY HOPE FOR A -- BIG CITY MAYORS, FOR
INSTANCE, HAVE TALEKED ABOUT A PEACE DIVIDEND. IT MAY HAVE BEEN A
PHANTOM ALL ALONG --

PRESIDENT BUSH: I'VE ALWAYS FELT THAT WAS A PHANTOM, BECAUSE
I DON'T THINK YOU CAN DECLARE A DIVIDEND WHEN YOU'RE OPERATING AT A
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LOSS. AND WE'RE OPERATING AT A TREMENDOUS DEFICIT. SO I THINK THAT --
I HOPE THAT THEY'RE -- THAT THEY HAVE BEEN DISABUSED OF THE FACT THAT
THERE WOULD BE ENORMOUS MOMNEY TO SPREAD AROUND, BUT I THINK A BIG
CITY MAYOR WOULD STAND RIGHT UP NEXT TO ME, NO MATTER HOW SERIOUS THE
PROBLEMS IN HIS OR HER CITY, AND WOULD SAY, "WE DON'T WANT TO
SHORTCHANGE THE MILITARY EFFORT; IF WE'RE GOING TO HAVE THOSE PEOPLE
OVER THERE WE OUGHT TO DO WHAT IS NECESSARY TO GIVE THEM FULL
SUPPORT." I THINK THAT'S THE WAY THEY'D ALL REACT.

Q MR. PRESIDENT, AT THE BEGINNING OF THE CRISIS THERE WERE

SOME CALLS FOR YOU TO USE THE STRATEGIC PETROLEUM RESERVE TO HOLD
DOWN GAS PRICES. WHAT DO YOU CONSIDER A PROPER USE OF THE STRATEGIC
PETROLEUM RESERVE AND ARE YOU SATISFIED WITH THE LEVEL AT WHICH IT
IS RIGHT NOW?

PRESIDENT BUSH: WELL, I THINK THAT WHEN YOU HAVE A REAL

SHORTAGE OF A PRODUCT AND YOU -- OR YOU SEE AN EXTERNAL EVENT THAT
IS GOING TO GUARANTEE THAT THERE BE A SHORTAGE, THEN WOULD BE THE
TIME WHEN YOU MOST CERTAINLY SHOULD USE THE SPRO. IT IS MY JUDGMENT
THAT THERE ISN'T SUCH A SHORTAGE AT THIS TIME.

THERE IS SOME FEELING THAT A DEMONSTRATIVE, ALBEIT NOT LARGE
DRAWDOWN WOULD CALM A FLUCTUATING MARKET. WE'D SAY, NOW WAIT A
MINUTE, YOU SPECULATORS THAT ARE SPECULATING ON THE PRICE OF OIL OUT
INTO OCTOBER SOMETIME, DO SO AT YOUR OWN RISK. AND YOU COULD MAKE A
CASE, AND I AM LISTENING TO THOSE IN THE ADMINISTRATION AND ON THE
HILL THAT MAKE THE CASE, THAT SUCH A DRAWDOWN OF A SMALL AMOUNT
PERHAPS AT THE BEGINNING MIGHT ARGUE AGAINST OR GUARANTEE AGAINST
SPECULATION IN THE FUTURES MARKET. THAT'S AN INTELLECTUAL AND
ECONOMIC ARGUMENT THAT HAS SOME APPEAL. BUT THE REASON WE HAVEN'T
DRAWN DOWN THE SPRO IS IN MY JUDGMENT WE -- I HAVE NOT FELT THAT
THERE WAS A SHORTAGE. FORTUNATELY, IF THIS HAD TO OCCUR, IT
OCCURRED AT A TIME WHEN THERE WAS REASONABLE AMOUNTS OF STOCK.

AND -- SO, YOU'RE SEEING THE FLUCTUATION DRIVEN NOT BY MARKET

FORCES, NOT BY SUPPLY AND DEMAND TODAY, BUT BY SPECULATION A5 TO WHAT
IT MIGHT BE IN THE FUTURE AND I JUST DON'T -- I JUST DON'T THINK THAT
THAT WILL -- WOULD ENTIRELY BE OFFSET BY A SPRO DRAWDOWN. S50, THERE
ARE OTHER CIRCUMSTANCES UNDER WHICH YOU'D -- YOU WOULD CLEARLY HAVE
TO DRAW DOWN. I MEAN, IF -- IF WE HAD LEFT SAUDI ARABIA UNDEFENDED,
AND IF WHEN SADDAM HUSSEIN SENT THE TANKS AND THE ARMOR SOUTH FROM
KUWAIT CITY DOWN TO THE BORDER, THEY HAD GONE ACROSS, CUT OFF DHAHRAN
OR SOMETHING LIKE THAT, THEN YOU WOULD HAVE HAD A SITUATION WHERE YOQOU
MIGHT HAVE SHORT-RANGE STOCKS OVERHANGING THE MARKET THAT WOULD LAST
FOR A FEW DAYS, BUT CLEARLY YOU WOULD HAVE HAD AN EMERGENCY. YOU
WOULD HAVE HAD SOMETHING THAT ANY PRESIDENT WOULD HAVE, I THINK,
INSTANTLY CALLED FOR A DRAWDOWN OF THE SPRO.

Q (COULD YOU ?) ADDRESS A QUESTION DOWN THE ROAD ABOUT THE
TRADE-OFFS AND ENVIRONMENTAL CONCERNS WITH REGARD TO THE CURRENT OIL
SITUATION, AND IN PARTICULAR, IF YOU COULD ADDRESS WHAT'S GOING ON
IN CALIFORNIA RIGHT NOW. YOU BANNED OFFSHORE OIL DRILLING FOR 10
YEARS. BUT THERE ARE A LOT OF ENVIRONMENTALISTS IN CALIFORNIA WHO
ARE AFRAID THAT YOU'RE GOING TO GO BACK ON YOUR WORD.

PRESIDENT BUSH: ON THE -- I HAVE NO PLANS TO REVISIT THE
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¢ David, Laving told you before anyone else that the
President was sending me to Syria, I wanted to give you a
quick read-out of my talk with President Assad.

o It covered the Gulf and how we reverse Iragi aggression;
terrorism and the need for Syria to take very concrete

steps to meet our concerns; Lebanon, hostages, and the
peace process,

o On the Gulf, we agreed that the only acceptable outcome was
unconditional Iragi withdrawal and the restoration of the
legitimate Kuwaiti Government. There could be no partial
solutions. No figleaf for Saddam Hussein. He must be seen
as losing, not gaining.

(o] We talked about the importance of sgueezing Saddam by
seeing to it that there was a thorough implementation of
sanctions. There must be no leakage. Iran was important .
in this regard and Assad feels it will abide by the
sanctions. He saw Ali Khameini's remarks as being driven
by internal politics, not by a desire to break the

sanctions, (He will obviously be working to keep the
Iranians on board.)

o Our talk on terrorism was extensive, but not conclusive. I
made it clear that there could be no fundamental
improvement in US-Syrian relations without an end to
Syria's support of terrorism. 1In particular, I told him we
were convinced that the PFLP-GC played a major role in
blowing up Pan Am 103.

o 1 said there was no prospect of taking Syria off the
terrorism list unless Syria took action against terrorist
groups operating in Syria.

o He responded that if we had any concrete evidence of
terrorist acts by any of these groups, he would act against .
them. He said he wouldn't tolerate any terrorist acts
against US targets emanating from Syria.

o This is obviously something we'll watch and judge him by.
I expect to see some changes in Syrian behavior, but there
is still a philosophical divide between us, particularly on
what constitutes terrorism.

o OQur discussion on Lebanon and hostages broke no new ground.




Finally, on Arab-Israeli issues, I told him of my meeting
with you, and repeated what I told the Saudis and the
Egyptians: namely, that I thought our meeting had been a
very good one; that, notwithstanding Irag's threats to
Israel, Israel had adopted a low profile and a responsible
postion on the Gulf crisis; that you had been taking steps
to defuse tensions in the territories and that was
positive; and that you had committed yourself to working
with me to overcome the obstacles that had halted our
progress last February.

I noted that this was all constructive. I said I hoped
that the coalition of Arab states countering Irag would
acknowledge Israel's responsible behavior and at some point
signal its willingness (openly or tacitly) to start a
process of reconciliation.

To that end, I spoke with Assad about the concept of
confidence-building measures in the security area to reduce
the risk of war and miscalculation. While this is
somethlng that probably cannot be pushed actively until
we've made Saddam retreat, I feel it is essential to
establish a track 1nVﬂ1v1ng you and your Arab neighbors.
This would obviously complement our effort to initiate a

pre-election dialogue between you and Palestinians in the
Territories,

Assad was non-committal in response; he noted some
difficulties with this approach but didn't rule it out,
provided we didn't push it prematurely.

And here, he strongly agreed that we should not link the
Arab-Israeli conflict in any way with the Gulf crisis.
While Shara, the For#gn Minister, seemed in part to link
the two in his public press conference with me (a remark I
quickly disagreed with and he quickly corrected), Assad was
very clear in private that any linkage would work to
Saddam's benefit and would be unacceptable.

On the whole, I think the visit served its purpose:
highlighting Saddam's isolation in the Arab world; whether
it serves any of our larger purposes, remains to be seen.




o

Finally, David, let me say again that I think our first meeting was
very constructive, I lock forward to seeing you in New York and
hope you will have thought of same creative ways in which we can
bridge the two points that seperated us before and thereby lay a
credible basis on which to establish an Israeli-Palestinian dialogue.
I think it's important for us to make progress on this if for no
other reason than to head off renewed efforts internationally to
press for an international conference, :

Those efforts are gaining a new head of steam. I may be able to
continue to deflect them but only if I can hold out the prospect
that our cocperation could result in an Israeli-Palestinian dialogue.

May I take the occasion, David, to wish you the happiest of new years.

Overview: Per Jack's instructions, this memorandum details announced and
ssible future U.S. arms transfers to Saudi Arabia that you may wish to explore with
udi Ambassador Bandar Bin Sultan, Asin the past, the information contained herein

is based primarily upon "back channel” communications, and one informal briefing with
a representative from the Department of State.

Announced Sales: You will recall that the President has used the waiver
authorities granted to him in; section 36(b) of the Arms Export Control Act (AECA); the
Metzenbaum amendment (ceiljnig of no more than 60 F-15 A, B, C, or D aircraft in
Saudi Arabia); and section 614 of the Foreign Assistance Act (FAA) to provide for the
emergmﬁ sale of various defense articles and services to Saudi Arabia to assist them in
meeting the immediate threat that is posed to their security by Iraq. Specifically these
waivers include the immediate transfer of;

- 150 M60-A3 tanks to Saudi Arabia from U.S. stocks—
36(b) AECA;

- 24 F-15C/D aircraft from U.S. stock— 36(b) AECA;

- 12 F-15C/D aircraft which were notified in May, 1988—
the Metzenbaum amendment;

- 200 Stinger Missile Systems (50 with stocks and 150
reloads)~ 614 FAA; and

- ]F?ATG rounds of depleted uranium (DU) shells— 614

These sales will serve to increase existing Saudi inventories of U.S. origin F-15 aircraft
from their current level of 58 to 82 in the very short term (next three months) and to a
level of 94 within the next two to three years, They will also increase existing Saudi
inventories of M60-A3's from their current level of 250 to 400. And, they will increase
existing Saudi inventories of Stingers from their current level of 374 to 574 missile
systems. Finally, they will result in the introduction of DU munitions into Saudi

R s
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inventories. These munitions are especially designed to defeat advanced Soviet tanks
(T-72's of which the Iraqis have an estimated number of 700 to 1,200 such tanks) and
reactive armor (which the Iraqis reportedly do not have).

These sales are estimated in value at $2.2 billion and will be carried out
immediately other than the delivery of the 12 F-15C/D aircraft which will be
constructed, and delivered over the next two to three years. These sales are designed 10

offset and deter Iraqi forces that are currently occupying Kuwait (13 divisions— 160,000
men, and 1,300-1,400 tanks).

Potential Future Sales: In announcing the waiver authorities with regard to the
sales previously discussed, the administration also advised the Committee that all future
long-lead time sales to Saudi Arabia would be conducted through the normal review
procedures of the AECA. In this regard, the latest laundry list (which will be conducted

during the next three to nine years out) includes:

- a minimal addition of 385 M1-A2 Main Battle Tanks
which may include DU armor (ultimately, this will
result in the Saudi deployment of 700 such tanks);

- a minimal addition of 500 Light Armored Vehicles
(LAV's, which will result in the Saudi deployment of
1,600 such vehicles):

- the possible sale of 12 to 24 additional F-15C/D (although
a very strong case could be made for the "E” variant
which is extremely capable in ground attack modes)
which could increase existing Saudi inventories of such
aircraft to levels of 106 to 118;

- an unspecified number of heavy cargo carriers;

- an unspecified number of Armored Fighting Vehicles—
the Bradley:

- an unspecified number of TOW II's or possibly TOW
1IA’s (which can defeat reactive armor);

- an unspecified number of coastal patrol craft;
- unspecified levels of ammunition stocks and stores;
- unspecified radar systems which will be arrayed so as to
rovide Saudi Arabia with adequate air defense
capabilities;

- upgrading of both the current Saudi mﬂjta%swmphter
network and Electronic Security Measures M);

- the possible sale of additional Stinger missile systems to
augment the Saudi air defense network; and

es
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- the possible sale of the Patriot anti-air/anti-missile
system.

The initial "spot” value of these sales was estimated to me at a level of $6 billion (plus or
minus §1 billion). This number appeared extremely low to me and upon follow-up
examination, 1 was informed that these sales may well be two to three times higher than
the original " gm' Other sources have indicated that the final sale "spot” may approach
something of the magnitude of 520 to $24 billion.

Observations from Codel Murtha: While I shall provide you with a more
detailed report on my participation with Codel Murtha, I thought you would be
interested in a remark that the Ambassador made to the Codel while interpreting King
Fahd's remarks to various questions posed by Members of the delegation. In this
regard, Bandar stated that the King appreciated the U.S. "commitment” to Saudi defense
and that “when the United States leaves Saudi Arabia” that the King hoped that the
United States would "leave various weapons® systems which have been deployed in Saudi
Arabia "behind.” The Ambassador went on to state that the Codel, "should not worry
because Saudi Arabia would pay for these weapons.”

Thus, there would appear to be a set of rising expectations within the Saudi
leadership that the U.S. arms sales spigot to Saudi Arabia is now wide open. While this
may well be the case in the short term, it is important to keep in mind that Israel is
closely monitoring all U.S. sales to Saudi Arabia, and at some future point, will request
qualifative systems to offset the quantitative edge that 1s now being supplied to Saudi

Arabia vis-a-vis the Iraqi threat.

(BEGIN TRANSCRIPT)

BAKER: Ladies and gentlemen, let me just make a very brief comment
about the topics that were covered in my meeting with President r—'iﬁsa.
and Foreign Ministepr Sharaa. We talked at length as you would expect
about the gulf crisis and about ways in which we cCan cooperate in
order to implement the U.N. resolutions. We talked about the U.N.
sanctions and the importance of enforcement of those sanctions. We
talked, as well, about the subject of terrorism and the real problems
that the United States has with Syria on this subject. In fact, we
had a very extensive discussion of that topic. We talked about U.S.
hostages in Lebanon. We talked about Lebanon and the Taif Accords.
We talked about the Prospects for the peace process and Particularly
about the fact that we agreed that this issye should not be linked

with the issuse of the Gulf crisis, Do you want to say anvything,
minister?

G: Mr. Secretary, what level of forces is Syria...going to send to \\\
Saudi Arabia and are the Soviets going to transport those troops?

BAKER: Welly I would invite the foreign minister to spealkk to the
level of forces that Syria will be sending to Saudi Arabis. T would
only say that Syria has indicated that it intends to send or volunteer
substantial forces for the common effort and there has been no
indication that I am aware of that the Soviet Union has offered to

transport those forces, but maybe the minister would like to speak to
that.

@: Mr. Secretary, on the hostages, you said you discussed the

hostages, did you get any indication from President fAssad that some of
the hostages might be released soon? .

BAKER: President Assad did not indicate any expectation that they
would be released soon. We discussed the importance, of course, to
the United States that our hostages in Lebanon be released and I
thanked President Assad and Foreign Minister Sharaa for the efforts

they have made in the past to secure the release of some of the .
hostages. :

G: Mr. Minister, did the secretary of stage give you any assurances
that if and when the Gulf crisis is resolved the United States will
put extra effort into resolving the Arab-Israeli dispute?

AL-SHARAA: Let me first express our satisfaction for the visit that
Secretary Baker has made to Syria and the talks that he has had with
President Asad. I think the talks generally speaking have been
positive and constructive. We certainly discussed the bilateral
relations between Syria and the United States. We hope that those

relations will improve to preserve the interest of the two countries
and peace and stability in the region.

@: Did Mr. Baker give you any assurance (inaudible)...
AL-SHARAA: Let me answer your question. We believe that an Iraqi

unconditional withdrawal from Kuwait in implementation of U.N.
Security Council resolutions,; would certainly pave the way after th

 for an Israeli withdrawal from the occupied Arab territories; because

we believe that the recent dramatic developments in our region, and
also, if we take into consideration the post Cold War then it is
important and imperative that this region should witness genuine peace
and stability. The immediate issue now is to get the Iragi forces
from Kuwait and the restoration of the legitimate government of Huwait
and then certainly if yvyou want genuine stability in the region, then

we should work for a comprehensive and Jjust settlement of the
Arab-Israeli conflict. J

G Mr. Secretary, is that also the American position?

BAKER: No, not exactly.

G: Can you explain the American position?

BAKER: Yes; I'd be delighted to. First of all, as I indicated, I
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thinks in my opening remarks, we had a full and complete discussion of
the importance of trying to move the peace Pprocess forward. But, in ‘
no way linking it with the Gulf crisis because the two are not linked.
I, therefore, don‘t think there ought to be any linkage. We talked ‘
about various ways in which the peace process might be moved forward
simply exploring, for the first time at least, between the United

States and Syria, this prospect. We had a quite extensive discussion
of that subject, as I said.

AL-SHARAA: Let me first make it clear here that I don't mean there ic
the linkage between the tuo questions. We are not linking the Gulf
crisis with the Arab-Israeli conflict, at all. ' But, what I am saying
from a theoretical point of view is that the unconditional withdrawal
of the Iraqi troops from Kuwsit would pave the way for a comprehbénsive
and just solution for the Arab-Israeli conflict.

@ Mr. Foreign Minister, can I please ask you to tell us why your ‘
country does not glmsa‘qpmn_;be_gﬁfi;eg,pf;the PFLPGC in light of |
evidence that it was involved in several terrorist incidents ahr-ne. |

AL-SHARAA: Because we don't have evidence, so far. We made it venry
clear that if there was hard evidence to 1ink any Palestinian group
then we would take the necessary action to link any Palestinian garoup

that is staving in Syrisa with any terrorist acty then in this case,
those responsible will be brought to trial.

BEAKER: Let me follow up on that by saying that there is, and this is
no secrety, a disagreement between us with respect to the sufficiency
of the evidence. We will work to resolve that disagreement. But,; the
Ppoint is and I thing it's obvious from what the minister just said, we
have had an extensive discussion of this subject. This subject is
verys very impcrtant as far as the United States is concerned. We
have had, indesd, an extensive discussion of the question of Pan Am
103 and so,s we will continue to discuss this problem between us to see
if we can arrive at some solution. Now, the fact that those problems
exist does not and should not prevent our trying to cooperate together
to achieve what is a goal of the entire international community an
that is a reversal of Iraq's unprovoked agsgression against Kuwait.

@ Mr. Secretary, is the United States about to propose aerial

sanctions, additional sanctions through the airy, and, if they are, i
what are aerial sanctions?

EAKER: The United States has no plans at this time to Propose
anything, but there are a number of additional things that I think can
be looked at, were it necessary to do so. I don't think anyone can
tell you today, could give you today, a calendar which would lay out
in objective detsil exactly when and now much the sanctions that are
now in place, when and to what dearee they are going to-be effective.
There are varving estimates; however, most people think that they will
be effective at some time. Mow it may be that the natiaons that have

mpasition of these sanctions, will conclude

e this matter in s Peaceful and diplomatic

way, it is important that additional sanctions be looked at or sought
from the United Nations. That decision has not as yet been taken, at

least as far as the United States is concerned.
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Q: {Inaudible) long term security structure with the Syrians and did
they oppose a long term presence of U.S. force in the Persian Gulf...

BAKER: Let me say that we had a full discussion of the principle that
we must find a way to promote stability in this very volatile region
of the world. Consideration can, and should be given, to some sort of
a regional security structure, but it is important to understand that
regional security structure should be held by the countries in the
region and they should be at the forefront of any such regional
security structure and I made it clear to President fAssad and to
Foreign Minister al-Sharaa, reconfirmed (if you will) what President
Bush has said on a number of occasions and that is that the United
States does not seek and, in fact, does not wish to have a permanent
presence on the ground in Saudi Arabia. At the same time, I think we
have to understand that we are, we the United States, are committed to
the free flow of 0il from the Gulf; we are committed to the
rreservation of securmity-.and.stabhility in the Gulf region. We have
had naval farces in the Persian Gulf since 1947 and we have no
intention or desire to establish a permanent military ground pr‘ese.e
in this region and as soon as this crisis would permit our armed
forces to be brought back to the United States, as President Bush has
said, this is exactly what we want to do.

G: MWould Israel be part of that structure since it is one of the
countries in the region?

BAKER: I think when you talk about a regional security structure, you
cannot exclude any countries in the region nor should vyou exclude, in
my view at least, any countries from ocutside the region. We have no
pre-conceived ideas or notions on exactly the form that such structure
would take except to say, as I have just said, the countries in the
region would have a.prominent or paramount role to play.

Q: Has the U.S.-Syrian relationship improved as a result of you
coming here today after two years of having no U.S. secretary of state
come to Syria? If both gentlemen could answer the question.

BAKER: Well, let me say that we have a common goal; we share a cc:.:m
purpose with respect to the problems today. But we make no secret
about the fact that there are still problems revolving around this
question of terrorism. @nd we must find a way to resolve these
problems before the relationship can get what you might characterize
as very close. We've got to find a way to resolve these problems. I
have said before that our policy cannot and never will be amoral. We
can have close relations only with countries that share our
fundamental values. That is not to say that we cannot improve our
relations where we have a common goal and a8 common interest as we have
in this case. We can substantially improve our relations if we can
overcome these problems we have with terroricsm.

AL-SHARAA: Let me clarify our position vis-a-vis terrorism, because
as you have alreadr noted that Secretary Baker eaid that the question
of terrorism stands in the way of imeraving the relations between
Syria and the United States. UWe certainly want a better relation with

at the media in

the United States snd at the =ame time we believe th
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the West have made a major role in exaggerating the terrorism issue

in
our region.

Mow, for instance, Syria has condemned terrorism in all its forms.
Syria has condemned hostage takingy, hijacking of airplanes. e
consider any vioclent act outside the occupied territory is a terrorist
act. But at the same time we cannot consider the legitimate strugole
against the occupation forces as a terrorist act. Now we are talking
about Kuwait, for instance. The HKuwaiti resistance to the Iragqi
gccupation is legitimate in every sense of the word. We believe that
sp fary so far Byria was put on the terrorist list without anvy
Justification. We believe that the Pan ém 103,y the disaster of that
flight, did not, until this moment, bring hard evidence to who is
responsible and for who is behind that terrorist acty but in our
estimation, the accusation addressed to Syria in this respect is meant
for political objectives rather than analyzing an objective situation.
Nevertheless, we have agreed that we have to follow-up the Lockerbie
incident and whenever it is found that there is genuine evidence,
hard evidence a&against Jabril or any other Palestinian faction that s

residing in Syria, then the Syrian government will take necessary
action and they will bring the persons involved to trial.

Q: Mr. Minister, are the Soviets going to help you send your troops
to Saudi Arabia? What troops are vyou sending there?

aL-SHARAAZ President fissad made it very clear in his spesch two days
ago that Syria is committed to the Arab Sumnmit resclution and in that
resolution which we strongly supported and are still supporting, Saudi
Arabia can ask for Syrian trecops and we said we would respond
positively to any Saudi request. There was no ceiling on the number

of troops. This is very much the desire of the Saudis and we will
respond positively to any reguest.

@: Wkhat other forms of cooperation did vou and Mr. Baker agree on

regarding how to roll back the Iragi invasion? If vyou could both
answer that?

AL-SHARAA: I think we have agreed, and I am sure that Secretary Eger |
would agree with what I am going teo sayy that the full implementation
of U.M. Security Council Resolutions is very impartant for everybody
to pursue a political solution to the Gulf crisis.

@: MNo military one?

AL-SHARAAZ Not a military one. For the time being, we believe that
the adherence to the Security Council Resolutions is very important to

achieve a political solution and of course this political solution of
the Gulf crisis should be based on unconditional withdrawsl of Iragi

troops from Huwait and restoration of the legitimate government of
Kuwait.

BEAKER: And we talked as well about the importance of this being an
Arab solution. And one thing I think that is demonstrated, if I may
csay =0, by the fact of my presence here today is that this is inde=d
largely an Arab solution that we are trying to implement. You were
with me when I went to Egypt and we had our discussions with President

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THERE IS AN ENERGY-RELATED COST TO BE BORNE AS WELL.

OIL-PRODUCING NATIONS ARE ALREADY REPLACING LOST IRAQI AND KUWAITI
OUTPUT. MORE THAN HALF OF WHAT WAS LOST HAS BEEN MADE UP, AND WE

ARE GETTING SUPERB COOPERATION. IF PRODUCERS, INCLUDING THE UNITED
STATES, CONTINUE STEPS TO EXPAND OIL AND GAS PRODUCTION, WE CAN
STABILIZE PRICES AND GUARANTEE AGAINST HARDSHIP. ADDITIONALLY, WE
AND SEVERAL OF OUR ALLIES ALWAYS HAVE THE OPTION TO EXTRACT OIL FROM
OUR STRATEGIC PETROLEUM RESERVES, IF CONDITIONS WARRANT.

AS I HAVE POINTED OUT BEFORE, CONSERVATION EFFORTS ARE
ESSENTIAL TO KEEP OUR ENERGY NEEDS AS LOW AS POSSIBLE. (APPLAUSE.)
AND WE MUST THEN TAKE ADVANTAGE OF OUR ENERGY SOURCES ACROSS THE
BOARD: COAL, NATURAL GAS, HYDRO AND NMUCLEAR. (APPLAUSE.) OUR

FAILURE -- OUR FAILURE TO DO THESE THINGS HAS MADE US MORE DEPENDENT
ON FOREIGN OIL THAN EVER BEFORE. AND, FINALLY, LET NO ONE EVEN
CONTEMPLATE PROFITEERING FROM THIS CRISIS. WE WILL NOT HAVE IT.
{APPLAUSE. )

I CANNOT PREDICT JUST HOW LONG IT'LL TAKE TO CONVINCE IRAQ TO
WLTHDRAW_FROM KUWAIT, SANCTIONS WILL TAKE TIME TO HAVE THEIR FULL
INTENDED EFFECT, WE WILL CONTINUE TO REVIEW ALL OPTIONS WITH OUR

, BUT LET IT BE CLEAR: WE WILL NOT LET THTS AGGRESSION STAND.
(APPLAUSE. ) == -

OUR INTEREST, OUR INVOLVEMENT IN THE GULF, IS NOT TRANSITORY.

IT PRE-DATED SADDAM HUSSEIN'S AGGRESSION AND WILL SURVIVE IT. LONG
AFTER ALL OUR TROOPS COME HOME, AND WE ALL HOPE IT'S SOON, VERY
SOON, THERE WILL BE A LASTING ROLE FOR THE UNITED STATES IN
ASSISTING THE NATIONS OF THE PERSIAN GULF. OUR ROLE THEN, TO DETER
FUTURE AGGRESSION. OUR ROLE IS TO HELP OUR FRIENDS IN THEIR OWN
SELF-DEFENSE. AND SOMETHING ELSE -- TO CURB THE PROLIFERATION OF
CHEMICAL, BIOLOGICAL,; BALLISTIC MISSILE AND ABOVE ALL, NUCLEAR
TECHNDLDGIES [APPL&USE )

AND LET ME ALSO MAKE CLEAR THAT THE UNITED STATES HAS NO

QUERREL WITH THE IRAQI PEOPLE. OUR _QUARREL IS WITH IRAQ'S DICTATOR,
IAND WITH HIS AGGRESSION. IRAQ WILL NOT BE PERMITTED TO ENNEX o
KUWAIT. AND THAT'S NOT A THREAT, IT'S NOT A BOAST; THAT'S JUST THE
WAY IT'S GOING TO BE. (APPLAUSE.)

OUR ABILITY TO FUNCTION EFFECTIVELY AS A GREAT POWER AEBROAD

DEFPENDS ON HOW WE CONDUCT OURSELVES AT HOME. OUR ECONOMY, OUR ARMED
FORCES, OUR ENERGY DEPENDENCE, AND OUR COHESION ALL DETERMINE
WHETHER WE CAN HELP OUR FRIENDS AND STAND UP TO OUR FOES.

FOR AMERICA TO LEAD, AMERICA MUST REMAIN STRONG AND VITAL. OUR
WORLD LEADERSHIP AND DOMESTIC STRENGTH ARE MUTUAL AND REINFORCING, A
WOVEN PIECE, STRONGLY BOUND AS OLD GLORY.

TO REVITALIZE OUR LEADERSHIP, OUR LEADERSHIFP CAPACITY, WE MUST
ADDRESS QOUR BUDGET DEFICIT -- NOT AFER ELECTION DAY, OR NEXT YEAR,
BUT NOW. (APPLAUSE.)

HIGHER OIL PRICES SLOW OUR GROWTH, AND HIGHER DEFENSE COSTS

WOULD ONLY MAKE OUR FISCAL DEFICIT PROBLEM WORSE. THAT DEFICIT WAS
ALREADY GREATER THAN IT SHOULD HAVE BEEN -- A PROJECTED DOLLAR 232
BILLION FOR THE COMING YEAR. IT MUST -- IT WILL -- BE REDUCED.

TO MY FRIENDS IN CONGRESS, TOGETHER WE MUST ACT THIS VERY MONTH
-- BEFORE THE NEXT FISCAL YEAR BEGINS ON OCTOBER FIRST -- TO GET
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AMERICA'S ECONOMIC HOUSE IN ORDER. THE GULF SITUATION HELPS US
REALIZE WE ARE MORE ECONOMICALLY VULNERABLE THAN WE EVER SHOULD BE.
AMERICANS MUST NEVER AGAIN ENTER ANY CRISIS -- ECONOMIC OR MILITARY
—— WITH AN EXCESSIVE DEPENDENCE ON FOREIGN OIL AND AN EXCESSIVE
BURDEN OF FEDERALD DEBT. (APPLAUSE.)

MOST AMERICANS ARE SICK AND TIRED OF ENDLESS BATTLES IN THE
CONGRESS AND BETWEEN THE BRANCHES OVER BUDGET MATTERS. IT IS HIGH
TIME WE PULLED TOGETHER -- AND GET THE JOB DONE RIGHT. AND IT'S UP
TO US TO STRAIGHTEN THIS OUT.

AND THE JOB HAS FOUR BASIC PARTS. FIRST, THE CONGRESS SHOULD,

THIS MONTH, WITHIN A BUDGET AGREEMENT, ENACT GROWTH-ORIENTED TAX
MEASURES -- TO HELP AVOID RECESSION IN THE SHORT TERM AND TO
INCREASE SAVINGS, INVESTMENT, PRODUCTIVITY AND COMPETITIVENESS FOR
THE LONGER TERM. (APPLAUSE.) THESE MEASURES INCLUDE EXTENDING
INCENTIVES FOR RESEARCH AND EXPERIMENTATION; EXPANDING THE USE OF
IRAS FOR NEW HOMEOWNERS; ESTABLISHING TAX-DEFERRED FAMILY SAVINGS
ACCOUNTS; CREATING INCENTIVES FOR THE CREATION OF ENTERPRISE ZONES
AND INITIATIVES TO ENCOURAGE MORE DOMESTIC DRILLING; AND YES,
REDUCING THE TAX RATE ON CAPITAL GAINS. (APPLAUSE.)

SECOND: THE CONGRESS SHOULD, THIS MONTH, ENACT A PRUDENT

MULTI-YEAR DEFENSE PROGRAM -- ONE THAT REFLECTS NOT ONLY THE
IMPROVEMENT IN EAST-WEST RELATIONS, BUT OUR BROADER RESPONSIBILITIES
TO DEAL WITH THE CONTINUING RISKS OF OQUTLAW ACTION AND REGIONAL
CONFLICT. EVEN WITH OUR OBLIGATIONS IN THE GULF, A SOUND DEFENSE
BUDGET CAN HAVE SOME REDUCTION IN REAL TERMS, AND WE ARE PREPARED TO
ACCEPT THAT. BUT TO GO BEYOND SUCH LEVELS, WHERE CUTTING DEFENSE
WOULD THREATEN OUR VITAL MARGIN OF SAFETY, IS SOMETHING I WILL NEVER
ACCEPT. (APPLAUSE.)

THE WORLD IS5 STILL DANGEROUS. AND SURELY THAT IS NOW CLEAR.
STABILITY IS NOT SECURE. AMERICAN INTERESTS ARE FAR-REACHING.
INTER-DEPENDENCE HAS INCREASED. THE CONSEQUENCES OF REGIONAL
INSTABILITY CAN BE GLOBAL. THIS IS NO TIME TO RISK AMERICA'S
CAPACITY TO PROTECT HER VITAL INTERESTS.

AND THIRD: THE CONGRESS SHOULD, THIS MONTH, ENACT MEASURES TO
INCREASE DOMESTIC ENERGY PRODUCTION AND ENERGY CONSERVATION IN ORDER
TO REDUCE DEPENDENCE ON FOREIGN OIL. (APPLAUSE.) THESE MEASURES
SHOULD INCLUDE MY PROPOSALS TO INCREASE INCENTIVES FOR DOMESTIC OIL
AND GAS EXPLORATION, FUEL-SWITCHING, AND TO ACCELERATE THE
DEVELOPMENT OF THE ALASKAN ENERGY RESOURCES WITHOUT DAMAGE TO
WILDLIFE. (APPLAUSE.)

AS YOU KNOW, WHEN THE OIL EMBARGO WAS IMPOSED IN THE EARLY

19705, THE UNITED STATES IMPORTED ALMOST SIX MILLION BARRELS OF OIL
A DAY. THIS YEAR, BEFORE THE IRAQI INVASION, US IMPORTS HAD RISEN
TO NEARLY EIGHT MILLION BARRELS PER DAY. WE HAD MOVED IN THE WRONG
DIRECTION, AND NOW WE MUST ACT TO CORRECT THAT TREND.

AND FOURTH: THE CONGRESS SHOULD, THIS MONTH, ENACT A FIVE-YEAR
PROGRAM TO REDUCE THE PROJECTED DEBT AND DEFICITS BY DOLLAR 500

BILLION -- THAT'S BY HALF A TRILLION DOLLARS. AND IF, WITH THE
CONGRESS, WE CAN DEVELOP A SATISFACTORY PROGRAM BY THE END OF THE
MONTH, WE CAN AVOID THE AXE OF "SEQUESTER'" -- DEEP ACROSS-THE-BOARD

CUTS THAT WOULD THREATEN OUR MILITARY CAPACITY AND RISK SUBSTANTIAL
DOMESTIC DISRUPTION. (APPLAUSE.)
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I WANT TO BE ABLE TO TELL THE AMERICAN PEOPLE THAT WE HAVE
TRULY SOLVED THE DEFICIT PROELEM. AND FOR ME TO DO THAT, A BUDGET
AGREEMENT MUST MEET THESE TESTS:

IT MUST INCLUDE THE MEASURES I'VE RECOMMENDED TQ INCREASE
ECONOMIC GROWTH AND REDUCE DEPENDENCE ON FOREIGM OIL.

IT MUST BE FAIR. ALL SHOULD CONTRIBUTE, BUT THE BURDEN SHOULD
NOT BE EXCESSIVE FOR ANY ONE GROUP OF PROGRAMS OR PEOPLE.

IT MUST ADDRESS THE GROWTH OF GOVERNMENT'S HIDDEN LIABILITIES.

IT MUST REFORM THE BUDGET PROCESS. AND FURTHER, IT MUST REE
REAL. (APPLAUSE.)

I URGE CONGRESS TO PROVIDE A COMPREHENSIVE FIVE-YEAR DEFICIT
REDUCTION PROGRAM TO ME AS A COMPLETE LEGISLATIVE PACKAGE, WITH
MEASURES TO ASSURE THAT IT CAN BE FULLY ENFORCED. AMERICA IS TIRED
OF PHONEY DEFICIT REDUCTION, OR "PROMISE-NOW, SAVE-LATER'" PLANS.
(APPLAUSE.) IT IS TIME FOR A PROGRAM THAT IS CREDIBLE AND REAL.

AND FINALLY, TO THE EXTENT THAT THE DEFICIT REDUCTION PROGRAM
INCLUDES NEW REVENUE MEASURES, IT MUST AVOID ANY MEASURE THAT WOULD
THREATEN ECONOMIC GROWTH OR TURN US BACK TOWARDS THE DAYS OF
PUNISHING INCOME TAX RATES. (APPLAUSE.) THAT IS5 ONE PATH WE SHOULD
NOT HEAD DOWN AGAIN. (APPLAUSE.)

I HAVE BEEN PLEASED WITH RECENT PROGRESS, ALTHOUGH IT'S NOT ALWAYS
SEEMED S50 SMOOTH.

BUT NOW IT'S TIME TO PRODUCE, AND I HOPE WE CAN WORK OUT A
RESPONSIBLE PLAN. BUT WITH OR WITHOUT AGREEMENT FROM THE BUDGET
SUMMIT, I ASK BOTH HOUSES OF THE CONGRESS TO ALLOW A STRAIGHT
UP-OR-DOWN VOTE ON A COMPLETE DOLLAR 500 BILLION DEFICIT REDUCTION
PACKAGE -- NOT LATER THAN SEPTEMBER 28. (APPLAUSE.)

IF THE CONGRESS CANNOT GET ME A BUDGET, THEN AMERICANS WILL

HAVE TO FACE A TOUGH, MANDATED SEQUESTER. I'M HOPEFUL, IN FACT I'M
CONFIDENT THAT THE CONGRESS WILL DO WHAT IT SHOULD. AND I CAN
ASSURE YOU THAT WE IN THE EXECUTIVE BRANCH WILL DO OUR PART.

IN THE FINAL ANALYSIS, OUR ABILITY TO MEET OUR RESPONSIBILITIES
ABROAD DEPENDS UPON POLITICAL WILL AND CONSENSUS AT HOME. IT'S
NEVER EASY IN DEMOCRACIES, WHERE WE GOVERN ONLY WITH THE CONSENT OF
THE GOVERNED. AND ALTHOUGH FREE PEQOPLE IN A FREE SOCIETY ARE BOUND
TO HAVE THEIR DIFFERENCES, AMERICANS TRADITIONALLY COME TOGETHER IN
TIMES OF ADVERSITY AND CHALLENGE,

ONCE AGAIN, AMERICANS HAVE STEPPED FORWARD TO SHARE A TEARFUL
GOODBYE WITH THEIR FAMILES EEFORE LEAVING FOR A STRANGE AND DISTANT
SHORE. AT THIS VERY MOMENT, THEY SERVE TOGETHER WITH ARARES,
EUROPEANS, ASTANS AND AFRICANS IN DEFENSE OF PRINCIPLE AND THE DREAM
OF A NEW WORLD ORDER. AND THAT'S WHY THEY SWEAT AND TOIL IN THE

SAND AND THE HEAT AND THE SUHN.

AND IF THEY CAN COME TOGETHER UNDER SUCH ADVERSITY, IF QLD
ADVERSARIES LIKE THE SOVIET UNION AND THE UNITED STATES CAN WORK IN
COMMON CAUSE, THEN SURELY WE WHO ARE S50 FORTUNATE TO BE IN THIS
GREAT CHAMBER -- DEMOCRATS, REPUBLICANS, LIBERALS, CONSERVATIVES --
CAN COME TOGETHER TO FULFILL OUR RESPONSIBILITIES HERE.

HUSSEIN?

PRESIDENT GORBACHEV: I WILL REPLY TO YOU, AND SO I DON'T HAVE

TO REPEAT IT ALSO TO SADDAM HUSSEIN, THE SAME REPLY THAT I'VE GIVEN
TO PREVIOUS QUESTIONS. MY POSITION IS UNCHANGED. WE SEE QUR ROLE

AND OUR RESPONSIBILITY, AND WITHIN THE FRAMEWOEK OF THAT

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SITUATION AND WILL RESPOND TO THE APPEALS AND THE DEMANDS OF THE

YOU KNOW, IN MY VIEW, I HAVE THE IMPRESSION THAT BOTH THE PRESS

AND PUBLIC OPINION IN SOME COUNTRIES IS IN SOME WAYS SAYING THAT
THERE'S A LACK OF DECISION ON SOMEBODY'S PART, THAT WE'RE

CONVINCED THAT THE NEXT STAGE OF A POLITICAL SOLUTION, ACHIEVED
POLITICALLY, TO PUT AN END TO THIS ACUTE INTERNATIONAL CRISIS AND
MAKE SURE THAT A POLITICAL SETTLEMENT SHOULD BE POSSIBLE, THAT IN
THIS SITUATION DECISIVENESS, WILLPOWER AND RESPONSIBILITY AND
POLITICAL FAITH IN THE POSSIBILITY OF A POLITICAL SOLUTION TO THIS
VERY DIFFICULT ISSUE SHOWS THAT THE POLITICAL LEADERS OF THE WORLD
ARE BEING RESPONSIELE TO THEIR OWN NATIONS AND TO THE WORLD. AND WE
DO NOT WANT TO GET CAUGHT UP IN ARGUMENTS ABOUT PRESTIGE AND SO ON.

Q (NAME INAUDIBLE) FROM THE FINNISH TELEVISION. CONCERNING
THE HUMANITARIAN AID, DOES YOUR JOINT STATEMENT MEAN IN PRACTICE
THAT YOU CONSIDER THAT FOOD SHOULD BE NOW ALLOWED TO IRAQ?

PRESIDENT GORBACHEV: THE PRESIDENTS FEEL IT NECESSARY TO

REFLECT IN OUR JOINT DECLARATION THAT WE SEE THE NEED TO

UPHOLD WHAT WAS DECIDED BY THE SECURITY COUNCIL ON THIS SUBJECT AND
THE SECURITY COUNCIL WAS PREFPARED TO ADMIT FOR HUMANITARIAN PURPOSES
THE SUPPLY OF MEDICINES AND OF FOODSTUFFS REQUIRED FIRST AND
FOREMOST FOR CHILDREN. WE'VE ACTUALLY STATED THIS QUITE PLAINLY IN
OUR STATEMENT. AND SO WE'VE TAKEN A VERY CLEAR CUT POSITION ON

THAT. BUT WE'VE ALSO MADE IT CLEAR THIS MUST TAKE PLACE WITHIN THE
FRAMEWORK OF CERTAIN INTERNATIONAL ORGANIZATIONS AND BEING MONITORED
BY THEM AT STAGES IN THE OPERATION. 50 I THINK THAT THIS HAS BEEN
STATED IN THE CORRECT TERMS.

PRESIDENT BUSH: (OFF MIKE) -- PRESIDENT GORBACHEV ON THAT

POINT, AND THAT THE LANGUAGE IS VERY GOOD BECAUSE IT DOES EXPRESS
THE CONCERN THAT BOTH COUNTRIES FEEL IN THE EVENT THERE ACTUALLY ARE
CHILDREN AND OTHERS WHO ARE SUFFERING BECAUSE OF LACK OF FOOD.

I HOPE THAT NOBODY AROUND THE WORLD INTERPRETS THIS AS QOUR VIEW THAT
NOW THERE SHOULD BE WHOLESALE FOOD SHIPMENTS TO IRAQ BECAUSE I CAN
SPEAK ONLY HERE FOR THE -- FOR THE UNITED STATES WHEN I WOULD CALL
ATTENTION TO THE FACT THAT WE NEED SOME KIND OF INTERNATIONAL
AGENCIES TO SEE THAT THERE IS THIS HUMANITARIAN CONCERN AS
EXPRESSED, THIS EXCEPTION IN THE UNITED NATIONS EMBARGO FOR
HUMANITARIAN PURPOSES, AND NOT ONLY IS IT REQUIRED FOR THIS
HUMANITARIAN CIRCUMSTANCE, BUT THAT THE FOOD GETS WHERE IT IS
SUPPOSED TO GO.

S0 THIS SHOULD NOT BE FROM THE US STANDPOINT INTERPRETED AS A
WHOLESALE BIG -- BIG HOLE IN THIS EMBARGO. IT IS NOT THE -- IT WAS
NOT OUR INTENTION AND I THINK THE LANGUAGE IS VERY CLEAR ON THAT
POINT.

Q A FEW THINGS IF YOU COULD CLEAR UP FOR US. FIRST OF ALL,

YOU SEEM TO DISAGREE ON THE MILITARY QOPTION. AND WHEN YOU TALK

ABOUT FURTHER STEPS BEING TAKEN TO IMPLEMENT THE -- THE UN
SANCTIONS, PRESIDENT BUSH, YOU SEEM TO BE SAYING THE MILITARY OPTION
IS STILL OUT THERE. PRESIDENT GORBACHEV SEEMS TO DISAGREE. DO YOU
DISAGREE ON THAT? DID YOU ASK PRESIDENT GORBACHEV TO PULL HIS
EXFPERTS OUT OF IRAQ AND DID YOU ASK HIM TO SEND TROOPS INTO THE GULF
REGION?

PRESIDENT BUSH: I DID NOT ASK HIM TO SEND TROOPS IN. IF THE
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SOVIETS DECIDED TO DO THAT AT THE INVITATION OF THE SAUDIS, THAT
WOULD BE FINE WITH US. BUT I DID NOT ASK HIM TO DO THAT. I BELIEVE
THERE -- WITH THE 23 COUNTRIES

THAT ARE PARTICIPATING ON THE GROUND OR -- 23 COUNTRIES THAT ARE
PARTICIPATING ON THE GROUND AND AT SEA THAT THE SECURITY OF SAUDI
ARABIA IS CLOSE TO SAFEGUARDED. WHAT WERE THE OTHER TWO POINTS?

Q DID YOU ASK HIM TO PULL THE EXPERTS OUT OF IRAQ AND DO
YOU DISAGREE ON THE USE OF MILITARY FORCE? YOU SEEM TO SAY IT'S
STILL AN OPTION; HE SEEMS TO SAY IT'S NOT AN OPTION -- EVER.

PRESIDENT BUSH: WE MAY HAVE A DIFFERENCE ON THAT. I'M JUST --

AS I THINK I'VE ANSWERED OVER AND OVER AGAIN AT HOME -- I'M NOT
GOING TO DISCUSS WHAT I WILL OR WON'T DO. AND PRESIDENT GORBACHEV
MADE AN ELOQUENT APPEAL, WITH WHICH I AGREE, THAT A PEACEFUL
SOLUTION IS THE BEST. SO I'VE LEFT IT OPEN. HE CAN COMMENT ON THE

GIVEN.

Q AL AHRAM NEWSPAPER OF CAIRO, EGYPT. QUESTION TO
THE TWO PRESIDENTS, PLEASE. YOU_MENTIONED SOMETHING ABOUT THE
| SECURITY ARRANGEMENT. IS E soerT UNION GOING TO PARTICIPATE IN
ANY KIND OF SECURITY ARRANGE “AND WHAT IS THE ROLE OF THE REGION
lAND THE COUNTRIES OF THAT REGIDH OF THE MIDDLE EAST?

INTEND TO CONTINUE TO COOPERATE CLOSELY AND ACTIVELY IN THE

FRAMEWORK OF THE SECURITY COUNCIL AND ON THE BASIS OF THE DECISIONS
| THAT HAVE BEEN ADOPTED, WE SHALL ACT ACCORDINGLY. THAT'S THE FIRST

,PRE§ DENT GORBACHEY: ON THE FIRST QUESTION, AS WE BEGAN, WE

SECONDLY, AS CONCERNS THE ROLE OF THE COUNTRIES OF THE REGION,

MQRQCCO, EGYPT, TO SAY NOTHING OF THE GCC_COUNTRIES. SO IT IS NOT

SADDAM HUSSEIN AND THE ARAB WORLD AGAINST THE dﬂTTED STATES. IT IS
SADDAM HUSSEIN AGAINST THE UNITED NATIONS AND AGAINST A MAJORITY OF

PRESIDENT BUSH: FOR MY PART, I AM VERY MUCH INTERESTED IN
ASSISTING TO BE SURE THAT PERESTROIKA IS SUCCESSFUL. WE INDEED
HAVE A MISSION OF HIGH-LEVEL BUSINESSMEN ON THEIR WAY TO THE
SOVIET UNION RIGHT NOW. THEY HAPPEN TO BE IN HELSINKI. THIS IS

BUT ONE MANIFESTATION OF THE FACT THAT WE ARE TRYING TO ENCOURAGE
ECONOMIC COOPERATION IN AS MANY WAYS AS POSSIBLE. AND WE HAD A
GOOD, LONG DISCUSSION IN OUR EXPANDED MEETING THIS AFTERNOON ABOUT
THAT. AND I -- I AM GIVEN THE -- THE COMMON STAND THAT THE SOVIET
UNION AND THE UNITED STATES HAVE TAKEN AT THE UNITED NATIONS. IT

INTERNAL MATTER OF THE -- OF THE SOVIET UNION, BUT I THINK THIS

REMARKABLE COOPERATION THAT HAS BEEN DEMONSTRATED BY THE SOVIET

GREAT STATES ARE UNDERGOING A TRIAL. THIS IS A TEST

OF THE DURABILITY OF THE NEW APPROACH TO RESOLVING WORLD PROBLEMS.
AND AS WE ENTER UPON A NEW PEACEFUL PERIOD AND AS WE EMERGE FROM

THE COLD WAR, WE SEE THAT NO LESS (INAUDIBLE) ARE NECESSARY IN ORDER
TO FIND WAYS AND MEANS IN THIS PERIOD OF PEACE TO MEET THE NEW
SITUATION AND TO TACKLE ALL PROBLEMS THAT MAY ARISE.

I THINK IF IT HADN'T BEEN FOR MALTA, IT WOULD HAVE BEEN VERY
DIFFICULT FOR U5 TO ACT IN THE VERY DIFFICULT SITUATION WHICH AROSE
IN EASTERN EUROPE -- IN EUROPE, AND IN THE SITUATION CONNECTED WITH

BE IN A DIFFICULT SITUATION FACING THE CRISIS IN THE PERSIAN GULF.

AND THE FACT THAT TODAY WE HAVE TAKEN A COMMON APPROACH TO SUCH
DIFFICULT PROBLEMS, PROBLEMS WHICH MAY WELL HAVE TRAGIC CONSEQUENCES
FOR THE WHOLE WORLD, NOT JUST FOR THE PEOPLES OF THAT REGION,
DEMONSTRATES THAT WE STILL ARE MOVING FORWARD IN THE RIGHT DIRECTION
AND THAT WE ARE CAPABLE OF RESOLVING THE MOST DIFFICULT AND THE MOST
ACUTE PROBLEMS AND TO FIND APPROPRIATE RESPONSES TO THE CHALLENGES
OF OUR TIME. AND THE GREATER PART OF OUR CONVERSATION TOGETHER WAS
DEVOTED TO THIS.

AND I BELIEVE THAT THIS IS THE MOST IMPORTANT POINT TO BEAR IN
MIND. DIFFERENCES, NUANCES IN THE DIFFERENCES OF VIEW, ARGUMENTS --
THESE CAN BE -- THESE ARE NATURAL. IT'S NATURAL THAT THOSE SHOULD
ARISE. BUT WHAT WE HAVE SEEN TODAY IS THAT WE HAVE CONFIRMED THE
MOST IMPORTANT PROGRESS OF RECENT TIME. NOW I SHOULD LIKE TO SAY
SOMETHING ABOUT THE IRAQI QUESTION, BUT IN FACT, I HAVEN'T QUITE
FINISHED ON THE FIRST SUBJECT.

I WOULDN'T WANT PRESIDENT BUSH'S REPLY TO GIVE RISE TO THE
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OPINION THAT THE SOVIET UNION IS GOING TO ALIGN A CERTAIN SUM WITH 2a
CERTAIN BEHAVIOR. WE ARE ACTING IN A DIFFICULT SITUATION. WE ARE
FINDING A SOLUTION -- WE SHALL FIND A SOLUTION WHICH WILL BE
SATISFACTORY AND, ABOVE ALL, WHICH WILL REMOVE THE DANGER OF AN
EXPLOSION. AND THIS IS BECOMING A NORMAL ELEMENT OF THE NEW KIND OF
COOPERATION IN TRADE, IN TECHNOLOGY AND HUMAN EXCHANGE. ALL OF THESE
ELEMENTS CHARACTERIZE THE NEW PEACEFUL PERIOD UPON WHICH WE ARE JUST
NOW EMBAREKED AND WHICH WE HAVE TO GET USED TO.

IT WOULD BE VERY OVER-SIMPLIFIED AND VERY SUPERFICIAL TO JUDGE

THAT THE SOVIET UNION COULD BE BOUGHT FOR DOLLARS, BECAUSE ALTHOUGH
WE DO LOOK FORWARD TO COOPERATION IN THIS VERY SERIOUS TIME OF
FAR-REACHING CHANGES IN OUR ECONOMY, AND THAT'S NORMAL, LET'S
REMEMBER THE REFORMS OF RECENT YEARS. IN A NUMBER OF STATES, THEY
ALWAYS, IN ADDITION TO THE PRINCIPAL EFFORTS MADE BY THE PEQFLES
CONCEENED THEMSELVES, THEY ALWAYS INVOLVED ALSQO THE PARTICIPATION OF
THE WORLD COMMUNITY IN ONE FORM OF ANOTHER. SO IF ANYBODY WANTS TO
TRY TO IMPOSE A DIFFERENT VIEW, THAT'S UNACCEPTABLE TO US. IT'S
UNACCEPTABLE TO THE UNITED STATES. IT'S UNACCEPTABLE TO THE SOVIET
UNION, AND IT WOULD BE UNACCEPTABLE TO ANY OTHER STATE.

NOW, TO MOVE ON TO THE SECOND PART OF YOUR QUESTION CONCERNING

OUR EXPERTS IN IRAQ. THEY ARE NOT S0 MUCH ADVISERS AS SPECIALISTS

OR EXPERTS WHO ARE WORKING UNDER CONTRACT, AND THEIR NUMBER IS BEING
REDUCED. WHEREAS AT THE BEGINNING OF THE CONFLICT, I THINK THERE
WERE STILL 196 OF THEM; THERE ARE NOW SOME 150 OF THEM. AND THE
IRAQI LEADERSHIP LOOKS UPON THE MATTER THUS, THAT IF THEY HAVEN'T
COMPLETED THEIR WORK -- THEIR NORMAL WORK UNDER CONTRACT, EVEN
THOUGH IT MAY BE A MATTER OF WEAPONS, THEN THEY ARE, NEVERTHELESS,
LEAVING IRAQ AND THE PROCESS IS GOING FORWARD. SO I DON'T REALLY
THINK THERE'S A PROBLEM.

Q (THROUGH INTERPRETER.) IZVESTIYA. QUESTION TO BOTH

PRESIDENTS. DID YOU DISCUSS ANY POSSIBLE MILITARY OPTIONS FOR
CURBING IRAQI AGGRESSION? AND WHAT WOULD BE THE CONDITIONS, AND

WH JULD BE "THE POINT WHERE YOU WOULD CONSIDER THAT THE POLITICAL
OPTIONS WERE EXHAUSTED AND IT WAS TIME TO GO TO THE SECURITY COUNCIL
AND TALK ABOUT -- THROUGH THE SECURITY COUNCIL DEMANDING AN IRAQI
WITHDRAWAL FROM KUWAIT?

]PBEE_QENI_BUEH THE.ANSWER TO YOUR QUESTION IS NO. WE DID NOT
DISCUSS MILITARY OPTIONS. AND YOUR QUESTION™ TS “TOD HYPOTHETICAL.

PREESIDENT GORBACHEV: I WOULD LIKE TO SUPFORT WHAT WAS SAID BY
PRESIDENT BUSH, AND I STRESS ONCE MORE THAT THE WHOLE OF OUR TIME
TOGETHER WAS SPENT ON TALKING ABOUT THIS CONFLICT IN A MUTUAL SEARCH
FOR A POLITICAL SOLUTION. AND I THINK WE CAN LOOK WITH OPTIMISM IN
THE FINAL ANALYSIS ON THE EFFORTS BEING TAKEN BY THE INTERNATIONAL
COMMUNITY WORKING TOGETHER WITHIN THE SECURITY COUNCIL AT THE UN.

Q MIKHAIL SERGEYEVICH, YOU WERE JUST SAYING THAT IF IRAQ

DOESN'T WITHDRAW ITS FORCES PEACEFULLY, THEN IT WILL BE NECESSARY TO
TAKE MILITARY STEPS. WHAT KIND OF SOVIET CONTRIBUTION WILL THERE BE
TO THOSE MILITARY STEPS? AND WHAT WILL HAPPEN THEN TO THE SOVIET
CITIZENS WHO ARE IN IRAQ NOW? AND WHAT WILL THE ARAB FACTOR BE?

PRESIDENT GORBACHEV: FIRSTLY, I DID NOT SAY THAT IF IRAQ DOES
NOT WITHDRAW PEACEFULLY, WE'RE GOING TO HAVE RECOURSE TO MILITARY
METHODS. I DID NOT STﬁTE THLT I DO"NOT-STATE THAT. AND MORECOVER,

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IN MY VIEW, THAT WOULD DRAW US INTO CONSEQUENCES WHICH WE CAN'T AT
THIS STAGE FORECAST AND THEREFORE, OUR COUNTRY AND THE UNITED
NATIONS AS A WHOLE HAS A WHOLE RANGE OF POSSIBILITIES OF FINDING A
POLITICAL SOLUTION TO THIS PROELEM. THEREFORE, I WOULD LIMIT
OURSELVES TO THAT AND THEREFORE THE SECOND PART OF YOUR QUESTION IS
IRRELEVANT.

Q IF I COULD ASK PRESIDENT GORBACHEV, SPECIFICALLY, IRAQ

HAD BEEN YOUR ALLY. WHAT DIRECTLY HAVE YOU DONE IN CONTACT WITH
SADDAM HUSSEIN TO REVERSE THE SITUATION THERE? AND PRESIDENT BUSH,
WHAT SPECIFICALLY HAVE YOU ASKED MR. GORBACHEV TO DO DIRECTLY? HAVE
YOU ASKED HIM TO MAKE A DIRECT CONTACT WITH SADDAM HUSSEIN?

PRESIDENT GORBACHEV: I SHOULD SAY THAT FROM THE START OF THE

CRISIS, WE'VE BEEN ACTIVELY EXCHANGING VIEWS AND CARRYING FORTH
DIALOGUE NOT ONLY WITHIN THE SECURITY COUNCIL, NOT ONLY WITH THE
ADMINISTRATION OF THE USA. THESE TYPES OF CONTACT HAVE GREAT
IMPORTANCE TO US, BUT WE ARE ALSO HOLDING ACTIVE DIALOGUE WITH
LEADERSHIF OF CHINA, OF INDIA, OF ALL THE OTHER EUROPEAN STATES,
ESPECIALLY THOSE WHICH ARE MEMBERS OF THE SECURITY COUNCIL. AND IN MY
VIEW, IT'S THIS DIALOGUE WHICH HAS HELPED US TOWARDS THE SECURITY
COUNCIL RESOLUTION WHICH WAS PASSED.

ON TOP OF THAT, WE ARE ALSO ACTIVELY COOPERATING WITH THE ARAB
STATES, THE COUNTRIES OF THE ARAB WORLD. AND HERE OUR DIALQOGUE IS

NO LESS INTENSIVE THAN WITH OUR PARTNERS IN THE COUNTRIES I
PEEVIOUSLY MENTIONED, INCLUDING DIALOGUE WITH PRESIDENT HUSSEIN.

AND I CAN STATE THAT WHAT WE HAVE ANNOUNCED PUBLICLY IS ALSO BEING
SAID TO PRESIDENT HUSSEIN IN OUR DIALOGUE WITH HIM WHICH ALL MEANS
THAT THE PRESIDENT AND THE LEADERSHIF OF IRAQ ARE EXPECTED TO SHOW A
REASONABELE AFPPROACH TO STOP AND TO UNDERSTAND WHAT IS IMPLIED BY THE
POSITION TAKEN BY THE SECURITY COUNCIL ON THIS ISSUE.

THIS IS THE DIALOGUE WHICH WE HAVE UNDERTAKEN WITH HIM. AND WE

ARE TRYING TO MAKE SURE THAT OUR ARGUMENTS ARE CONVINCING. WE
DISCUSSED VARIOUS OPTIONS FOR ENDING THE SITUATION WITH HIM AND WE
ARE ALSO ATTEMPTING, AS I ALREADY SAID, TO MAKE IT QUITE CLEAR TO
SADDAM HUSSEIN THAT IF IRAQ WERE TO PROVOKE MILITARY ACTION, THEN
THE RESULT WOULD BE A TRAGEDY FIRST AND FOREMOST FOR THE IRAQI
PEOPLE THEMSELVES, FOR THE WHOLE OF THE REGION AND FOR THE WHOLE OF
THE WORLD.

YOU KNOW, THIS IS5, OF COURSE, A DIALOGUE IN A VERY DIFFICULT
SITUATION. BUT WE CONSIDER IT A VERY USEFUL DIALOGUE AND WE

DON'T EXCLUDE THE POSSIBILITY OF ESTABLISHING NEW CONTACTS, OF
HAVING NEW MEETINGS AT VARIOUS LEVELS. AND THE TYPE OF

COMMUNICATION WHICH WE HAVE HAD UP UNTIL NOW WITH THE IRAQIS GIVES
US HOPE THAT THOSE LINKS WE HAVE WITH THEM CAN BE USED POSITIVELY
FOR THE SAKE OF ALL OF US, FOR THE SAKE OF FINDING A PEACEFUL
SOLUTION TO THIS PROBLEM, AND ESPECIALLY OF PREVENTING THE SITUATION
TURNING INTO AGGRESSION, IN THIS SITUATION.

PRESIDENT BUSH: (CHUCKLES.) PRESIDENT GORBACHEV ANSWERED THE
QUESTION ABOUT THE CONTACT WITH SADDAM HUSSEIN. AND CLEARLY YOUR
QUESTION TO ME IS, HAVE I ASKED HIM TO CONTACT SADDAM HUSSEIN? THE
ANSWER IS NO. BUT THE SOVIET UNION IS IN CONTACT. HE HIMSELF
RECEIVED THE FOREIGH MINISTER, AZIZ. BUT I WOULD JUST SIMPLY SUM IT
UP BY SAYING THE BEST ANSWER TO SADDAM HUSSEIN, OR THE BEST CONTACT
IS5 THE CONTACT THAT TOOK PLACE AT THE UNITED NATIONS WHEN THERE WAS
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WORLD-WIDE CONDEMNATION OF THE AGGRESSION.

AND I HAPPEN TO FEEL THAT THIS STATEMENT SHOWING THE SOVIET

UNION AND THE UNITED STATES IN ESSENTIAL AGREEMENT HERE IS ANOTHER
GOOD STATEMENT FOR SADDAM HUSSEIN. AND HOPEFULLY HE WILL SEE THAT
HE I5 NOT GOING TO DIVIDE US AND DIVIDE OTHER COUNTRIES AND THAT HE
WILL DO WHAT HE SHOULD HAVE DONE SOME TIME AGO, AND THAT IS, COMPLY
WITH THE UNITED NATIONS SANCTIONS. SO -- BUT I DID NOT ASK HIM TO

THERE.'" THIS WAS SOMETHING THAT WE HAD TO TALK THROUGH DURING THIS
MEETING HERE IN HELSINKI, AND WHAT WAS SAID HERE IS THAT IT'S VERY
IMPORTANT FOR US TO COOPERATE IN THE MIDDLE EAST, JUST AS IT IS ON
OTHER ISSUES OF WORLD POLITICS. S0 THAT IS AN ANSWER TO YOUR
QUESTION.

IT IS VERY IMPORTANT THAT AT EACH MEETING WE MOVE FORWARD. WE
ENRICH OUR RELATIONSHIP, AND I THINK I SHOULD SAY THAT WE INCREASE
OUR TRUST. IF TRUST IS ENGENDERED BETWEEN THE LEADERS OF TWO SUCH
NATIONS DURING MEETINGS OF THIS KIND, THEN I'M SURE YOU'LL AGREE
WITH ME THAT THAT IS TO THE GOOD OF ALL OF US. WHETHER WE WANT IT
OR NOT, HISTORY DICTATES THAT A LOT IS GOING TO DEPEND ON WHETHER

This is
consistent not only with Sacurity Council resolutions but
also with our obligations to the American private community
who, along with other £oreign nationals, have been deprived
of the freedom to leave and return to theix home

countries. We will continue to insist that the Iraqi
occupation muthorities accept responeibility for the
protection of American citizens and accord them their basic
rights. We will algo insist that American diplomats in
Kuwait continue to receive the full protection which their
status accords them under international law.

Amcrican citizens should be assured that we plan to have
sufficient diplomatic staff at the embassy in Kuwait to
look after their safety and welfare, which remasins our
highest priority. They will serve our community to the
best of thair ability. Citizens should slso know that the
United States Government will continue to work with others
to inpist on the full implementation of U,N. Becurity
Council Resolution 664 which demands that Trag permit and
facilitate the departure of all foreigners from Kuwait and
Trag, as well as immediate and continuing consular access
to foreign nationals.

We
believe the PLF is capable of further terrorism now and
take the threat seriously.

-- More broadly, we are concerned by Irag’s past record of
using terrorism agaimst foes at home and abroad and recent
signs that it has renewed ties with such terrorists as Abu
Nidal.

-- As you may remember, in the 1970’s lraq used terrorism
to intimidate moderate Arab states and moderate elements
of the PLO. In the 1970's and early 1980's, Iragq also had
strong ties to the Abu Nidal organization ANO, the Popular
Front for the Liberation of Palestine--Special Command,
and the May 15 Organization whose master bombmaker Abu
Ibrahim still lives in Irag. In addition, Iraq used its
own intelligence and security services to carry out
terrorist operations. Irag’s invelvement in ‘this type of
activity declined during the war with Iran as Irag sought
to rally international support to its cause.

—— In recent months, however, we have received an
increasing number of reports that Iraq has been renewing
its ties to these organizations and perhaps others in what
could well be an effort to expand its arsenal of potential
weapons. These reports coincided with increasingly
bellicose rhetoric and actions by Iraq.

John Swing and I have zpent some time in Washington trying out some "new

ideas" that might help harmonise the relations between Jerusalem and .
Washington without which no pregress can be expected on the road te peace.

We have come up with something you may wish te lock akt.

Your most pressing pricrity remains as | understand Scviet Jewish
immigration. For the sake of the "Aliya" and of the US support that is
needed if it iz to continue and to be abscrbed, you may wish to focus on
some new ways to mest the personal concerns of President Bush whose
involvement in the settlement issue remains intense.

The compromize we explored last week need not prevent the continued

ereatien and prosperity of these settlements provided the Government is

prepared to leave the task to others. It is an arrangement based on the
"privatization" of all settlement activities. It would require Jerusalem to
restructure ite efforts so that they would be conducted by non-governmental
agencies only, by zienist and other private groups acting at arms' length

from the Covernment. It would require Jerusalem to rely for the development

of the Jewish presence in the Territories on zionist zeal rather than on

the machinery of Government and to forego giving preferential btreatment to

Jews settling in the Territeries. .

4 compromisze of this character would, I am confident, ke given a
sympathetic hearing. [ am basing this opinion on conversations with high
and responsible officials. From these conversations it appsars that the
Administration is not cbiecting se much to sattiements as such but rather
te the involvement of the Government in sethtlement activities. A compromise
on this issue would remsve a major irritant with Bush personally and this
at a time when prospscts for real progress in the peace process remain
bleak.

Re: MNew Ideas for Harmonizing Relations Between the United States and Israel,

President Bush and Secretary Baker have their hearts set on showing
some "positive" results for the strenuous efforts the Administration has put
into the peace process, As 1s well known, the President in particular is
committed to resist new Israeli implantations in the Territories. An
improvement in Israel-US relations requires some "concrete achlevement" for US
diplomacy. At a time when Israel places its first priority on the
continuation and absorption of Jewish immigration from the Soviet Unieon, the
Government of Israel may wish to take a new look at fresh ideas for managing
the difficult relationship with Washington and show understanding for the
concerns of the President. A compromise on the settlement Issue may go a long
way toward opening a new page in relations with the Administration.

L. Egtglgmgg;s

There are clear indications that the United States may be open to a
compromise with the Government of Israel over settlements in the West Bank and
Gaza. The Administration's concern, I believe, is not with the establishment
of settlements as such, but with the fact that the Government of Israel is
involved in their creation and development. The compromise could invelve the
following elements:

--the creation and the development of existing settlements would be
"privatised”, that is, the Covernment of Israel would withdraw entirely from
this activity and leave it as the exclusive concern of private persons and
organizations;

--the Administration would reassert its position on the rights of Jews
throughout Palestine West of Jordan in terms similar to those used in the
Mandate conferred by the League on Great Britain;

--the Govermment of Israel, in the American view, now favors the

creation and the development of settlements in the West Bank and Gaza by "more
than thirty" different kinds of financial and administrative measures.
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--the US will insist that no public measures [state action] be taken by
the Government of Israel that would favor the development of settlements in
the West Bank and Gaza beyond those adopted for development in Israel proper.
It will also Insist that the Government of Israel offer no financial or other
inducements to persons settling in the West Bank and Gaza that are denled to
persons settling in Israel proper;

--the issue of the development of Jerusalem beyond the CGreen Line can
be dealt with separately so as to make possible an agreement along the lines
outlined above,

--the Government of Israel would presumably continue to assert its
"right" to establish settlements, a "right” which the Administration would
continue to dispute. The Administration would however not resist their
creation and development so long as they remain the concern of "private"
parties only,

--it will be important for Israel and the Administration to reach an
understanding on the kind of help to create and enlarge exlsting settlements
that the US would regard as acceptable and that would not impugn the good
faith of the Government of Israel.

The readiness of Washington to acqulesce In settlement activities by
"private" zionist and other groups suggests, to my mind, that a compromise may
not be out of reach.

1I Autonomy o a8

There are clear signs of near exasperation in Washington at hints that
Israel may wish to reopen the dialogue en "autenomy". This is construed as an
effort to sideline the peace process and to "gain time" in an endeavor in
which Israel failed to secure even Egyptian agreement nearly ten years ago.
The Government in Jerusalem should be aware of the hostile reception that
raising autonomy matters is likely to encounter before negotiations begin
between Israel and a Palestinian delegation.

On the other hand, there are indications of interest in possible
rhetorical changes away from the language of autonomy that encounters a
hostile reception among Palestinians.

There are indications that the Administration would be more receptive
to addressing the questions that used te be discussed under the heading "the
nature of autonomy" as part of a discussion on the nature of the "legitimate
rights" of the Palestinian Arabs. The argument is as follows:

--the "legitimate rights" of Palestinian Arabs are recognized in the
Camp David accords as part of the final status arrangements. As is well known
the Administration has widened this concept by referring to "political rights"
and "legitimate political rights". 1 do not believe it expects Israel to
accept this usage,

--the Israeli position on the nature of autonomy detalled in 1982 makes
no reference to "legitimate rights” or to "political rights" of any kind. On
the other hand, the rights which Israel would concede to Palestinian Arabs
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under its concept of autonomy, for example, the right to run a judicial
system, would be broadly construed as “pnlitical rights" by most observers and
political theorists.

--there would be considerably more receptivity to Israell willingness
to address autonomy issues In terms of "legitimate rights" or "political
rights" rather than in terms of the "nature of autonomy".

--nothing in the readiness of Israel to speak In terms of the "rights"
of Palestinian Arabs need prejudice Israel's insistence that autonomy belongs
to the Palestinian inhabitants rather than to the territory.

111 Hon-Suppo te o alestine

There are clear indications that the Administration will be reluctant
to enter Iinto writtenm commitments regarding a State of Palestine or
Israell-PLO negotiations in an effort to "induce" Israell-Palestinian
negotiations. On the other hand, there may be readiness to enter inte written
commitments as part and parcel of agreements reached and concrete progress
achleved. The same holds true, I believe, for a written commitment that the
United States will not request Israel to negotiate either directly or
indirectly with the PLO.

It is also clear that there is no readiness in Washington to go beyond
the notion that the "United States will not support the establishment of an
independent Palestinian State”. This falls clearly short of Israeli hopes
that the United States will "oppose” the creation of such a State.

1V, Elections after Self Rule?

There are also clear indications that the Administration would look
with great dismay at any proposal to defer elections in the West Bank and Gaza
until after the establishment of a self rule authority. It would consider
this as an abandonment of the Israeli Government initiative of 1989. Although
the Camp David accords contemplated that elections would be held only after
the establishment of self rule autherity, this is clearly no longer the policy
of the US Covernment.

V. Relations between Israel and the Arab States

There is opposition in Washington to the suggestion that relations
between Israel and the Arab States should take precedence over the
Israeli-Palestinian problem. On the other hand, there is readiness in the
Administration to address these issues side by side with one another so long
as the Palestine issue is not sidetracked,

Specifically, there is a belief that a way should be found to address
arms control and reglonal security issues in a fashion that would establish
arenas for dialogue between Israel and the Arab states at war with it,




In Washington there is a palpable desire to renew the dialogue with
the PLO, but to do so on condition that the PLO meets Its undertaking in
regard to the Abu Abbas affair. The peoint has been made that many in the
Congress are unhappy with the suspension of the dialogue and would be pleased
with its renewal since it is widely believed that the peace process cannot
progress without it. On the other hand, it was also made clear that the FLO
should not expect a reward for meeting its obligations. The US has no present
intention to raise or broaden the level of dialogue upon its renewal or to
grant a visa to Arafat to address the UN. It will not consider any such step
unless the PLO comes up with something in addition to meeting its obligations
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with regard to the terror rald of the FLF,
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
