A remarkable event in the recent his-
tory of local intergroup relations took
place over the weekend. A demonstra-
tion called by an organization of Arab-
Americans, which would have taken the
marchers through the largely Jewish
Midwood section of Brooklyn on Sun-
day, was canceled.

The Brooklyn Bridge shootings per-
suaded the would-be demonstrators to
choose a different moment and manner

‘to express their outrage at the Hebron
massacre. Indeed, rather than march,
the Arab group's leaders met with mem-
bers of the Jewish community to discuss
their differences.

To be sure, little was actually resolved
— nor did anyone expect otherwise. The
Arab-American community remains
justifiably outraged over the massacre,
which was carried out by a Brooklyn-
born Jewish extremist; the Jewish com-
munity, meanwhile, is up in arms over
the murderous attack on the innocent
Hasidic yeshiva students.

The important thing, however, is that
in the midst of genuine pain, cool heads
prevailed — both sides realized that
whatever the tensions in the Middle
East, there is no need for Jews and
Arabs to be at each other's throats in
the streets of New York.

In large part, this is a tribute to Arab-
American leaders, who did the right
thing by recognizing that their demon-
stration — scheduled for the same day
as 16-year-old Aaron Halberstam's fu-
neral — would have represented a
pointless provocation.

The calm clearly draws inspiration
from the new attitude fostered by
Mayor Giuliani towards interethnic ten-
sions. The message from City Hall is
plain: “Let’s sit down and talk things
out.” It is clearly taking root, at least in
most of New York's diverse communi-
ties, and- it signals a dramatic change
from a time when the mayor’s office en-
deavored to apologize — in the name of
the First Amendment — for the racial
arsonists who stage unnecessary con-
frontations.

On Sunday, Jews and Arabs met in
Brooklyn to debate — and also to offer
mutual condolences and to stress the
need for understanding and dialogue.

That is something New York hasn’t

seen for decades. And it's a welcomeray |

of hope. True, folks who stage marches
precisely in order to provoke won't
learn from Sunday’s events. But most
New Yorkers looked at the local Arab
and Jewish leaders with genuine admi-
ration.
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Protest Off:
Foes Prefer
A Dialogue

On the east bank of the East River,
as surely as on the West Bank of the
Jordan, the parties to ethnic conflict
often cannot see each other as ag-
grieved. For that reason alone, what
happened yesterday in Brooklyn was
noteworthy.

A scheduled protest by Arab-Amer-
icans in Midwood, Brooklyn, against
the militant Zionist group Kahane
Chai was called off at the request of a
local Jewish politician. Instead, Jew-
ish and Arab leaders met for 75 min-
utes in the basement of a police sta-
tion, emerging to blow away some of
the rhetorical heat rising from the
violence here and in the Middle East.

The gathering included about 25
people, many of whom have feuded
bitterly in recent years on issues like
the Gulf war, the Israeli-occupied ter-
ritories, the assassination of Rabbi
Meir Kahane and the case against
four Arab-Americans who were con-
victed Friday in the bombing of the
World Trade Center.

Condolences Shared

There was talk, participants said,
about the massacre of Muslims at
prayer in Hebron, on the West Bank,
by a Jewish, Brooklyn-bred follower

of Rabbi Kahane, the anti-Arab lead:

er for whom Kahane Chai is named.
There was talk, too, about the Brook-
lyn Bridge shootings of four Hasidic
students — one of whom, Aaron Hal-
berstam, died Saturday and was bur-
ied yesterday — in which a Lebanese
national has been charged. And there
was mutual condolence.

“We recognized that the Jewish
community is in agony over the
death’ of Mr. Halberstam, said Dr.
Mohammed T. Mehdi, director of the
National Council of Islamic Affairs,
outside the 70th Precinct station
house after the gathering.

City Councilman Noach Dear, who
called the meeting and asked that the

protest be called off, said the two |

sides had agreed not to dwell on past
grievances or future retribution. “It’s
very, very important that we work
together to live together peacefully,”
he said.

But not everyone was placated. Ali
Awwad, a leader of Arab-Americans
of Brooklyn, who had called the dem-
onstration, agreed to cancel it. But in
the meeting he tried and failed to
extract from Jewish leaders a con-
demnation of Kahane Chai, many of
whose members have refused to con-
demn the Hebron gunman, Dr. Ba-
ruch Goldstein.

A Muslim demonstration scheduled
in Brooklyn yesterday afternoon was
scrapped {or a meeting between leaders
of the local Muslim and Jewish commu-
nities, according to a city councilman.

““I reached out to the Muslim commu-
nity to ask them to please call off the
demonstration,”” said Councilman
Noach Dear (D-Brooklyn), who instead
set up the meeting at the 70th Precinct
in Borough Park.

Muslim groups had planned to dem-
onstrate outside the Brooklyn offices of
Kahane Chai, the extremist group that
praised Dr. Baruch Goldstein, the
Brooklyn emigre who killed 30 Muslims
in Hebron. Kahane Chai is an offshoot of
the extremist Kach party, founded by
the late Rabbi Meir Kahane. Goldstein
was a follower of Rabbi Kahane.

Dear said the meeting was ‘‘to open up
a dialogue.”

Last week, the city’s Arab and Jewish
leaders met separately with Mayor Ru-
dolph Giuliani and Brooklyn Borough
President Howard Golden, hoping to set
the stage for a summit.

“Only when we share each other’s ag-
ony and pain can we get to understand
each other,” said M.T. Mehdi, secretary-
general of the National Council on Isla-
mic Affairs, one of about 20 participants
in yesterday's meeting.

“We have to have
hope,” he said.

Ali Awwad, member of the Arab
Americans of Peace, called last Tues-
day’s shootings of four Hasidic students
“‘a spontaneous cruel act”” and said that
Rashid Baz, a Lebanese national who
was charged with the shootings, was a
drug dealer who did not belong to the
Islamic community.

But Awwad said he also wanted to
single out extremist Jewish organiza-
tions.

“Unfortunately, we haven’t reached
the point in labeling Kahane Chai as a
terrorist organization, but that's our
main goal,” he said.

About a dozen militant Jews demon-
strated outside the 70th Precinct to pro--
test the meeting. One held a sign that
said “Do Not Meet with Friend of Kill-
ers.”

“Shame on you,” they screamed to
Dear when he came out.

Bloodied Garb Also Buried

Aaron Halberstam's blood was sa-
cred, and so the bloodstained clothes he
wore when he was shot on the Brooklyn
Bridge last week were buried with him
yesterday.

Adhering to Jewish law, those who
prepared Halberstam for burial in Mon-
tefiore Cemetery in Queens bagged the
clothes and placed them in the ground
beside Aaron’s coffin, according to Rab-
bi Sholem Ber Hecht, Aaron’s cousin.

Other strict rules of Jewish law were
followed yesterday, including the edict
that people must be buried within 24
hours of death.

Others familiar with the burial said
that before it was placed in the coffin,
Aaron’s body was washed with water, to
be cleansed before leaving the world.
The process is called tahara.

The cleansing and carrying of Aaron’s
body was done by members of the Luba-

said.

They buried the body, not undertak- -
ers or gravediggers, Hecht said, as Jew-
ish law dictates.

Society and family members tossed
pebbles taken from the grave of Rebbe
Joseph Isaac Schneerson, father-in-law
of current Rebbe Menachem Schneer-
son, into Aaron’s grave yesterday, Hecht
said. The custom is to incorporate the
grave of a great man with the de-
ceased’s, Hecht said.

Also, members of the society and fam-
ily dumped a small amount of dirt from
Israel into Aaron’s grave, “‘to make res-
urrection less painful,” Hecht said.

Finally, as they left the funeral yester-
day, mourners tore blades of grass from
the ground and tossed them over their
shoulders three times. Hecht said this
symbolizes the belief that just as grass
torn from the ground will grow back, so

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Thousands greet Christopher in rally
for Golan

A Jerusalem rally insupport of continued
Israeli control of the Golan Heights took
placeduring U.S. Secretary of State Warren
Christopher’s recent visit to Israel. The
February 23 rally included an evening
march from the Prime Minister’s office to
the American Consulate. Marchersflooded
the streets of Jerusalem bearing torches as
a sign of solidarity.

Speakers called on Christopher to end
U.S. pressure forIsraeli concessions to Syria.
Prime Minister Yitzhak Rabin’s pre-
electionstatement was repeatedly replayed,
inwhich he told Golan residents, “Anyone
who suggests that we leave the Golan
Heights endangers Israel’s security.”
Rabin’s June 1992 remarks also praised the
Golan residents for “making the Golan
what it is.”

Leiter: YESHA must be under Jewish
rule

Yechiel Leiter, Executive Director of the
YESHA Council Foreign Desk hasasserted
that the Jews of YESHA will work as hard
to retain Jewish sovereignty over YESHA
as they do to maintain Jewish communities
in YESHA. The statement came in
response to a February 16 comment by
Israeli Foreign Minister Shimon Peres in
Washington, in which he said that the
Jewsof YESHA will eventually have to live
under Arab rule.

In all Arab countries, “Jews either have
been driven out or are not allowed to
enter,” said Leiter, accusing Peres of cynical
manipulation. Rather than proposing that
Israel dismantle Jewish communities in
YESHA, which would be politically
unpalatable, Peres would have an Arab
authority do the job, according to Leiter.

Optical fibers in Jordan Valley i

The Bezek Corporation, provider of
Israel’s telephone service, isalmost finished
laying fiberoptic telephone cables to serve
the Jordan Valley communities. This
modern infrastructure will provide residents
with state-of-the-art communications
facilities. The development reflects the
continuing growth of YESHA’s Jewish
communities.

The Importance of Keeping Gaza

Jewish historical ties to Gaza

The Jewish connection to Gaza goes back
over 3,000 years. The Bible (Joshua 15:45-
48, Judges 1:18) lists Gaza as inhabited by the
tribe of Judah.

Assignificant Jewish community first arose
during the Hasmonean period, in the first
and second centuries B.C.E. By the third
century C.E., the Jewish community was
flourishing; an elegant synagogue from this
period was excavated in 1870. In 324 CE.,
Constantine of Rome tried to impose Chris-
tianity on the Jews of Gaza, but was repulsed
by the Jewish community.

Between the sixth and tenth centuries,
Jews from North Africa made pilgrimages to
Gaza, as they were banned from Jerusalem.
Travelers’ accounts from the Middle Ages
testify to Gaza’s significance as a bustling
port with many Jewish residents. Gaza's
Jewish community grew further after 1492
due to the arrival of Jewish refugees who had
been expelled from Spain.

In 1799, Napoleon laid seige on Gaza,and its
Jewish community sought refuge elsewhere.
Jews began to return to Gaza in the 1880’s. By
1914 they had a Hebrew school and a bank.
Then, during the First World War, the Jews of

Gaza were expelled, some of them deported.
Jews returned to Gaza after the war, but were
once again forced out due to Arab violence in
1929. Kibbutz Kfar Darom was established in
the area in 1946, but was destroyed during the
Arab invasion of Israel in 1948.

Since 1967, 17 Jewish communities have

been established in the Gaza region. Some
5,000 Jews call Gaza home.

Gaza’s contribution to Israeli security
Gaza has long been a hotbed of terrorist
infiltration. It lies only 7 miles (11 km) from
Ashkelon, 26 miles from Beersheba, 42 miles
from Tel Aviv and 48 miles from Jerusalem.
No natural boundaries separate the 700,000
Arab residents of the Gaza Strip from the rest
of Israel. Between 1949 and 1956 alone,
Israeli communities near Gaza were attacked
by terrorists 460 times. Arab attackersquickly
returned across the armistice lines into en-
emy territory where Israel could not pursue.
From a military standpoint, holding Gaza
reduces that piece of Israel’s border from 45
miles to eight. If the Israeli army presence in
Gaza were replaced with hostile forces, Israeli
population centers would again be in range of
enemy artillery as they were before 1967. 1

all those who wish to quell the violence of the
“intifada” should take heed.

There is a general consensus among scholars of
political science that revolt for improved political
status (as opposed to revolt for physical survival, as
inthe Warsaw Ghetto) is motivated notby despair
but by hope, not by a feeling that one has nothing
to lose but by the conviction that one has some-
thing to gain. Expectations of success are the fuel
of political revolt.

Therefore, the elimination of these expecta-
tions is the only way to terminate the revolt. The

presence of hundreds of thousands of Jewish set-

tlers in Judea, Samaria and Gaza will demonstrate
to the instigators of Arab violence that theirefforts
toeradicate the Jewish presence are futile, and that
the people of Israel will never abandon any part of
their homeland. This is the surest, and indeed
only, measure that can extinguish Arab expecta-
tionsof successand with it the motivationfor their
political violence.

Since, in stark contrast to the destructive,
brutal violence of “intifada,” it is both non-
violent and creative, it is a measure which you
should ponder.

ICDF fus health care needs

Recently, Israel Community Development
Foundation (ICDF) funds have been allo-
cated to upgrade ambulance services and
help individuals in need.

Well-maintained ambulances are particu-
larly scarce in YESHA and the Golan, as
' Magen David Adom (Israel’s emergency

health services) insistson supplying the areas
with old, dilapidated ambulances and inad-
equate emergency equipment. Some ambu-
lances in use are as much as 12-15 years old,
and must traverse mountainous terrain.

A new ambulance for Kochav HaShachar,
donated by Ms. Lillian Scheib Schertzer of
Jerusalem, was dedicated on February 22 in
memory of her parents, Louis and Fani Scheib.
The 150 families and over 600 children of
Kochav HaShachar, acommunity near Jerusa-
lem, had previously had no ambulance. The
day before its dedication, the ambulance had
already been used to carry apregnant woman to
the hospital; the baby was delivered en route.

The Gush Etzion region now has a mobile
intensive care unit due to the tireless efforts
of Dr. Jay and Suri Blum of Edison, New

Jersey, and Ms. Bella Borg of Manhattan.
The Gush Etzion region is in Judea, south of
Jerusalem, and includes the fast-growing city
of Efrat. Their efforts will also help secure a
mobile intensive care unit for the Jordan
Valley region and mobile emergency equip-
ment for the Hebron area. ICDF is engaged
in efforts to upgrade medical services in four
regions of YESHA.

In addition, ICDF has helped individuals with
medical needs. Money has been allocated to pro-
vide hearing aids, which are not covered by Israeli
health plans. Funding has also been made
available for diagnostic testing of six Ariel
children suffering from learning disabilities.

The most pressing medical needs for which
ICDFisstill seekingfundsinclude: gynecologi-
cal equipment (YESHA communities have
the highestbirthratesin Israel), lifesavingequip-
ment such as heart defibrillators, equipment
for severely handicapped children, and eye-
glasses and dental treatment for the needy_.q
The Israel Community Development Foundation raises funds

for projects in YESHA, the Golan Heights and parts of
Jerusalem. Other major Jewish philanthropies refuse to fund
charitable causes in these areas.

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YESHA Heads Blast Government’s “Partition Plan”

The Sheves Committee’s reclassification
of development areas receiving special ben-
efits has been termed a “new partition plan”
by several YESHA Council heads. The plan
is to go into effect at the end of March.

Critics assert that the plan ignores the
law, which stipulates that development ar-
eas be classified based on: 1) distance from
the center of the country (Tel Aviv and
Jerusalem), 2) security problems, and 3) so-

cioeconomic status.

“We are the object of unjust discrimina-
tion,” said YESHA Council Executive Di-
rector Uri Ariel. Ariel MayorRon Nachman
said that there is no logic to the new map.

Established kibbutzim such as Degania A
and Afikim are included within the devel-
opment areas, but severely-troubled Rosh
HaAyin is left out. Beit Shemesh, centrally
located between Jerusalem and Tel Aviv, is

in, but isolated Elon Moreh is out.

Jordan Valley kibbutzim and moshavim
are in, but nearby Kochav HaShachar and
Michmash are out. Ma’ale Adumim, a towr®™>
with many lower-middle class couples, is out,
whereas better-off Har Adarisin. Some have
insinuated that such decisions were made for
domestic political reasons: Ma’ale Adumim
tends to support Likud while Har Adar votes
Labor. Qa

Tu B’Shvat Planting Focused on

YESHA residents planted thousands of
trees on state lands near their communrities
during the week after Tu B’'Shvat, “the new
year for trees.”

Over the first four days, Feb-
ruary 7-10, 42,000 saplings
were planted in Judea and
Samaria. Two days later,
plantings took place in
Gush Katif. Knesset mem-
bers and public figures par-
ticipated todemonstrate their
support.

Continuing throughout the year, the
“A Time to Plant” drive calls atten- -
tion to the issue of state lands, which
has been discussed in the peace talks
in Washington.

Israelis traditionally
mark the Tu B'Shvat holi-
day by planting trees on
barren land, as a symbol of the continuing
Zionist mission to make the Land of Israel
bloom again. When the early Zionists ar-

rived here, they found that thirteen hundred
years of foreign rule had turned a green,

forested land into a desolate area of barren,
rocky hills. Two generations
later, the mountains of Is-
rael once again bore fruit.
But in Judea and
Samaria, the country’s
historic and strategic
backbone, the boulders
and thornsstill dominate.
Judea and Samaria are
sparsely populated; some 70% is
uninhabited, untilled, andfarfromany
Arab or Jewish community.
Out of this, three million dunams
(375,000 acres or 150,000 hectares),
about half the area of Judeaand Samaria,
are state-owned lands. The Washing-
ton peace talks have covered the
proposal of transferring the state
lands to a joint administration, un-

der which both Jewish and Arab residents
would have a veto over land use. Pointing to

expects that this would mean a victory for
desolation.

Of the thousands of trees planted at the
start of the project, the authorities contested
only 300, claiming that they were planted on
privately-owned land.

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REMARKS BY FOREIGN MINISTER SHIMON PERES
IN THE KNESSET
ON THE PROBLEM OF ASSIMILATION AND ISRAEL-DIASPORA RELATIONS

FEBRUARY 22, 1994

THE RATE OF INTERMARRIAGE AMONG DIASPORA JEWRY IN RECENT YEARS HAS
REACHED WORRYING DIMENSIONS. RECENT STUDIES SHOW THAT THE RATE OF
INTERMARRIAGE AMONG AMERICAN JEWRY IS OVER 50 PERCENT, AND IN SOME
COMMUNITIES EVEN HIGHER -- THIS IN COMPARISON TO 9 PERCENT A QUARTER
OF A CENTURY AGO. THIS PHENOMENON IS DECIMATING THE RANKS OF THE
JEWISH PEOPLE, WHICH IS ALREADY A VERY SMALL NATION. THE FOLLOWING
FIGURES UNDERLINE THE SERIOUSNESS OF THE PROBLEM:

AFTER WORLD WAR II, THE NUMBER OF JEWS LIVING IN THE DIASPORA WAS
ESTIMATED AT 10-11 MILLION. BY THE END OF 1990, THIS NUMBER HAD
DECLINED TO 8-9 MILLION -- A LOSS OF ABOUT TWO MILLION JEWS IN LESS
THAN 50 YEARS. BECAUSE OF THE HIGH LEVEL OF ASSIMILATION AND LOW
BIRTHRATE, IT IS ESTIMATED THAT OF THE 12.8 MILLION JEWS IN THE WORLD
TODAY, LIVING IN ISRAEL AND THE DIASPORA, ONLY 11-12 MILLION WILL
REMAIN BY THE SECOND DECADE OF THE NEXT CENTURY.

THE DECLINE IN THE NUMBER OF AMERICAN JEWS BEGAN IN 1980. THEN THERE
WERE 5.9 MILLION JEWS LIVING IN THE UNITED STATES. IN 1992, THE
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ESTIMATE WAS 5.5 MILLION. OF THE CHILDREN BORN FROM MIXED MARRIAGES,
ONLY 28 PERCENT REMAIN JEWS; 31 PERCENT ARE RAISED WITH NO RELIGION,
AND 42 PERCENT ADOPT OTHER RELIGIONS. ONLY 10 PERCENT OF THESE
CHILDREN MARRY JEWS. ACCORDING TO THE PRESENT RATE OF ASSIMILATION,
WITHIN A FEW YEARS ISRAEL WILL BECOME THE LARGEST JEWISH COMMUNITY IN
THE WORLD -- NOT AS THE RESULT OF IMMIGRATION TO ISRAEL, BUT AS A
RESULT OF A DECLINE IN THE SIZE OF THE JEWISH PEOPLE.

IN WESTERN EUROPE, THE RATE OF INTERMARRIAGE IS SIMILAR, AND IN
EASTERN EUROPE AND THE CIS COUNTRIES IT IS EVEN HIGHER. IN CONTRAST,
THE RATE OF INTERMARRIAGE IN SOUTH AMERICA, AUSTRALIA, SOUTH AFRICA
AND CANADA IS LOWER, LARGELY BECAUSE OF THE JEWISH SCHOOL SYSTEMS 1IN
THESE COUNTRIES.

ANOTHER GRAVE STATISTIC IS THAT 75 PERCENT OF AMERICAN JEWS ARE NOT
AFFILIATED WITH ANY SYNAGOGUE OR JEWISH ORGANIZATION. IN OTHER WORDS,
THE LARGE MAJORITY ARE NOT CONNECTED TO ANY JEWISH COMMUNAL FRAMEWORK
AND ARE ORGANIZATIONALLY SEPARATED FROM ISRAEL. THIS SITUATION IS
EVEN MORE EVIDENT AMONG STUDENTS. ABOUT 90 PERCENT OF JEWISH YOUTH IN
THE U.S. ATTEND UNIVERSITY, WHERE JEWISH IDENTIFICATION IS STILL
LOWER. IT SHOULD THEREFORE COME AS NO SURPRISE THAT LESS THAN 20
PERCENT OF ALL AMERICAN JEWS HAVE EVER VISITED ISRAEL.

THE ROOT OF THE PROBLEM, IN THE OPINION OF EXPERTS, LIES IN THE
WEAKENING OF JEWISH IDENTITY, ACCOMPANIED BY THE ACCELERATED PROCESS
OF INTEGRATION CHARACTERISTIC OF WESTERN SOCIETY IN GENERAL AND
AMERICAN SOCIETY IN PARTICULAR. THE SUCCESS OF A JEW TODAY IS
MEASURED BY HIS ECONOMIC STANDING AND BY THE DEGREE OF  HIS
INTEGRATION INTO THE SOCIETY IN WHICH HE LIVES. THE PROCESS OF
INTEGRATION IN AMERICAN SOCIETY IS VERY INTENSIVE, AND THE RATE OF
ASSIMILATION IS CONSEQUENTLY THE HIGHEST. DIASPORA JEWRY TODAY IS
CHARACTERIZED PRIMARILY BY MATERIAL SUCCESS, AND LESS BY ITS HISTORIC
HERITAGE.

THE GROWING ACCEPTANCE OF JEWS IN ALL STRATA OF SOCIETY AND IN THE
SOCIO-ECONOMIC HIERARCHIES, AND THE PREVALENCE OF JEWS IN THE LIBERAL
PROFESSIONS AND ACADEMIC LIFE, ARE ACCOMPANIED BY A PROCESS OF
SECULARIZATION CHARACTERISTIC OF AMERICAN SOCIETY AS A WHOLE.

JEWISH YOUTH, LIKE NON-JEWISH YOUTH, ARE MOVING AWAY FROM RELIGION.
IN THIS, THEY ARE MOVING AWAY BOTH FROM THEIR RELIGION AND THEIR
HISTORY, BELIEVING AS THEY DO THAT MANY OF THE CONFLICTS WHICH FILL
THE PAGES OF HISTORY WERE GENERATED BY RELIGIOUS DIFFERENCES.

THE EXTENT OF ASSIMILATION IS A SOURCE OF CONCERN TO US ALL: THE
GOVERNMENT OF ISRAEL, THE JEWISH COMMUNITY LEADERS, AND THE WORLD
JEWISH ORGANIZATIONS. BUT THE VERY RECOGNITION OF THE SERIOUSNESS OF
THE PROBLEM, OF THE NEED TO DEAL WITH IT IN EARNEST AND URGENTLY, MAY
BE THE FIRST STEP IN THE COMPLEX STRUGGLE TO TO ENSURE OUR SURVIVAL
AS A PEOPLE. IN THIS STRUGGLE, WE ARE ALL PARTNERS. THERE IS A SHARED
FEELING ON BOTH SIDES OF THE OCEAN OF THE NEED TO DEEPEN JEWISH
IDENTITY BY BROADENING JEWISH EDUCATION, AND TO STRENGTHEN THE TIES
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OF THE JEWISH PEOPLE TO ISRAEL.

THE CONCEPT 'JEWISH CONTINUITY' IS TODAY A CENTRAL THEME IN BROAD
JEWISH CIRCLES. ISRAEL SHARES THIS CONCERN. MANY JEWISH LEADERS IN
THE DIASPORA ARE INCREASINGLY AWARE THAT ISRAEL CAN SERVE AS AN
ANCHOR AND A FOCAL POINT IN THE EFFORT TO STRENGTHEN JEWISH IDENTITY
AND TO MAINTAIN JEWISH CONTINUITY. A NEW AGENDA ON ISRAEL-DIASPORA
RELATIONS IS CLEARLY NEEDED.

I DO NOT KNOW IF THERE IS A MIRACULOUS CURE THAT WILL HALT
ASSIMILATION, BUT WE DARE NOT REMAIN INDIFFERENT, AND WE CANNOT STAND
IDLY BY. THIS IS ONE OF THE DIFFICULT AND IMPORTANT CHALLENGES BEFORE
US. T AM SURE THAT ALL MEMBERS OF THE KNESSET, ACROSS THE ENTIRE
POLITICAL SPECTRUM, AGREE WITH ME THAT THE TIME HAS COME TO ENSURE
OUR SURVIVAL AS A PEOPLE.

TODAY, WE NEED A NEW AND LARGER PARTNERSHIP BETWEEN DIASPORA JEWRY
AND THE STATE OF ISRAEL. THE CRUX OF THIS PARTNERSHIP MUST BE THE
STRENGTHENING OF ISRAEL, SIDE BY SIDE WITH THE SPIRITUAL -- NOT
MERELY THE PHYSICAL -- SURVIVAL OF THE JEWISH PEOPLE.

THIS PARTNERSHIP WILL REST ON FOUR BASIC PREMISES:

FIRST, THAT THE CHIEF MEANS TO ENSURE THE SURVIVAL OF THE JEWISH
PEOPLE IS BY CONCENTRATING AS MANY JEWS AS POSSIBLE IN THE JEWISH
STATE. IS THERE ANYONE AMONG US WHO IS NOT CONCERNED FOR THE FUTURE
OF THE MILLION AND A HALF JEWS WHO REMAIN IN THE FORMER SOVIET UNION?
THE KNESSET MUST ISSUE A CALL, LOUD AND STRONG, TO THE JEWS STILL
LIVING IN RUSSIA AND IN THE CIS, TO PACK THEIR BAGS AND COME HOME, AS
QUICKLY AS POSSIBLE. ALIYA AND IMMIGRANT ABSORPTION ARE THE COMMON,
MAJOR RESPONSIBILITY IN ISRAEL-DIASPORA RELATIONS.

SECOND, WE MUST CULTIVATE WITH RENEWED VIGOR THE UNIQUE VALUES OF THE
JEWISH PEOPLE, BOTH IN ISRAEL AND IN THE DIASPORA. ISRAEL IS NOT ONLY
A COUNTRY. IT IS ALSO A FAITH, A CULTURE, A LANGUAGE. NEVER WERE
THERE AS MANY HEBREW-SPEAKERS IN THE WORLD AS TODAY, BUT NEITHER HAS
HEBREW CULTURE BEEN SO THREATENED AS IT IS TODAY. THE MODERN MASS
MEDIA BRING A MEDLEY OF CULTURES INTO THE HOME OF EVERY PERSON,
WITHOUT EDUCATIONAL PREPARATION OR CULTURAL DISTINCTION. THE MODERN
MEDIA CONSTITUTE BOTH A THREAT OF CULTURAL ASSIMILATION AND AN
OPPORTUNITY FOR CULTURAL UNIQUENESS. THE RESULT DEPENDS ON BOTH THE
VIEWERS AND THOSE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE PROGRAMS WE SEE.

OUR DUTY AS A STATE IS TO PROTECT NOT ONLY OUR TERRITORIAL BORDERS,
BUT ALSO OUR HISTORIC HERITAGE. I SEE THE STRUGGLE FOR THE SURVIVAL
OF OUR HERITAGE AS PERHAPS THE CENTRAL CHALLENGE OF THE NEXT CENTURY,
FOR WHICH WE MUST PREPARE OURSELVES TODAY. WE MUST DISSEMINATE HEBREW
LITERATURE AND ISRAELI ART. WE PLAN TO ESTABLISH ISRAELI CENTERS 1IN
THE DIASPORA THAT WILL HELP PROPAGATE JEWISH CULTURE.

WE MUST SUPPORT JEWISH EDUCATION IN THE DIASPORA, AND ALSO CALL ON
DIASPORA JEWRY TO HELP MAINTAIN OUR COMMON CULTURE. WE CALL UPON
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EVERY JEWISH FAMILY TO SEE TO IT THAT ITS CHILDREN CAN SPEAK AND
WRITE HEBREW.

THIRD, THE JEWISH PEOPLE MUST BE A PARTNER IN THE EFFORT TO ACHIEVE
PEACE IN THE MIDDLE EAST. THE WARS WERE IMPOSED UPON US BY OTHERS.?
PEACE WE CHOSE OURSELVES, AS A VISION CHERISHED BY THE PROPHETS OF
ISRAEL AND THE PIONEERS IN THE SETTLEMENT OF THE LAND.

WE BUILT A JEWISH STATE IN A HOSTILE REGION. NOW WE MUST BUILD GOOD
NEIGHBORLY RELATIONS THAT WILL ENABLE EVERY STATE IN THE REGION TO
LIVE IN PEACE. I AM CONVINCED THAT EVERY JEW, IN THE WORLD AND 1IN
ISRAEL, WILL FEEL THAT, IN BEING GIVEN THE OPPORTUNITY TO CONTRIBUTE
TO REAL PEACE, TO GOOD NEIGHBORLINESS, AND TO THE ECONOMIC PROSPERITY
OF ALL THE PEOPLES OF THE AREA, HE WILL BE EXPRESSING HIS FAITH IN
THE LOFTIEST POSSIBLE MANNER.

FOURTH, A RENEWED EFFORT MUST BE MADE TO DRAW THE YOUNG GENERATION
CLOSER TO ISRAEL AND TO JUDAISM. WE MUST SEE TO IT THAT A MAXIMUM
NUMBER OF YOUNG JEWS VISIT ISRAEL, BIND THEM TO ISRAEL, HELP THEM
FOSTER A YOUNG JEWISH LEADERSHIP WHICH, WHILE LOOKING TO THE FUTURE,
WILL NOT BE CUT OFF FROM ITS HISTORIC ORIGINS.

ANTI-SEMITISM AND ASSIMILATION ARE TWO CENTRAL PROBLEMS OF THE JEWISH
PEOPLE TODAY. ANTI-SEMITISM IS A NON-JEWISH DISEASE. ASSIMILATION, ON
THE OTHER HAND, IS A JEWISH WEAKNESS WHICH MUST NOT BE VIEWED AS A
LOST CAUSE. OUR DESTINY TODAY, AS YESTERDAY, TO A GREAT EXTENT
DEPENDS ON OUR PARTNERSHIP WITH THE JEWISH PEOPLE, AS IT IS ALSO
RELATED TO OUR RELATIONS WITH THE ARAB WORLD.

MEMBERS OF THE KNESSET, WHAT IS HAPPENING IN THE WORLD, AS WELL AS
WHAT IS HAPPENING HERE AT HOME, REQUIRES REEXAMINATION. WE MUST TAKE
THE TIME TO DO SO, CONSIDERING BOTH THE STATE AND THE PEOPLE, AND I
AM CONFIDENT THAT WE WILL FIND THAT WE ARE MORE UNITED THAN WE
THINK.

MEMO

With the shortening of the Prime Minister’s schedule in
the U.S. next week and the cancellation of numerous planned or
hoped-for events, you may wish to consider again some alter-
natives, types of which you have already dabbled in.

CONFERENCE CALLING

You have so far used conference calls very effectively
and should continue as frequently as realistically possible,
but there is one new application no one has yet tried.

Conference calls are not a very intimate way to reach
people, but they are certainly the easiest and most convenient
for all involved. Now they can also be the least expensive
means of reaching the largest number of people.

Using a "900" phone number, a virtually unlimited number
of people (nearly 10,000), entirely at their own expense, can
call into a live conference call, yet only a very select few
may be called on to speak or ask questions.

This is very similar to conference calls you have done in
the past, but on a much larger scale, with no chance for
participants to speak or interrupt without being called upon,
and at absolutely no cost to anyone but the callers.

The typical cost for a "900" conference call involving as
few as 500 participants is about 50 cents per minute per call,
or about $30 for a one hour call per participant. 1000 people
brings the cost down to about 40 cents per minute per call (or
$25 each for an hour). And over 1500 people can make it as
little as 30 cents per minute (or about $20 per person for a
one hour call). There is absolutely no cost to the group or
government organizing the call.

Imagine how many people would pay 20 or 30 dollars to
participate in an exclusive briefing by someone like the Prime
Minister, the Foreign Minister or the Ambassador... Organ-
izational leaders, religious leaders, big contributors,
journalists, others.

And those who were unable to participate or listen in
live to the actual conference call could phone back any time
later that day or the next and listen to any part of it.

VIDEO TELECONFERENCING

There is still no practical way to accomplish the exact
video equivalent of the conference call, where every par-
ticipant can sit in the comfort of his or her home or office
and see, not just hear, the speaker.

The only existing alternatives involve people going to
central locations in each city to participate as groups. 1In
each case, all parties can be heard by each other, but in one
system, only the speaker can be seen, while in the other, much
more expensive alternative, each participant can be seen by
the others whenever he/she is speaking.

The least expensive method is still the Council of Jewish .
Federations (CJF) satellite network.

Used recently by Amb. Rabinovich, the CJF network has 78
locations in the U.S. and Canada, principally in Federation
buildings and Jewish Community Centers in all of the largest
cities. In each case, fairly large rooms full of people can
watch a speaker from Washington, New York, Israel or virtually
anywhere, address them and then take their questions or com=- |
ments via phone calls from each location.

There is virtually no cost to use this network, except
for the production at the location of the speaker. In the
States, it is as little as two or three thousand dollars; from
Israel, it can be as much as $10,000. But with help from the
Communications Ministry and/or Israel Television, it could be
considerably less.

The newer, much more expensive version of this, also "
requires participants to go to central locations, where the
rooms are typically the size of board meeting rooms. Once

there, cameras capture whomever is speaking at any given time.

Costs vary, but probably average around $500 per location
for a one hour conference.

PROPOSAL

Moments after the Prime Minister meets with President
Clinton next week and concludes the usual news conference, why
not have him cross the street, return to the Blair House for
a quick, exclusive briefing, via telephone conference call,
with several hundred select Jewish leaders, heads of organi-
zations, large contributors, rabbis and journalists.



In just a few minutes, he can reach hundreds, or even
thousands, of the most influential American Jews with his

message, and dominate nearly everything that is said and
written about his visit in its aftermath, about the relation-

ship between the U.S and Israel and about the peace process.

This would be time very well spent.

OVER THE YEARS, THE UNITED NATIONS HAS FAILED TO PROVIDE AN

- It gives me /w great pleasure to be with you
here today, at a time of major, even crucial,
developments in the efforts to achieve peace
between Israel and its neighbors. Being here
with you today symbolizes and underscores the
importance of the dialogue and the bond between
us in Israel and between Diaspora Jewry. This
impressive annual meeting of the General
Assembly is, no doubt, an ample opportunity to
intensify this ongoing dialogue.

You are hearing about ups and downs in

the negotiations; they are understandable, due

to the fact that the Declaration of Principles,

as its name connotes, has not covered a lot of

the necessary details. Part of the problems in

the negotiations arose due to over-exposure of

the Taba talks to the media. We are trying to

take care of these difficulties. We, as well

as the Palestinians, should do our utmost to

reach agreement on the implementation of this

stage soon, in order to demonstrate to our

respective constituents, that things are

happening beyond papers, ceremonies and

speeches.



Mr. Chairman,

Violent opposition to peace on the

part of Hamas, Islamic Jihad and other radical
and extremist groups has not ceased. These
groups are ideologically opposed to the mere
existence of the State of 1Israel, let alone
peace<éi§h it. Their methods are clear and
unequivocal; assassination of Jews and

Israelis.



We shall continue to fight them. We have heard

a few days ago a condemnation of terrorism by

the chairman of the P.L.O, per his commitment

to us. It is important that this message, and

indeed even stronger and clearer messages on

the part of the Palestinian leadership, will

drive home the notion that security is the

first and foremost consideration for us, on

which the whole very delicate balance of the

agreement depends.




Mr. Chairman,

Following the Gaza-Jericho first stage,

we shall pursue the next stages of the

implementation of the interim self-government

arrangements. Meanwhile, we are working

towards fulfilling the economic parts of the

understandings; This week our Finance Minister

has been meeting with Palestinians to discuss

them. We are convinced that economic

comfort is a vital part of any peace package.

It is not an easy goal to achieve, even though

many donor states have declared their readiness

to assist; a major problem is the Palestinians

inexperience in running an administration. It

is our hope that this will be dealt with soon.



Mr. Chairman,

One day after the signing of the Declaration

of Principles, we concluded a substantial

common agenda with the Jordanians; we feel,

based on this as well as on subsequent efforts,

including the meeting between Crown Prince

Hassan and Foreign Minister Peres under the

auspices of President Clinton, that there is a

certain ripeness in the peace effort between

Israel and Jordan. We will work with our

Jordanian counterparts, hoping to achieve

the Treaty of Peace which will transform our

relations to their permanent form. This is,

in our view a workable prospect; we believe

that the outstanding issues can be solved;

through mutual goodwill.



We wish also to continue our negotiations

with Lebanon and Syria, towards the attainment

of Treaties of Peace with these two neighboring

countries too. We are waiting to hear from

Syria its readiness to a full-fledged peace,

including normalization, diplomatic relations

and so on. I shall not, at this point, dwell on

the question of the Golan Heights. Suffice is

to say, that the Golan Heights do not resemble,

geographically and strategically, the sizable

desert of Sinai, from which we withdrew as a

result of the Treaty of Peace with Egypt in

1982.
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We have all reasons to believe that peace with

Lebanon is possible. There are no territorial

problems between us and Lebanon, and all that

is needed is a Treaty assuring first and

foremost, the security of our Northern border

and normal relations.

Mr. Chairman,

In all our international activities toward

peace we have never forgotten our soldiers,

missing in action or prisoners of war. We are

doing our utmost to achieve all information on

their fate, with the hope to attain results.
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On this trip to the U.S. I am accompanied by

the parents of Yehuda Katz, who has Dbeen

missing since the Sultan Yaakub battle in 1982.

They are here to join in the efforts towards

achieving an answer to the question marring

their life since 1982. We are committed to

leave no stone unturned 1in these efforts,

concerning all our MIA’s and POW’s.

We have not forgotten the Syrian Jews, their

right to leave Syria should not be captive to

the situation in the negotiations. The permits

which have been given a year ago have not

continued, and we call upon the Syrian

government to let them leave without delays.

Third - Visiting Israel as frequently as

possible, to get acquainted with our unique

past and present.
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Fourth - investments in 1Israel ,to augment the

existing ties in various high-tech or other

fields. We greatly cherish the assistance

given to Israel, through the UJA and United

Israel appeal and through bringing Israel

bonds. It is of major importance in the effort

to absorb the olim , a mission which we

perceive as an Israeli-Diaspora partnership.

Through all these means and channels will our

dialogue be maintained, going from strength to

strength.
