Why, if the Saudi Government was expected to be supportive

of US peace efforts in the Middle East, did it fail to support
President Reagan's September 1982 peace plan?

2.

Xa -- President Reagan's Beptember 1982 inititative
presented a clear statement of positions we would support
in negotiations in order to encourage a fresh start in the
peace process. We expected then, and continue to expect,
that each party would bring to the table its own views.
Without endorsing it in detail, the Saudi government
welcomed the initiative as an important and positive
contribution toward achieving peace.

Moreover, the Arab response to the President's initiative
was the communique issued later that month by the Arab
heads of state meeting at Fez, Morocco. The communigue was
based on the principles for peace put forward by Saudi King
(then Crown Prince) Fahd in November 1981. Similar to the
Saudi reaction to the President's initiative, we viewed the
Fez Communigue as containing positive elements, but
incomplete or unclear in some important aspects.

Did Saudi Arabia pressure Jordan's King Hussein not to join

in President Reagan's September 1982 peace plan?

A. =-- No. To the contrary, the Saudis urged us to engage
with King Hussein to discuss bridging the President's
initiative and the Fez communique, which we refrained from
doing in favor of maintaining our insistence upon a direct
negotiation between a Jordanian/Palestinian delegation and
Israel. Subsequently, the Saudi's have encouraged the

palestinians to pursue their February 11 agreement with
King Hussein.

3. Did the Saudis take any action to support the May 17, 1983
agreement between Lebanon and Israel? What, if anything, was
Saudi Arabia's role in the abrogation of the agreement by the
government of Lebanon? 2

A. -- Saudi Arabia stated that it supported the right of
the Government of Lebanon to sign the May 17 agreement. It
played no role in the abrogation. Concerning Saudi efforts
to assist development of a more stable Lebanon, the Saudis
were directly involved in the negotiation of the ceasefire
in the Shuf mountains in September 1983. The Saudis
supported the negotiation process in 1983-84 at Geneva and
Lausanne. They supported Lebanese government efforte to
negotiate directly with Israel conditions for Israeli
withdrawal from South Lebanon, particularly throughout the
1984 discussions held in Negura. They also supported
Lebanese efforts to win Syrian consent to proposed
compromises and were active in exploring additional

proposals for compromise between the parties in discussions
of Israeli withdrawal.




4. Why 4id saudi Arabia continue to fund and support Byria
throughout the period of American involvement in Lebanon, when
American military and diplomatic personnel were the targets of
terrorism? Did Baudi Arabia try to curb the use of this
terrorism?.

A. The Saudis believe that it is important to retain their
access to and influence with the Syrians. That channel of
communication has been useful to us as well. There is no
question that Baudi Arabia tried to use its influence with
Syria to achieve both the cease fire and a negotiated
resolution of the Lebanese situation. BSaudi Arabia has
also been outspoken against terrorism, from which they too
have suffered. We lack conclusive evidence that Syria
directed the bombing attacks on our Embassy and the
Marines. Any inference that by continuing to meet funding

commitments to Syria, Saudi Arabia indirectly supported
these attacks is specious.

5. How much financial support did Baudi Arabia provide the
Syrian government during 1983 and 1984, at a time when Syria
was the chief opponent of the May 17th peace accord between
Lebanon and Israel? Did the SBaudis do anything to try to
persuade the Byrians to support the May 17th agreement? .

A. =-- We do not have precise financial support figures for
the exact period you have specified. I can supply you, on
a classified basis, with some figures covering a broader
period. I believe the previous answers have amply
demonstrated Saudi efforts at resolving peacefully the
conditions for the withdrawal of foreign forces from
Lebanon. Again, I would underscore that Saudi performance
on ite financial assistance commitments to Syria does not
imply Saudi Government sanction of every action or policy
of the Syrian Government. I believe the previous answers
have amply demonstrated the Saudi contribution to the
efforte to achieve peace. .

6. What has Saudi Arabia done to encourage Arab countries to
enter the peace process? What has it done to discourage entry?

A. =-- Baudi Arabia opposed the Camp David process

involving Egypt and Israel because it addressed aspects of .
the future of the Palestinians without involving them
directly and because in its view, the subsequent treaty
constituted a separate peace which divided the Arab world.
The Saudi alternative was the Fahd Peace Plan and its
successor, the Fez Communique. Despite not going far
enough, these were necessary steps in the evolution of Arab
attitudes toward the search for Arab-Israeli peace. The




previous Arab League consensus was the three "No's" of
Khartoum which rejected recognition, negotiation, or
conciliation with Israel. The offering of the Fahd
proposal in November 1981, and the ten-month Baudi
diplomatic effort which followed, was an active effort to
establish a new Arab consensus which would permit
negotiation. It remains a major and constructive step
forward for the Arabs.

--The Fexr principle that all states in the region should be
able to live in peace is a direct reflection of Resolution
242.

-Building on thie effort, the Arab World has moved from
discussing "whether” to make peace with Israel to debating
*how."

—--Saudi Arabia was supportive of King Hussein in the
gearch, which ended in April 1983, for a
Jordanian-Palestinian agreement on peace negotiations with
Israel. The Saudis made clear that they would back any
arrangement to which the two could agree.

-— The Saudis have expressed quiet but firm support for the
Jordanian-PLO agreement and for King Hussein's efforts to
move toward peace negotiations.

—- In this connection, and despite strong Byrian
opposition, the Saudis sent official observers to the
November, 1984 Amman Palestinian National Council (PNC)
peeting and publicly stated their support for Hussein's
decision to host it despite Syrian threats.

-- Egypt's political reintegration into the Arab world is
critically important to strengthening the moderate states.
The Saudis have assisted this process--by supporting the
essential motion for a secret ballot, the Saudis helped
make possible Egypt's reintegration into the Organization
of the Islamic Conference. The Saudis would have preferred
Jordan's resumption of relations with Egypt to follow an
Arab consensus. However, Saudi Arabia blocked any
possibility of calling an Arab summit to criticize Jordan's
action. The Saudis also made financial payments to Jordan,
after the resumption of relations with Egypt, in a very
public manner, thus signaling their fundamental support.




7. 1f Jordan were to sign a peace agreement with Israel, would
gaudi Arabia terminate its economic aid to Jordan, as it did to

Egypt.?

A. =-- Saudi Arabian and, more broadly, Arab opposition to
the Egyptian-Israeli treaty was based on their belief that
it represented a separate peace without provision for a
Palestinian solution. Jordan is now engaged in an effort
to negotiate peace which would fully involve the
Palestinians. gaudi Arabia has told us that it will
support any agreement reached by Jordan and the PLO. We
have no reason to doubt this.

8. Has Saudi Arabia, which gives significant financial support
to the Palestine Liberation Organization, tried to do anything
to convince it to recognize lsrael's right to exist and to
accept UN resolutions 242 and 3387 If so, what?

A. =-- The Fahd plan, and the Fez communique, in their
endorsement of the right of all states in the region to
live in peace, implicitly accepted the existence of

Israel. We believe this position needs to be made
explicit, but that should not detract from the positive
contribution of the Fez plan. The Saudis have also made
clear that they believe PLO recognition of Israel should be
made conditional on Israeli recognition of the PLO.

9. The President's October 28, 1981 letter referred to "...the
increasingly constructive policy of Saudi Arabia in advancing
the prospects for peace in the Middle East.” What is that
policy and how is it being implemented

A. =-- Saudi Arabia has made clear that it favors a

peaceful resolution of the Arab-Israeli issue.® The Fez
communique, negotiated with the personal effort of King

Fahd, reflected a major and significant alteration of the

Arab position toward peace. In addition, despite strong

Syrian opposition the Saudis sent official observers to the
Amman Palestinian National Council meeting and publicly

stated their support for Hussein's decision to host it .
despite Syrian threats.

—— Much Saudi action has been quiet, but steady support
behind the scenes. While such support might not have the
flash that some would like, it is an essential part of
diplomacy that reflects the Saudi approach to regional
jssues and is highly valued by us and preserves the Saudi
role as an interlocutor between the differing Arab
viewpoints.




10. How will the AWACE sale contribute directly to the
stability and security of the area and enhance the atmosphere
and prospects for progress toward peace?

A. == The broad scope of U.S. political, military and
economic interest cited by the Administration in defense of
the AWACS sale remain true in our judgment. The US AWACS
now present in Saudi Arabia, in cooperation with Saudi F-15
aircraft have proved their ability to track and deter
Iranian aircraft from escalating attacks on targets under
the Saudi air umbrella over the northern Gulf. We believe
this combination of forcee will continue to work to deter
larger hostilities and threats against this vital part of
the world once Baudi Arabia takes possession of its own
AWACS. We believe evidence to date has fully justified the
judgment of this and preceeding administrations in helping
provide for the legitimate defense of Baudi Arabia, and by
extension the free navigation of the upper Gulf. We
continue to believe that the stability of the region and
the willingness of our Arab friends to participate directly
in the peace process will be increased if they are

confident and secure in their ability to defend ‘themselves
from outside threats.

11. If initiatives toward the peaceful resolution of disputes
in the region have either been unsuccessful or significant
progress toward that goal has not been accomplished with the
substantial assistance of Saudi Arabia at the time the AWACS
are to be delivered, will the President cancel transfer of the
aircraft to Saudi Arabia?

A. =- I fully expect that all the conditions set forth in
the President's letter of October 28, 1981 will be met,
that the President will certify this to Congreés and that
we will deliver the AWACS on schedule in mid-1986.

On benalf of Secretary Shultz, I thank you for your _
thoughtful letter of May 13 expressing your reservations about
arms sales to!Jordan, You raise a number of concerns about
which I hope you will find the following points useful.

-= The Administration will provide briefings on the Middle
East Arms Transfer study as soon as it is completed.

-=- King Hussein has publicly recognized Israel's right to
exist, and supportea UNSC Resolutions 24Z and 338.

United States Department of State

-- On September 2, 1982, Jordan publicly endorsed President.

Reagan's September 1, 1982 peace initiative, King Hussein has
publicly stated his desire to negotiate on the basis of the
exchange of terrority-for-peace, a principle embodied in UNSC
Resolution 242,

-=- On September 25, 1984, King Hussein announced the
tesumption of full diplomatic relations with Egypt, breaking
Arab ranks and making the point that no state should be
punished or ostracized for making peace with Israel.

-- On November 29, 1984, Jordan hosted the Palestine
National Council, Hussein's public address openly challenged
the PLO to join Jordan peace in negotiations based on UNSC .
Resolution 242.

-=0n May 29, 1985, King Hussein affirmed his willingness to
negotiate with a Jordanian-Palestinian delegation on one side
and Israel on the other in a supportive international context

and proceeding in a non-belligerent environment. The basis for

these negotiations would be UNSC 242 and 338, and Hussein
publicly stated his desire to bagin negotiations this year.

We view these steps as courageous positions, helpful to the
cause of peace in the Middle East. UNSC Resolution 242 is the
foundation cf the Camp David Accords and President Reagan's’
initiative. These steps have been dramatic moves in the
political context of the Middle East, regarded as bold by the
moderate majority of Arab leaders, Predictably, they have also
provoked terrorist reactions to Jordan's efforts. Over the
last year there have been over two dozen attacks on Jordanian

diplomats and official missions. Those claiming responsibility

for the attacks reside in Syria and they have stated their
actions are in retaliation for Jocdan's steps to make peace
with Israel. Syria has publicly stated it will never permit
the emergence of another Sadat on its southern border - a clear
reference to Hussein and Jordan.

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In brief, we have no doubt that King Hussein is working to
establish an environment conducive to direct negotiations with
lsrael, We 4o not 'agree with all of King Hussein's proposals
to that end, but we do share his view of the need to have
representative Palestinians at the negotiating table. Indeed,
although Jordan is not a party to the Camp David accords, it
doas appear to accept the clear mandate of those accords that
there be Palestinian participation at every stage of the
negotiatipns,

The relationship between Jordan's security and its efforts
to enter into talks with Israel is a complex one. If the
Administration should decide to propose arms sales to Jordan -
or any country - I hope you will reserve judgment until there
can be a full exploration of the factors involved in such a
proposal.
