LETTER DATED 17 JANUARY 19001 FROM THE PERMANENT REPREBENTATIVE OF
THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA TO THE UNITED NATIONS ADDRESSED TO
THE PRESIDENT OF THE BECURITY COUNCIL

In accordance with paragraph 4 of resclution 678 (1990), I wish, on behalf of
my Govermment, to submit the following report on the actions undertaken pursuant to
paragraphs 2 and 3 of that resolution,

On 10 August 1990, the United Btates reported to the President of the Council
that, in the exercise of the inherant right of individual and collective
self-defence, it had deployed military forces to the Perslan Gulf regionm in
response to reguests from Goversmments in the region, including Kuwait and Saudi
Arabia, S8ince that time, the military forces of the United States have joined with
those of other States co-operating with the Government of Euwait in accordance with
resolution 665 for the purpese of implementing the sanctions imposed by resclution
661 (1900)., On 29 Movember 1990, the Council adopted resolutiom 678 (1990), in
which it decided to allow Irag one final opportunity, as & pause of goodwill, until
15 January 1991 to resolve peacefully this crisis.

The United States strongly preferred a peaceful resolution of this crisls
consistent with resolution 660 and the subseguent relevant resolutions. It has
consistently supported diplomatic efforts since the outset of the crigis to achieve
such a resolution. The United States, the European Community, the Arab League, the
Non-Aligned Movement and numerous Btates and private individuals as well as the
Secretary-General undertook extensive diplomatic efforts in order to reach such a
solution,

President Saddam Hussein has rejected all of these efforts and has continued
to defy the will of the Security Council and the community of nations. Economic
sanctions have failed to force Irag to comply with resolution 660 and the
subseguent relevant resolutions., Irag was continuing the destruction of Kuwait,
its efforts to absorb Kuwait, and the strengthening of its military presence inside
Kuwait. Further delay would only have prolonged the suffering of the Kuwaiti
people and increased the risks to the military forces of the United States and
other States co-operating with the Goveramment of Kuwait.

military action at 1900 (Eastern Standard Time) on 16 January 1991 to liberats

peace and securlty in the area consistent with resolution 6560 and the subseguent '
relevant resolutions,

The military actions initiated by the United States and other Etates .
co-operating with the Goveroment of Kuwait are being carried out inm £ull compliance }
with the applicable law of armed conflict. The purpose of these actions is the
liberation of Kuwait, not the destruction, occupatien or dismemberment of Irag. |
They are directed strictly at military and strategic targets and every effort has
been made to minimize c¢ivilian casualties. The United Etates hopes that these
actions will be concluded as soon as possible consistent with the full
implementation of resolution 660 and all subsequent relevant resclutions and the
restoration of international peace and security in the area, . !

I should be grateful if you would circulate this letter as a document of the
Security Council.

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IN CONSULTATION WITH KEY MEMBERS OF THE INTERNATIONAL COALITION,
THE PRESIDENT HAS ORDERED U.S5. FORCES TO COMMENCE MILITARY OPERATIO
AGAINST IRAQI FORCES IN IRAQ AND KUWAIT. U.S. AND COALITION FORCES
HAVE INITIATED COMBAT OPERATIONS.

ALTHOUGH COALITION FORCES ARE STRIKING MILITARY AND STRATEGIC TARGETS
IN IRAQ, OUR GOAL IS NOT THE DESTRUCTION, OCCUPATION OR
DISMEMBERMENT OF IRAQ.

THE PRESIDENT'S DECISION IS PURSUANT TO AND IN COMFORMITY WITH UN
SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTION 678 WHICH AUTHORIZES THE USE OF ALL
NECESSARY MEANS AFTER JANUARY 15 TO IMPLEMENT RELEVANT UN SECURITY
COUNCIL RESOLUTIONS AND TO RESTORE INTERNATIONAL PEACE AND STABILITY
IN THE AREA.

THE PRESIDENT TOOK THIS STEFP ONLY AFTER EXHAUSTING ALL DIPLOMATIC
OPTIONS AND AFTER HAVING DETERMINED THAT THE GOVERNMENT OF IRAQ
WOULD NOT COMPLY PEACEFULLY WITH THE UNITED NATIONS SECURITY COUNCIL
RESOLUTIONS CALLING UPON IT TO WITHDRAW FROM KUWAIT.

THE GOVERNMENT OF IRAQ WAS GIVEN EVERY OPPORTUNITY TO WITHDRAW. THE .
UNITED STATES AND ITS COALITION PARTNERS TOOK EVERY STEP POSSIELE

TO LEAVE IRAD IN NO DOUBT OF THE CONSEQUENCE OF A FAILURE TO

COMPLY WITH THE UNSC RESOLUTIONS BY JANUARY 15.

THE 0.35. STRONGLY PREFERRED THAT IRAQ COMPLY PEACEFULLY WITH ALL
UNSC RESOLUTIONS, AND THE INTERNATIONAL COMMUNITY MADE EXHAUSTIVE

- AND
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- SUPPORTING EFFORTS BY THE EUROPEAN COMMUNITY. THE ARAE LEAGUE,
- THE NON-ALIGNED MOVEMENT, AND NUMEROUS COUNTRIES AND PRIVATE
AND PUBLIC INDIVIDUALS.

- IN THE COURSE OF THESE EFFORTS, IRAQ WAS ASSURED THAT, IF IT
WITHDREW PEACEFULLY: (1) IT WOULD NOT BE ATTACKED.

(2) IT COULD NEGOTIATE A PEACEFUL RESOLUTION OF ITS DIFFERENCES

-- IN LIGHT OF THE PLANS OF IRAQ AND GROUPS ACTING ON ITS BEHALF

TO CONDUCT TERRORISM AGAINST AMERICAN TARGETS THROUGHOUT THE WORLD,
WE SEEK YOUR COOPERATION IN HENHANCING THE SECURITY OF OUR CITIZENS
AND FACILITIES., WE ARE READY TO WORK WITH YOU IN COUNTERING
TERRORIST THREATS.

-- WE HOPE TO BRING HOSTILITIES TO CONCLUSION AS SOON AS POSSIELE,
CONSISTENT WITH THE FULL IMPLEMENTATION OF UNSC RESOLUTIONS.

-— IRAQ CAN STILL AVOID FURTHER DESTRUCTION BY UNCONDITIONAL,
IMMEDIATE, AND COMPLETE WITHDRAWAL FROM KUWAIT.

-— SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTION 678 REQUESTED ALL STATES TO PROVIDE
APPROPRIATE SUPPORT FOR ACTIONS TAKEN BY STATES COOPERATING WITH
KUWAIT TO IMPLEMENT THE SECURITY COUNCIL DECISIONS.

-- MY GOVERNMENT, THEREFORE, REQUESTS YOUR PUBLIC SUPPORT OF THE

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STATEMENT.

--— WE WILL CONTINUE TO CONSULT WITH YOUR GOVERNMENT AS THE

WEDNESDAY, JANUARY 16, 1991

PRESIDENT BUSH: JUST TWO HOURS AGO, ALLIED AIR FORCES BEGAN AN
ATTACK ON MILITARY TARGETS IN IRAQ AND KUWAIT. THESE ATTACKS .
CONTINUE AS I SPEAK. GROUND FORCES ARE NOT ENGAGED. THIS CONFLICT
STARTED AUGUST 2ZND WHEN THE DICTATOR OF IRAQ INVADED A SMALL AND
HELPLESS NEIGHEOR. KUWAIT, A MEMBER OF THE ARAB LEAGUE AND A MEMBER

OF THE UNITED NATIONS WAS CRUSHED, ITS PEOPLE BRUTALIZED.

FIVE MONTHS AGO, SADDAM HUSSEIN STARTED THIS CRUEL WAR AGAINST
KUWAIT; TONIGHT THE BATTLE HAS BEEN JOINED. THIS MILITARY ACTION,
TAKEN IN ACCORD WITH UNITED NATIONS RESOLUTIONS AND WITH THE COMSENT
OF THE UNITED STATES CONGRESS, FOLLOWS MONTHS OF CONSTANT AND
VIERTUALLY ENDLESS DIPLOMATIC ACTIVITY ON THE PART OF THE UNITED
NATIONS, THE UNITED STATES AND MANY, MANY OTHER COUNTRIES. ARAB
LEADERS SOUGHT WHAT BECAME KNOWN AS AN ARAB SOLUTION, ONLY TO
CONCLUDE THAT SADDAM HUSSEIN WAS UNWILLING TO LEAVE KUWAIT. OTHERS
TRAVELLED TO BAGDHAD IN A VARIETY OF EFFORTS TO RESTORE PEACE AND
JUSTICE. OUR SECRETARY OF STATE JAMES BAKER HELD AN HISTORIC

MEETING IN GENEVA ONLY TO BE TOTALLY REBUFFED. THIS PAST WEEKEND,

IN A LAST DITCH EFFORT, THE SECRETARY GENERAL OF THE UNITED NATIONS
WENT TO THE MIDDLE EAST WITH PEACE IN HIS HEART -- HIS SECOND SUCH
MISSION AND HE CAME BACK FROM BAGHDAD .
WITH NO PROGRESS AT ALL IN GETTING SADDAM HUSSEIN TO WITHDRAW FROM
KUWAIT. NOW, THE 28 COUNTRIES WITH FORCES IN THE GULF AREA HAVE
EXHAUSTED ALL REASONAELE EFFORTS TO REACH A PEACEFUL RESOLUTION,

HAVE NO CHOICE BUT TO DRIVE SADDAM FROM KUWAIT BY FORCE. WE WILL
NOT FATIL.

AS I REPORT TO YOU, AIR ATTACKS ARE UNDERWAY AGAINST MILITARY
TARGETS IN IRAQ. WE ARE DETERMINED TO KNOCK OUT SADDAM HUSSEIN'S
NUCLEAR BOMB POTENTIAL. WE WILL ALSO DESTROY HIS CHEMICAL WEAPONS
FACILITIES. MUCH OF SADDAM'S ARTILLERY AND TANKS WILL BE DESTROYED.
OUR OPERATIONS ARE DESIGNED TO BEST PROTECT THE LIVES OF ALL THE
COALITION FORCES BY TARGETING SADDAM'S VAST MILITARY ARSENAL.

INITIAL REPORTS FROM GENERAL SCHWARZKOPF ARE THAT OUR OPERATIONS ARE
PROCEEDING ACCORDING TO PLAN.

OUR OBJECTIVES ARE CLEAR. SADDAM HUSSEIN'S FORCES WILL LEAVE
KUWAIT. THE LEGITIMATE GOVERNMENT OF KUWAIT WILL BE RESTORED TO ITS
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RIGHTFUL PLACE AND KUWAIT WILL ONCE AGAIN BE FREE.

IRAQ WILL EVENTUALLY COMPLY WITH ALL RELEVANT UNITED NATIONS
RESOLUTIONS AND THEN WHEN PEACE IS RESTORED, IT IS OUR HOPE THAT
IEAQ WILL LIVE AS A PEACEFUL AND COOPERATIVE MEMBER OF THE FAMILY OF
NATIONS, THUS ENHANCING THE SECURITY AND STABILITY OF THE GULF.

SOME MAY ASK, "WHY ACT NOW? WHY NOT WAIT?'" THE ANSWER IS
CLEAR. THE WORLD COULD WAIT NO LONGER.

SANCTIONS, THOUGH HAVING SOME EFFECT, SHOWED NO SIGNS OF
ACCOMPLISHING THEIR OBJECTIVE. SANCTIONS WERE TRIED FOR WELL OVER
FIVE MONTHS AND WE AND OUR ALLIES CONCLUDED THAT SANCTIONS ALONE
WOULD NOT FORCE SADDAM FROM KUWAIT.

WHILE THE WORLD WAITED SADDAM HUSSEIN SYSTEMATICALLY RAPED,

PILLAGED AND PLUNDERED A TINY NATION -- NO THREAT TO HIS OWN. HE
SUBJECTED THE PEOPLE OF KUWAIT TO UNSPEAKABLE ATROCITIES, AND AMONG
THOSE MAIMED AND MURDERED -- INNOCENT CHILDREN. WHILE THE WORLD

WAITED SADDAM SOUGHT TO ADD TO THE CHEMICAL WEAPONS ARSENAL HE NOW
POSSESESES AN INFINITELY MORE DANGEROQUS WEAPON OF MASS DESTRUCTION,
A NUCLEAR WEAPON.

AND WHILE THE WORLD WAITED, WHILE THE WORLD TALKED PEACE AND
WITHDRAWAL SADDAM HUSSEIN DUG IN AND MOVED MASSIVE FORCES INTO

KUWAIT. WHILE THE WORLD WAITED, WHILE SADDAM STALLED, MORE DAMAGE .
WAS BEING DONE TO THE FRAGILE ECONOMIES OF THE THIRD WORLD, THE
EMERGING DEMOCRACIES OF EASTERN EUROPE, TO THE ENTIRE WORLD,

INCLUDING TO OUR OWN ECONOMY.

THE UNITED STATES, TOGETHER WITH THE UNITED NATIONS, EXHAUSTED
EVERY MEANS AT OURE DISPOSAL TO BRING THIS CRISIS TO A PEACEFUL END.
HOWEVER, SADDAM CLEARLY FELT THAT BY STALLING AND THREATENING AND
DEFYING THE UNITED NATIONS HE COULD WEAKEN THE FORCES ARRAYED
AGAINST HIM.

WHILE THE WORLD WAITED SADDAM HUSSEIN MET EVERY OVERTURE OF
PEACE WITH OPEN CONTEMPT. WHILE THE WORLD PRAYED FOR PEACE SADDAM
PREPARED FOR WAR.

I HAD HOPED THAT WHEN THE UNITED STATES CONGRESS, IN HISTORIC

DEEATE, TOOK ITS RESOLUTE ACTION SADDAM WOULD REALIZE HE COULD NOT
PREVAIL AND WOULD MOVE OUT OF KUWAIT IN ACCORD WITH THE UNITED

NATIONS RESOLUTIONS. HE DID NOT DO THAT. .

WELL, HE FAILED. TONIGHT, 28 NATIONS, COUNTRIES FROM FIVE
CONTINENTS -- EUROPE AND ASIA, AFRICA AND THE ARAB LEAGUE HAVE
FORCES IN THE GULF AREA STANDING SHOULDER-TO-SHOULDER AGAINST SADDAM
HUSSEIN. THESE COUNTRIES HAD HOPED THE USE OF FORCE COULD BE
AVOIDED. REGRETTABLY, WE NOW BELIEVE THAT ONLY FORCE WILL MAKE HIM
LEAVE.

PRIOR TO ORDERING QUR FORCES INTO BATTLE, I INSTRUCTED OUR
MILITARY COMMANDERS TO TAKE EVERY NECESSARY STEP TO PREVAIL AS
QUICKLY AS POSSIBLE AND WITH THE GREATEST DEGREE OF PROTECTION
POSSIBLE FOR AMERICAN AND ALLIED SERVICEMEN AND WOMEN. I'VE TOLD
THE AMERICAN PEOPLE BEFORE THAT THIS WILL NOT BE ANOTHER VIETNAM.

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AND I REPEAT THIS HERE TONIGHT. QUR TROOPS WILL HAVE THE BEST
POSSIBLE SUPPORT IN THE ENTIRE WORLD. AND THEY WILL NOT BE ASKED TO

I'M HOPEFUL THAT THIS FIGHTING WILL NOT GO ON FOR LONG AND THAT

MOMENT. WE HAVE IN THIS PAST YEAR MADE GREAT PROGRESS IN ENDING THE

DAVID,

BILL BROWN WILL HAVE OUTLINED FOR YOU A GENERAL BRIEFING WE ARE
PROVIDING ON MY MEETING WITH TARIQ AZIZ. BECAUSE WE HAD A FAIRLY
EXTENSIVE EXCHANGE ON THE ISSUE OF LINKAGE AND ON IRAQI CHARGES OF A
U.5. DOUBLE-STANDARD ON ISRAEL AND THE ARABS, I WANTED TO SEND YOU A
SEPARATE NOTE DESCRIBING OUR EXCHANGE IN MORE DETAIL.

PREDICTAELY, TARIQ AZIZ MADE LINKAGE AND THE PALESTINIANS THE
CENTERPIECE OF HIS PRESENTATION. HE SAID, IF ONLY ALL ISSUES IN THE
AREA WERE TREATED COMPREHENSIVELY, WOULD IRAQ BE PREPARED TO

COOPERATE WITH US. HE SAID ISRAEL THREATENED IRAQ AND IRAQ HAD DEEF

AND ABIDING CONCERN ABOUT THE PALESTINIANS. HE EVEN WENT SO FAR AS TO
ASSERT THAT IRRESOLUTION OF THE PALESTINIAN QUESTION CONSTITUTES A
NATIONAL SECURITY THREAT TO IRAQ. HE ADDED THAT PALESTINIANS SAW THE
GULF SITUATION AS PRESENTING THEM THE 'GOLDEN OPPORTUNITY' TO ACHIEVE.
THEIR LIBERATIOHN.

IN RESPONSE, I TOLD HIM CATEGORICALLY THERE WOULD BE AND COULD BE NO
LINKAGE. THERE WAS NO RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN IRAQ'S BRUTAL INVASION OF
KUWAIT AND THE RESOLUTION OF THE ARAB-ISRAELI CONFLICT. EUT BLUNTLY,
I SAID IRAQ DID NOT INVADE KUWAIT TO PROMOTE THE CAUSE OF
PALESTINIANS; IRAQ INVADED KUWAIT FOR REASONS OF PURE AGGRANDIZEMENT.
RATHER THAN BEING HELPED BY THE IRAQI INVASION, MANY PALESTINIANS
HAVE BEEN HURT. I TOLD HIM THAT IN THE NEAER TERM THE CLEAREST WAY
IRAQ COULD CONTRIEUTE TO BROADER PEACE IN THE AREA WOULD BE BY
WITHDRAWING FROM EKUWAIT.

I ALSO LET HIM KNOW THAT WE WERE COMMITTED TO WORKING ON ARAB-ISRAELI
FPEACE, AS THERE COULD BE NO BROADER OR LONG TERM STABILITY IN THE
AREA WITHOUT IT. AND I WAS HOPEFUL THAT ONCE WE DEMONSTRATED THAT
IRAQ'S WAY OF VIOLENCE AND AGGRESSION HAD BEEN SHOWN TO FAIL, THAT
PROGRESS WOULD BECOME POSSIBELE. INDEED, I SAID THAT ARABS AND
ISRAELIS WOULD FEEL FREER AND MORE SECURE TO PURSUE PEACE IN SUCH AN
ENVIRONMENT .

WHEN HE FOUND THAT HE COULD GET NOWHERE ON THE LINKAGE ISSUE, HE THEN
BEGAN TO ARGUE THAT THE U.S5. HAD A DOUBLE-STANDARD TOWARD ISRAELIS
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AND ARABS. HE SAID THERE WERE SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTIONS ON THE

SET OF PRINCIPLES TO GUIDE NEGOTIATIONS. IT HAD GROWN OUT OF A WAR
THAT HAD BEEN FORCED ON ISRAEL -- A WAR THAT ISRAEL HAD NEITHER
SOUGHT NOR WANTED. THE TERRITORIES ISRAEL NOW OCCUPIES RESULTED FROM
A WAR OF SELF-DEFENSE, NOT FROM THE UNPROVOKED AND STARK AGGRESSION
THAT INVOLVED A LARGER STATE DEVOURING ITS SMALLER NEIGHBOR. THAT'S
WHAT IRAQ HAD DONE AND THAT'S WHY THE SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTIONS ON
IRAQ'S AGGRESSION AGAINST KUWAIT MANDATED UNCONDITIONAL WITHDRAWAL.
THERE WAS MO DOUBLE-STANDARD BECAUSE THESE WERE TWO FUNDAMENTALLY
DIFFERENT CIRCUMSTANCES. I POINTED QUT THAT PART OF THE TERRITCRY
CAPTURED BY ISRAEL IN 1967 HAD BEEN RETURNED TO EGYPT IN A

Scowcroft was interviewed by program hosts Garrick Utley,
joined by Tim Russert and Elizabeth Dreuw. .
