Israelis' Account on Arms: How US Set Up Deals

NYT-Freidman-In the last few days, Israeli officials have been quietly
divilging to the Israeli press their inside account of the Iran
affair--a version they say details precisely how the US Gov't, "with
the knowledge and approval®™ of Reagan, used Israel to exchange arms
for hostages with Iran. It is impossible to confirm the Israeli
account but though it is serf serving, it is not inconsistent

with many of the facts that have emerged from Washington. The
Haaretz account is outlined. Shamir, Peres and Rabin have been
briefing a string of visiting US Congressmen over the past 2 weeks
and giving them the same version. Israeli officials say they

would not be telling their best friends in Congress a version of
events they were not certain would be supported by American
investigations. (Cabled)

WSJ-Seib & Rosewicz-(Cairc) Por a year or longer, the US has been
rewarding militarily its most strident and implacable Mideast foe,
Iran, while its best Arab friends, Egypt and Jordan, have been
battling, largely unsuccessfully, teo get extra military help.

The US was willing to bend the law for Iran but resisted bending
bureaucratic procedures to give cash-strapped Egypt, a country

that openly promotes US interests, badly needed relief. As for Jordan,
this year Washington backed away from a plan to sell Jordan "defensive
weapons,® even while sending those same arms to Iran. Nobody should

be surprised if +he Iranian mess seriously restricts Washington's
ability to play its traditional role as strong and honest broker

in Mideast disputes., Nor should there be any surprise that Hussein
has decided he can best protect himself by making amends with radical
Syria and buying arms from the Soviet Union. Egypt is making new
trade and financial links with the Soviets as well.

Contradiction Reggrted in Shultz Statements

NYT-Shipler-As recently as Oct. 1, after Shultz had evidence of US sales
of arms to Iran, he said at a meeting of Persian Gulf foreign ministers
that the US had stepped up the campaign to block such sales and he
criticized the Soviet Union to do the same. The contradiction between
what Shultz knew and what he told the Arab officials came to light
after the luncheon was described by Abdullah Bishara, a Kuwaiti who s
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Secretary General of the Gulf Cooperation Council.

NYT-Butterfield p.l-Months before the Administration says it began its
dealings with Iran, Manuchar Ghorbanifar had approched a former US
intelligence officer with a proposal to trade hosatges for cash,
participants in the talks say. The Administration says that

it entered secret talks tc improve relations with Iran, but by the

'time US officials became inveolved, various individuals, including

arms dealers and intelligence operatives, had started a chain of

events and created an informal network with commercial rather than
diplomatic objectives. Ghorbanifar met with Americans and Iranians

in late 1984 to discuss his ideas. The CIA wrote a detailed report
which was passed on to the Administration. More than 6 months later,
after being introduced by the Israelis, Chorbanifar became the central
figure in the Administration’'s desalings with Iran. The Israelis
suggested Ghorbanifar as a possible intermediary to Leeden., In late . |
1985, Khassoggi introduced Ghorpanifar to Israeli arms dealers with ties
to Peres's Gov't who in turn put Ghorbanifar in contact with Leeden.

Casey in Closed Hearing Made 'Serious Errors’

Dear Mr. Nissim:

You are doubtless aware of the $200,000 grant awarded in 1986 by
the United States Agency for International Development to the
Machanaim (Chabad) education network of Kiryat Gat for
construction of their new high school building.

This high school was founded by the United States branch of
Machanaim, and a number of United States citizens have moved to
Kiryat Gat to help staff the school. Judging from personal
observation and independent reports, the Machanaim schools have
had remarkable success in educating over 1,000 young people as
loyal citizens of the State of Israel, with the highest ‘democratic
and moral ideals.

As close friends of Israel standing ever ready to support her,
whether in foreign affairs, allocations for aid, *or in other

. areas, it was through our efforts that this grant was awarded. We
are now working on a further allocation of $200,000 for Machanaim
during 1987.

In view of the enormous operating costs of Machanaim's quality
education, we feel that the Israeli Government, too, should
contribute to this important educational project. We would hope
that our own two-year allocation be matched with an Israeli
Government allocation of $400,000. In addition to contributing to
Machanaim's huge day-to-day expenses, this sum will help erase
their burden of debt, which threatens to strangle not only future
development, but actual existence of these excellent schools.

Considering our past record of support for Israel in the Senate,
and our intention to continue this so-needed support in the
future, we hope we can count on the Israeli Government to do all
it can to participate in this worthwhile project.

Iran Arms Held in US Called Useless

1 am pleased to respond to your letter to Secretary
Weinberger in which you enclosed a copy of Dr. Robert Jastrow's
Washington Times article, and asked for comments.

In his article Dr. Jastrow calls for the immediate
deployment of a two-tier, ground based defensive system.
Dr. Jastrow postulates deployment of a system to counter today's
Soviet ballistic missile capability -- augmented with an
additional 30,000 decoys (which is well within the existing
Soviet technical capabilities). We are carefully considering
phased deployments of SDI as soon as a meaningful level of
defensive capability can be achieved. Dr. Jastrow's approach is
an interesting variation we will examine.

As we evaluate options we-must consider the full range of
Soviet responses, including how defensive systems, by their
nature, encourage an adversary to try simply to overwhelm them
with additional offensive capability. We seek defensive options
that provide clear disincentives to attempts to counter them with
additional offensive forces. This means that -- as with other
military systems -- such defensive options should be able to
maintain their capability more easily than countermeasures could
be taken to try to defeat them.

The major problem the program faces is that the reduction in
SDI funding prevents us from tackling these problems in a
reasonable time. I would commend tec ycu and our other supporters
in Congress the need to provide the reguired levels of program
funding. If Dr. Jastrow's article does nothing else, it gives a
glimpse of what SDI could be, if properly funded, during these
crucial early years.

PRDPDSED QUESTIONS AHD ANSWERS

Q1: What is the dollar amount of the total studies package;
the amount of each individual contract?

Al: The total dollar amount of the package is 514 million
divided among the seven prime contractors at $2 million
each. The amount individual countries or companies receive
varies. Contractors in the following countries received:

Italy -- $1.4 million

Federal Republic of Germany --%$1.4 million
Netherlands --543,000

Belgium -- 594,000

United Kingdom -- 51.9 million
France -- $1.8 million

Israel -- %$24,000

Q2: What is the value of contracts to foreign companies?

A2: The contract awards for foreign participation equal
about one half the total value. The actual split is $7.4
million U.S., and $6.6 million foreign.

Q3: Don't these awards go against Congressional criticism
of SDI spending abroad?

AJ: Allied participatian in SDI research -- brought about
by technical merit and rigorous competition -- can be of
great benefit to the U.S. All SDI contracts are granted

strictly on the basis of technlcal merit, consistent with
the letter and spirit of all U.S. procurement legislation,
which stresses competition in contracting. -We hope that we
will continue to be able to give U S. taxpayers the most for
their SDI dollars.

Q4: Why were contracts/subcontracts awarded to foreign

" countries who have not signed formal MOUs with the U.S5.?

A4: Signing an MOU is not a prerequisite to receiving a
contract. The MOUs are designed to facilitate Allied partic-
ipation in SDI research. Companies from countries which
have not signed an MOU are free to seek SDI contracts just
as they may seek other U.S. Government defense research

work. '*f
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Q5: Amang Eurnpean nations; -France has not nlways supported
U.S. objectives, including the SDI; why are we now dealing
with French companies?

A5: It has been our policy, consistent with U.S. legisla-
tion, that Allied participation should be considered when it
means that defense projects can be completed more effec-
tively at less cost, or more quickly than if performed by a
domestic contractor. In addition, this was a highly competi-
tive procurement, fully consistent with the principles
established for participation in the SDI program. It is a
major step in conceptual thinking about theater ballistic
missile defense, and promises a wide array of technical
insight and creativity in support of the goals of the SDI
program.

Q6: Didn't you award so many contracts to allied companies
primarily for political reasons?

AE: No. These contracts are for studies of theater ballis-
tic missile defense architecture. It stands to reason that
Allied firms have a particular expertise in that area. That
expertise was fully recognized by the U.S. firms bidding on
the contracts, all of whom formed multinational teams for
this project.

Q7: What are the architecture studies expected toc prove?

A7: The architecture studies will develop concepts for com-
prehensive, multi-tiered theater ballistic missile defenses.
The SDI is examining defenses against all ballistic missiles
no matter what their range or armament, in line with the
President's mandate that the program enhance Allied as well
as U.5. security. These studies are an important part of
that effort.

QB8 : Is the theater ballistic missile defense architecture,
concept designed to protect pupulatlun centers or military
sites?

A8: The studies will do Exactl} what the name implies,
study a variety of options.

Q9: Not used.

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- Q10:- Will France, and other non-MOU countries "(Belgium and

Netherlands), now be expected to sign on with the .SDI pro-
gram?

A10: The French and Dutch governments have each indicated
that they would not seek an MOU on participation in SDI
research, but would take the actions necessary to permit
private firm participation. The Belgian government has not
taken an explicit position on government involvement, but
also permits private sector participation.

Q11: Will this study have any impact on defensive studies
already underway by NATO?

Al11: These studies are not intended to preempt .the work on
defenses against tactical missiles currently underway in
NATO in the context of extended air defense. The two pro-
grams are separate; Europe with its combined arms environ-
ment would require a response to the Soviet tactical missile
threat even if there were not an SDI. However, we do expect
that these studies, as well as. the technologies being
examined under the SDI, could contribute to the NATO effort.

Q12: How have budget reductions affected the SDI program?
Will specific programs be terminated or drastically reduced?

Al12: Budget cutbacks are forcing reduction of some spe-
cific, and potentially promising, areas of SDI research.
Existing cuts have already added one to two years to the
time when an informed decision on the feasibility of stra-
tegic defenses can be made. Any further cuts would set back
even further our ability to make -- as promised -- an
informed decision on strategic defense in the early 1930's.

Q13: Do these foreign studies take away money that could be
better spent on laboratory research in the U.5.7

A13: No. These studies are needed in order to cmmplament:
existing and planned SDI research that has been programmed
since the beginning of the program. According to U.S. law,
SDI contracts may be let abroad if the work can be done more
effectively or at lower cost by foreign firms. I would also
note that for these theater architecture studies the Allied
firms involved are working in close cooperation with U.S.

firms.

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Q14: When will the-phase I studies be finished?

Al4: In July 1887

Q15: How will the phase II contractors be selected?

Al15: Phase II will be a competitive selection among those
awarded contracts in Phase I, so only the best will go for-
ward, as part of the SDI "horserace" procurements. The same
procedure was followed in our earlier strategic defense
architecture studies.

Q16: If these studies are separate from the NATD ATM
effort, why are you announcing the contracts during the DPC?

Al16: There is no direct relationship. At the time we first
requested proposals for these studies, we indicated that
awards would be made at the end of 1986. The Secretary was
pleased that he was in Europe at the time the awards were
made, so that he could announce there contracts of such
direct concern to our Allies,

17 Do these studies mean that private firms will have the
final say in the design of an eventual theater defense sys-
tem?

A17: No. These studies are designed to inform governmental
thinking on the subject. Eventual system design, develop-
ment and deployment decisions can be made only by govern-
ments.

Q18: How do these studies relate to the architecture
studies being conducted by the UK and Israeli MODs?

A18: The complex issues involved in defense system design
questions regquire a variety of inputs from a range of 3
sources. Thus we have awarded several contracts to private
firms for these theater architecture studies, just as we
did earlier for the strategic defense architecture studies.
In addition, we have awarded theater architecture study con-
tracts to the U.K. and Israeli MOD's: obviously Allied gov-
ernments bring special expertise to these issues. U.S. and

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SOUTH AFRICA: INTERNATIONAL SANCTIONS

SUMMARY

The Comprehensive Anti-Apartheid Act of 1986 (P.L. 99-
440) requires U.S. negotiations with the industrialized
democracies and South Africa”s other trading partners on
cooperation in imposing sanctions against South Africa.
This issue brief describes the sanctions imposed by other
countries, several multilateral organizations and, for
purposes of comparison, the United States.

U.S. sanctions are perhaps the most comprehensive
among the Western industrial natioms, with the possible
exception of Canada. The European Community countries,
however, have enacted a number of prohibitions and
restrictions, including a ban on new investment by European
companies, a prohibition of o0il exports and nuclear
cooperation, and a ban on imports of iron and steel. Japan
has also imposed several sanctions, and the Japanese
government has said that it will follow the lead of the
United States and Western Europe in making sanctions
policy. Many other countries have either enacted unilateral
sanctions or are enforcing sanctions imposed by
international organizations.

In short, prospects for U.S5. cooperation with other
countries on sanctions appear favorable. Efforts at
cooperation could be strained, however, by.the reluctance
of some countries to impose particular sanctions. West
Germany, for example, recently vetoed a European Community
ban on coal imports — a sanction that has been imposed by
the United States. Moreover, the effectiveness of
international cooperation could be reduced by the
willingness of some to cooperate in South African efforts

to circumvent sanctions.
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(3) Israel

Israel appears not to be one of
South Africa“s major trading part-
NEers. In 1935 according to pub-
lished data, Israel imported $175
million from South Africa, while
exports to South Africa were $§62
million. No data are available on
Israeli inveatment in South ﬁfrlca,
although it is assumed to be quite
small. Israeli businesses have
established economie relations with
some of the so-called independent
homelands, and Israelis reportedly
have been developing agricultural and
irrigation systems, providing doc-
tors, and contracting for the con-
struction of a hospital.

According to the London Fimancial
Times (Aug. 19, 1986), the published
statistics for Israeli—South African
trade greatly understate the real
trade relationship between the two

Mr. Chairman, I welcome the opportunity to appear today
before the Committee and to respond to your interest in the
policy foundation and the conduct of initiatives undertaken with
Iranian officials during my service in this administration. I
have been away from the city or out of the country for much of
the past three weeks. And without the benefit of thorough
reference to my records, my testimony today will rely almost
entirely on recollection. T will remain at the Committee's

stressing that our foremost interest was in a political dialogue.

Proceeding from that position, in the next three months,
negotiatlions took place between our friends and the Iranians

which culminated in two shipments of military equipment--cne in

By November, however, it seemed to me that the purpose of

the undertaking was not being fulfilled. We were not dealing .

with the Tranians directly at all and such dealings as were
taking place were being skewed toward the hostages alone.

arranged to take place on December 8, 1985 in London.

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In preparation for that meeting, a meeting was convened by
the President on December 7 to coneider the position we would ‘7{9

take.

The meeting took place in mid afternoon in London. I made
the two points as instructed. The Iranian interlocutor
acknowledged their willingness to engage in the exchanges on the
agenda proposed but stated that his ﬁﬁperiars could not afford to
take the risks under present circumstances. In order to do so,
they needed to be greatly strengthened through the provision of
arms, I acknowledged what he had said but made it emphatically
clear that we would have nothing to do with arms transfers. The /
meeting ended after about three hours and I returned to the .
United States. Within two days I debriefed the President and

other Cabinet officers, stating that I had carried out my

instructions and that there was no basis for carrying the matter

further. I then lcft the government assuming that the matrer was

closed. In my farewell call on the President, he asked whether he
could call on me for advice and help in the future; I said that

he could.

I had no involvement with whatever took place on this or any
other matter during the period January-April 1986, Even today, 1
have no detailed knowledge of such activities as may have taken

place. But in late April, Admiral Poindexter called and statad

summarily: that the President had approved resumption of the
dialogue; that a Finding had been approved by the President with

the concurrence of the Attorney General that authorized the

transfer of weapons; that certain undefined weapons already had.
been delivered; that an arrangement had bsen reached through
which all the hostages would be returned in connection with
certain additional transfers cf.éepair Farte; and that at that
point the Iranians had agreed to open political exchanges.

They dealt with pPolitical matters such as US
interests in the Fersian Gulf area, in the Middle East more
generally, D; disagreements with Iranian policies, the Us view of

While enroute to Iran I was given a summary briefing on how
the separate but related return of the hostages was to take
Place.

Upon our arrival, we were received and quartered in the
Eilton hotel; arrangements were made for talks to begin the next

day. 1In clcsed session I will be glad to give you a detailed
account of those talks which involved Tranian officials of high

influence.

But after three days, as anxious as the Iranians were for us
to stay, the fact was that they had shown a clear breach of faith
in not fulfilling their commitment to secure the release of the
Arerican hostages, While profeseing apology and beseeching us to
stay, they acknowledged that they did not have total centrol over

radical elements in Lebanon. We returned home. I debriefed the

President. Following that meeting, I assumed that no further

actions would be taken by the US government. This expresses my
knowledce of this matter with one exception,

While enroute to or returning from Iran, I was advised that

the US government had applied part of the proceeds from arms

transfers carried out in 1986, to support of the Contras. I

received no details. In context, I took it from the summary
reference that this action was a matter of approved policy

sanctioned by higher authority.

While the ongoing inguiries here in Washington over U,S, arms
sales to Iran seem to revolve around such questions as who authorized
sending - what ~to“whom,-where did it go, for how much, and who benefited
- Israel's role in this matter can best be understood by sticking to
basics.

Foremost is that 1Israeli and American interests in the Middle
East invariably (if not always precisely) coincide, making Israel our
nation's most valuable and trusted ally in the region. While Arabist
in our foreign policy establishment bemocan the damage to our relation-
ships with the so-called "moderate" Arab states - it is fair to ask,
what have Saugi Arabia, Jordan, -or, for that matter, Egypt - done for
us lately?

Israel, on the other hand, shares intelligence with the United
States, co-produces modern weapons systems, supports our country at
the U.N. and consistently does all the things a true and constant friend
is expected to do - and perhaps, in this case, even a bit more., There-
fore it should not have been surprising that Israel would cooperate
with the United States if a National Security Council official sought
its cooperation.

Beyond demonstrating friendship for the United States, Israel'’
own Eecretldealings with Iran also reveal a measure of prudence anp
foresight, It was prudent for Israel to seek to protect the 60,000
Jews still remaining in Iran. While their situation may not be as
precarious as that of the five American hostages now being held - it
certainly offered a compelling rationale for maintaining contacts
with elements within the Khomeini regime, The foresight shown was
in acknowledging the reality of the mortality of the 84 year-old Ayatol-
lah and preparing for the post-Khomeini era. The Iranian revolution
will undoubtedly undergo significant changes and turmoll - offering
opportunities for changes in relationships.

In Iran today there are three major forces with sufficient cohesion
which will be able to compete for power. There are Khomeini's religious
followers, foremost the mullahs and Revolutionary Guards, who themselves
are divided internally but whose brand of expansionist Moslem fundament-
alism represents a long-term threat to Israel. The second grouping
i8 the Iranian Communists with Soviet backing -‘aidad by Iran's 500

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mile northern border with Russia. A disciplined cadre, they will in=-

a3

variably seek to take advantage of the expected chaos and confusion.

The third force - and the,,ﬂne Israel sought to maintain links
with - ia what is left of Iran's professional officer corps. While
they cannot be expected to cmbrace Israel, their success relative to
the other two groups is definitely preferable from Israel's standpoint
- and that of the United States.

Another basic factor here is that almost every arms producing
nation has been selling arms to Iran openly or clandestinely. In fact,
two nations, France and the Soviet Union, have been doing a brisk busi—.
ness with both Iraq and Iran. Even Saudi Arabia, in keeping with its
long-standing practice of paying protection money to everyone has been
shipping oil c}rcuitnualy to Iran - ostensibly its hated enemy.

With a resolution of the Iran-Iraq war not in sight, Israel's
short term interests are still served by a continuation of this stalemate.
But by now, Irag's combat experience, and in particular the significant
improvement of the performance of its air force, could constitute a
grave threat to Israel in a future conflict. On the other hand, some
analysts contend an Iranian victory could lead to the spread of Moslem
fundamentialism across the Persian Gulf - not a pleasant prospect,
either. But what is a more immediate danger to Israel would be any

weakening of close U.S. - Israel ties as a result of the current imbrag‘.
It is still too early to know what the storm of protest here in Washing-
ton will produce. But hopefully, the basic strengths of the U.S.

- Israel relationship will overcome any of the negative fallout,

While angry legislators appear likely to
slash, or possibly end, aid to the Contras,
Israel so far appears unscithed despite
President Reapan's statement that the
11.8. ally played an active role in secretly
selling the arms to Iran and helped funnel
same of the proooode to the Contras (1
rael confirms its part in the arms sale to
Iran but denies emphatically it had any-
thing to do with the Contras.)

Take Sen. Larry Pressler, the South Da-
kota Republican, He supported aid for the
Contras Jast summer but now says he is so
angered vy tne white House's lack of can
dor that he won't vote for aid to the rebels
“for a long time." He has kinder words
for Israel, though: *'I've always known the
Israelis carried out secret operations for
us, ] think everyone knows they are our
closest allles."”

Israel and Congress

Isracl has long realized that its most
important constituency in Washington isn’t
the White House, but Congress, which ap-
proves §3 billion a year in American aid
grants to Israel that don't have to be re-
paid. Israeli officials have expressed con-
cern that this carefully nurtured relation-
ship could be damaged If Israel Is seen as

clreumventing Congress, which banned aid
to the Contras in 1984 and reopencd the
flow only last summer. The diversion of
money tw the Contras apparently vecunel
during the congressional ban.

“It's the adiministration that's supposed
to uphold American law, not foreign gov-
ernments,” says Rep.

Nick Rahall, a relatively
obscure West Virginia Democrat, Issued a
press release calling for a probe of Israel's
role in “alding the president and his cro-
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nies and flouting the will of Congress."” He
conceded, however, "“There will be eye:

Nick Rahall (D-wV) today called for the
appointment of a special prosecutor to inveati{gate ths Aéministration's
acticns in the ongoing controversy over arms salss to Iran., Rahal} Ty
eXpréssed his growing condern over the Administration's possible violations
of many arms export laws, as well as its olrcuwnventian of Congress,

"The time has come for an independent special prosscutor to be brought
in to untangle this web of intrigue woven by the Fresident and his aidas,"
Rahall said. "W€ oust also know what role the State of Israasl played in
alding the President, and/or his cronies, in flouting the will of Congress,
The Attorney General has tdentified Israsl @3 an accomplice to this filasce
and I believe that the American people have a right to know what is beling |
done with weapons built and paid for by their tax dollars."

Rahall noted that Iarael's involvement in irzs sales to Iran and other
countries has been a saurce of speculation since the U,8. broke off
relations with Iran in 1979 following the seizure of tha U,S. Embasay in
Iran and the taking of hostages thers. "The rumors, which for many years
have been unsubstantiated, seem to have been confirmed by the Attornay
General's findings," Rahall pointad cut, "I hope that hia revelations .
