Daar Colleague:

When 5. 960, the International Security and Deve lopment
Cooperation Act (the foreign aid bill), comes to the Senate
floor, we intend to offer an amendment which would ensure that
humani tarian assistance funds provided for the so-called West
Bank and Gaza Strip territories are available to all residents
of those areas, regardless of ethnic or religious origin.

The Administration has asked for $17 million (58 million
for the FY85 supplemental and $9 million for FY86) for the
pnrposa of improving living and capleymont condilicus ol Ll
residents of Judea, Semaria, and Gaza. Yet even though 50,000
of these residents ere Israeli citizens, the Administration has
chosen to limit its reqguest to benefit only residents of Pales-
tinian background. At the same time, the Department of State
has a second policy which uires Israsl tv agres that none
of the aid provided to Isrsel may be spent in the territories
added to Israeli administration after 1967.

There is no statutory basis for this second policy, yet
State Departmant cfficials rouvtinely include such a restrictive
clause in every aid agreement signed with Israel., Thus the ef-
fact of the two policies taken t ther ia to discriminate un-
fairly against Israsli citizens ving in the three territeries.

Ironically, much of the U.8. aid to Palestinian Arabs resi-
dent in Judes Samaria, and Gaza is provided through private volun-
tary organizations that channel funds to a number of groups that
support the goal of the Palestinian 'Liberation Organization in
destroying Israel. Although the work of these groups is osten-
sibly humanitarian--providing child care, health, and education,
for exanmple--the structure of the aid sets up a network of PLO
loyalists working to subvert Israel. While we would like to ses
better screening of such grants, we think the program should be
restructured by Congress at least . to reguire equity in distribution, .

Equity is important because the future of thege territories
is still open. President Reagan has repaatedly said that the
settlements of Israeli citizens in these areas are "not illegal.”
Yet the Btate Department persists in committing the United States
to the Palestinian cause without a Congressional mandate. Our
amendment shifts the positicn of the United States from a posture
that provides political benefits for one party in the dispute to

Commence text

The Yad Vashem memorial poses a guestion that has haunted
mankind since the beginning of time, and never more so
than after the Holocaust.

Can one stand amidst the proof of human suffering and
human evil in this place, and still hope? Can one look at
the sea of faces--faces of children, of mothers, fathers,
and grandparents, faces without hope, faces that were
destroyed, faces that are no more. Can one look into the
eyes of the victims of a hell made on earth by men and
gstill have the will and the courage to look ahead to
mankind's future?

Four decades have passed since the horror of the Holocaust
ended with the defeat of the Nazis. For four decades the
world has worked to restore itself, to begin again.
Mations have made war and made peace. Efforts to build a
better world have gone forward, sometimes successfully,
sometimes not. Older generations have passed on; new
generations have grown up; and for those new generations
living so far from this place forty years after the fact.
the memory of the evils recorded here may be distant,
perhaps fading.

But here, time has not passed--and never will. The ewvil
remembered here at Yad Vashem might as well have been
committed just a moment ago. Forty years or four hundred
years are but an instant in this place., For here, as
nowhere alse, the evil in man has been recorded in
excruciating fullneas. Here, time has no meaning, because
time cannot wash that evil away. Men and women may lead
their lives elsewhere and avert their eyes from this cold
and awful reality. But no one can walk through the
memorial and harbor the slightest doubt that mankind's
capacity for evil is unbounded?

Here we must look evil in the face. How then do we go

on? Miraculously, here there is also hope. For who has
erected this memorial? Not the perpetrators of evil, but
the conquerors of evil. Who preserves this memory? HNot

the enemies of the human spirit, but its defenders. Mot
the enemies of the Jews, but the Jews.

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The State of Israel is anxious for Jewish residents of the USSR who have
received emigration permits from the Soviet Union in order to settle

permanently in Israel, to reach Israel.

In order to ensure that they do in fact reach Israel, as there are as yet
no direct flights from the USSR to Israel, the Government of lsrael suggests

that Rumania be designated as the transit country.

The Immigration permits to Israel, which until now have been issued by the
Embassy of Holland in Moscow, would be issued by the Embassy of Israel in

Bucharest, when the repatriates reach that city.

In order to simplify the procedure the Government of [srael requests the
Government of the USSR to designate transit points which would permit an

easy passage to Rumania (for example, Ungheni ).

The Embassy of Holland in Moscow would stamp the visa of the repatriate with
a special seal, which would refer him to the Embassy of Rumania in Moscow,
where he would receive a transit visa, and tiereafter in Bucharest, an

Immigration permit to Israel.

By this procedure the repatriate would be required to call only at the

Embassies of Holland and Rumania in Moscow, and at no other embassy.

The Government of Israel will be grateful to the Government of the USSR for

its assistance in realizing this request.
