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DIPLOMACY AND THE SEARCH FOR PEACE IN THE MIDDLE EAST

The underlying foundation of American foreign policy is the pursuit of
peace. Not just the absence of hostilities, but a peace which allows for the
betterment of the human condition. We search for a just peace —— a degree of
orderliness in the world -- an enviromment in which differences can be dealt
with short of war and nations can develop in harmony. Priority in the
exercise of diplamatic initiative is given to those problems which threaten

peace.,

Diplamacy as an alternative to the use of force needs a base of national
strength, clearly defined objectives and public support. Without military,
economic and political strength, diplamacy will falter in a world of confron-
tation and campeting ideclogies. Without public support diplamacy cannot be

sustained any more than can the use of force.

Modern diplamacy is not the delicate representation of the views of one
sovereign to another. It reaches out into the wider realm of internmational
intercourse requiring representation of national interests at various levels,
and in various circles, that may or may not be geographically separated.
However convoluted that idea may sound, the worthwhile kernel is the emphasis
given to the need for diplamacy to be linked to recognized and accepted
national interests. In our democratic society that means diplamacy must
expect public and institutional review and gain public understanding and
acceptance. While the practice of diplamacy is constitutionally and

traditionally a function of the executive arm, it is also dependent on the




wider support deriving from legislative and popular understanding and

endorsement .

The importance Iof public understanding of diplomatic efforts has grown
to the point where "secret covenants, secretly arrived at" may still be
relevant but in the end there must be sufficient public knowledge. Public
suspicion of diplomatic effort and motive can and sometimes has weakened our
position. The public has a right to know, but the course of diplamacy is
eased and assured to the extent the public is confident that the elected and
appointed officials know what they are doing. If that exists, the necessity
for confidentiality at certain stages of negotiation is more readily
understood and accepted. Every move in the diplamatic chess game need not be
spelled cut in advance, but the cbjectives must be clear and the relevance to

our national purposes understood.

I do not wish to make this discourse simply a series of generalized
cbservations on the art of diplomacy. It would only turn out to be incom-
plete and non-specific. Instead I shall speak to a given problem which
concerns us all and has within it all the attributes that call for a concen-

tration of diplamatic effort.

As a general rule I would argue that diplamacy should be a first port of
call for any attempt to reach a peaceful solution to a critical problem in
international affairs. More specifically I believe there is no substitute

for active diplamacy in the search for peace in the Middle East.




The search for peace can be defined broadly to encampass any or all
conflicts in the region, or more narrowly to the problem of Arab - Israeli
relations. I will limit myself to the latter problem, that is to say how to
bring about a situation in which Israel and its neighbors can live together
under mutually satisfactory conditions without the constant threat of
conflict. In such circumstances each nation can turn its attention to

improving the condition of its people in harmony with its neighbors.

Of course the problems are camplex and the issues difficult of treat-
ment. The search must go on, with the understanding that it will be a long
road. Undoubtedly there will be disappointments and even what appear to be
failures. We cannot expect to go from the state of confrontation that exists
in varying degrees, to the ultimate condition of a just, durable and campre-
hensive peace -- however defined. There may be need for intermediate steps,
and there will be need for transitional arrangements so that people and

nations adjust to living together.

Past efforts to find the path to peace have created a useful foundation
which remains available to aid in revitalizing the process. Most significant
in this regard are United Nations Security Council Resolutions 242 and 338,
the Camp David Accords and their aftermath in the Israeli-Egyptian Peace
Treaty, the Arab Summit declaration at Fez in 1982 and the Reagan initiative
of September 1, 1982. In recent months, there has been an Arab effort, led
by King Hussein and involving Eqypt and the PLO to find a way to negotiations

with political support in the Arab world.




The peace process involves form and substance. As usual in diplomatic
endeavors, form is directly linked to substance. Whether negotiations are
bilateral or multi-lateral, under whose auspices they may be held with what
representation, and where, are questions involving differing attitudes toward
the issues. Obviously these are questions to be resolved by prior agreement
before direct negotiations can begin. The pitfall to avoid in such a case is
allowing preliminary efforts to lead to a plethora of pre-conditicns on

issues which are better left to treatment within a comprehensive agenda.

The items on such an agenda are well-known. In broad terms, the issues
to be dealt with in the search for peace between Israel and its neighbors
concern recognition, security, land and the fate of the Arab Palestinians.
More specifically, the right of Israel to exist within secure and recognized
borders needs acceptance fram the Arabs. The concept of land for peace with
respect to the occupied territories remains as valid today as when it was
foreshadowed in Resolution 242 and applied at Camp David. How to satisfy the
legitimate rights of the Palestinians in a framework that supports the
prospects for a durable peace will require flexibility and imagination on all
sides. The sharply divergent views regarding Jerusalem remain, and the Camp
David campramise which leaves it for later discussion remains valid. The
need for, and the nature of, a transition period with regard to
administration of occupied territories was alsc foreseen at Camp David and
remains a workable idea. Questions of sovereignty and ultimate disposition
of occupied territories will inevitably call for imaginative campramise and

careful timing. Most of all it will call for courageocus decisions.




The views set forth in President Reagan's initiative of September 1,
1982, provide a pramising framework for the next phase in the search for
peace. The President's purpose was and is to bring about an early
negotiation involving Israel, Jordan, Palestinian representatives, Eqypt, and
the United States. Consistent with the Camp David accords, the idea is to
carry the search for peace further by bringing Jordanian and Palestinian
representatives into the process. This does not require that either of them
declare adherence to the Camp David Accords. The reality of what was
accamplished at Camp David is neither diminished nor ignored as a result, and
the Reagan initiative is a valid sequel. Syrian rejection of the Reagan
initiative at this time may require that Israeli-Syrian problems and peace on
that front will need to be negotiated at a later stage.

To, increase the acceptability of his initiative on both sides, the

President outlined certain positions which the United States supports:

—=Full autonomy over their own affairs for the Palestinian inhabitants of the

West Bank and Gaza during a transiticnal period.

—-A transition period of up to five years after which a final outcome can be
freely and fairly negotiated. The peaceful transfer of authority must not

interfere with Israel's security requirements.

-—An end to the use of land for additional Israeli settlements in the West

Bank and Gaza during the transition pericd. (The President also urged an

immediate freeze in settlements.).




--Neither an independent Palestinian state in the West Bank and Gaza nor

annexation or permanent control by Israel.

—The final status of these lands in the view of the United States should

entail self-goverrment by the Palestinians of the West Bank and Gaza in

association with Jordan.

--In return for peace the withdrawal provision of Resolution 242 applies on
all fronts. In negotiation the extent to which Israel should be asked to
give up territory should be heavily affected by the extent of true peace and

normalization and the security arrangements offered in return.

-=Jerusalem is to remain undivided but its final status should be decided
through negotiation.

Not everything proposed by the President has been accepted by all the
parties involved. It would be too much to expect that to happen. But there
is no doubt that linked to past achievements and given the circumstances
weighing on both cides, the Reagan initiative remains a valid basis for
continuing American efforts to revitalize the peace process. This has been
reaffirmed most recently by Secretary Shultz and underlies the visits to the
region by Assistant Secretary Murphy. Those who seek to paint the
President's proposals as either dead or moribund are ill-informed or
ill-intentioned. The issues addressed by the President in 1982 are the
issues that must be dealt with now or later. Not all of the questions that
may came up in negotiations are answered. Variations on proposed solutions

to recognized problems may emerge in negotiation.
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What our diplamacy must achieve in the first instance is to bring the
parties to the table with the clear understanding that the agenda is open.
Negotiation implies campramise. A lasting agreement must meet the minimal
requirements of the parties. Just what degree of compromise is possible and
by which party is the subject of negotiation. It would be a strange
negotiation indeed if the degree of campromise possible were to be known in
advance., On the other hand, to attract reluctant adversaries to meet, it is
useful to have at least some indication of what might be possible to achieve.

That has been a signal attribute of the Reagan initiative.

The deterioration of the situation in Lebanon in the period following
the presentation of the President's initiative and the political developments
that needed to run their course in Israel and among same of the Arab parties,

worked against a move to the negotiating table.

That is no longer necessarily the case. Israel's withdrawal from
Lebanon is in the offing. The Peres leadership of the national unity
government in Israel is generally locked upon as improving the chances for
flexibility in dealing with the issues in accordance with traditional Labor
Party views. The prospect of better relations between Israel and Egypt also
improves the possibilities. The renewed interest in Egypt and Jordan in
moving to the table and the efforts of President Mubarak and King Hussein to
find a way to engage Palestinians in the process are helpful, although not
yet successful. The interest in negotiation that is evident within the PLO
led by Yasser Arafat is offset by the continuing reluctance on the part of
the leadership to take practical positions on such issues as Palestinian

representation at the table.




The impasse created by PLO insistence to be recognized as the
representative of the Palestinians and play a direct role in the negotiations
is unfortunate. There is roam for constructive ambiguity in this regard.

The PLO need not renounce its claim to be the sole legitimate representative
of the Palestinian people. It just needs to assure itself that the
Palestinian representatives at the table are valid interlocutors from the
Palestinian pn-int of view. The possibility of finding Palestinian
representatives fram the West Bank and Gaza who are not blatantly identified
with the PLO or its excesses, has long been viewed as the way out of this
impasse. That alternative was even envisaged in the Camp David Accords. It
is also true that Palestinian representation that is not acceptable to the
PIO is equally impractical. Nor can it be expected that King Hussein, as
courageous as he has been, will be able to go to the table and deal with the
issues involved without Palestinian support including the acquiescence of the
PLO. It is also a reality in the present circumstances that no Israeli
goverrment can agree to sit down with the PLO and remain in office. The
burden of the past actions and policies that represent the PLO in Israeli
thinking is too great for such a move. Itm_uldnot, however, take too much

imegination to find a way around the inflexibility on both sides.

In addition to the demand for recognition as the sole, legitimate
representative of the Palestinian people, the PLO has been insisting on the
right of Palestinians to self-determination. Obviously, in purely
philosophical terms the right to self-determination can not be denied. It is
part of the American historical political tradition. However, in the context
of the Middle East peace process, the words have come to mean the

establishment of an independent Palestinian state in the West Bank and Gaza.




In the present circumstances and in the light of the PIO position and actions
in recent vears regarding Israel, this is not an immediate prospect.

Although the right to self-determination as a concept is undeniable, the
exercise of self-determination through an independent Palestinian state is
not practical at the present time. It is totally unacceptable to Israel, and
it is questionable whether such a state is possible to establish now. 2An
independent Palestinian state is not necessarily the only way to exercise the
right of self determination. The proposal by the United States for the West

Bank and Gaza to be associated with Jordan is a way to overcome the impasse

on this question. The concept of self-determination can be incorporated in
the nature of the association of a Palestinian hameland with Jordan. The
elections and popular referendum ocutlined in the Camp David Accords are an
exercise in self-determinaticn. As for the consequences for the security of
Israel, it is readily conceivable that conditions and arrangements could be
agreed upon which would meet Israeli needs. Safeguards during and after the
proposed transition period, as well as the practical results that can be
expected from the two peoples living in peace, further reduce the possible

threat to Israeli security.

The negative attitude of some Arab states is a major factor working
against a revitalized peace process as envisaged in the Reagan initiative.
The most significant example is the case of Syria which has denigrated the
President's proposals, and threatens to work actively against moves to the
table in that context. Nevertheless, Syria remains a party to the
Arab-Israeli conflict and the Syrian Golan Heights are subject to negotiation
based on U.N. Resclutions 242 and 338. Rejectionism, terrorist actions and

fundamentalist inflexibility are disturbing to say the least. They add to




the problem of representation and increase the pressure on those Arabs

willing to find ways to campramise in the interest of peace.

Despite these important ahstacies there is enough chance of success and
sufficient willingness among moderate Arabs and Israelis to find a way to
negotiation, to call for active diplamacy on the part of all those who seek a
just and durable peace. Such diplamacy should include maintaining as much
dialogue as possible with those Arab natiocns that reject the initiative. The
prospect of peace and willingness to seek mutually acceptable sclutions to

seemingly inscluable differences must be kept alive.

The United States has historically and traditionally played a unique
role in the peace process. Our interests in the region are important and
long-standing. In addition to our unshakable cammitment to the existence and
security of the State of Israel, these include the importance of the region
as a crossroads; our need and the even more vital need of our allies and
friends for free access to the oil resources of the area; and the place the
region occupies in the glcobal campetition with the Soviet Union for presence
and influence. Finally, we have an interest in nurturing the cooperative
relations we enjoy with a number of countries in the region, in particular

Egypt, Jordan, and Saudi Arabia.

The responsible role we have played in the Middle East stems in part
fram ocur acceptability to both sides in the Arab-Israeli dispute. The
Israelis know the strength of our cammitment to them, the moderate Arabs lock
to us for support and all the Arabs recognize the United States as the nation

with the most influence on Israeli views. In all of these

=10=-
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inter-relationships, there is an intermal political dimension at work which
mist be taken into account. This applies to internal political influences
that bear upon AZmerican policy, the political elements which divide opiniaon
within Israel, and the political pressures within the Arab world that place
burdens on those ready to end the confrontation with Israel. Each of the
parties needs to find in the benefits of peace a reason to hold off the
pressures that produce inflexibility.

The opportunity to revitalize the peace process in the immediate future

should be seized. If we do not succeed, the relatively favorable

circumstances of the present may change for the worse. Any crisis that may

arise in an area where crises are endemic will threaten the search for peace.
Incidents which involve viclence and threaten escalation into wider

hostilities throw a damper on efforts to resolve differences by peaceful

dialogue. To the extent that we do not actively pursue our objectives on the

basis of our own proposals, we leave the field open to less useful ideas from

those with c:ppc.sing interests and cbjectives. If we are not willing to

devote curselves fully to the search for peace we will disappoint those who

exercise moderating influence in a turbulent region. They are the voices, in .
Israel and among the moderate Arabs, who call upon us to stimulate the search

for peace.

The United States needs to maintain its role of catalyst when it takes
our push to overcome diplomatic inertia. We need to be ready as participant,
mediator, intermediary and innovator, as needed. It is quite likely that at
one time or another in the peace process we will be called upon to be all of

these things. The role of the mediator, the intermediary, the go-between, is




traditionally understood and appreciated in al the cultures of the Middle
East. Subtlety, ambiguity, compramise, and resolution of differences through

negotiation, by arrangements or by agreement, are a way of life,

Progress toward a just and durable peace in the Middle East calls for a
hands-cn approach by the United States. Any expectation that we can avoid
deep and constant involvement in the process is unwarranted by the history
and reality of events and circumstances since 1948. No one else can play the
role as effectively as we can. Whatever risks are entailed, the stakes call
for a degree of responsibility for the evolution of the peace process that we

might prefer to avoid but cannot shirk.

To this task we need to bring our inherent feel for what is just.
Theodore Roosevelt once said that if he had to choose between peace and
rightecusness, he would choose rightecusness. That was not an expression of
preference for the use of force; it was a call to do the right thing. I do
not doubt ocur ability to find the right thing to do in the ideals and values
which make us what we are as a nation. As we do so, public understanding and
support will follow the diplomacy which worked its way through the maze of

issues and the variocus interests that are at stake in the search for peace.

SEC. - (a) The foreign military sales financing authorized by this Act

That
total represents reductions of $325,270,200 from the total in the
Committee amendment, $516,378,000 below the Administration's
request, and in light of the pressing need for austerity across
the board, a §50,000,700 reduction from the FY 1985 total
appropriation level. The substitute restores a very modest amount
of the excessive cuts to the FMS and MAP accounts made by the
Committee amendment. However, the substitute only brings the MAP
account to the FY B85 level. After taking account of the $525 .
million added to the FMS account for forgiven credits to Israel
and Egypt, the substitute stil]l restores the FMS account only to a
level which is $1,086,000 below the FY 85 level.

As in the Committee amendment the substitute covers two

fiscal years (FY 1986 and 1987), straight-lining the authorization
levels in the second year.

Title 1 - Military Sales and Related Programs

- The substitute authorizes $6,361,735,000 in military
assistance for each of the fiscal years 1986 and 1987. Overall,
this represents an increase of $80,464,000 over the Committee
recommendation of $6,281,271,000. The substitute provides for the
same level of funding for IMET, Peacekeeping Operations, and
concessional FMS financing as the Committee bill. As for overall
FMS financing, the substitute provides for an increase of
$36,364,000 over the Committee recommendation. Although the .
substitute provides for a grant MAP increase of 544,100,000 over
the Committee bill the grant MAP account in the substitute is at
the FY 85 CR level. Like the Committee bill, the substitute does
not provide any money for the Guaranty Reserve.

- The substitute maintains military assistance earmarks for
ITsrael and Egypt while making available the same amounts of
military assistance for Egypt and Israel, including the Lavi
combat aircraft program, as the Committee bill.

- Like the Committee recommendation, the substitute
stipulates that Greece shall receive the same proportion of
concessional FMS credits as does Turkey. The substitute also
provides for an exact 7:10 ratio of military assistance for Greece

and Turkey. X
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- The substitute also removes Committee bill restrictions
regarding the use of MAP and FMS financing for the Philippines.

~ The substitute, with one exception, is identical to the
Committee bill in relation to provisions affecting the management
of security assistance programs. The substitute, among other
things, provides for full costing of FMS saleg of training and
IMET programs, limitations on the Special Defense Acquisition
Fund, and security assistance surveys subject to certain
requirements. The substitute does differ from the Committee bill
in relation to the Quarterly Reports on U.S. Military Advisors
Abroad. The Committee recommended that the Administration provide
an estimate of the number of U.S. military personnel, the number
of U.S. Government civilian personnel, and the number of U.8s.
civilian contract personnel who were in each foreign country at
the end of that quarter as well as the number of members of each
such category who were in each country at any time during that
quarter. The substitute also provides for an estimate of the
members of each such category who were in each foreign country at
the end of that qguarter. However, the substitute strikes the .
reporting requirement on the number of members of each such
category of personnel who were in each foreign country at any time

during that quarter and replaces that reporting requirement with
the number of members of each such category of personnel who were
in each country in Central America for lernger than 29 days.

- Like the Committee bill, the substitute maintains the
certification language concerning AWACS scold to Saudi Arabia while

providing for cooperative agreements on air defense in Central
Europe.

-~ Unlike the Committee recommendation, the substitute inserts
sense of Conyress language on FMS sales to Jordan from the FY 85
CR.

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Title 1T - Economic Support Fund (ESF)

- The substitute would authorize $3,830,400,000 for ESF for each
of fiscal years 1986 and 1987, in contrast to the Committee amendment
which would authorize $3,900,400,000 for each of those years. The
level in the substitute is $70,000,000 less, but $50,000,000 in the
ESF account which would have been transferred to a tied aid credit
program under another act in the Committee amendment would be freed
for regular ESF uses by the substitute's deletion of the Committee's
transfer provision {original Section 203).

- The levels, earmarkings, terms, and policy language for ESF for
Israel and Egypt are the same {including the 51.5 billion FY B85
supplemental for Israel) with one technical change in the substitute
to make clear that the President will have the intended 30 days to
disburse Israel's total ESF assistance in the event the bill is not
enacted until after the beginning of fiscal year 1986,

- The provision of the Committee amendment for $5 million ESF to
Thailand for military and other aid to non-communist Cambodian .
recsistance forces is moved to Title XI in the substitute and modified
Lo permit any military portion of the $5 million to be taken from the
military assistance (MAP) account and to give the President
flexibility to provide aid directly to the non-communist resistance or
through some intermediary.

- The substitute removes the earmarks on ESF for the Philippines
and Lebanon.

- The other provisions are the same in both versions of the text.

Title 111 - Development Assistance

- The substitute would authorize $760,551,000 for the
Agriculture, Rural Development, Nutrition account for each of the
fiscal years 1986 and 1987. The amount is $5,000,000 over the FY 85

appropriation and $31,801,000 below the Committee recommended level .
and the Administration request.

- The substitute would authorize $250,017,000 for population
programs for each of the fiscal years 1986 and 1987, which is the same
as the President's reqguest and $69,983,000 less than the Committee
recommended. The substitute would authorize $146,427,000 for health
account programs, the same as the President's request, and $76,711,000
less than the Committee recommended.

- The substitute deletes restrictive earmarks mandating that 16%
of the population funds be contributed to the United Nations Fund for
Population Activities (UNFPA), and mandating that 50% of funds
appropriated in excess of $250 million be used for centrally funded
programs.

-~ The substitute deletes policy language mandating that
international organizations and non-governmental organizations be
accorded the same status as sovereign national governments with regard
to eligibility for U.5. population assistance funds.

Title 1V - Other Foreign Assistance Act Programs

- The substitute would authorize $30,000,000 for each of the
fiscal years 1986 and 1987 for the American Schools and Hospitals
Abroad (ASHA) program. That level is the same as the EY B5S
appropriation and $10,000,000 less than the Committee recommended.

- The substitute would authorize $212,454,000 for voluntary
contributions to international organizations and programs for each of |
the fiscal years 1986 and 1987, which level is $16,243,000 more than .
the President requested and $72,450,000 less than the Committee
amendment. The substitute deleted the lengthy list of earmarks except
for two, a $53,500,000 earmark for UNICEF (the same as the FY 85 level
and $1,500,000 below the Committee earmark), and the $343,000 earmark
for the U.N. Trust Pund for South Africa (the same as in the Committee
text). The substitute also retains the restriction on a U.S.
contribution teo the International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA) unless
the Secretary of State determines that Israel is not being denied its
right to participate in the Agency.

- The substitute would authorize $20,000,000 for each of the
fiscal years 19B6 and 1987 for the Trade and Development Program
(TDP), the same as the President's reguest and $1,000,000 below the

Committee amendment.
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- The substitute would authorize $387,000,000 for each of the
fiscal years 1986 and 1987 for the operating expenses of the Agency
for International Development (AID), the same as the President's
request and $4,533,000 less than the Committee proposed.

- The remaining provisions are the same in both versions of the
legislation.

Title V - International Narcotics Control

- This title in the substitute is identical to the Committee
version with two exceptions, which are described below.

- The substitute would authorize 550,344,000 for each of the
fiscal years 1986 and 1987 for the international narcotics control
program, That level is $127,000 above the FY 85 level and $7,185,000
below the Committee's recommeéndation.

- The only other change in this title is a modification making .
Section 514, recgarding negotiations on a bilateral narcotics agreement
with Brazil, express the sense of Congress rather than retain the
rigid Committee language which suffers from constitutionality problems
arising from the separation of powers doctrine and Article II of the
Constitution.

Title VI - United States Scholarship Program For Developing Countries

- Title VI of the substitute is identical to that title of the
Committee text.

Title V1I - Latin América and the Caribbean

- The substitute modifies the Committee's original language
(Section 701(c)) on U.S. policy concerning Central America to add to
the interests which U.S. policy should be designed to support to .
include the following: reform in tax systems, encouragement of
private enterprise and individual initiatives, creation of favorable
investment climates, curbing corruption where it exists, and spurring
balanced trade.

- The substitute changes the Committee amendments unduly rigid
and counterproductive certification language on aid to the democratic-
elected Government of El Salvador to more constructive and informative
reporting language covering the same matters, with the exception of
deleting a provision singling out only prosecutions of persons
responsible for the Las Hojas massacre with no reference to
prosecutions of perpetrators of any other acts of unlawful violence,

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- The substitute modifies slightly the overly broad Committee
language prohibiting use of funds authorized in the bill for military
or paramilitary operations in Nicaragua to delete language which might
otherwise be construed to require a cut-off of U.S., assistance to a
country such as Honduras or Costa Rica even in a case where either
were openly invaded by Nicaraguan armed forces, and tactical military
necessity required self defense actions to repel such an invasion
which included a counter attack or inlerdiction by Honduran or Costa
Rican defense forces across the border.

- The substitute makes a conforming amendment in the section on
refugees in Honduras (Section 705). It merely adds the International
Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC) and the Intergovernmental Committee
for Migration to the United Nations High Commissioner on Refugees
(UNHCR) as eligible implementing agencies for U.5. funds for voluntary
repatriation activities for Salvadoran refugees in Honduras.

- The substitute modifies the Committee language in Section 707
concerning conditions on military aid and sales to Paraguay to require
emphasis on Paraguay's cooperation not only in determining the .
whereabouts of the Nazi war criminal Joseph Mengele, but also
cooperation in bringing him to justice. The substitute also
conditions such assistance on the firm and practical requirement that
the Government of Paraquay having made demonstrated progress in ending
torture and abuse of individuals held in detention by military and
security forces and instituted procedures to ensure that those
arrested are promptly charged and brought to trial.

- The substitute modifies the Committee provision (Section 714)
on the proposed Central American Development Organization (CADO) to
delete the language giving this proposed international organizaticn an 5
absolute veto on the disbursement of 25% of 1.5, bilateral eccnomic
assistance to Central American countries and substitutes lanquage
calling for the U.S. to follow CADO's recommendations, to the maximum
extent practicable, and withhold disbursement of 25% of our bilateral
economic aid until CADO has made its final recommendations (prior to
the fourth quarter of each fiscal year). The substitute provides that
the President should encourage other donors to do likewise.

- The substitute incorporates the language enacted in the FY 85 .
CR on limiting the introduction of U.S5. armed forces into or over
Central American countries for combat in lieu of the Committee
language which undercuts the War Powers Resolution and U.S. treaty
obligations and raises guestions as to its constitutiopality.

- The substitute deletes the Committee amendment's Section 717
regquiring a Presidential report on the feasibility of and
recommendations on how to expand emplcyee stock ownership plans in
Central America and the Caribbean.

- The provision of the Committee amendment reguesting the 1
creation of a new International Advisory Commission for the Caribbean
(original Section 718) is retained with minor amendments to make the
Janguage counsistently permissive throughout.

R
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- The substitute makes a slight change in the provision regarding
facilitating international commerce through Mexico to express the
sense of the Congress that the Secretary of State should initiate
negotiations with Mexico on that issue in lieu of the Committee
language legislatively mandating the commencement negotiations, one

aspect of foreign policy allocated to the Executive Branch by the
Constitution.

- The remaining provisions are the same in both versions of the
legislation.

Title VIII - Africa

- The substitute adds clarifying language to Section 802(b) to
make clear that our policy against U.S5. education and training aid
going to proyrams conducted by or through organizations in South
Africa financed or controlled by the South African government is not
intended to prohibit individual students getting U.S. funded .
scholarships from receiving such aid sclely because they freely choose
to attend a South African-supported university.

- The substitute removes the specific 50 percent earmark on human
rights funds for South Africa and requires the President to use "a
significant proportion® of the funds for various enumerated human
rights activities. The substitute also deletes the requirement that
the U.S. use this bhilateral aid for "direct" legal aid to political
detainees and prisoners in favor of requiring aid to be used for the
benefit of such individuals and their families indirectly through
appropriate human rights organizations. Funds are earmarked in Title
1V of the substitute for the U.N. Trust Fund on South Africa which
does fund direct legal aid and, as an international organization,
rather than an individual foreign sovereign nation, is a more
appropriate provider of such legal aid.

- The substitute deletes the 54,000,000 ceiling on MAP and the
prohibition on FMS financing for Zaire in the Committee amendment. .

- The substitute would authorize $80,500,000 for each of the
fiscal years 1986 and 1987 for the Sahel Development Program, a

reduction of $14,000,000 from the Committee amendment to reach the
level of the President's request,

- The substitute would authorize $1,000,000 for the African
Development Foundation for each of the fiscal years 1986 and 1987,

That is the same level as the FY 85 appropriation and §$3,000,000 below
the Committee recommendation.

Title 1X - Food and Agricultural Assistance

- The provisions of Title IX in the substitute are identical to

those in the Committee amendment.
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Title X - Peace Corps

- The substitute would authorize $124,400,000 for each of the
fiscal years 1986 and 1987 for the Peace Corps. That is the same

lJevel as the President's request and $11,700,000 less than the
Committee proposed,

- The other provisions of this title are the same in both the
substitute and the Committee text.

Title XI - Other Policy Provisions Relating to United States
Assistance

- The provisions in this title of the substitute are the same as
those in Title XTI of the Committee amendment except that the provision
providing for $5,000,000 for the non-communist resistance forces in
Cambodia has been moved to this title from Title 11 of the Committee
amendment. This was done because Title II deals only with ESF, and
the substitute permits all or part of the funds to be taken from the
MAP account for military assistance which might be needed by the
resistance rather than setting the precedent as in the Committee

amendment of using ESF for military aid, a vse of ESF otherwise long
prohibited by law.
