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The Jerusalem Controversy: .

Fact and Fiction . 3 / ?

The move of 150 Jewish settlers into a hospice in Jerusalem’s E;lﬂrhﬁnn quarter
during Holy Week has understandably prompted criticism about présendng |
coexistence among the city's.divergent religious groups. Frovocative as the action was,
it does not justify the exaggerated responses and condemnations from the media and
church community.

Regrettable as it may have been, the settlers’ action in no way violated Christian
freedom of worship. They moved into a residential building, not a holy site or a place
of worship. There was no interference with Christian access to the Sepulcher or with
any religlous rite and this year's Easter ceremonies occurred undisturbed with a
record number of Christian pilgrims.

At issue is not the violation of religious rights. Yet, for the most part, news
reports have been blatantly distorted and selective in this regard. The widely-
published photograph of a nun praying in front of the closed Holy Sepulcher
insinuated that the Israelis were denying Christians their religious freedom.

The reaction of some church leaders has also been outrageously
disproportionate to the act itself. The Holy Sepulcher and other Christian shrines
were closed as a sign of protest, despite the fact that there was no religious
infringement and that the Israeli Supreme Court had evicted all but 20 settlers. The
Latin Patriarchate of Jerusalem and the World Council of Churches issued statements
of alarm about the perceived dangers confronting Jerusalem's Christian population.

Too often forgotten is Jordan's destruction of the Jewish quarter and
desecration of Jewish holy places when it controlled the Old City between 1948 and
1967, Jews were denied access to the Western Wall and to religious, cultural and

(more)
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educational sites on the Mount of Olives and Mount Scopus and the Jordanians also
embarked on a campeign of mass desecration of gynagogues, schools and cemeterjes.

Is the issue solely concern for religious freedom or for some, also one of
political exploitation? Unsurprisingly, Palestinian activists took an active role in the
rioting which occurred. The intifada leadership called for a gengral strike to protest
the Jewish presence in the Christian quarter and the PLO took the matter to the
United Nations. Arab League spokesman Clovis Maksoud accused Israel of directing
Soviet immigrants to the quarter in order to displace Palestinians.

Indeed, church officials in lsrael and the territories have acknowledged strong
Muslim pressure to become involved in the Palestinian wprising. Fear of reprisal

prevents Christian protest of the widespread Muslim buying of church-owned Y

property in the Christian quarter.

Israel’s action was wrong but it did not merit the vicious allegations of
endangering the rights and lives of Jerusalem’s Christian population. Under Israck
sovereignty, the Old City has flourished as a mosaic of religious and ethnic diversity

and freedom. The incident represents a single transgression in Israel’s long record of
preserving religious harmony in Jerusalem. One must unfortunately conclude that

those seeking to escalate lsraeli-Palestinian tensions have used the delicate religious
balance in the Holy City for less than holy objectives.
