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IRAQI PULLOUT MUST REMAIN GOAL OF WORLD COMMUNITY
(Text: Baker-Bessmertnykh statement Jan. 29)

Washington -- Secretary of State Baker and Soviet Foreign Minister
Bessmertnykh continue to believe that a cessation of hostilities
in the Persian Gulf region "would be possible if Irag would make
an unequivocal commitment to withdraw from Kuwait."

A joint statement by the two officials released January 29 also
said they agreed that Iraq's withdrawal from Kuwait "must remain
the goal of the international community."

Both ministers agreed "that in the aftermath of the crisis in the
Persian Gulf, mutual U.S.-Soviet efforts to promote Arab-Israeli
peace and regional stability, in consultation with other parties
in the region, will be greatly facilitated and enhanced," the
statement said. "The two ministers are confident that the United
States and the Soviet Union...can make a substantial contribution

to the achievement of a comprehensive settlement in the Middle
East."

Following is the text of the statement released by the State
Department after the officials conferred in Washington January 29:

In the course of the discussions held in Washington on January
26-29, 1991, USSR Minister of Foreign Affairs Alexander
Bessmertnykh and U.S5. Secretary of State James Baker devoted
considerable attention to the situation in the Persian Gulf.

The ministers reiterated the commitment of their countries to the
U.N. Security Council resolutions adopted in connection with
Irag's aggression against Kuwait. They expressed regret that
numerous efforts of the United Nations, other international
organizations, individual countries, and envoys were all rebuffed
by Irag. The military actions authorized by the United Mations
have been provoked by the refusal of the Iragi leadership to

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comply with the clear and lawful demands of the international
community for withdrawal from Kuwait.

Secretary of State Baker emphasized that the United States and its
coalition partners are seeking the liberation of Kuwait, not the
destruction of Irag. He stressed that the United states has no
quarrel with the people of Iragq, and poses no threat to Iragq's
territorial integrity. Secretary Baker reiterated that the United
States is doing its utmost to avoid casualties among the civilian
population, and is not interested in expanding the conflict.
Minister of Foreign Affairs Bessmertnykh took note of the American
position and agreed that Irag's withdrawal from Kuwait must remain
the goal of the international community. Both sides believe that
everything possible should be done to avoid further escalation of
the war and expansion of its scale.

The ministers continue to believe that a cessation of hostilities
would be possible if Irag would make an unequivocal commitment to
withdraw from Kuwait. They also believe that such a commitment
must be backed by immediate, concrete steps leading to full
compliance with the Security Council resolutions.

The Iraqi leadership has to respect the will of the international
community. By doing so, it has it within its power to stop the
violence and bloodshed.

The ministers agreed that establishing enduring stability and
peace in the region after the conflict, on the basis of effective
security arrangements, will be a high priority of our two
governments. Working to reduce the risk of war and miscalculation
will be essential, particularly because a spiralling arms race in
this volatile region can only generate dreater violence and
extremism, 1In addition, dealing with the causes of instability
and the sources of conflict, including the Arab-Israeli conflict,
will be especially important. Indeed, both ministers agreed that
without a meaningful peace process -- one which promotes a just
peace, security, and real reconciliation for Israel, Arab states,
and Palestinians -- it will not be possible to deal with the
sources of conflict and instability in the region. Both
ministers, therefore, agreed that in the aftermath of the crisis
in the Persian Gulf, mutual U.S.-Soviet efforts to promote
Arab-Israeli peace and regional stability, in consultation with
other parties in the region, will be greatly facilitated and
enhanced.

The two ministers are confident that the United States and the
Soviet Union, as demonstrated in various other regional conflicts,
can make a substantial contribution to the the achievement of a
comprehensive settlement in the Middle East.

KISSINGER DISCUSSES CHANCES FOR PEACE IN MIDDLE EAST (530)
(Excerpts: Former Sec. of S5tate in interview)

Washington -- Former Secretary of State Henry Hissinger, in an
interview scheduled for viewing January 28 on John MclLaughlin's
television news program, "One an Oney " touched briefly on Middle East
issues, among them, chances for peace in the region, and U.5. aid to
Israesl.

The following is a transcript of his excerpted remarks:

{BEGIN EXCERPTS

MR. MCLAUGHLIM: Dr. Kissinger, althouah we are drawn to the
events of Eastern Europe and the Soviet Union, there are many other
areas of concern Toar the United States.

Many in the Middle East fear that they are no closer to peace
than they were since the 1978 Camp David acecord. Next month, .
Micaragua is scheduled to hold national elections allowing for
opposition parties,. Angd Japan will becoms the economic superpowsr of
the 1990s.

Do you think that the Middle East is any closer to peace than it
was in 19787 Qr was that the high-water mark?

MR. KISSIMNGER: If you mean by "peace" some sort of agreement
after which you can say there are no further tensions, I think we're
not significantly closer. IT you mean by "peace" some agreement @ases
immadiate tensions and gives us some breathing space, I think we have
a good chance for that.

ME. MCLAUGHLIN: You do?

MR. KISSINGER: Yes.

MR. MCLAUGHLIN: Do vou think that having elections on the West
Bank, as has been proposed by Yitzhak Shamir, is a good ideas, and that

So vou support the
dialogus?

MR. KISSINGER: I don't second-guess thatlt it --

MR. MCLAUGHLIN: And vou support the dialogue.

MR. HISSINGER: Yes.

MR. MCLALGHLIN: Do you support Robert Dole's recent call for a
reduction in aid to Israel and to the four other countries that

MR. KISSINGER: Well, I support --

Bush announced his intention to nominate Congressman Edward
Madigan from lllinois to be Secretary ot Agriculture, He would
replace Clavton Yeutters who has been named chairman of the
Fepublican MNational Committee,

In 2 question and answer session following the announcement;
the president discussed J.5.-Soviet relations: the Baltic
situations and issues related to the Persian Gulf cantlict.

Following is the transcript of the news briefing:

House members passed House Concurrent Resoclution 41 condemning
Irag’s SCUD missile terrorist attacks on Israel and spplauding
the lsraeli sovernment’s policy of restraint in not responding
to the attacks. The resolutiaon reattirms U.S. suppart +tar
lsrael and the gpinion of the Congress that Israsl has the
rigsht to detend itselt+ against the Scud attacks.

The representatives also passed House Concurrent Resolution 48,
a measure condemning the [ragi gsovernment for vioclating the
Geneva Conwvention an treatment ot POWs. .
