The addition of either 6 batteries or 12 firing platoons of
mobile Improved HAWK surface to air missiles would significantly
upgrade Jordanian eir defense cepsbilities. Jordan's current
Inproved HAWK missiles are emplaced in concrete, and cannot be
moved. In contrast, the mew equipment would be mobjile. Such an
acquisition would strengthen Jordan in three ways:

1- ury : Because the existing launchers
are emplaced in concrete, their precise locetion can be
identified, facilitating attacks against them.

Any
batteries deployed close to the Israeli border can be attacked by
conventional artillery: Isrsel has missiles and guns eble to hit
targets 25 miles away., Since the Improved HAWK hes a range of
only 25 milesn, mny Jordanien Improved HAWK missile positioned to
hit esirceraft in Israeli-controlled air space would be vulperable
to conventionel Isrseli artillery attack. Batteries located
farther away can be attacked by stand-off munitions lasunched by
attack sircraft (including the Shrike and Standard ARM
antiradiation missile, Walleye and GBU-15 guided glide bomba, and
laser-guided munitions), conventional mttack weapons (including
cluster bombs), and even suicide mini-RPVs.

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Improved HAWK Surface-to-Air Missiles

The Improved HAWEK is a radar-guided surface-to-mir missile.
It has a range of 25 miles, and can hit targete at altitudes of

up to 60,000 feet.

A HAWK battery normally consists of two firing sections,
eech with three triple launchers. The U.S. has also developed &
TRIAD organization with three firing units. Normally, one or more
firing sections can deploy independently of the main battery (the
Jordanian Improved HAWKS lack this capability).

A standard Improved HAWE battery consiats of the following
elements:

Acquisition and Fire Control Umit -—- equipped with several
radars and battery control equipment.

2 Firing Sections —- each with three triple leaunchers and &
radar illuminator.

One of the firing sections of the battery can be converted into =
semi-independent Improved Assault Fire Upit, consisting of an
Improved Continuous Wave Acquisition Radar, anm Improved Platoon
Command Post, an Illumimmtor, and three triple missile launchers,.

A TRIAD Improved HAWK battery is identical teo the standard
battery, except that it hes ocne firing section and twe Improved
BAWE Asseult Platoons. These platoons are identical to the
Improved Assault Fire Unit.

The Improved BAWEK is widely used. Middle East countries that
use it include Egypt (12 batteries), Iarmel (15 batteries),
Jorden (14 batteries), Kowait (4 batteries), and Saudi Arabia (12
batteries).

The HAWE missile has proven to be bighly effective when used
in battle. During the 1873 October War, Israel fired 75 HAWK
migsiles and destroyed 25 Arab sircroft. By comparison, Arab
furca-_fir-d 42 SA-6 missiles for each aircraft downed by that
system.

The Improved HAWK is munufactured by the Missile Systems
Division of the-Raytheon Company, located ip Andover,
Massachusetts.

In 1975 the United States sold Jordan 14 Improved HAWK
surface~to-air missile batteries (with 84 launchers). As a result
of Congrespgional iniatives, the Jordanian missile launchers are
mounted in concrete and cannot be moved.

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AID TO ISRAEL: SOME STRINGS NEEDED

Last week the House Appropriations Committee agreed to a $1.5
billion supplemental to the scheduled aid package to Israel, as a stopgap
measure to tackle that country's dire ecouomic crisis. While this
injection of assistance to America's ally is sorely needed, 1t 1s by no
means clear that the U.S. is combining this help with a realistic plan
to solve Israel's underlying economic problems. The danger is that
Israel may be forced to take measures that will slow growth and exacerbate
the crisis.

That Israel itself is largely responsible for its economic problems,
by encouraging imports and consumption rather than economic growth from
1980 to 1984, 1s widely acknowledged. The symptoms of Israel's economi
problems are staggering. Among them: GNP grew a total of 5 percent
from 1980 to 1984 while consumption increased by 20 percent; net foreign
debt in the same period increased from S17 billion to almost $24 billion;
the inflation rate soared from 100 percent per year in 1980 to over -
1,000 percent per year at the end of 1984. Underlying these problems is
the government budget deficit of over $3 billion in 1984 (more than 12
percent of GNP). :

Confronted with its economic crisis, Israel is turning to the U.S.
for help. The $1.5 billion supplemental aid for 1985-1986 is in addi-
tion to the $2.4 billion in economic aid and $3.2 billion in military
aid for these two years that it already is due to receive. This amounts
to about §1,000 in U.S. aid per year for every Israeli at a time when
Republicans and Democrats alike are planning to slash U.S. domestic
spending to cut the federal deficit. Understandably, the U.S. is setting
conditions for this massive and unprecedented genercsity. The Reagan
Administration mainly is asking Israel to conform to ten confidential
conditions designed to improve Israel's economic situation. The trouble
1s that these conditions may not be good for Israel in the long term 1f
they fail to force Israel to reduce expenditures sufficiently. It uou.
be a serious error were Israel to raise, rather than lower, taxes.

Government expenditures in Israel were equal to about 100 percent
of the GNP in the last fiscal year. Even excluding all defense costs
and debt repayment, government expenditures were aimost 50 percent of
GNP. This large budget should not be financed by taxes because higher
tax rates in Israel threaten to discourage further productive efforts
and to reduce government revenue. And since So much public debt is

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already held by Israelis, little more debt can be sold by the government
unless it is indexed for inflation or to the exchange rate. Currently
the Bank of Israel, the central bank, prints money to cover budget
deficits, thus boosting the inflation rate. Moreover, excess government-
sponscred demand sucks in imports and more foreign debt, adding to the
crisis.

[}

This economic spiral creates a high level of anxiety and struggle
over economic policy in Israel and excessive dependence on fare1%n
sources of loans and grants. It destroys the vigor of the Israel:
economy. The energies of its people are diverted to coping with hyper=
inflation. It discourages foreign direct investment and encourages the
wasteful employment of labor in the public sector. To stop this process,
a substantial cut in govermment expenditures is indispensable. Also
needed are reforms that would pemmit the monetary system to resist
inflation rather than to accommodate it. There 18 a need to reduce
marginal tax rates, increase incentives and stimulate growth. Privati-
zation of many activities now in the government sector and deregulation
of many §t.har requlated activities would promote efficiency and growth
in Israel.

Some steps already have been taken. A budget for 1985-1986 was
adopted that would reduce expenditures and the deficit somewhat below
the actual level of 1984-1985. But there iz a long way to go. Expendi-
tures for the current fiscal year may exceed the budgeted amounts and
revenue may fall short of projections. To stug the unsustainable rise .
in government debt relative to GNP there will have to be further budget
Cuts next year. And there has been only a beginning in establishing an
anti-inflationary monetary policy.

While many Israeli leaders seem serious about restoring their
economy's health, a recent Israeli tax increase indicates confusion over
the best means to achieve it. The recent free trade area agreement
between the U.S. and Israel will integrate the two economies by 1695,

If this is to be successful, Israel must become a market oriented economy.

For long-term economic health, Israel must 1) sharply reduce expendi-
tures; 2) reduce taxes; and 3) substantially shrink the public sector.
Israel must shift resources out of the government and into production
for export. U.S. aid can provide a cushion for this unavoidably painful
adjustment process. Further, it is not enougn for Israel simply to
announce a program to restore its economic health. Internal political
pressure will discourage tough measures. So steps for assuring execu-
tion of the program should be taken and milestones designated to permit
#ashington to measure performance--Israeli Minister of Finance Yitzhak
“oday, for example, has suggested quarterly targets for the annual
budget. With such a program and plans for 1ts execution in place, the
extremely generous U.S. supplemental aid could be provided with scme
confidence that it would be temporary.

I am grateful for the prompt and candid review of your thoughts and
impressions in the wake of King Hussein's visit.

After reading your communication, | am as convinced as 1 was after
our recent meeting in Jerusalem that our two countries continue to share
the same strategic objectives. Both of us seek the earliest possible
commencement of direct megotiations with no pre-conditions between Jordan
and Israel with the participation of Palestinian Arabs, provided they are
not members of the PLO. We certainly believe that this is the sole means
of achieving durable peace in the Middle East. We are also naturally in
complete agreement with you in opposing an international conference.

The tactical implementation of this strategy requires the closest
coordination and utmost care, It is in this context that I would like tu.
share with you my assessment of the situation.

[ was much interested in your assessment that the King's visit and
statements represent an important step forward. We are, however, apprehensive
that the King's growing entanglement with the PLO will abort the process that
the US and Israel are so keen on setting in motion.

You have pointed out that the King seeks a Jordanian-Palestinian
Confederation as distinct from an independent Palestinian State. We take
note that the King shares the position held by the US and Israel, namely, that
there should be no independent Palestinian State. But we are concerned that
the notion of confederation could pave the way to an independent Palestinian
State.

We have taken note of your position, Mr. Secretary, that the US
continues to believe that an international conference will not contribute
to the peace process, and we are at one in believing that progress can be
achieved only through direct negotiations with Israel. Hence, the supportive
international context mentioned in your communication should be supportive
for direct negotiations only.

We are, likewise, gratified by the President's and your reiteration of
the well-known US position on-.the PLO. There cannot be any participation in
the peace process of Palestinians belonging to the PLO or any of its
institutions.

As for the prelimindry meeting between a Jordanian-Palestinian group
and the US, we are convinced that such talks would prejudice and become an
obstacle to the process of direct negotiations, an objective our two countries
share., Such a meeting would, in my view, be counter-productive. It would
have all the disadvantages that pre-negotiations would entail without having
any advantages.

With respect to recognition of Jordanian security needs, we trust t.
you are fully aware of our opposition to further strengthening the Jordanian
armed forces with modern weaponry which would affect directly Israel's security
and the strategic environment in which we live.

Israel's policy, throughout the years, has always been that we cannot
agree to a supply of advanced weapons to any State which considers itself in
a state of war with Israel.

I must emphasize that we are eager Lo enter into direct negotiations
with Jordan as speedily as possible and with no pre-conditions. On our part,
naturally, our position will be based on the Camp David Accords, to which the
US is also committed. :

Mr. Secretary, we believe that if there is any move towards peace in
the area, it is due to our close, frank and open coordination and on-going
exchange of views+during the past years. We are certain that in order to
promote the peace process we must in the days to come continue our relations
in the same spirit and assure that no gap be allowed to open between the .
declared positions of the US and Israel Governments.
