GUESTIONY
Mr. Secretary, you Jjust said, if I quote you righty that the United
States is ready to move in the Middle East when the parties are more
amenable or flexible in their way. A couple of questions. Aren't
youy 0OF are youy satisfied that the Arab world has come outs forward,

with their proposals for peacs, which emanated in the Fez Summit
Conference, at 2 time that the Israsli government rejected completely
and totally President Reagan's peace initiative? And from the other
paint of this question,; what has Israel done or suggested, or
proposedy on the table, for discussion, ideas or thoughts in order to
bring about a peaceful settlement or move in the Middle kEast?

ME. DEaM: Well, the Fez Summit was an important step forward at the
time. On the other hand, it did not, in our judgment, represent a
hasis for negotiation. We felt that the Reagan plan did provide such
3 basis ancd we =tand behind it.

OFviously . there are those who would like us to nmnegotiate about the
Fezr Doclaration as thouoh we had to move off the Reagan plan. We
don't mlan to do that, because we daon't think that would be a step
farward. Both sides had to be able to come to the table ands as vou
krnow, in the end Hing Hussein came to the conclusion that he was not
prepared to come to the table.

Mows the Israeli government will have to speak for itself. A1l I
am smaving here is that the parties, who -- first of all, we stand for
the proposition that we're not going to he able to resolve the
problems in the Middle Easst without negotiation. For negotiations,
both sides are going to have to come to the table. We can talk about
what that meansy 1f vyou like, but I think the Israsli government will
have to spealk for itaelf. Tt's a new governmant .

GLIESTIONS I would like ta follow up because this i1s for the sake
af, not to be polemic about ity but you know, you'wve been a little
bit, like they says you are leansna on the Arabs much more than you
are lesaning on the Israslisy to come with their proposals.

The Fez Summit Conference resolutions were the Arab side of the
story. The Reagan peace initiative was your side of the story. The
Israelis didn't come out with their side of the story. And you, all
the time, asking those people who are ready to negotiate to give more
and give up more and give up more. And you've never asked the
Israelis to come up with their proposals, in that way.

MR, DA&M* Well, with regard to the Reagan plany, noy I don't think
that we would contemplate an amendment of it. The point is not for
one side or the other to negotiate with the United States as to what
the United States' plan i=. They should negotiate with each other.
Gnd all we would be doing is probably making 1t more difficult for
aeventual agresment between the parties directly involved, to -- making
i1t more difficult for that agreement to be achieved, 1f we were to try
to bias our proposal in one way or the other. After all, our proposal
is not a blueprint which has to be adopted. Quite the contrary. It
is a suggestion of a basis for negotiation. It is an opinion about
certain things that, if one side or another insists on are simply
non-startersy, and will prevent negotiations, but it's also a statement
that what the parties actually end up agreeing to is not something
that we are going to stand in the way of.

Soy I don't see any advantage to be achieved in trying to negotiate
the Reagan plan one way with one party and another way with another
party. It doesn't accomeplish anvything.

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Now, with regard to the international conference, I don't think
there's any evidence an international conference on the Middle East
would make any contribution to a resolution of the problems aof the
area, and particularly I think the notion that inviting the Soviet
Union into negotiations would play a constructive role isy I think,
positively contradicted by the evidence.

QUESTION; Does that mean you are insisting on the American

which large speeches are made and other agendas are important. ke are
not trying to impose the Reagan plan on the Middle East, as I said in
answer to the first question.

GUESTIONS
Siry the last four years of Mr. Reagan has not been very good as
far as India is concerned. NMNow, with the new prime minister in India,

what would look like the nest four vyears? The main problem and the
main obstacle between India and the Lnited States relations are the
United States military aid to Pakistans which concerns the Indians,
the security of India.

MR. DAM:  Well, we certainly belisve that our military assistance
toy Pakistan is only not only justifiable, but desirable. We don't
contemplate any change 1in our policy toward Pakistan. It has
important security probilems that come from a different direction, and
we think they have to be respected and addressed. But our attitude
toward India is very friendly. WKWe desire nothing but the best
relations with India. We beliave that the new =2lections, howsver they
come oty in India, will lead to a basic continuity in U.S.-India
relations, which I would characterize as good, strongy and friendly.

GUEETIOM: All the indications are that Mr. Murphy (U.5. assistant
secretary fo state for Mear Efster and South Asian affairs) is facing
4 dezsd-end in hi=s missiony at present, in the shuttle between Beirut,
T=zraely and Damazcus. Can you pin down some of the reasons why he's
not making any progress?  What's the position of the Syrians, for
sram=le? And what do vou see might follow 1if the talks between Israel
and Lebanon fail?

MR, DaMi: Well, those are difficult gquestions and I wouldn't want .
bt g loss over those difficulties. We have been addressing, again, on
2 day by day basis, this guestion and I think that Assistant Secretary
Murchy has made one or two statements himself.

It's obvious that there's not going to be a prompt resolution of
the situation there. But this is not fundamentally a LU.S.
responsibility. While 1t i=s true that we are tryving to be helpful.
But we cannot imposse any solubtion on the parties.

If the parties want us to -- all the parties, Syrian, Lebanese,
ITaraeli —-- want us to play a significant role there, we are prepared
to do it. But this is not shuttle dieplomacy, as we have sometimes
gesn ikby in the Middle East. This iz not something where we're trying
to i1impose a process on the siftuation. There 1s a process there and
we're trying to be helpful, by mesting with the various parties.

It is clear that both Syrians and the Lebanese are not willing to
take certain steps, such as with regard to UNIFIL, that the Israelis
are insisting on.

On the other hand , it is #lso cleary I thinky, that any agreement
by Israel is going to require satisfactory arrangements on the
security of Israesl. And: as you know, the security of Israel is a
fundamental tenet of American foreign policy. Soy, we have a situation
in which the parties are not moving together very rapidly. But that's
because of their own, individual, policies. #@And, as I say, we have
tried to be helpful and we will continue to try to be helpful.

QUESTION: What are the alternatives to that?

MR. DAMLI Well, I think we have to see what the alternatives are.
It seems to me we have to continue to have a dialogue on this subject,
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with regard to Lebanony in one form or another.

QUESTIOMN: Ambassador Damy, don't you feel that actually we have
reached a deadlock in the Middle East? My name 1s Hamdi Farad (7)), &l
ghram Mewspaper:; Caira. The Israeli have refused the Reagan plan.

The Smericans have refused the international conference. The
Americans and the Israelis refuse the participation of the PLO. So
how can you move in a situation like this? And then are vyou ready to
discuss an international conference which may lead to direct tallks, as
it happened in Geneva which led to the Camp David talks. Are you
ready also to cooperate with Jordan in the military field?

MR. DaM? Well, we, again, believe that i1t's important for the
parties to talk to sach other. Now I don't see that the international
conference -- there's any reason to believe that the international
canference -- would lead to that. MNow it's true that we have not had
progress on the peace process in the last year. But let's remember
one of the reasons for that was that Arafat lost the support of his
own organization with respect to encouraging King Hussein to declare
he was prepared to go into the peace process. I think Israsl,
similarly, has to be forthcoming on this subject and this is a period
of reassessment. The focus of attention at present is on Lebanon.
Lebanon: I hopes is a short-term problem and perhaps it will be
possible during the coming year to relaunch and intensify the peace
process,  But this is 2 question also for the countries of the regilon.

Againy the United States has the advantage that it's able to talk
to the different parties, but it can only encourage them to act. They
are the ones who must act.

QUESTION®
Secretaryy how do vyou 2zrplain your hope of Lebanon's problem to be a
short one in the absence of serious American mediation to resolve the
gituation?

MR. DAML Well, I'm jgust saying that the Lebanese problems with
regard to the subject that has been headlined "Israeli withdrawal,"
althoush there's more to 11 than thaty has generally been viewed as
something that probably i1 going to have to be solved before the peace
process can really be fully launched. I think my words were something
along were something along the line that it hopefully will be a
short-term problem.

Ore reason for believing that is that the Israelis have indicted
that they're guite prepared to withdraw, provided that there can be
adequate security arrangement for their northern border. That seems
to me gquite a reasonable position. It's a position we suppart. And I
don't really see why other parties should not be prepared to assure
Izrael of that security.

Obviously, therse are differences of detail. I mentioned the
question of whers UNIFIL should be, as an example. But there being
differences of detail, 1f there 1s goodwill on all sides, then I think
a solution should be possible.

QUESTION: (Inaudible) -- security of the northern border region?

MR. DAM: I am msaying that the objectives here are relatively
zimepla, that there are differences of opinion. I'm not assigning
blame or praise to any party. I'm Just saying that the ingredients
for a solution would appear to be there and now 1t's important for Che
parties to move on with ity and I don't see any reason why this kind
af problem can't be resolved in a relatively short period of time.
That's all I'm saving.

QUESTION: '

There is a perception that the Department's leading role in foreign
relations, especially in the Middle East, is being challenged by other
agencies or people within the administration. The two examples I have
in mind are Secretary Weinberger's reported invitation, extended to

King Fahd, about a week ago, perhaps without coordination with the
Department of State.
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~ King Fahd was allegedly invited to amn official visit here in
Washington, by Secretary Weinberger, when the Secretary was in Saudi
Arabia, without prior coordination with the Department of State.
Would vou please comment 1if that's true and, if so, whalt are the
implications? And the other example I had in mind was Ambassador
Pickering's nomination, or being recommended by the Department of
State, but not still being passed on by the White House.

But I would say that
there's no lack of coordination involved.

With regard to the question of Mr. Pickering, I can confirm that we
have made & recommendation with regard to his future, and there is a
process in the White House. This is a presidential appointment. It's
a very thorough process, a very careful process, and when the
president is prepared to make a decisiony he will make a decision.

But I have na quarrel at all with that process. I think 11 works
very, very well, indeed.

1I. Israel's Economy

The economy which must generate the surplus to repay this debt
is in terrible shape. Through a combination of economic mismanagement; :
a2 failure of political will and the very real costs of two wars and .
a separate peace, the Israeli economy has deteriorated almost beyond :
the point of salvation.

Jfnflation.in Israel is now running in excess of B00 percent )
on an annual basis. Real personal income has declined by more b
than 40 percent since June of this year. The trade deficit is R
increasing at an annual rate of $4 billion and foreign currency 5
reserves are rapidly declining (5192 million was lost in August 1984 4
alone). Taken together with rising conditions of unemployment,
these conditions mean that the burden of economic survival 1s h
becoming, quite literally, intolerable for most Israelis. And we
speak here only of survival, not of generating a surplus with which 5
to repay debt. e

The effect of this complex interaction of economic factors
has been to induce unprecedented economic extravagance among
Israeli citizens. With inflation in excess of 800 percent, with
the shekel devaluing so rapidly that its worth has almost vanished,
Israelis have little cause or incentive to save. Instead, they
have gone on what the Wall Street Journal calls a "spending spree”
that is fueling inflation and adding to the problems of plugging
the foreign reserve drain. According to the Journal, "about 500,000
Israelis, one-seventh of the population, took a foreign holiday :
this summer, while @urchases of cars and television sets have been .

strong."

This behavior is a reflection of both the weaknesses and the
strengths of the Israeli economy. A senior econocmist at the
Bank of Israel has noted, "Before, they used to say that every
Israeli had to be a general. Now they say that every Israeli has
to be an economist.” Israeli citizens are acting in an economically
rational manner, albeit in a manner in which the pursuit of self-
interest often conflicts with, and it at the expense of, national
interest.  The fault lies squarely with government officialdom :
pecause, in the absence of a coherent and convincing economic
prodram on the part of the government, 1t makes little sense for
the common man to act differently, whether he wears the suit of a
banker or the coveralls of a mechanic.
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Herein lies the crux of Israel's current economic difficulty.
g&rhel has a strong industrial and scientific base which has
enabled Israeli manufactured and agricultural products to compete
on the world market. It has the physical plant and the human
intellectual capital to regain control of its economy. However,

Under Section 5 of the Agreement, the UK could request and receive

a waiver of interest payments for any given year provided certain
conditions regarding the unavailability of dollars in the UK were met.

On March 6, 1957, representatives of the twoe governments signec
an Agreement to Amend the Financial Agreement of December 66,1945,
Under the terms of the amended Section 5, the United Kingdom received
the right to defer "the payment of the annual installment for that
vear of prinecipal repayment and interest..." In order words, Britain
could now unilaterally defer payment of both principal and interest
(as ovposed to a waiver of interest only under the original).
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The revised section allowed the deferral of not more than
seven annual installments with the first of any such deferred
installments to be paid on December 31, 2001.

In fiscal year 1977, the United Kingdom used the authorities

provided under this Agreement to defer the principal and interest

payments of 572.7 million and $46.5 million, respectively, which
were due on December 15, 1976.

UsaID OFFICIALS DETAIL ETHIOPIAMN, AFRICAM AID (1,500)
By Ken Broadhurst

WASHINGTON -- U.85. assistance to sub-Saharan Africa now runs at
approximately 1,000 million dollars per year, and it is expected to
continue at this rate, sarys the head of the U.5. Agency for
International Development (USAID).

Over the past two months. the U.S. government has allocated well
ogver 100 million dollars for emergency food aid to Ethiopiasy the
American foreign aid chief reportsy and has committed a total of 250
million dollars to disaster azsistance for Africa as a whole.

Latin America and fAsia receive U.S. assistance at similar levels,
he said, while the amount sent to the Middle East is roughly 2,000
million dollars.

The USAID administrator, M. Peter McPherson, and Retired Lieutenant
General Julius W. Becton, Jr., director of USAID's Office of U.S5.
Foreign Disaster Assistance, who is the deputy coordinator for African
relief, answered questions from Jjournalists in Lagos, Nairobi, Bonn,
and Geneva December 11 over the Worldnet satellite television service
of the U.S. Information Agency. The two officials gave their analysis
of the current situation in drought=-ravaged Ethiopia and described the
overall goals of U.S. economic assistance to Africa.

The 250 million dollars the lnited States has committed to
emergency aid to Africa since October 1 (the beginning of fiscal year
1985) compares to 172 million dollars the U.S5. government gave in
fiscal vear 1984, McPherson said. The 1984 figure included 21 million
dallars for Ethiopia, the largest amount allocated last year to any
country.

Becton said donors have besn able to get food suprlies into
Ethiopia since late September "with the help of the government." He
cited recent meetings between U.S. officials and the chairman of the
Ethiopian Relief and Rehabilitation Commission to work out the details
of food distribution thers.

McPherson added that the biggest single logistical problem in
Ethiopia has been getting the government to allocate enough trucks to
move the required 100,000 tons of food per month out of the ports into

the country. "Within the past few weeks, they indeed have put several
hundred additional trucks to moving food," he said. "The result of
that was, in the last 30 days, 100,000 tons or more have been moved
out of those ports." He added®

"I note that when the Ethiopian government got serious about the
drought, they could move a lot of food within their country."

In addition to food: the U.S. govermment has provided transport
aircraft for moving supplies within Ethiopia, and fuel for Ethiopian
government planes for the same purpose, according the the American aid
chief. "We are i1n the proces=s of augmenting the unloading capacity of
the ports thewczelves," he said.

Asked whether in his view food should be airlifted or parachuted
into Ethiopia, Becton replied that transport by ship is more
efficient, since one shipload eguals the carrying capacity of 1,000
aircraft, “Parachute dropping is probably the last resort," he
explainedy calling it "very inefficient."'

Another great difficulty in Ethiopia is the civil war there,
McPherson said. He noted that the U.S. government has provided
disaster assistance to Angola, Chad, and Mozambique, as well as to
Ethiopia, adding, "There 1s no guestion that civil war in these
countries has substantially hindered distribution. It is not
surprising at all that these four countries...are some of the very
worst problems that we've got in Africa today."

"Frankly," the USAID administrator said, "unless there is some sort
of truce concerning the distribution of food, I don't think we are
going to be abhle to do nearly the job that must be done in Ethiopia.
Civil war 15 a major problem." Becton added that the famine relief
operations of private voluntary organizations are also enormously
complicated by the civil war,

Over the next 1& months, McPherson said, Ethiopia will need
approximately one million tons of food to feed seven million drouaht
victims. Last November 9, FMcPherson issued a call for an
international conference of donor country officials to coordinate
emergency aid to Ethiopia.

The secretary general of the United Mations has now appointed a
representative to oversese the Ethiopian relief effort, the USAID chief
told reporters. He predicted that there will be a "pledging
ronference" of donors for Ethiopia in the weeks ahead.

"The same kind of planning and subsequent pledging conference 1s
going to be necessary for all of Africa as well," he added. "It's my
belief that the secretary general will continue to take the lead in
this. The Soviet Unions the Eastern Bloc, the OPEC countries, as well
as the West, need to participate in this snormous effort.”

The Soviets have provided Ethiopia with what McPherson called "a
few cosmetic band-aids" by transporting some food supplies by air
within the country. "We don't know of any trucks they have provided
-- as they indicated they might
~- we know of very little they have done. We hope that in the weeks
and months ahead they will provide a great deal maore.

“We continue to urge the Soviets to provide what we think would be

a reasonable sharey" McPherson added. "The Soviets may not have a lot
of extra grain, but they certainly have resources which they could use
to help in a variety of wars. We believe they should."

The resettlement of people within Ethiopia 1= "a matter of concern”
to the United States, according to McPherson. "We have made it very
clear to the Ethigpian government that we are not prepared to
participate in any way with the resettlement program," he said.

On U.8. aid to Africa as a whole, MocPherson pointed out that the
1,000-million-dollar annual total is about 50 percent higher than the
amount given to Africa the year the Reagan administration came into
office." The world community provides Africa with a total of about
10,000 million dollars annually, the USAID chief added.

Tn response to a reporter's guestion, McPherson said the U.S.
provides just over 1,000 million dollars annually in foreign aid to
Latin Americay a substantial part of which goes to the Andean and
Central American countries. U.S. aid to Asia is approximately the
same amount, with important programs in India and Bangladesh. To the
Middle East, the U.S5. gives approiimately 2,000 million dollars per
yeEar.

“Ohn a percentage basiss " McPherson added, "the fastest growing
portions of our program are Africa and Central America.”

.S, aid to Africa can be divided into three stages, the USAID

shief explained: The first iz emergency disaster assistance to people
who risk starvation, and the second involves food aid over the next 12
months, which must be part of a worldwide effort, he said. U.S.
disaster assistance is allocated strictly on the basis of need,
McPherson noted. Becton listed Chad, Ethiopia, Henva, Mali,
Mauritania, Mozambique, Riger, and Sudan as the countries USAID
considers to be at greatest risk at present.

The third stage is aid to long-term development, McPherson said.
This requires not only foreign assistance but also the implementation
of appropriate economic policies. The United States has important
economic assistance programs in Liberia, Senegal, Somalia, Sudan, and
Zaire, he pointed out, adding that about 20 countries 1in Africa obtain
a fair amount of U.5. assistance.



As an example of lonag-term development problems, McPherson cited
the fact that per capita food production in sub-Saharan Africa has
been falling for 15 years. He said one reason for declining food
production is that many countries have adopted urban-oriented pricing
palicies. Such policies discriminate agsainst farmers by holding
prices down, the American aid official explained, and noted that these
palicies need to be changed 1f foreign aid is to be of real help to
Africa. "We cannot discriminate against the farmer and expect the
farmer to produce, " he said.

"If (foreign aid money) is used properly...in the right kind of
policy context in Africa, " McPherson said, "it is my firm conviction
that in the n=xt 10, 15, or 20 years, Africa can make enormous
progress. " He cited the sxample of agricultural successes in India
over the past 20 years in support of his optimism.

McPherson said that there has been a great change 1in 1 he
recognition of these development problems over the past (wo or three
years. Population growth, environmental degradation, detfaorestation,
aovergrazing, and desertification are a set of problems wh ich are
gradually being addressed, he continued.

Asked to justify the U.S. commitment to both emergency and
long-term assistance for Africa, McPherson said, "kestern civilization
and all our heritage says vou must do what you can for children -- for
people -- taodays in hopes that things will get better....The future
can be a good one. It nesd not be in the disaster camps that we see
(today) in Ethiopi1a."
