A few days before President Bush met with
Mr. Mubarak, who would pitch his plan for
bringing Israelis and Palestinians together to
discuss [srael's West Bank election proposal,
Mr. Bush met with Mr. Peres, who wanted to
solicit U.S. guarantees for $400 million in low-
interest loans. Israel intends to use the loans
to bulld housing for Soviet-Jewish emigres.
Some of this housing would be built in the
occupied territories.

Housing for Soviet emigres — or even the
presence in Israel of Soviet emigres — is
more ciosely linked to the peace process than
is immedlnteli,r apparent. One high-ranking
Israeli official visiting here this spring laid

out his vision of a “permanent settlement”
for the West Bank: It would always be part of
Israel, he explained. And if the United States
would close, or at least narrow, the opening
for Soviet Jews to come here, & massive mi-
gration from the Soviet Unlon to Israel could
moot the demographic problems Israel faces
i:nbﬂﬂrblng more than 1.5 million Paleatin-
ns.

The first part of this scenario ls already
unfolding. Last year the United States began
closing the door to Soviet-Jewlsh emigration.
For the first time the Immigration and Nat-
uralization Service declined to consider all
Soviet Jews ns refugees. This meant that
they no longer would recelve automatic, sub-
gidized resettlement in the United States.
Nonetheless, while a record 8,442 Jews emi-
grated from the Soviet Union in September,
only 12 percent (or 1,042) chose to move t
lsrael. Most of the rest came to the United
States This will change next year. Jews who
leave the Soviet Union with exit visas for
I1srael will no longer be able to stop in Vienna
or Rome and apply for U.S. visas.

On Thursday they
called for a vote of the 12-member inner Cabinet.
Mr. Arens temporarily sidetracked the vote by say-
ing that Secretary of State Baker had proposed an
alternative to the Mubarak initiative — an idea for
consultation among Israel, Egypt and the US. to
discuss an acceptable Palestinian delegatlon.

As it turned out, Mr. Baker had merely offered
a suggestion, not a formal proposal at all. And the
suggestion was meant not as a substitute for the
Mubarak plan, but as a way of carrying it out. When
this became clear, the angry Labor leaders de-
manded a vote and the Cabinet split 6 to 6, defeating
the Mubarak offer.

Mr, Shamir is surely playing for time. At heart
he doesn't want negotiations with the Palestinians
— even based on his own plan, if the outcome might
ultimately lead to a Palestinian homeland. He
wants to demonstrate that the Palestinian uprising
is now under control and thereby remove that bar-
gaining time bomb. And he needs to preserve some

_ concessions for his trip to Washington next month.

This thinking could prove politically clever in
the ghort run, There may be no immediate penalty
in ]srael, since Labor is unlikely to bolt the coalition

and face uncertain elections. There may be little
cost in Washington, since the Bush Administration
reckons that Likud is essential 10 negotiations and
will not do anything to jeopardize Likud’s position.
But over time, Likud’s delaying tactics will erode
good will for Israel. And the Bush Administration
will not be dolng Israel any favor by letting Likud
get away with Its excuses and ploys.

Dear Secretary Baker:

I am writing to alert you to the possibility that Yasser Arafat's
presence in this country may subject him to the provisions of the
extradition treaty between the United States and Israel signed on
December 10, 1962. 1 am writing you at this early date because of the
complex and sensitive nature of the issues involved. .

The treaty provides that once a request is made by either of the
contracting parties, a person charged with one of the enumerated crimes
(or with conspiracy to commit one of these crimes) shall be delivered
to the requesting country. While it must first be noted that Israel
has not made such a request, this state of affairs might change if
Arafat made himself amenable to process.

The crimes listed under the treaty include murder, malicious
wounding, kidnapping and abduction, arson, malicious injury to
property, piracy, and attempts to commit or conspiracy to commit any of
the enumerated crimes. Your predecessor, Secretary Shultz, on denying
Arafat a visa in 1988 stated that, based on "convincing evidence,"
Arafat and hies Fatah faction "have engaged in terror against Americans
and others.... Mr. Arafat, as chairman of the PLD, knows of, condones
and lends support to such acts; he therefore is an accessory to such
terrorism." 1In fact, Italy had issued a warrant Por Arafat's arrest in
1983 that was revoked solely due to procedurally defective service. .

Arafat has been linked to the Red Brigade in Italy, the
assassination of Ambassador Cleo Noel of Sudan, the Achille Lauro
hijacking and the murder of Leon Klinghoffer, and several actions by
the Hawarl group which has ties to Fatah. The litany of terrorist
actions committed by Arafat's Fatah organization against the United
States and various foreign nations cannot compare to Fatah's efforts
against Israell citizens and West Bank Arabs who have sought to
cooperate with the Israeli government. Arafat has continued his
support for the Intifada with statements directing his supporters to
put "ten bullets into the chest of anyone who seeks to end the
Intifada."

While some observers might state that evidence of Arafat's direct
involvement in terrorist actions is circumstantial, as I'm sure you are
aware, most conspiracy cases are based solely on circumstantial
evidence. Trial courts in this country admit evidence which even
remotely tends to establish the conspiracy charged.

Arafat's leadership of the PLO, his denunciations of responsible
Arab leaders and his support for continuing acts of terrorism
strengthen a conspiracy view of Arafat's role. My talks several weeks
Ago with our ambassador in Tunisia made it clear to me that Arafat has
no intention of rolling back the PLO's major mission of terrorism.

Under the treaty, the only recourse that Arafat would have is the
"political offense- exception. The court in Eain v, Wilkes, 641 F.2d
504 (7th Ccir. 1981), however, rejected this defense and allowed the
extradition to Israel of a Palestinian wanted for the bombing of a
market place. The court stated that the civilian status of the victims
should be considered in determining whether the exception would be
given weight. The court in Quinn v. Robinson, 783 F.2d 776 (9th Cir.
1986), concluded that a proper interpretation of the political offense
exception would exclude acts of international terrorism from its
scope. A strong argument could be made that Arafat's actions fall
outside the scope of the exception.

I also would like to bring to your attention a civil action being
brought by the family of Leon Klinghoffer. As with the extradition
treaty, certain actions by Arafat could bring him outside the United
Nations Headquarters Agreement. 1In the international context this
could subject Arafat to extradition to Israel while in the civil
context, Arafat could be served with a subpoena to testify in the civil
proceeding.

In light of the possibilities for service of rocess in the
Klinghoffer case and perhaps more importantly, thégposaiblllty of
extradition to Israel if a request is made the State Department may .
want to consider denying Arafat a visa if application is made. With
the pendency of such possibilities, Arafat may himself decide not to
make a request. Because a trip here by Arafat is not imminent there
has been no need for the Israeli government to consider making a
request for his extradition, but because of the sensitive political
nature of these issues, I felt it best to bring these matters to your
attention at this time.

As many of you noted in the enclosed H:n_fnxk_Jimnn articla of
September 29th, the Adminiptration is planning to announce a sala
of approximately 300 battlsfield tanka to Saudi Arabia, scheduled
for delivery in the mid-1990's. &

In response to this development, NJCRAC convened a conference call
this morning with representatives of the American Jewlsh Congress,
American Jewish Committee, the Anti-Defamation League, the
Conference of Prasidents  and AIPAC, in order to formulate a
tentative posture with respect to the sala. As a matter of pollcy,
the Jewish community relations fleld opposes the sale of American
arms to any Arab state until it renounces the state of war and
establishes full normalized relations with Israel. How and when
this policy is implemented by the Jewlsh community is determined on
a case-by=-casa basis.

While acknowladging the legitimate interests of the Administratlion
and the American arms industry in pursuing such sales in the Arab
world, the conference call! participants felt at this time it would
pa useful for NJCRAC member agencies to express thelr concerns in
private to the Administration and to members of Congress about the
potential impact of the sale on Israeli security and American

national interests, .

act immediately to comminicate these concerns by telephone,
particularly to members of Congress from your area.

In a surprise last-minute development, the Director General of
the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural
organization (UNESCO), Federico Mayor Zaragoza of Spain, ls
recommending that the PLO -~ - as npalestine"~ - ba given many of
the privileges and penefits of membership in that organization.
Under the recommendation, "Palestine’ would receive membership in
all but name. Thae recommendation is scheduled, at this time, to
be taken up by the UNESCO's Executive Board in Paris on Tuaaday,

Ootober 10.

The Administration, particularly through the office of John
Bolton, Assistant Secretary of Stata for International
organization, has 1aunched an intensive campaign to parsuade
countries who serve on the Executive Board not to take this
action. As you know, the United states has been considering the
possibility of rejoining UNESCO after an absenca of five years. .
If the UNESCO Executive Board accepta the Director General's
recommendation, the U.S., position ls that it would be difficult,

if not impossible, to return to the organization.

Giving "Palestine" enhanced status {n UNESCO is likely to have an
adverse impact on the antire United Natiopns systam because the
PLO undoubtedly would try to use this as a precedent in order to
enhance its statua in other United Nations bodiea, including the

General Assembly.

Aa in the casa of the PLO's application for membership to tha
World Health Organization, the principal reason for oppomsing this
step by UNESCO is that U.N, bodies devoted to soientific and
humanitarian purposes should not permit themselves to ba uged as
political tools for giving increased legitimacy to tha PLO's

Washington == [n a letter to President Bush September 2é& 44
members ot the House ot Representatives requested that any visa
request by Falestine Liberation Organization |eader Yasser Arafat he

denied. A letter trom &8 members ot the Senate: dated September 75
but released September 2Z4: requested similar action.
Speaking at a press caonference an Capitol Hills where copies of

the letters were siven to the press:; Congressman Larry Smith ot
Flarida, who dratted the letter to Bush, said that “Granting Aratat a
visa would be jirrecancilable with U.5. law.”

Smith said that in his letter to the presidents; he noted that
"U.5. law empowers the government to deny a visa regquest i+ the
attorney general knows or has a reasonable beliet that the applicant
kas ‘engaged in...a terrorist activity’.” He pointed out that last
Movember, the State Department denied Arafat & vica on these arounds .,

Senator Connie Mack of Floridas whos with Senator Joseph
Lieberman ot Connecticut: dratted the |letter to Baker:; told reporters
that “I'm opposed to the United States taking steps that could be seen
as generally rewarding the PLO at *Lkir +im- ®

*Secretary Shultz was right in 1988 {(when a visa tor Aratat was
denied by the State Department),” Mack said. *“Rewarding the PLO at
this time would undercut the peace process.”

According to the State Department: Aratat has not reguested a
visa and no determination on suech a regquest would be made until an
application is received.

Reports have persisted that Arafat plans to attend the United
Nations General Assembly session in New York later this month. He
would need a U.5. visa to do so.

Following is the text of the letters:

(BEGIN TEXT OF LETTER TO BUSH)

It has come to our attention that PLO chairman Yasser Aratat mav
apply tor a U.5. visa in order to address the United Nations in New
York. As members ot Congressional Committees involved in the toreign
policy process: we urge you to reject this reguest.

U.S. law (P.L. 100-202) allows the Government to deny 3 visa
request tor reasons of foreign policy or national security or it the
Attorney General knows or has a reasonable beliet that the applicant
“has engaged: in an individual capacity or as a member of an
organizations im a terrorist activity...." Last Nogvembers the State
Department denied Aratat & wvisa on this exact point.

When Aratat took thke minimal steps last December and “rencunced
resolutions 242 and 338”:; he was rewarded with the opening of a
dialogue with the U.5. Since then; PLO terror groups continue to

death an Israeli woman and her three children.
Terrorizing Palestinianst The PLO has encouraged the killings of
many Palestinians alleged to be Israeli “collaborators:” including an

individual whose only contact with Israel was possession of an
identity card.

Opposing dialogue: Aratat and the PLO have called for an end to
meetings between the West Bank and Gaza Palestinians and Israeli Prime
Minister Shamir and other Israeli ofticials. PLO opposition to such
meetings directly undermines American efforts -—— with strons support
in the Caongress -— to negotiate plans tor elections in the West Bank
and Gaza.

Fatah resolutions: FRecent resolutions of Fatahk:, the main
component of the PLO, called tor an escalation of the “armed
struagle:” |abeled the establishment ot Israel {(retferred to as the
"barbarous Zionist entity”) as a crimes and rejected the Shamir peace
initiative. These resolutions contradict Aratat’s December
commitments.

The dialogue between the Untied States and PLO should not be an
end untg itselt: it must be a8 catalwvst tors not an impediment tos a
dialogue between Israel:; her Arab neighbors: and Palestinians.

The PLO: through its recent statements and actlionss: is on &
collision course with the peace process. Arafat and the PLO must
reattirm and implement: in deed and in word:; the statements of just
nine months ago.

We applaud vour etfarts in seeking progress in the Arab-lsraeli
cantlict.
