Israeli Prime Minister given Ronald Reagan Freedom Award; Reagan unable ‘o attend

Israeli Prime Minister Yitzhak Ra-
bin said last week that he's working
hard for peace in the Middle East, but
he concedes it is a painstaking process.

“It requires doing many things that,
in the past, we didn’t dream of doing,”
Rabin told a morning assembly of the
Jewish Federation Council on Nov. 16
at the Century Plaza Hotel in Century
City.

“We are committed to trying to turn
every stone in the search for peace, but
at the same time, make sure that our
security is maintained,” said Rabin,
who shares this year’s Nobel Peace
Prize with Palestine Liberation Orga-
nization leader Yasser Arafat.

—_——

After addressing the Jewish Federa-
tion Council, Rabin joined entertain-
ment mogul David Geffen for a celeb-
rity luncheon at Morton’s restaurant.
Guests included Warren Beatty, An-
nette Bening, Elizabeth Taylor, Mi-
chael Douglas, Richard Dreyfuss, Bar-
bra Streisand, Jay Leno and Arnold
Schwarzenegger.

Reagan award presented

Rabin was also the recipient of the
1994 Ronald Reagan Freedom Award
presented annually to a person who
has best promoted freedom around the
world. The Israeli prime minister re-
ceived the award Nov. 16 during a

black-tie gala at the Beverly Hilton
Hotel in Beverly Hills.

Rabin shared the third annual Free-
dom Award with Arafat and Jordan’s
King Hussein. The three recipients

were announced in October, and cere- .

monies for Arafat and Hussein haven’t
been arranged.

Former first lady Nancy Reagan
made the presentation. The former
president, who disclosed Nov. 5 that
he’s been diagnosed with Alzheimer’s
disease, did not accompany her.

“After all the excitement the past
two weeks, he decided to stay home.
He’s tired,” said Reagan aide Cathy
Busch.

The guest list for the gala included
Kirk Douglas, Merv Griffin, Lew Was-
serman and former Gov. George Deuk-
mejian,

Former Soviet leader Mikhail S.
Gorbachev and retired Gen. Colin
Powell are past recipients of the
award.

“Prime Minister Yitzhak Rabin has
been a general fighting for freedom
and democracy, and is today a great
crusader in the cause of peace and
prosperity,” Gov. Pete Wilson said in
prepared remarks prior to the gala.
Wilson did not attend the event.

Rabin is an architect of the Middle
East peace process, Wilson said, refer-

ring to Rabin as “a brilliant and victo-
rious soldier working to guarantee his
peop!e’s security so that swords are
turned into plowshares, a courageous
political leader willing to take risks as
he creates partnerships for peace.”

Wilson also praised Reagan. “Ron-
ald Reagan has always inspired us with
his grace, his courage and his dignity,
but never more so than now,” Wilson
said.

“Today, Ronald Reagan faces a new
— and perhaps his toughest — chal-
lenge. But he’s meeting it with the
same Reaganesque confidence and op-
timisin with which he led our country
and estored our hope in the future.”

Address To The
Conference of Jewish Federations
Denver, Colorado, by
Prime Minister Yitzhak Rabin
November 17, 1994

Thank you, thank you very much,

The Chairwoman, the Governor, the senator, congresswoman, mayor of
Denver, Co, our Ambassadors, my Colleagues of the Israeli Government,
the  Minister of  Health, the  Minister of  Education, distinguished
colleagues on the Dias, the leaders of the Jewish communities in the
United States, Canada and the many other countries that joined us in
this General Assembly.

Allow me to start reading you a letter that I received on the
seventeenth of September, exactly two months ago. I'll read parts of it
that express the content of it. '

It starts as follows:
"Dear Yitzhak,

Two days ago we buried our son Arik, may the Lord avenge him, after he
was killed by evil murderers because he was a Jew, because he was a
soldier of the Israel Defense Forces.

I am writing you this letter for one reason alone: I want to strengthen
your resolve regarding the road you have taken and on which you are
leading the people. Only those of us who have fought for the existence
of this country; only those like of us who know what bereavement means,
and appreciate the value of life; only a man who knows that we don't
live in a vacuum and are a part of mankind; only we can dream of peace.

Yitzhak,

To my regret, there will be other attacks, and other murderers who will
try to kil not only our sons, but the peace process. Do not be
disheartened."

Those words were written by Yitzhak Frankental, the father of the
Israeli soldier Arik Frankental, who was kidnapped by Hamas terrorists
and murdered. His stabbed and bullet-pierced body became another tragic
monument along the troubled path of the Jewish people.



I read to you this letter because I was very much moved by it. For me,
it expresses the core of the Jewish existence; always to believe in our
faith, in our tradition, in our heritage, in our destiny. We are a
people that for three thousand years experienced what no another people
on earth experienced. Twice we were exiled from our land. Since the
destruction of the second Temple, we experienced all kinds of
persecution, inquisition, pogroms, holocaust, but we continue to be one,
regardless what kind of citizenship, regardless what kind of passports,
we keep, we remain one, wherever we lived all over the globe. Our
history, our heritage, our faith and our ©belief that it will be
different in the future, made us what we are, the Jewish people. We live
in a changing world. The last few years brought about dramatic change on
the international scene, in the middle eastern scene, in the life of
Israel, and I believe in the life of the Jewish people.

Today, the Jewish people can be described of being belonged to three
categories. Today Israeli Jews, those who live and are the citizens of
the Jewish state that was built, created as a result of determination
and belief of generation of Jews in the last almost 2000 years. Those
who lived under oppression, discrimination in which countries that did
not allow them to practice their religion, to live the life of Jewish
communities in which antisemitism was the deciding factor that prevented
them to do whatever every Jew would like to do. And the third part, the
affluent Jewish communities the you represent a majority of them in the
United States and in Canada. Last year, in Montreal, I told you that
there is a need for a new Jewish agenda, in which we, the three elements
of the Jewish people that I described have to continue to work together
to achieve it vis a vis those who lived and continue to live under
regimes, that either used or continue to prevent Jews to be Jews in the
real sense, the cry, Let My People Go, that put forth all of us, by
believers in freedom all over the world, achieved its goal. There is no
need for such a cry anymore. All the gates that were closed to Jews, to
go wherever they wanted to go, are open. There is no more Soviet Union
and from those countries that were once the Soviet Union, the gates are
open to Jews to come to Israel. It is their decision. We opened the
gates of Syria, Yemen and practically there are no more, but few Jews
because the gates are open to them to leave these countries. For Israel,
not being objective, is the center of life for Jewish people, even
though the Jewish community in North America is bigger than wus, in
numbers, for the Jewish... for Israel is to continue to complete? its
destiny, to be the Jewish State, living in peace and security, bringing
in more and more Jews, Zionisn will not achieve its goal that at least
half of the Jewish people will become Israeli citizens and to you, the
members of the Jewish communities in the affluent countries, especially
in North America, the question should be, "Let My People Be Jewish".



This is the agenda for you.

Allow me to start with the problem of Israel. I'm the Prime Minister of
Israel. I'm an Israeli born. I spent all my life in the service of my
country. I believe that today, there are wunique opportunities to achieve
peace and security, to bring in more than the half a million of Olim,
immigrants from what used to be the Soviet Union, as we did in the last
five years, that no doubt in my mind that to be Jewish means to seek
peace, and I believe that every Government of Israel sought the peace.
Allow me to explain my policy, but before, allow me to share with you my
experience in the last week, not this week, the week that ended last
Saturday. Saturday night almost two weeks ago, there was the opening of
the Jerusalem Business Conference. It was unbelievable to see there Arab
people, from Saudi Arabia, from the Arabian Peninsula countries, from
Morocco, from Tunias, from Egypt, Palestinians. This was the new
realities, the new openings, that the policy of this government of peace
created. Arab-Israeli conflict is loaded with prejudices, hatred,
backload of bloodshed, animosity, without changing the atmosphere,
without creating new openings, the capability of people to talk one to
another, not only diplomats, human beings on both sides. There will be
no real peace. On Tuesday, I met Chairman Arafat, in the crossing
between Gaza Strip and Israel. Without doubt, it was one of the most
painful decisions that I as a Prime Minister of Israel took, but allow
me to remind you once we decided, we, the Jewish people, once
generations of Jews in almost 2000 years dreamt about the return to
Zion, of building a Jewish state there, we decided also, who will be our
neighbors. The Arab countries, the Arab peoples, the Muslim world. I
would prefer different neighbors, but, but they are our neighbors. And
as neighbors of this kind, we have only two choices, to live in war,
violence and terror, or to try to live in peace. I prefer to give a
chance for peace. Allow me to add, there is no need to make peace with
friends, peace we have to make enemies, and sometimes with bitter
enemies if you want to achieve peace. And no doubt in my mind, that in
most complicated complex of issues, in the whole Arab Israeli conflict,
it is between the Palestinians and us, and without the beginning of its
solution, peace will not remain viable. I met with him to make sure that
whatever we have agreed on will be kept by both sides. 77777 that there
are enemies of peace, enemies of peace that are enemies of Israel. Today
they are led by a wave of extreme Islamic radical terrorist groups
originated in Iran, can be called Khoumanism without Khoumani that
covers the whole Arab world. They carry out all the terror activities.
This year 66 Israelis got killed. 90% by the extreme Islamic groups, ?6%
by the rejectionist front that attacked the agreement that we made with
Arafat, the headquarters are in Syria. No one Israeli got killed by
Arafat Fatah people this year. The problem between us and Palestinian
Authority in the Gaza Strip and in Jericho is their capability and



commitment to cope with this terror. Its not so easy. 35 of the 66
Israelis who got killed, were killed by suicidal mission against buses
in Afula, Hadera and Tel Aviv. They were prepared and carried out by
people from Samaria, Judea, the West Bank that it is under our military
control. To cope with this kind of terror, of people who are ready to
blow up themselves for the sake of Kkilling Israelis and killing the
peace process. It is a very, very difficult job to find them among the
million plus Palestinians in Judea and Samaria. All over the 800,000
Palestinians in the Gaza Strip. It's a major responsibility and
difficult job. On Thursday last week, I met King Hussein for the first
time open to the public on the shores of the Lake of Galilee, Kinneret
to exchange the instruments of the ratification of the peace treaty.
Allow me to say, without the agreement with the Palestinians, with the
PLO, there would be no peace treaty with Jordan. With Syria, still we
have problems. The negotiations have proved that the gaps are still wide
open and the same apply to Lebanon that follows the Syrian track. I
believe that the peace, the search for peace, should be the first and
the foremost responsibility of every government of Israel. And on this
occasion I would like to pay tribute and admiration to the late Prime
Minister of Israel, Menachem Begin, that started to bring about the
first peace treaty between an Arab and Israel and had the courage and
imagination to the achievement of peace treaty, the first one, to pay a
painful price, to return to Egypt, every square inch of the territory of
Egypt that we captured during the Six Day War; to uproot all the Israeli
settlements, to destroy Yamit, to agree that there will be no Israeli
presence in 80% of the territories that we captured during the Six Day
War. The Gaza Strip, Judea and Samaria, the Golan Heights are only 20%
of what we captured. I voted for him as a member of the opposition,
because I believed for peace, you have to be ready to pay painful price,
if it will bring about peace.

We, this government will continue its efforts to continue what started
13 years ago by the peace treaty between Egypt and Israel. And
unfortunately 12 years were lost because of the lack of readiness of the
Arab countries leaders to follow the footprints, the footsteps of
President Sadat. The new realities brought them to agree to it. Many
people ask me, "Do you trust your partners for peace?" Allow me to say,
I don't believe that any Arab leader that came in the past to
negotiations and reached agreement with wus. Those who continue to
renegotiate with us, came because out of the blue, they discovered the
justice of the Zionist ideals. They came to negotiate peace for
pragmatic reasons. They realize that the use of force, war, violence,
terror, they will not achieve for their people, what they can achieve by
negotiations, and reaching agreement with wus. Could Sadat regain the
whole Sinai by force? He tried and failed. He embarked on the course of
negotiations and peace for the sake of his people to achieve what



otherwise he could not achieve by the use of force. The same applied to
all of them. Therefore, the Government of Isracl has not cut the defense
budget. It has increased it because we want to negotiate from a
standpoint of strength, the backing for whatever has been agreed, the
hope for which agreements in the future depends on our total strength
and first and foremost our military strength. I rely on the Israel
Defense Forces and the less young Israeli soldiers that have proved
themselves at war. They will prove themselves in serving as a backing
for the peace.

The enemies of peace today are not the Arab countries, not the PLO, not
Syria, not Lebanon. The enemies of peace are the extreme Islamic
movements, the terrorist ones, the Hamas and the Islamic Jihad among the
Palestinians. The Hisbala among the Lebanese, the infrastructure of
terror that covers the whole world, including the United States. They
carried out the atrocity against the Jewish Community in Buenos Aires.
They tried to blow up our embassy in London. They tried to blow up the
Twin Towers in Manhattan. The time has arrived that the world will
realize that these are the enemies of stability, tranquility, in the
Middle East, in North Africa, wherever you live too. And without
international cooperation, it will be impossible to cope with it.

Israel is committed, on one hand, to fight with all our means within the
limits of our law, these extreme Islamic terror groups, but at the same
time, to continue the peace negotiations, which I don't see any
contradiction between the two. The opposite, one complimented another.
Now, vis a vis, the third statement. Let's face, let's face realities as
they are. Today, to the affluent Jewish communities the danger is not
physical  extermination. @ This is over, the danger is  spiritual
assimilation. The question is, how members of the Jewish community
especially North America, in the United States, in Canada, gets the
constitution, the way of life, gives every individual, regardless of his
religion, all the open opportunities, to develop his capabilities, and
no doubt in my mind, the Jewish community in the United States, have
achieved in every aspect of life, tremendous achievement that I can't
recall in the history of the Jewish people since the destruction of the
Second Temple. By this kind of freedom, equality, something started to
deteriorate. The relations, the linkage, to be Jewish and since Israel
as the Jewish State, its destiny is not just to keep the interest of its
citizens. Israel was born as a Jewish State with global Jewish destiny,
to service a refuge to every Jew in need because of oppression and
persecution. But at the same time, to assist the Jewish communities to
maintain their Jewishness. We need to cooperate together, to cope their
overall Jewish problem in its entirety, and Israel should play a major
role and a central role. In this combined effort, we have to continue to
bring Jews from what used to be the Soviet Union, the Arab countries, to



continue their absorption in the proper way. We spent from our budget
alone, three to four billion dollars for absorption of them. You should
continue to be partners for this unique overall Jewish responsibility.

Second, we have to strengthen Jewish education, Jewish education and we
in Israel, and here is the Minister of the Education, are ready to
cooperate in preparation of whatever is needed, to help by teachers, to
have in Israel centers of preparing teachers for you in Israel. But
above all, to continue with the Israel Experience for the youngsters. I
believe that we have to agree that in the coming five years, let's bring
50,000 youngsters, members of the Jewish communities in North America,
to experience one month, three months, in Israel. Nothing will help them
to maintain their Jewishness, than the Israeli Experience. [ believe it
is possible and even focus on Jewish education, in cooperation with
Israel, looking at Israel as the center, the Israeli Experience, with
50,000 youngsters that will come to Israel, organized, prepared by you
and us, together.

And three, the 2000 partnership. We live in changing worlds. Beginning
of peace, new openings. There are many American countries (companies?)
that invest in Israel. There will be many others. We want members of the
Jewish community that are businessmen, industrialists, and whatever
field applies, to participate in the partnership 2000, in addition to
their contribution, to invest, to be part of the economic development of
Israel. If we do all this, I look forward with great hope, without
ignoring the dangers of the enemies of peace, of Iran and its extreme
Islamic terror movements all over the Middle East. I believe that we can
look forward together if we join our forces and we have many friends.
The United States stood besides Israel, continues to help us, to be a
partner in the efforts to achieve peace, to make Israel stronger. I
believe that we are the generation of Jews that their fate is in their
hands. For 2000 years, generations of Jews, dreamt, aspired that the
fate of their own people will be in their own hands. Providence and
history have bestowed on our shoulders, to be that generation that can
decide the fate of the Jewish people, the fate of Israel.

I learned from our long Jewish history of our own Israeli experience,
that deep belief and determination, knowing that there is no light
without shadow, that there is no joy without agony, that there is no
achievement without pain. And I learned also, a saying, and I said as
Ambassador to the United States, "We shall overcome. Together we shall
overcome. "

Manhattan island was sold to the
early Dutch settlers for $24 in bar-
tered goods by the Manhattan Indians
— probably one of the most famous
real estate transactions in history. If

you start your tour at Battery Park at
the tip of lower Manhattan, you can still see the restored
Dutch fort that once f:iarded Neuw York harbor. From here,
let your curiosity and your interest be your guide. For no
matter which direction you head — Eastside, Westside,
Midtown, Uptown and Downtown — you ll be amazed at
how many attractions and world-famous sights an island
just 13 miles long and, at the most, 3 miles wide can hold.

The Statue of Liberty on Liberty Island in New York Harbor has
greeted generations of newcomers to these shores. Now a National
Monument, this world-famous symbol of freedom was presented
to the United States by France, and dedicated on October 28, 1886,
commemorating the alliance between the two countries during the
American Revolution. The 152-ft figure, raised on a 150-ft pedestal,
is the work of Auguste Bartholdi. Located in the base is a museum
with exhibits telling the story of immigration to the United States
and the Statue’s construction and evolution as a symbol of the
United States.

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Must-Do’s
(You Haven’t Seen New York Until You’ve Seen This...)

Macy’s Thanksgiving Day Parade (November 24th) -- Even if you've seen the
parade for years on TV, nothing can prepare you for the sight of a giant Garfield the
Cat balloon floating down Broadway, tethered by a dozen people dressed in
matching Garfield outfits. The parade starts at 10 a.m. on Central Park West at
77th Street, and winds its way down to Broadway and Herald Square. Come the
night before and join the crowd that gathers to watch the balloons being inflated.

From the
passionate reds of the opening of the Metropolitan Opera season, the soft pinks of the New York City
Ballet, to the warm tones of the New York Philharmonic, the Big Apple offers a complete spectrum of
musical entertainment.

For artistic colors of another stripe, the fall exhibits and shows at New York’s unsurpassed
museums and galleries feature everything from impressionism to abstract expressionism. The
Metropolitan Museum of Art’s Origins of Impressionism features nearly 200 works of art that offers
viewers a glimpse into the extraordinary conditions that inspired Degas, Monet, Renoir and other
great artists of the 19th century (Sept. 27-Jan. 8). The Museum of Modern Art presents an exhibit that
explores a celebrated American artist’s legacy of abstraction, Cy Twombly: A Retrospective, from
September 25 to January 10. Joining this group of distinguished venues is the opening of The National
Museum of the American Indian on October 30, featuring three inaugural exhibitions. Moving from
still life to the moving medium, the New York Film Festival returns to Lincoln Center from September
23 to October 9.

STREET LIFE

Neighborhoods of New York celebrate the season with street festivals, parades, fairs and
concerts. Little Italy’s Feast of San Gennaro features Italian delights, Brooklyn’s Atlantic Antic
captures the spirit of old Brooklyn, the Autumn Celebration in Historic Richmond Town on Staten
Island features family activities, and the 68th Annual Macy’s Thanksgiving Day Parade is seen around
the world -- but only seen up close in the Big Apple. New York’s streets are sure to produce their own
harvest of fun.

Garden as the Stanley Cup champion New York Rangers begin another thrilling season of hockey in

Staffers deny Helms is seeking cutback

Prime Minister Yitzhak Rabin
arrives in the United States toda
having told his countrymen he will
WOrk to ensure that the new Re-
publican majority in Congress
does not cut Israel’s $3 billion a
year in foreign aid.

Israel's largest newspaper,
Yediot Aharonot, blared in head-
lines yesterday thar aides to
incoming Senate Foreign Rela-
tions Committee Chairman Jesse
Helms had twld the Israsli Em-
bassy in Washington the ald would
be cut.

But staffers in Mr, Helms' office
and officials at the lsraeli Em-
bassy both denied the report yes-
terday. An embassy official said
the report was based on a “distor-
tion” of a conversation berween a
Helms aide and an Israeli Em-
bassy official,

"Our ambassador talked yester-

day with Senator Helms and was
told he would not cut aid to Israel”
said the embassy spokesman.

Nevertheless, the report pro-
duced a troubling beginning to Mr.
Rabin'a trip, which will include a
meeting Monday with President
Clinton,

Mr. Rabin is to receive the Ron-
ald Reagan Foundation Freedom
Award in Los Angeles today and
speak to the General Assembly of
Jewish Federations in Denver to-
morrow.

But Israeli press reports spec-
ulated the real purpose of the trip
was to safeguard U.S. aid to Israel
amid growing fears the new Re-

"Americans from all parties
have realized that only a strong
Israel can {Jrevent wars, contrib-
ute to stability and tranquillity in
the region, and make it possible for
Israel to take calculared risks for
peace,” Mr. Rabin said.

And Mr. Peres said: "I would
like to see a very precise record of
his (Mr. Helms'] remarks before I
shall react to them. I wouldn't like
to react just by a hasty publica-
tion. .,

. "I feel quirte self-assured that it
won't happen.”

In Washington, a Senate Foreign
Relations Committee source flatly
denied the Israeli newspaper re-
port, saying, “Senator Helms has
said foreign assistance needs o be
reviewed, but he has not sald any-
thing about a cut of $1.2 billion in

| aid to Israel”

The $1.2 billion in economic
support funds does not stay long in
Israel in any case. About $1.1 bil-
lion is Iimmediately returned to the
United States as peyment on Is-
rael's debt.

Mr. Helms and others have sug-
gested in the past that Israel's debrt
be written off and payments on
the economic support funds be
stopped simultaneously, without
any negative impact on Israel.

But Israel has rejected this be-
cause “debt forgiveness is a sign
of a failing economy” and would

Israeli opposition leader Benja-
min Netanyahu said last week that
Israel should prepare for a cut in
aid after the defeat of President
Clinton’s Democratic Party {n con-
gressional elections.

Mr. Netanyahu, leader of the
Likud Party, said the vote signaled
a desire in the United States to
treat problems at home rather
than abroad.

But Mr. Peres told reporters
yesterday: “We have very good re-
lations with both partles. Also, the
foreign relations of the United
States is bipartisan, and 1 hope
that will also remain the gituation.”

Tsraell politicians have always
perceived US aid as an important
issue with an electorate that s one
of the most heavily taxed in the
world.

The US. administration point-
edly withheld loan guarantees to
Israel untll Mr. Rabin took office
inJuly 1992 ona promise to reduce
government support for Jewish
settlements in occupied lands,
which flourished under his con-
servative predecessor, Yitzhak
Shamir.

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:l f}) HELMS ATTACKS U.S. SPENDING ON NATO, MIDDLE EAST. UN

RALEIGH, N.C. (AP) - Sen. Jesse Helms, probable next chairman of
the U.S. Senate Foreign Relations Committee, says the United States
is overspending billions of dollars on NATO, the United Nations and
the Middle East peace process and he aims to trim it

Helms said he will claim his right to the chairmanship when
the new Republican-dominated Congress convenes in January. In a
celebratory mood, Helms served cookies to reporters at a Wednesday
news conference in North Carolina’s capital city.

"We must stop this stupid business of giving away the
taxpayers’ money willy-nilly," said Helms, the committee’s senior
Republican. _

Savings on foreign aid could better be used to reduce the
federal deficit and cost of government, he said.

Where aid is qgranted, he said, countries should be required
too put up collateral such as 0il or mineral deposits if they can’t
repay.

As evidence of his increased stature in Washington even before
it becomes official, Helms talked Wednesday with Secretary of State
Warren Christopher. Christopher can expect tougher committee
oversight of the State Department and will have to give more
serious consideration to ideas that earlier had been ignored, he
said.

"The foreign aid program has spent an estimated two trillion
dollars of the American taxpayers’ money, much of it going down
foreign rat holes, to countries that constantly oppose us in the
United Nations and many which reject concepts of freedom," Helms
said.

He said he has long been concerned "about our people, our
taxpayers, being required to bear the brunt" of financing the North
American Treaty Organization.

"I just don’t think that’s right...Germany and all the rest of
then with more money net than we have. Let them pay for their own
defense.

“Japan, too" he said, adding the Japanese expression, "“ah,

so."

"And then there is that nemesis of nillions of Americans-the
United Nations itself," Helms continued. "the U.N. is costing the
American taxpayers billions of dollars. A complete re-evaluation
of the U.S.-U.N. relationship is imperative.™"

. The senator didn’t have to run in this year’s election but
sald he probably will seek a fifth term ln 1996. He said he has no
illusions that all his savings plans will be approved by Congress.

Helms also said:

-"Cuba is very likely to be a major foreign policy
problem for the United States," which should already be formulating
plans for dealing with post-Castro Cuba.

-Costs of U.S. Haitian policies are exorbitant, topping
1.3 billion dollars by his estimate before military costs are
added. He termed the Haitian operation "an exercise in futility.»
