"JEWS ARE HERE TO STAY, BUT ISRAEL IS5 NOT"

Greetings,

The oim of our group, "ARABS FOR SEMITIC BROTHERHOOD," which
represents o significont segment of the Arob World, is to assess
objectively the status and future of Isrocel in this port of the
world, It is our thesis that while JEWS ARE HERE TO STAY, ISRAEL 1S
NOT. In this communication to you, we shall exploin the reosons
underlying this thesis of ours, We shall dwell mainly on the military -
political aspects of Arab-Isrceli relations during the past twenty
years and aottempt to predict, on the basis of this analysis, the pre-
dicament and future of Israoel.

In the words of I.F. Stone, who wos aworded o medal by the .’
Haganah for his underground trip in 1946 from Polond to Palestine,
the future of Isroel has been described os follows:

"This is the third Isroeli-Arab waor in 20 yeors., In the absence
of a generol settlement, wor will recur ot regulor intervals., The
Arabs will thirst for revenge. The Isroelis will be tempted again
to wage preventive war. The Isroeli borders cre so precorious, the
communications so easily cut, as to be untencble in stotic defensive
warfare., A surprise attock would cut Isroel into holf o dozen ports.
A long war would be suvicidol for o community of little more than two
million Jews in a sea of 50 million Arabs., Only totel mobilizotion
can defend it, and total mobilization is impossible for any extended
term in Iarnei, since it brings the wheels of the economy to a crawl".

(Ramparts, August 1967).

On this same theme concerning the "future of Isrcel", I.F. Stone
concludes:

"Considering their numbers ond resources and the generol rise ‘
of all the colonial people in this period, the Arcbs must eventuaolly
prevail ... No quickie militory victories should blind Isrcel to
the inescapable - in the long run she cannot defeot the Arabs".

Another fomous Jew, Isaac Deutscher, whose next-of-kin perished
in Auschwitz ond whose relatives live in Isrocel, had ideas similar
to those of Stone on the future of Isroel. In commenting on the
Isroeli-Arab wor of June 1967, I. Deutscher says "This 'six days
wonder', this lotest, all-too-easy triumph of Israceli orms will be
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seen one day, in o not very remote future, to have been o disaster

in the first instance for Isroel itself" (The Non-Jewish Jew, 1968).
Deutscher goes on to point out that'one can drive himself victoriously
into his grave' and that this is exoctly whot the Isrcelis hove been
doing. "Yes", Deutscher comments on the June 1967 wor, "this victory
is worse for Isrcel than o defeat. For from giving Israel a higher
degree of security, it has rendered it much more insecure". 1I.
Deuvtscher sums up his views on this issue by saying: "Israel's
security, let me repeat, was not enhanced by the wars of 1956 aond
1967; it was undermined ond compromised by them. The 'friends of
Israel' have in fact obetted Isroel in o ruinous course",

Professor Maxime Rodinson, o well-known Jewish thinker whose
father was one of the founders of the Jewish Workers Trade Unions in
Paris, views the conflict between Israel and the Araobs in the follow-
ing simple terms: "The conflict therefore oppears essentially os
the struggle of an indigenous population ogainst the occupation of
part of its notional territory by foreigners" (Isrcel and the Arabs,
1968). More than twenty years ago, Zionists cloimed that Israel
was to become o haven of refuge for world Jewry. As Professor
Rodinson puts it, "life in an Isrcel under continual military threaot
hordly seems an ideal alternotive to life in the Dispersion ... At
all events the Zionist contribution towards solving the 'Jewish Problem'
hos been ombiguous, to say the least".

After more than twenty years of existence, Isroel now faces more
serious and varied problems than it ever did but, aobove oll, it faces
the problem of existing or being. Instead of Isrocel being, as once
claimed the Zionists, a haven of refuge for the Jews of the world,
it is cleor now that, ironically, the Jews of the world ore being
called upon to sove Isrcel. This tosk, we believe, is impossible.

As Stone puts it "the Arobs must eventually preveil”., Thus, while
Jews are here to stay, Israel is not:

This was the reply of "PRAVDA" to the demands of Mao
tse Tung, that a revision be made in the Russian boundaries
in Europe and on the Island of Sochelin.

This is interesting, especially in light of the present
Soviet thesis in the United Nations - that Israel may not
broaden its frontiers.




Y. Harkabi
The Arab-Israsli Confrontation - An Israsli View

(A paper submitted to the seventh annual
conference of The Institute for Strategic
Studies, held on Octpber 1 - 3rd 1965, at
Divonne-les-Bains, Franc=.) The theme of
this conference was "The Mjiddle East:

The Strategic Issues”.

At the outset, I wish to state that the views I am going to
present are my own, and do not necessarily reflect the official
Israel standpoint.

In analyzing a conflict it is generally more rewarding to
consider the case of the side aspiring to introduce change. If
prior to 1948 it was Zionism that proposad to produce a changed .
situation, nowadays the roles have been reversed, the Arabs
having become revisionists wishing to subvert the present state
of affairs; the Israel side tending to be more conservative. I
will, therefore, devote the main part of my presentation to a
description of trends in the Arab sida.

The Meta-political Level

There is a striking asymnetry between the two parties in
the volume of their writing on the Arab-Israsli conflict and
their elaboration of an ideology for it. While in Hebrew there
are very few books on this conflict and the Israal attitude
towards it is somewhat pragmatic, in Arabic there are scores
of such books, dealing with its different aspacts, evincing a
marked ideological tenor, substantiating the Aradb causs.
Saeveral factors contribute to this growth of an Arab ideological
concern with the conflict. '

s [ The amount of ideologizing is an outcome of the general
ideological mood in some Arab countries and especially
the UAR.

2. The trauma of losing the war produced a strong emotional
urge for vengeance. Repeated Arab pronouncements in the
few years following 1948, clamouring for another round to
wipe out the shame of defeat, showed a marked psychological
motivation. It can be hypothesized that emotional attitudes
ares more prone to erosion, and that in order to sustain one's
position in a conflict, emotions should be abatted by an
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ideology. Frustration and disappointment resulting

from the failure to achieve the Arab objective have
tended to aggravate this need for a reassuring ideology.
Arab pronoucements nowadays are much less emotional and
more ideological, flowing less from frenzy and more from
cold fire.

3. A radical and rare objective in a conflict, such as the
liquidation of the rival's political existence, calls in
modern times for an ideological justification. Most
conflicts in recent history have been more limited, the
contestants' political existence being outside the
conflict, which usually has revolved around a less
ambitious objective such as acquisition of some territory
or recognition of superiority. Arabs do not disguise that
their objective is the destruction of Israel as a political
entity, what I propose to call - Politicide. The angry
protests aroused in Arab gquarters by Bourguiba's proposal
that the Arabs should recognize a truncated Israel, of the
1947 Resolution configuration, only proves this point.
Thus, a major part of Arab ideology of the conflict is
concerned with indoctrination justifying politicide
and proving its feasibility. Arab recognition that a
politicidic objective is nowadays problematic is
semantically evident in their prevailing parlance by a
tendency to resort to express their objective in indirect
euphemistic phrases such as "liberating Palestine" (which
implies that Israel will be superseded by another state) ,
or "correcting or undoing the mistake committed in 1948"
@efining the mistake as the establishment of Israel,)etc.

A summary of Arab ideology within the present paper must
be extremely sketchy. The establishment of Israel is described
as an historical crime of incomparable gravity, as the natural
rights of the Palestinian Arabs of gelf-determination were
violated. The territory was usurped, Israel being frequently
referred to as the "usurped country" or "occupied territory".
Israel's existence is only "alleged" (Maz'uma). As Israel was
established by "aggression" it is congenitally aggressive, even
its mere existence is aggressive, irrespective of what ever it
does, and it is inherently bad. Accordingly, the imagery of
Israel in Arab press and literature tends selectively to magnify
true or imaginary evil features, and betrays many instances of
projection. Furthermore, the destruction of Israel, it is
explained, is a measure of anticipatory salf-defence, as Israel,




being aggressive by birth and nature, harbours designs for
expansion from the Nile to the Euphrates, which cannot be thwarted
except by its destruction. No doubt there is genuine fear of Israel
in the neighbouring countries based on their historical exparience.
But it should be noted that had that been their main concern, their
interest would have been to freeze the borders. To prevent a
neighbour state from expansion is always easier than to destroy it.

.Arabs argue that what is at stake is their very existence,
and that so long as Israel stays it is impossible for Arabdom to
achieve its purpose and it will remain defaective, as if Israel's
existence causes an Arab national alienation of sorts.

There is a current tendency in Arab circle to describe the
conflict as a conflict of principles, an "ideological conflict"”,
despite the fact that it is not a conflict betwean two hetero-
geneous socilal systems. However, a clash betwsen national
aspirations expounded as ideologies is not ideological, but a
collision between ambitions. It seems that the rationalization
of the conflict as ideological stems from several factors: a
general disposition towards ideology; the wish to make the conflict
more consonant with the modern fashions and analpgous to the Cold
War; a wish to make it more "respectable” as a spiritual conflict
on values and not on materialistic interests; and last but not
least, dramatizing the impossiblitiy of a compromise.

Various arguments, mostly in the guise of historical
imperatives, are given to prove the feasibility of the objective
of destruction: eventual decisivenass of numerical preponderance,
artificiality of Israel as the Jews arsa not 2a "normal® nation
and tharefore inherently cannot sustain a state; Israsl's non-
viability because of its size and limited natural resources, its
existencs being unreal, "counterfeited" and dependent on external
assistance; Israel being plagued with internal insoluble contra-
dictions that spell its doom, i.e. relations betwsen Church and
State, Israel and the diaspora, Oriental and European Jews, and so
on; a historical analogy is frequently drawn from the fate of the
Crusaders; and finaly being colonialist Israel's end is manifest
by the contemporary trend towards liquidation of colenialism.

The intensivity of Arab ideological activity and its
farvour are of great significance. The endless repetition of these
ideas proves that they are important, at least for their expounders:
leaders, publicists and intellectuals. Even if the dimension of
the identification of the Arab public with this ideoloby cannot be
precisely gauged unless polled, it is inferentially considerable.
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The acceptance of this ideology contributes to making the Arab
position more rigid. It provides a necessary setting for the
understanding of their behaviour in the conflict. If ideology
does not deermine each action, it gives policy its general
orientation. If Arab public pronouncements on Israel do not
signify what they do, they indicate what they wish and aspire
to do.

Foreign visiters often claim that Arab leaders in
private interviews show a more accommodating attitude towards
the existence of Israel than their public pronouncement
warrant. Foreigners may be inclined to giva credit to views
expressed to them by Arab leaders privately and brush away their
radical pronouncements as merely designed for internal comsumpt-
ion , therefore, trivial. My own experience has taught me that
on the contrary, Arab leaders' public utterings carry more
weight and reflect more correctly their feelings and attitudes.
By their statesments to the public they arouse expectations and
a demand to stand by their word. Further-more, it is of great
significance that national indoctrination and education at
schools follow the public utterings. It is unthinkable that for
seventeen years Arab leaders have consistently only overcommitted
themselves on Israel. The gap between private and public declara-
tions is often explained as arising from Arab leaders embroiling
themselves in a vicious circle of extremism. However, they do not
show any inclination to extract themselves from it, or slow down
it vortex. Foreigners may be flattered by fancying that they
were made privy to the leader's deep thoughts, and it may hurt
their own amour-propre to realise that what they were told is
window-dressing and resist such a discovery. On the other hand,
it is only humanly understandable that Arab leaders will desire
to appear in these interviews reasonable and moderate and conceal
their politicidic attitude. If their extreme pronouncements
towards Israel are demagogic and a means of expediency to gain
popular support, they are still very significant, as only popular
ideas can be manipulated to acquire popularity.

If Arab attitude towards Israel does indicate ambivalence
it stems from their stand which basically is not a straight
forward confidence in the possibility of destroying Israel but
some kind of vacillation to the effect that it is as yet too early
to forsake this hope. Their moderate statesment to foreigners
may not necessarily be deliberate deceptions, but arise out of
their own misgivings about the practicability of their politicidic
aspiration. Nevertheless, they continue adhering to it. To be




sure, a distinction could be made betwean attitude and policy.
Their public pronouncements express their basic attitude. Their
current policy is more moderate as it is constrainted by the
political reality, and may be closer to their views disclosed
privately. However, attitudes and ideology are of great importance
as they constitute the matrix on which policy is shaped.

Condemning Israel as a state has produced an inclination
to condemn its people and Jews in general. Arabs used to claim
that they were against Zionism and Israel but not against the
Jews, and that being themselves Semites they cannot be Anti-
semites. This, however, is only a play on words. The need of
substantiate the evilness of Israel has led them to find its
deeper sources in the Jews as people, their history and religion.
The amount of Antisemitic literature in Arabic and its vehemence
has no parallel in the modern world since World War II. I must .
acknowledge that this Antisemitism has been a great surprise to
myself, as Israelis in general tend to discard Arab verbal
extremism as some kind of garrulousness of the Arabic language
not to be taken too seriously. But, it cannot be said that the
Arabs are only victime of their beautiful language.

Besides quantity and tenor, what makes this Antisemitic
literature even more significant is its governmental origin
(in the UAR), as it is published by official publishing houses,
evidently with government blessing. In this respect it is almost
unique, as only in Russia and Nazi Germanv was Antisemitic
literature published by governments. This literature does not
emanate from fringes of Arab society bw rather its centre.
Nowhere in the world do Antisemitic themes appear with such
frequency and in such a vulgar fashion as in Arab publications.
"The Protocols of the Elders of Zion" ar2 racurringly referred
to, summarized or published in full and fregquently quoted. A .
UAR pfficial booklet in English distrilmtad in Africa
specifically quotes from these Protocols. The Arab League
"Committee of Heads of Palestinian Machineries" deliberated on
the question of distributing the2 Protocols translated into
different languages, all over the world.

Na gser himself made reference to tha Protocols (see
1958 Official English Volume of Speaches, Part 2,p.30) and
doas not demur from praising Aluba's most Antisemitic book*

* Muhammad 'Ali' Aluba, Palestine and human conscience, Dar
al-Hilal, Cairo March, 1964.
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which is based on the Protocols, in a letter embodied in the
introduction to this work. The decisive role of the Protocols
in the evolution of Nazi Antisemitism cannot ba ignocred and
comes to mind when surveying Arab Antisemitism. Even the old
story of Jews using the blood of gentile children for religious
rites has been resurrected in a book issued in the series of
UAR national orientation ("National Books" No. 184, bearing the
title "Talmudic Human Sacrifices", Cairo, 1962) and repeated
@lsewhere.

Hitler's extermination of the Jews is justifiably
explained, and it is even asserted that others are bound to
follow his example. The reactions to the Eichmann trial are
highly instructive. Eichmann has been hailed by Arabs and
even called a martyr (Shaheed). In contrast with the prevailing
trend in the Christian world, attempts are being made to supply
an Islamic religious base to the hatred of the Jews by reviving
the old feud between Muhammed and the Jewish tribes in Arabia.

If Jews cannot be accused of the death of the central personality
of Islam, at least tales of their attempt to poison him can be
retold. Thus, the conflict is supplied with an historical
dimension. While in the Koran it is specifically denied that khe
Jews crucified Christ, all kind of pressure, official and private,
has been exertad on the Vatican not to exonerate the Jews from
responsibility for the act, basing their agruments on rather
strange reasoning, mainly to the effact that the issue is not

at all religious and theological Lut constitutes a Zionist
political plot.

Ideas spill over into action. Whenever an Antisemitic
group comes into the open, it generally transpires that it has
some affiliation with Arab official representatives. Of course a
state can always offer instrumentalities of great value to such
groups and thus acquire a dominant influence over them. The UAR
has become a world centre for Antisemitism., As Antisemitism is
to some extent inhibited in the West by the burden of memories
of Jewish extermination, Arabs repeatedly try to minimize that
remorse by claiming that the Jews swell the numbers of the victims
although people from other nations also fell prey, only the Jews
capitalize on their dead. Arab Antisemitism does not stem from
popular stereotypes of the Jews in Arab countries which were, it
seems, connected with the Koranic saying that the Jews were
ordained to miserable, but sets out to destroy this image by
describing the Jews as menacing and aggressive, and Israel as
a tool of a global Jewish consipiracy. World Jewry and World
Zionism are frequently treated as synonymous.
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Arab spokesmen fregquently deny their Antisemitism, but,
that does not inhibit them from reverting to antisemitic themes.
The cumulative weight of these themes and their official source
in the UAR cannot be shrugged off by such disclaimers. Purther-
more, the fact that the exampls of the moral havoc Antisemitism
wrought in Germany does not discourage the Arabs is ominous in
itself.

It is interesting to note that the Arabs are aware of the
dilemma: that by propogating Antisemitism, the position of the
Jews in various countriess mzy be prejudiced, and their immigra-
tion to Israel induced thereby. Howaver, it ssems that rabid
hatred, and their wview that the struggle is global against World
Jewry as the parents of Israsl, ovarrides all other considera-
tions.

I do not assert that all Arads, or even an important
gsegment of the Arab public, is Antisemitic. Far from it. This
Antisemitism does not stem from the peopls but from official
circles and the literati. It is not, at lsast for the time being,
a policy against the Jewish minority (except, perhaps, in 8yria)
but only a tool of external strateay. Neverthaless, any
description of the Arab side in tha conflict +hat comits these
aspects would be partial and incomplete.

Another asymmetry 1is thas produced in the ceonflict, for
nothing comparable to Antisemiftlsn can be found in the Isrzel and
Jewlish side. There are misconzcaptlors and disteocrtions but ne
ideologizing of hatred. In analwvaes of conilicts by outslders
there is a natural tendency and temptaZior to endeavour to strike
a balance between the contaestants, to look for raciprocitias,
mutualities, "mirror images”" and 2ymmatriza. Such allegations
may sometimes be proved a violation of tra*h and oaght te be
axamined thoroughly and not asserted off-hand. They may represent
the line of minimum effort to understand and haven for the lazy.
In the case that cne party entertains a passion to annihilate its
contestant and the latter has a passion to survive, they cannot
be simply described as both egqually passionate and emotional. If
one party clings to its existence and the other is not willint to
relinquish the policy of destruction, imputing intraresigence to
both is not impartiality but perverting indifference.

For the time being Aral Antisemitism is ignored in Israsel.
When it becomes common knowladge it may affect the attitude of
Israals, expecially the young generation, towards the Arab
countries. It will pose a grave educational problem for us.
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I am persuaded that Arab Antisemitism 1s not accidental
but is built-in and organic in their present political posture
in the conflict. I submit that a politicidic attitude towards
Israel drifts to Antisemitism. If the State of Israel is so bad
that it deserves a death sentence, its citizens must be bad,
too, for they established it. Furthermore, the peopla from
which they originate is apparently bad. Being "Arntisewitism
from above", it can be controlled, even stopped, by the leaders.
However, a politicidic attitude may make such restraints
artificial and so limit their freedom of action.

The trend to infer from evilmness of the State the evilness
of the people is of great importance, as it may cause the circle
to close - from the urge to destroy the State to the urge to
exterminate its citizens, or to put in another way, from what I
have called Politicide to Genocide. Arab ideology and propaganda
through all media of mass communication unwaveringly stresses
the polarization of the absolute justice of their cause against
the absolute immorality of the Israeli case, Describing the
destruction of the imperialistic monster-state, which is Israsl,
as a messianic mission may have a dehumanizing effect of
excluding Israelis from the pale of human beings deserving of
compassion. It calls for brutality which can hardly be directed
only outwards. It embodies a warning to Israel, the world, and
the Arabs themselves. Those who legitimize the Arab position in
the conflict, and their objective to destroy Israel as under-
standable and even normal, should bear in mind the possibie
implication of endorsing Cenocide.

The Arab assertion that the coming of the Jews to Palestine
and the establishment of a Jewish State are the cause of the
conflict is basically correct. The inference that, therefore, the
eviction of Jews and the destruction of the state is the oaly
solution is casuistry. No doubt the Arabs suffered a great deal
and many of their complaints are justifiable. However, they
cannot externalize all blame and put it on the Jews and the
British and Americans. Their intransigence against any compromise
and their launching of a war, for which they now try to divest
themselves of responsibility, bear some part of the blame. It
is useless brooding endlessly on past events, on contradictory
broken promises, on disputes as to who is to blame, reliving a
distorted history and finding consolation in abusive language.
The main problem is: Where do we go from here? I do not
belittle grievances, but see the need to look beyond them.
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Arabs seem unwilling to admit that their demand from
Israel to resign itself to its liguidation, irrespective of how
justified and substantiated or not their case is, borders on
the absurd. No state can comply with such a demand even in
order to free itself from being castigated aggressive or
imperialistic. Statements of surprise at Israel's craziness in
defending its existence are bizarre indeed. Arabs have good
reasons to be angty with us for coming, but not for oar
reluctance to commit suicide. No state can b2 expected to bury
itself however " gome people are of the opinlilon Lthat its
coming into being was unjust. Arabs argue, that a fait accompli
is not necessarily vested with moral valus. However the
destruction of the fait accompli cannot reproduce morality.

The tragedy of the Arab cause is that their grievance cannot be
redressed to their satisfaction without perpetrating an even
greater evil.

The agrument that so long as Israel exists the Arabs
cannot achieve their national objectives for modernization and
cultural revival and that their better life hinges on its
ligquidation, though very common in Arabic political literature,
has an air of artificiality and implusibility. It is only an
excuse, to preempt self-reproach for failures; it magnifies our
importance out of all proportion. Had the balief that Israel
is the obstacle to all Arab aspirations been deep-rooted Iin
Arab consciousness, it would have made the Arab-Israelii conflict
much more central in Arabs' public lives Arab oropagandist
straining to make it so, and their lengthy explaratlons why it
should be so, only testify to the contrary. Indeed, their
obsession with Israel does divert them from positive efforts
of national construction. The real test of Arab nationalism
does not lie, as many of them argue, in the confrontation with
Israel, but elsewhere,

It is more vital for Israel to survive than for the Arabs
to destroy it. Therefore while Israel will tax itself to the
utmost, Arab exertions are half-hearted. That is evident when
we cross from the universe of ideas into that of pelitics and
gstrategy.

Pplitical Lawal

Arab political activities within the framework of the
conflict have always been influenced by inter-Arab relations
and their cyclical fluctuations alternating between periods
of inter-Arab solidarity and cooperation and spells of animosity
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and discord. Uneasy at their disunity, Arab countries tended to
draw closer; proximity generated tension and quarrels, causing
a return to disunity. These swings of the pendulum are not
fortuitous, but are built-in in Arab reality and its diversity.
If no anti-Israeli achievements have been realized during

those phases of solidarity, subsequent Arab discords hamper
common action against Israel with almost no need for effort

on her part.

Unity is a genuine and forceful Arab national aspiration.
Central leadership may be necessary for attaining it, though
attempts by such leadership to impose a Monolith may prove
counter-productive, accentuating Polycentrism and disharmony
as sovereign states are loath to be relegated to subordination.
Thus, the emergence of a strong centre of leadership such as
Nasser has by the irony of history become a devisive factor.
After the blow to unity dealt by the breakup cfthe UAR, Egypt
turned its back on cooperation and solidarity, expounding the
theory that greater internal political homogeneity among Arab
states is a requisite for unity and should be achieved first.
"Convergence"” will be produced by the cther states changing
their social rBgimes and adopting UAR Arab Socialism. Egypt
in its revolutionary mood appealed to Aral pa2oples above the
heads of thelr leaders to revolt and change their regimes. AS
a result, despite Nasser's great popularity in the Arab World,
inter-Arab relations ebbed and sank and the UAR found itself
isolated. In the meantime Israel's project to pump water from
the Lake of Tiberias reached its final stage. Arab leaders had
committed themselves to the policy that they would prevent
"the diversion of the Jordan" by violence. The Syrians challenged
Nasser, whose troops were embroiled in Yemen, to take action.
His response was to jettison the doctrine that there can be no
cooperation without uniformity, and invited all Arab leaders to
confer in a summit meeting in Cairo.

The age of summitry set in, with some considerable
achievements. Nasser by flexibility gained in his political
standing in the counsels of Arab statses more than by head-on
attacks. Inter-Arab relationships improved. Recognizing their
inability to prevent Israel's water project, overruling Syrian
bravado for warlike action, Arab heads of state decided to
counteract by diverting the Jordan sources. a United Arab
Command was created with the specific mission to act against
Israel, a joint staff was formed, surveys of the military
situation in Arab countries were carried out, operational
planning commenced, and an annual budget of 2 15m promised for
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ten years to supplement the military build-up in Lebanon, Syria
and Jordan., A Palestinian Liberation Organization was established
to preserve the "Palestinian Entity" from submergence in tha Arab
countries, to unite the Palestinians and bolster their hcpe and
confidence in their eventual "Return".

This summary list of achievements is rc doubt iwpressive.
A balanced view, however, should mention their limitations. As
the political homogenety which Masser aspired =o create was yn«
brought about, the disparities in interests were only super-
ficially plastered over. "Unity of Action” and consansun on
policy are severely restricted to those courszes of action which
do not favour one state to the detriment of others. Even in
action against Israel, seemingly supported by all Arab states,
it is difficult to steer a course which does not prejudice
interests of one or more Arab states. Israel is rarely alone in
the boat, having the companionship of each of the Arab states
in turn, illustrating the phenomenon of "ennemis freres" or
antagonistic cooperation. Thus, the model of this conflict is that
of an alliance of multiple members against one actor with whom
all of them separately form tacit alliances cutting across their
official alliance.

Suspicion against Nasser's desicns has not vanished. The
economic crisis in UARR, the failure of the regime in political
integration and in institutionalizing ltself, the Yemeni
adventure, signs of disaffection in the population and decline
in the revolutionary elan, all enable tha other Arak countries
to confront Nasser as never baefore. NMasser cannot carry the
Arab world, as is shown by his failure in the case of Cermany's
establishment of diplomatic relations with Israel. Algeria and
Iraq have recently veered away from the UAR. Enmity between
the UAR and Syria is unabated. In the Yemeni war more Arab blood
was shed by Arabs than casualities caused by Israel to all the
Arab armies put together. Thase wounds cannot easlly bes assuaged,
even if they bleed and ache far off, out of sight in Yemen. As
the conflict has an important function in inter-Arab relations,
gsome Arab countries became more alive to Nasser's exploiting it
against their interests. Finding that too much of summitry and
cooperation exact from them concessions detrimental to their
interests, they have second thoughts and recoil from further
steps. Nevertheless, all that implies not that the present mood
of improved inter-Arab relations is bound to disappear, but
merely that it will be kept at a lower pitch.




The Arab United Command suffered from disabilities inherent
in modern coalitions., Its authority is limited, lacking legal
sanction to impose its orders and move troops from one country
to another. UAR influence in the United Command being paramount,
the other members of the coalition are reluctant to invest the
Command with supranational authority.

The organization of the Palestinians suffered from its own
difficulties, It was inaugurated from above, not by spontaneity
on the part of the Palestinians. Shugeiri had to move with the
greatest circumspection not to infringe on the vital interests
and sensitivities of some of the states for whom the organization
of the Palestinians as a separate political body may spell
internal, especially Jordan. The struggle between Jordan and
Shugeiri has already openly erupted. He has failed to persuade
all Arab states to support him. Even some of his associates
deserted him. His own resignation is impending. Many among
the Arabs lost faith and doubt Shugeiri's ability and serious-
ness, because what he symbolizes is cathartic haranguing in the
UN. But what is more basic is that previously the organization
of the Palestinians to carry the brunt of the struggle against
Israel was opposed on the ground that all Arab countries should
bear this responsibility and that the formation of a Palestinian
vanguard may imply their abdication. Corroding suspicion that a
scapegoat for future failings is being prepared is rife.

A common topic in Arab discussions are the means of pressure
available to the Arabs against the West, and how these "pressures"
should be manipulated. These are customarily defined as: oil,
the geographic importance of Arab countries, and their collective
weight in the international scales. Many a time the question is
anxiously posed, how is it that with such a magnificent armoury
the Arabs are not successful? It seems that they are not conscious
that their demands are excessive. They tend to define a country's
maintaining diplomatic relations with themselves and Israel on
the same footing, not as neutrality, but as inimical to themselves
since it implies accepting the existence of Israel. In their eyes,
a symmetrical support of the sovereignty rights of both gides, or
jdentical opposition to changing the status guo by violence, is
not neutrality but alignment with Israel. Thus, for them non-
alignment in the conflict is alignment solely with them. No wonder
that it is difficult to satisfy them. Arabs, as protagonists of
Positive Neutrality do not admit of its legitimacy in this
conflict.
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In the summit meetings, it was promulgated that their policy
and attitude towards other countries shall be shaped according
to the stand they took in the conflict and their support of the
Arabs cause. In current politics, this politigque de grandeur of
adhering to one guiding principle gives way to the needs of
politique des int&r8ts. Examples are numerous from the days of
Egypt's blocking of a decision in the Arab League against
Germany for the Reparations agreement, to its present efforts to
foster relations with France despite French great assistance to
Israel. France is not apologetic about her relationship with
Israel and thus her record does not discredit her in Arab eyes.
Whenever a state or even a commercial company stood firm against
Arab pressure, the Arabs withdrew.

The conflict impels both sides to world-wide peolitical
activities, hardly conceivable for these countries had there been
no such conflict. The Arabs can derive benefits from the Cold
War and manceuvre between the East and West, though this has .
recently been reduced because of selectivity in Western aid and
of growing Soviet inclination to demand political returns.
Israel's manoevrability is etremely limited.

As both East and West have come to stress the necessity of
coexistence, the need for peaceful settlement of disputes, and
the dangers lurking even in small wars, such an emphasis must
affect the conflict, for it negates the basic stand of the
Arabs. No wonder Arab leaders of extremist leaning are drawn
towards China, finding Chinese adherence to "Inevitability of
War" and its encouragement of small wars congenial to their
aspirations. Shugeiri visited China, was almost accorded a
reception usually reserved for a head of state and returned
with promises of Chinese military aid.

Strategic Level - War .

For years Arab leaders repeatedly made bellicose declara-
tions that war to destroy Israel was imminent. These were made
in a cavalier way and did not reveal serious examination of
what such a war meant or required. To be sure, they desired war,
however abstractly. Nasser stressed preparedness. He stated:
"Whoever wants to go to war ought to prepare for it. Whoever
wishes to achieve his goal ought not to gamble with the future
of his country or that of others... we ought to get ready,
instead of making speeches... we must prepare not only in so far
as power and strength are concerned but also morally. Lack of
moral considerations was responsible for our 1948 disaster...
The Palestine case is one of the most difficult in the world; it
is not a matter for Israel alone but the powers who are behind
Israel®. (June 26, 1962).
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Accordingly, Nasser went on to describe the requisite
preparations for war as all embracing: preparing an economic
base; industrialization in order to be in a position to ensure
replenishments; revolutionary transformation of Arab society;
modernization; achieving unity particularly for the coordination
of military action and enough strength to neutralize interven=-
tion from outside. The need for preparations has been translated
into frantic action and the UAR has embarked on a large-scale
build-up of their military forces with the declared rationale
of war against Israel. Nasser stresses again and again that war
is inevitable. But, until the level of preparedness guaranteeing
full victory is reached and suitable international circumstances
present themselves, war should be postponed.

Arab publications and the press bear witness to the extent
of Arab pre-occupation with the problems of this war and its
initiation. Strategic analyses of terrain, comparison of
strength, forces structure, possible courses of operations,
limited war versus general all-out war, recur. The complications
arising from the present world order, in which any local war
tends to be internationalized, are considered. Arab analysts
underlined that the required level of strength and superiority
should be such as to enable a speedy all-out offensive to fores-
tall any external intervention, or at least ensure the attainment
of their main objectives before intervention can take place.

The reflection of the "balance of terror" between the super=
powers on local conditions is being studied.On the one hand, the
balance of terror is described as a factor which may impel the
powers to intervene for fear of escalation, and so timing is

of vital importance. The description of such a war in terms of
a global cataclysm gives the impression that it is hoped that a
period of multiple simultaneous crises in different parts of
the world might allow local freedom of action and prevent
intervention., Others, by contrast , maintain that the balance
of terror influence is beneficial, since any attempt to inter-
vene by the West will be neutralized by the East.

Another line of thought conceives of the possibility of
producing ambiguity in the initiation of hostilities. Arab
analysts frequently express the conviection that Israel will
one day be prompted by the menace of the continuous build-up
of Arab forces and provoked by their deployment, to embark
on a praventive war.,

Israel will then be condemned by world opinion for aggres=
sion, and the Arabs would be in a position to seize the opportunity
and turn it into general war.
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Another frequent "scenario” is that Palestinian fedayin
maraudering into Israel would do such haveoc that Israel would
not be able to sit back, but would be forced to retaliate. In the
ensulng crisis, units of the Palestinian Liberation Army will be
first to invade Israel and start a "War of National Liberation".
Military action by Palestinians, it 1s argued, will be unders
standable in world eopinion and even justified. They will serve
only as the "vanguard" for the main body of Arab armies, who
will carry on the offensive & outrance. (Shugeirl in "alUsbu
alArabi" 29.6.64). This theory of detonaticn by Palestinians
is prevalent in Palestinian circles, and may be a factor behind
the organizatlion of these units.

In the same vein, it is often argued that the "liberation of
Palestine” by the Palestinian Army should fellow the Algerian
pattern. Frequently there is a deliberate effort to ignore the
differences in conditions between Israel and Algeria. For the
time being, little has been accomplished in building a
Palestinian Army. The UAR assigned the exlisting Palestinian
Brigade in the Gaza strip ¢to it. Jordan and Lebanon oppose the
formatlion of Palestinian Units on thelr territory. However,
svan the mare existence of Palestinian Units with the manlfest
objective of fighting against Israel, and their indoctrination
in rabid hostility, may contribute to restiveness. The moving
spirit behind these schemas for a Palestinian Army is the UAR,
which controls it through the Arab United Command. Any operational
activity by these units will be indicative of UAR intentions
and will probably be judged accordingly.

Palestinlans who criticise Shugeiri's Liberatiecn Organization,
and ares impatient with the tempo of its liberation activities,
have formed a midget underground organization called "Al A'asifa",
which is suppoerted by the Syrian Government. Some sabotage demoli-
ticn actions which took place in Israel I1In the last menths are
claimed by this organizatlon in communiqués that magnify out of
all proportlom 1ts acts and include manv others which are only
figments of imagination. Israel anncunced that it will consider
the countries from which the sabotsurs came or returned as bearing
respensibility, and has acted accordingly in limited retaliatory
actions. Nowadays there is better understanding for the unfortunate
exigencles of such acts as with improved articulation they came to
be termed: "controlled escalatien”.

The sltuation between the Arab countries and Israel is full
of possibllities of flare-up and even of war. That is commonplace.
Nasser's urging for patience until preparedness is realized, even
if he mentioned a time-1imit of five years, cannot be a reliable
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guide. Wars tend to erupt hefore preparations are completed.

On the other hand, preparations can be extended endlessly. The
UAR's eventual withdrawal from Yemen under the pretext that the
troops were needed acainst Israel may werk for a more forceful
stance against Israel, and war. The Yemeni adventure may equally
inhibit further embroilments. A quarrel over the Jordan may
egscalate, It is futile to try to exhaust such contingencies.

If there is no war it is not because the Arabs do not desire
it but because they are uncertain about the outcome. Israel came
to be recognized as a major factor of stablility and pacification
in the Middle East for the wellbeing of the region as a whole.

The major weakness of the Arabs, even in the military field,
has been sociological (weakness of cohesion or of the "affiliative
motivation”) and moral. Nasser himself uttered the words already
quoted: "lack of moral considerations was respor sible for our
1948 disaster”. An Egyptian superior commander in a statement to
the press accounting for the military situation, or rather malaise,
in Yemen, profferrad the explanation that hundreds of Jawish
troops sent from Israel were fighting on the monarchist side
(Al Musawwar, 12 July 1965, p. 28). This is indicative of the
possibility that "moral considerations' have not radically improved.
When they do improve, not only will the Arabs gain in strength,
but they may well become less bent on vengeance and on a war of
annihilation.

Perspectives

In the present stage it 1s the Arab position which dominates
the developments of the conflict and its possible settlement.
Israel's role is secondary. Arabs declare that they oppose the
shesr existence of Israel as an absolute principle on which no
compromise of a quantitative modality is possible. So long as the
main Arad demand is the ligquidation of Israel, there 1is no
possibility of meeting them half-way and in such a case an appeal
by outsiders for mutual-acconodation is cynicism at its worst,
aven if it comes from the best of intentions. Their garievanca is
unlimited, since nothing short of a "totalistic" solution of
obliterating Israel can gratify them. Goals and perspectives are
impoverished and contract to cne fixation. They are ready to
make peace if Israel disappears - to make a desert and call it
peace. As no concession, short of self-destruction, can change
the fixed attitude of the rival, the conflict becomes inelastic.
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Furthermore, Israel because of its smallness enjoys very
restricted latitude for making concessions. Israel may suspect
that any territorial concession is of importance to the Arabs if
{t is calculated to weaken Israel as a step towards a final
onslaught. The moment Israel's existence is admitted, the
significance of such a concession vanishes. Israel, by the
nature of her position, will prefer existing dangerously to
offering a concession incurring the danger of nonexistence.
Any concession which may weaken Israel is too big for her;
for the Arabs, it is too small if it leaves the existence of
Israel intact.

So long as the Arabs adhere to their absolute objective
in this conflict all the known recipes for reconciliation
transplanted from the Cold War environment are irrelevant =-
there is no possibility of starting a process of "reciprocation
in reducing tensions", "unilateralism", "fractioning" the road to
settlement, "gradualism" nor even of reaching a "negotiated .
gtalemate".

This assertion that Israel can do nothing significant to
change the present situation and placate its neighbours places
Israel in a morally awkward position, as it would appear to
put all the onus on them. No one feels the pinch of it more
than the Israelis themselves. Howaver, if one is not intoxicated
with self-omnipotence, one must admit that there are situations
which are beyond one's control. Israel can try to persuade the
Arabs to make peace, it cannot force them to do so.

I cannot for myself be optimistic and indulge in hopes
that the end of this conflict is in sight., There is rarely
finality in history, its rhythm is continous,peace and
conflict alternate, conflicts come and go, and are superseded
by others. People are somtimes impatient as regards the conflicts
of others, more indulgent in living with their own. If I am '
more pessimistic over the intermediary periecd, I hope I can
be more optimistic about the outcome. Arabs' growing recognition
of what has been termed "antagonistic cooperation" gravely
constricts their common action against Israel and produces some
kind of interlocking between both sides, which though still
weak, urges for coexistence. Arabs have made their best
endeavours to sustain the conflict by a series of means -
emotions, ideology, the threatened march of the refugees, Arabs
League meetings, summitry, organization of the Palestinian
Arabs, etc. - all with little result. Hopes raised sky-high
that success was imminent were followed by disappointment
and despondency. Arousing of false hopes may eventually

have the dialectical result of their abandonment and of a

change of heart. The wvicious circle of hostility by which new
failures increase frustration and bitterness, thereby instigating
new attempts, may one day be broken. The cumulative effect

of failures to achieve their objective will strengthen the
incipient recognition testified to by Bourguiba's pronouncement
of the need to be freed from its hold. Once the existence

of Israel is accepted, the main hurdle in the way to a

settlement is overcome, as the rest will sink almost to
insignificance. The ideology of destroying Israel, claimed to

be operational, will become ritual, and will finally ba discarded
as it is proved more and more impractible. The postponement

of war may be a first step towards its eschatologization and may
lead to its final repudiatiocn. Ideologies are not insurmountable
obstacles and can be changed by the leaders. People relinquish
their ideology if reality contradicts it and does not allow

for its realization. Israel's strength has besen an important
component in the reality that has thwarted the Arab ideblogy of
Politicide. The world at large has playad, and still has to play,
an important role in that as well.

The U.N.'s bias and prejudice against Israel was again expressed in their
recent 'Chutzpa' resolution against Israel's 20th Anniversary Parade.

The U.N.'s bias and prejudice against Israel was again expressed in their
recent 'Chutzpa' resolution against Israel's 20th Anniversary Parade.

There is no longer any hope of feading the population of the world.

Only a drastic and immediate reduction of the population and birthrate’
can avoid a series of famines, says one American observer of the scene

The battle to feed humanity is over. Unlike battles
of military forces, it is possible to know the results
of the population-food conflict while the armies are
still “in the fleld.” Sometime between 1970 and
1985 the world will undergo wvast famines—
hundreds of millions of people are going to starve to

death. That is, they will starve to death unless

plague, thermonuclear war, or some other agent
kills them first. Many will starve to death in spite
of any crash programmes we might embark upon
now. And we are not embarking upon any crash

programme. These are the harsh realities we face.

In 1966 the population of the world increased
by some 70 million people, and there was no
compensating increase in food production. Indeed,
there has actually been a decrease in food produc-
tion in mamy areas over the past two years.
According to the United Nations Food and Agri-
culture Organization, advances made in food pro-
duction in developing nations between 1955 and
1965 have been wiped out by agricultural disasters
in 1965 and 1966. Last year, on the average, each

been talking about compulsory sterilization for all
males who have sired three or more children.
Ignoring the political, sociological, legal, and moral
problems such a programme would éncounter,
there is stll the vast logistic problem. As A, S,
Parkes recently pointed out (New Scientist 27 July
1967) even if the victims could be rounded up it
would take 1000 surgeons or para-surgeons operat-
ing eight hours a day, five days a week, cight years
to sterilize existing candidates. And the stock of
candidates grows by leaps and bounds daily.
Consider the probable results of a governmental
attempt to sterilize 40 million males in & Western
country with an informed populace and efficient
transport and communications systems. Then
imagine it in the mess of India where the difference
between castration and sterilization (still not clear
to many Westerners) will be almost impossible to
explain, India is not going to control her population
by lowering birth rates—it is going to be controlled,
and soon, by a rise in death rates,

‘Family planning’ ineffectual

For similar reasons, the population side of the
picture is hopeless in many other undeveloped
countries. They are not going suddenly to undergo
the demographic transition which occurred in many
Western countries, because that transition to more
or less stable population was intimately connected
with industrialization—uand was an effect which
occurred a relatively long time after industrializa-
tion had been accomplished. Most of the develop-
ing countries are not going to become industrialized,
largely because their runaway population problems
prevent it. Japan has solved her population prob-
lem, but the developing countries are not going to
follow in Japan's footsteps either. Japan was a
highly industrinlized society with a strong central
government; a society which at the end of World
War I realized that it was confined permanently
to a few small islands. Furthermore, developing
countries will not be saved by any of the other
panaceas, such as the “pill”, the IUD, or “family
planning,” so beloved of the technological and
social optimists, The “pill" requires consistent
behaviour, and people don't behave consistently,
The IUD has long-range potential, but has been
far from a panacea. For instance, a concentrated
programme of IUD insertions was initiated in Hong
Kong, which has had “family planning™ for 31
years, and now has more than 50 birth control
clinics. From 1963 to 1967 some 55 000 1UDs
were inserted in a population of roughly three-
quarters of # million women between the ages of
15 and 45. OF these some 21 000 IUDs have
dropped out or been removed—ihe fate of the
others being in doubt. On top of this it has been
reported that in one period of the programme the
patients who received assistance were usually about
31 years of age, and already had had six children!
Which brings us to “family planning”. Justin
Blackwelder of the Population Crisis Committee
summed it up very nicely: “Family planning means,
among ather things, that if we are going to multiply
like rabbits, we should do it on purpose. One
couple may plan o have three children: another
couple may plan seven. In both cases, they are a
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cause of the population problem—not a solution 1o
it." Population control is primarily a matter of
human attitudes, not contraceptive technology. And
human attitudes are not changing or being changed
al anything like the rate necessary 1o minimize the
coming catastrophe—a catastrophe which could not
be avoided entirely even if men's minds were
transformed tomorrow.

In the simplistic view given above, only the
balance between food and people was considered.
Unfortunately the grave risks auendant to the
deterioration of our physical and psychic environ-
ments must also be entered into the equations. For
instance, it is clear that an ecologically naive
attemnpt to greatly increase the world's agricultural
production could lead to an environmental catas-
trophe of unprecedented scale. The possible long-
term effects of such a programme in promotion of
ecosystem instability, loss of soil, and direct toxic
effects of pesticides on man could conceiggbly
result in more misery and death than a fami th
several hundred million victims,

Mankind must now face the inevitability of
massive [amines, and act accordingly. Over the
next few years, there must be an enormous
propaganda campaign which will focus all peoples’
attention on the basic cause of the famine—
overpopulation. Everyone must be convinced that
a reduction in the human population size and its
stabilization at a reduced level are the only goals
which can give Homo Sapiens a long-range chance
at health, happiness, and prosperity. Men must
learn to view the planet Earth as a spaceship with a
strictly limited carrying capacity, and must reach g
reasoned consensus as to the ideal size of its
human crew. They must realize that determination
of crew size is necessary before science and
technology can design an optimum environment for
that erew. If these lessons can be learned, and man
can get through the *“time of famines” without a
thermonuclear holocaust, then the '['ulure.'ll
brighten eonsiderably.

Tough and realistic policies

That future, for better or for worse, now depends
very heavily on the behaviour of Americans and
the policies of their government. The United States,
as the only world power with a prospect of food
surpluses, should take immediate action in two
areas. First, it must set an example for the world
by establishing a crash programme to limit its
own serious “population explosion™. Then it must
establish tough and realistic policies for dealing
with the population crisis at the international level,
We can hope that other Western countries will
follow suit.

Some biologists feel that compulsory family
regulation would be required to stabilize the popula-
tion of the United States at a reasonable level—
say 150 million people. Americans are unlikely to
take kindly to the prospect, even though the alterna-
tive way of stopping their population growth may
be thermonucléar war. 1 have proposed four less
drastic steps which might get the job done, and
which would at least make American intentions
glen he rest of the world. The steps are socially
unpalitable and politically unrealistic, but, unfortu-
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person on Earth had two per cent less to eat. The
reduction, of course, was not uniformly distributed.
Only 10 countries, including the United States,
grew more food than they consumed. Apart from
the US, all countries with large populations includ-
ing India, China, and Russia imported more than
they exported.

The United States has all but exhausted her
store of surplus grain. Last year she shipped one
quarter of her wheat crop, nine million tons, to
India. A massive famine was prevenied, although
the threat persists today, made temporarily less
ominous by a good crop year. But every month,
the Indian population increases by an estimated
one and one-half million. In another 10 years it
would take the entire grain production of the United
States to save India from famine,

The trends in both population growth and food
production are clear. Only the US will be in a posi-
iga 1o donate food to starving countries, and a catas-
:yic gap will appear soon between her supply
and world demand. The United States Department
of Agriculture has predicted that the curve repre-
senting possible exportable US grain surpluses will
intersect the curve representing the food aid
requirements of 66 developing countries in 1984,
In an excellent book Famine 1975 (Little, Brown;
Boston, 1967), William and Paul Paddock argue
cogently that the 1984 prediction is optimistic, and”™
that calamity awaits us in the middle of the next
decade. In either case it is too late to prevent the
famines, and probably too late to do much to
decrease their magniiude. : =

The sea-farming myth

For a moment, let us take the simplistic view
that a solution involves only either increasing human
food or limiting the human population. First let us
look at the problem of increasing food supplies,

ither from the land or the sea. We rapidly can do

ﬁ; with what 1 have called the *Food from the
myth”. With very minor exceptions, man hunts

the sea, he does not farm it or herd its animals.
At the moment he cannot take advantage of its
primary productivity, and so must feed at levels
in the food chain at which much of the Sun's energy
bound by photosynthesis has been lost in the
inefficient transfers from producer to primary
consumer to secondary consumer, and so forth.
There already are disturbing signs that our relatively
meagre present yield from the sea will be threatened
by over-exploitation of fisheries, as the world's pro-
tein shortage gets more acute. And what of farming
the sea? The insignificant bit that we do now (much
less than one tenth of one per cent of the yield) is
done along the shoreline and is best viewed as an
extension of terrestrial farming. No deep-sea farming
is done now, even experimentally—and we lack the
technical knowledge even if we wished to start. Some
very optimistic people think that with colossal
effort and strict international controls, we might
conceivably almost double our yield from the sea in
the next decade or so. But it should be obvious to
gll that such effort is not being made, and that

such controls are not being developed. And our
experience With attempting such controls in the
international  whaling industry gives oS little
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hope that they would be effective if they were
imposed. So from the point of view of the coming
crisis, we can relegate the idea of saving mankind by
tapping marine food supplies to the same fairyland
as using hydroponics, synthesizing food from
petroleum, and using desalination plants to make
the deserts into vast granaries. None are practical
in the short run—indeed, most would present
serious difficultics even if we had a century
instead of & decade in which to actl.

Rapid change impossible

What about getting more food from the land?
This could be done by bringing more land under
cultivation and by increasing the yield on land now
cultivated. An increase is clearly possible techno-
logically—in many areas of the world, yields per
hectare are far below those known to be possible.
However, the reasons for the disappointing agri-
cultural performance of undeveloped countries in
the past and the reasons we can expect little
improvement in the near future are clear, One
major reason is a lack of agricultural expertise in
developing countries and a lack of sufficient aid in
agronomy and related subjects to make up for this.
But even more important are sociological forces.
These include attitudes about the “proper” ways
to raise crops, and the relative prestige of agricul- A
tural -science relative to other professions. Finally
there is the general insufficiency of communica-
tions and educational systems, which makes rapid

changing of attitudes. difficult or impossible. It ds-. —om cma—etainiars smmn e oo

true that some professional optimists claim that all
is not lost. They say, for instance, that'India in the
next eight years can increase its agricultural output
to feed some 120 million more people than they :
cannot after all feed today. To put such fantasy X .
into perspective one need consider only the strain
such an increase would put on a highly efficient
agricultural system. Unfortunately more is needed
than fertilizer and pesticides—research, training 4
of technicians, and massive public information
programmes in countries where every family does
not have a radio and TV set. A crash programme
{of which there is no sign) might supply the hardware
in time, but the more important human engineering
requires more time than is available, even if the
developed nations were to make an all-out effort.
Thus the answer is not to be found in increasing
food production.
The picture on the population control side is
equally dismal. India has had a government-
sponsored birth control programme since 1951, In
the 16 years since then, an increasing amount of
money has been poured into the programme, and
more and more people have been added to the
bureaucracy running it. Today the head of the
programme is a top government official. And what
has been accomplished? At the start of the
programme the Indian growth rate was around
1.3 per cent per year. Now it is pushing three per
cent. At the start of the programme the Indian
population was about 370 million, today it is
ground 550 million. After 16 years of effort it is
estimated that only two per cent of India’s 95
million couples of reproductive age practice con
traception systematically. Recently India  has
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nately, the time when sugar-coated solutions could
be effective is now long gone.

The first step would be to establish a Federal
Population Commission with a large budget for
propaganda—propaganda which encourages repro-
ductive responsibility. This Commission would be
charged with making clear the connection between
rising population and lowering quality of life. It
would also be charged with the evaluation of
environmental tinkering by other government
agencies—with protecting the US from projects
such as the Federal Aviation Agency's supersonic
transports.

A luxury tax on baby foods

The second step would be to change American
tax laws so that they discourage rather than
encourage reproduction. Those who impose the
burden of children on society should, whenever they
are able, be made to pay for the privilege. The
income tax system should eliminate all deductions
for children, and replace them with a graduated
gcale of increases. Luxury taxes should be placed
on diapers, baby bottles and baby foods. It must
be made clear to the American population that itis
socially irresponsible to have large families.
Creation of such a climate of opinion has played
a large role in Japan's successful dealing with her
population problem.

Third, the United States should pass federal laws
which make instruction in birth control methods
mandatory in all public schools. Federal lepislation
should also forbid state laws which limit the right
of any woman to have an abortion which is
approved by her physician.

Fourth, the pattern of federal support of bio-
medical research should be changed so that the
majority of it goes into the broad areas of popula-
tion regulation, environmental sciences, behavioural
sciences and related areas, rather than into short-
sighted programmes on death control. It is absurd
to be preoccupied with the medical quality of life
until and unless the problem of quantity of life is
solved. Quantity is the first problem. If that one can

be solved perhaps we will buy the time for
' scientists in fields such as biochemical 'genetics
to solve some of the problems of quality. Il the
quantity problem is not solved, the quality problem
will no longer bother us. |

i e

If the United States can attack the problem at
home it will then be in a position to bring its
prestige and power to bear on the world problem.
Perhaps then the time of famines can be shortened.
Even more important, perhaps the educational
groundwork can be laid which will permit further
cycles of outbreak and crash in the human popula-
tion to be avoided. The United States should:

I. Announce that it will no longer ship food to
countries such as India where dispassionate analysis
indicates that the unbalance between food and
population is hopeless. As suggested by the
Paddocks, our insufficient aid should be reserved
for those whom it may save.

2. Refuse all foreign aid to any country with an
increasing population which we believe is mnot
making a maximum effort to limit its population.

3. Make available to all countries extensive aid
in the technology of population control.

4. Make available to all interested tries
massive aid for increasing the yield on land already
under cultivation. The United States’ most important
export in this area should not be fertilizers, but
teachers who understand not only agronomy, but
ecology and sociology as well. Centres should be
established in each developing country for training
of technicians who can promote the increase of
yield while minimizing environmental deterioration.

5. The United States should use its power and
prestige to bring extreme diplomatic and/or economic
pressure on any country or organization impeding
w solution to the world's most pressing problem.
The US has gone against world opinion in other
areas—why not in the most important area?

Runaway human population growth is, in many
ways, analogous to the runaway growth of cell
populations which we call cancer. Today attention
remains focused on the symptoms of th orld's
cancer—food shortage, environmental ation,
and, to some extent, pestilence and war. This
focus must be shifted so that we do not waste
time treating symptoms while the discase rages
unchecked. The cancer must be excised. The
operation may seem brutal and callous, and the
pain may be intense. But, the disease is now so
far advanced that only with radical surgery does the
patient have any chance of survival.

History moves with unbelievable speed. We find ourselves, only a
few months after the war in June, again facing & period of grave danger

which will test the measure of our understanding and the depth of our
devotion,

256 Oot. - Two Isrseli soldiers killed and two wounded in clash
with infiltrators from Jordan.

The largest UJA Study Mission ever to be organized, almost 600 .
persons, was in Israsel during the time in October that several of these
episodes occurred - most notably, the sinking of the Israeli destroyer
and the shelling of the Egyptian oil refineries in Suesz. The members
of the mission handled themselves admirably. Morale was high, everyome
adhered to schedule, no one cancelled early and left for home. They
went on with their work, travelled to the new territories, and set an
inspiring example of serious devotion to duty.

The Mission had & most thorough briefing by the leaders of Israel,
who spoke frankly, in the mood of brother to brother, in the mood of the
unity end solidarity which has existed since June. PFerhaps the best way
to summarize what was said is to select some relevant quotations from

the speeches.

ESHEOL

"The war is over, but the emergency is still with us.

"I am not at all certain that the war is behind us and not ahead of us foo."

"Whereas the first six days of creation were mercifully followed by &
day of rest, Israel's six days of battle brought us no repose, but rather
the immediate opening of & new and no leas crucial struggle for security

and peace.

"The war is behind us - but it has not ended.

"Never never agaio shall Israel be brought to the situation that it kmew
on 6 June. This time we shall not be satisfied with anything less than
peace; a specific, overt, public and contractual engagement by each Arab
state based upon mutual recognition of sovereignty. HNo ceasefires, truces,
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armistices, states of non-belligerency, but the normal peaceful relations
that should apply between sovereign States. This is perhaps one of the
strangest wars in history: we find the victors suing for peace and

the vanguished calling for unconditional surrender.

"The old lines don't exist, there is only the ceasefire map, and there
will never be spother map, until the peace map is mutually agreed.
Therefore, we shell stey where we are and we shall not move an inch until
there is peace; and when there is peace, we shall undertake such movements
as the agreed peace dispositions will dictate.”

SAFPIR

"Unfortunately, our victory has not yet brought us peace, as you very
well know, We still have to maintain a security alertness, as these
are days of neither peace nor war.

"Isreel's expenditure on security is a higher percentage of our gross
national product even than the 94% which is the rate in the United States.

"For many years the UJA helped bring, house, educate and socially absorb,
one and one guarter million immigrants who landed here during the previ-
ous 18 years of existence. In this 19th year we fipnanced & war, while you
accepted, through the emergency fund, the burden of these absorption
expenses.,

"We still have the burden of long-term absorption. In these trying days
this is not a job we can do alone - certainly not in view of the security
expenditures awaiting us. We continue to require your help. We cannot
carry the burden of the normal economic growth together with the more-
than-normael urgent need to replenish our arsepmal.®

ALLON

"Although we won & tremendous war of survival, we are still at war,
from every point of view - exchanges of fire, navel battles, rearmament,
cagualties, and tremendous investment in new weapons.

"0ur policy remains as it was in the past; mot to seek a millitary victory .
but to avert the war altogether. This can be achieved only if our mili-
tary strength is obviocus not only to us but also to the other slde.

"fe don't want a fourth war - we are determined to turn the third war
into the last one if we can. But sometimes, to avert a war is more
costly than even to win it.™

EINCUS

"fe know that the Arab world and the Arab leadership believe that they
can succeed in the fourth round if they time it correctly. Their re-
arming has been at a pace that beggars description. B80% of the Egyptian
material has already been replaced.
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"The harsh reality is that we are faced in Israel with the emormous re-
lief of knowing that there is no knife any longer at our jugular vein, as
there was on June 5. But we know, too, that maybe we are on the verge of
our greatest struggle, because it may be the decisive struggle.

"A11l of you kmow that prior to the war we were in the throes of an
economic crisis, which has enormous social consequences. Our unemploy-
ment problem isn't over. There are hundreds of thousands of people who
are illiterate. There are three hundred thousand people described by a
prominent social worker as living below the poverty line.

"You will see gradually - I've already felt it - 2 running down in the
development towns at the kindergarten level, at the feeding level, at
the secondary education level. You will see more and more where the
weakest members of the community - the hundreds of thousands of new
immigrants - are going to be hurt most.

"There is a job for the government to do; defense, arms, all the things
that a government is obliged to do. Bringing Jews here, destitute Jews,
giving them the right to live, the opportunity to live a dignified life: .
that's the job of the free Jewish world.

"And the free Jewish world accepted it on paper. After 20 years of
statehood, the Iaraeli taxpayer has taken on a greater share of that
work which should have been done by the Jews ocutside.

"They were at our throats, and we answered. They are readying themselves
again, I hope and pray that you will understand that the dimensions of
the emergency today are no amaller than they were in June; in & very real
sense they are greater.”







No peace - Arabs show not slightest willingness to talk.

Arabs rearming rapidly - faster than anyone believed possible.
Egyptians slready re-supplied by Russia up to 80% of June losses.
Syria also. Only Jordan not yet replaced aircraft.

El-Fatah gangs of saboteurs constantly infiltrating, planting mines
and explosives., Many Israell casualties. Police continue to round
them up. So far 300 captured - but many more may be loose.

Boldness of attack on destroyer "Elath," using Russian missiles, is
dangerous sign. BShip wes in international waters.

Calro has announced evacuation of civilians from fowns of Temailia
and Suez - already over 200,000 have been moved - and is preparing
to evacuate Port Said. This is another dangerous sign.

United States government hes reiterated its statement of last 19 Ju.n.
Fban met with Johnson on 24 October and said it was the best talk he
has ever had with Mr. Johnson,

Israeli policy is to remsin where she is, holding all territory,
until Arabs are ready to talk peace. This may mean a long wait,

Israel must replace the losses of June war - and even more than that,
in order to deter Arabs from attempting fourth round, She must do it
quickly in face of Arsb rearming.

U. 8. State Depariment announced on 24 October that Israel will get
Skyhawk fighter planes. These must be paid for. The announcement
included Morocco, Libya, Lebanon, Tunisia and Saudi Arabia as being
also eligible to receive planes. Jordan omitted.

Total cost of Israel military security needs will be a higher
percentage of her gross national product even than the 93¢ of the
United States which includes the iremendous expenditures in Vietnam. .

Social problems in Israel continue: high unemployment, illiteracy,
economic weakness in development towns among new immigrants, poverty.

Immigration into Israel continues; many Jews in North African Moaslem
countries whose lives were affected, even endangered during June,
have left those countries and gone to France and Italy, from whence
they come to Israel - and many come directly. Estimated that at
least 20,000 will be coming in the year ahead.

Israel cannot maintain double burden of fantastic security costse
and sizeable social welfare costs. Latter job is really responsi-
bility of free world Jewry.
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In addition to the overwhelming megnitude of the military-
political situation, there are two other aspectsa of contemporary life

which we must not overlock. One is the condition of Jews outside Israel,

particularly, in the Moslem countries and the other is the cluster of

social problems inside Israel involving & large underprivileged portion

of the population.

Concerning the first point, the Joint Distribution Committee has
issued a report of the status in various countries:

Morocco Tension is widespread among Jews, in spite of the friemdly
attitude of the Eing. Meny are leaving. There are no
exact figures -- btut approximetely 10,000 middle-class

people departed &s soon as they could. There was a boycott

against Jewlsh-owned business. Trade unions were pressing
for the exclusion of Jews from employment in government
and private industry. Loss of income has resulted in an
increase of relief help required.

Tunisis There was widespread mob violence on June 6. The chief

synagogue was burned and gutted. Over 100 Jewish establish-

ments were destroyed or dameged. Only the intervention of

President Bourguiba prevented greater damage. There was an

attempt to set the JDC office ablaze.

Libya Almost the entire Jewish population has fled the country,
mostly to Italy, from whence they are moving to Israel and
seeking resettlement elsewhere, through the United Hias
Service. Most of the Jewish businesees were destroyed by

fire.

Egypt Factual information is scarce - but apparently hundreds of
Jews are still in prisom, being held under appalling
conditions.

There is one new situation in the JDC picture. For the first
time in eighteen years, the JIX is now enabled to bring sssistance in
a systematic fashion to the Jews in Rumania. A basic relief program
will aid the most needy through the Federation of Jewish Communities,
headed by Chief Rabbil Moses Rosen. The program will assist those
unable to work, due to sickness or age; those whose income is below
a very minimum standard; and those who heve no children to help them,
either in Rumania or abroad. Within these very stringent criteris,
over 2000 casea recelived cash amsistance in August. Other forms of
help consist of meals served in Kosher canteens, winter clothing,
wood for heating, religious supplies (for there is complete religious
freedom in Rumania) and housekeeping services for the bedridden. The
main interest of the Jews of Rumania is to emigrate and reunite with
their families, but it is good to know that as a result of the under-
standing attitude of the Rumanian government, we are also now able
to offer these welfare aids.
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Regarding the social problems inside Isreel, there is a volume to
be written., Suffice it to say that there are hundreds of millions of
dollars required in the areas of immigrant transportation, housing,
occupational treining (ORT is doing a wonderful job), education at all
levels, health services, welfare needs and egricultural settlements.
These areas of work, so broadly categorized, do not describe the human
problems at all, An unemployed, illiterate lmmigrant, with a large
family, living in overcrowded quartera, is a statistic, when you de-
scribe him as one of the 300,000 people living below the poverty line.
But he is a human being, when you describe him as a father, bewlldered
at his inability to control his children, worried becsuse he cannot
feed them well, frightened because they may become school dropouts,
anguished at how drab their lives are in the barrem town in which
they live.

Israel was united in war. Enemy fire killed Ashkenezi and
Sephardi boys with egual impartielity. In death there wes no barrier
or discrimination, They lie peacefully side by side in the National
Military Cemetery. But in order for this to be so in life, as well
as in sacrificial death, even greater exertions must be made in favor .
of the underprivileged. There must be one Israel in peace as well as
in war.

I think the Mission members understood what they saw and heard.
BEdward Ginsberg, of Cleveland, Associate Gemeral Chairman of the UJA,
speaking at the opening session said: "There is & new challenge and
a new task to be met. We &are coming face to face with the realization
that victory has not yet been followed by peace and that until there
is real peace there ls no victory." Night after night in small groups,
he led the discussions, as the mission members sought to understand
the realities and grappled with their consciences and their personal
responsiblilities.

In & magnificent speech at the final dinner, which was interrupted
often by heavy applause, Max Fisher, the General Chairman, summed up in
stirring words, the feelings of the Mission. Responding to the speech
of the Prime Minister, calling for increased help, Mr. Fisher, who made
us all very proud by the forceful manner in which he represented .
American Jewry, said:

"Standing together with you on the great heights Israel
reached in June, we not only can look back, but we can also
look ahead., The vistas ahead are exclting and inspiring.

"We see a day when Jews will come here from the free world
and from places that are now cut off. We see an Israel
that is economically strong and independent, and we will
work with you to make it so. There was just one Israel
in war, and we shall help you build one Israel in peace.
We see an Israel of superb achievement in all the accom-
plishments of man. And finally, we see an Israel at peace
at last. We believe that goal can be won.
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"Our answer, Mr. Eshkol, is simply this: we who have travelled
with you this far, will travel with you to fimal victory.
Everything we can do, we will do. You have said the emergency
continues, our answer is the Emergency Fund will also continue,
I say this, not only for myself but alsc for this great audi-
ence and the communities they represent, from coast to coast.
These communities through the Council of Jewish Federations and
Welfare Funds, have already voted to support UJA by conducting
another great Emergency Fund.

"And I pledge you, themn, that each one of us here will make
it his personal responsibility to see that the Emergency Fund
measures up in every way to the great days of June,

"Mr. Prime Minister, we come here because we are very proud of
Israel. We will leave heppy in the knowledge that you are also
a little proud of us.“

The nt%
fell down into the coals and the fire was sto
anew with o cart load of wood, while the execution-
ar's asaistants raked the nshes for the bones and
broke them the better to burn them . . . The head
was aplit in two and thrown back into the flames,
togoether with the heart which was still untouched by
the fire. The burning over, the debris of bones,
ashes and cinders was loaded on & cart and thrown
into the deep whirlpools of the Rhine so that the
Bohemians might not make relics of them."

The greal papal erime had been accomplished,
but the death of John Huss, the seeker of the truth,
gtirred up one of the most far renching insurrections
against the Church of Rome.

In the meantime the Six-Day-War
broke out and resulted in a situation regarding unemployment in which it was no longer
possible to discuss a plan such as mine.

By now some months have elapsed and the question of unemploymet is not acute anymore,
But on the other hand Isrsel is confronted by another task, to facilitate an enlarged

fumigration.

In the above mntioned letter I then pointed out that the carrying out of my plan would
solve, together with the problem of unemploymet, alm those connected with enlarging
Tamigration. Y

On March 2nd, I wrote you about the rejection of my pkan by the Ministry of Finance,
inocluding a formulation of the Minister which gave me the possibility to prove that
thers was no basis to his arguments. Ifyou will consent to analysing my plan again , I
can add the following to the Ministers negative opinion:

1) The Minister admits that the plan would achieve the same target as the government's
efforts are = the reduction & production costs.

2) When the target of reducing poduction costs is achieved, competitiveness is auto-
matically achieved with it, add it becomes obvious that the Kinister's fear of increased
unemployment is without any basis,

5) It must be pointedout that a raise of purchasing paver wns earried out approx. 5 yesiid
ago in Germany and the uwsefulness ¢f the plan was clear immediately.

It is my deep conviction that the measure advised by me shallhave the best possible
effect in developing the economy. Therefure it is necessary to examine the plan again
carefully, and I must point out that arguments attributing too great a scope to the .
vevaluation suggested by me ,are without fourdation.

It is my deep conviction that with my plan the immediate problem of raising the purchasing
power will be achieved.

In the supplement t my plan I also pointed out that fixing the rate of exchange will
have to be done by the government's experts.

Hoping that upon renswed studying of my plan you will find a way of carrying it out
in the changed circumstances, I look forward with intereat to your commentas.
