ROOM 1
THE. EARLY FEUBAL PERI®D
(4th—9th centuries)™

In Georgia, the period of the Middle Ages, spanning
fifteen hundred vears, commenced in the 4th cent. A. D. It
was due to two major developments: (a) the triumph of feudal
relations, i. e. a new socio—economic formation, and (b)
the proclamation of Christianity--the ideology of a new so-
cial force—as the state religion.

Three 1ivpes of feudal relations are known in Georgia:
early, middle and late. The early feudal period (4th—9th
cent.) was one of complex political and socio—economic chan-
ges— the time of consolidation of new cultural and historical
traditions, and of laying the foundations of the Georgian feu-
dal state.

The {riumph of feudalism in Georgia produced a pecu-
liar picture of economic development: a relatively fast and
intensive rise in agriculture, while urban economy was less
efficient in comparison with the Classical period. The main
branches of agriculture were: field-crop cultivation, viticul-
ture, and livestock farming. Varieties adapted to local natural
conditions, raised though lcong-term selection, were widely
known at the time. This is best illustrated by the high le-
vel of specialization in varieties of cereals and the vine.

It should Le noted that of the 12 species of food grains
10 were found in Georgia, including such endemic species as
Macha and Zanduri. Furthermore, all the principal cereal
crops of Cecorgia were represented both by the main forms
and by individural species and varieties.

"Viticulture held a leading place in the agriculture of ear-
1y feudal Georgia. Along with the evidence of written sour.
ces, this is attested by the archaological studies of recent
years: wine—cellars (marani) with a large number of wine
jars (kvevri), wine vessels, efc.

Georgia is rightfully called one of the homes of vini-
culture: about 500 species of the Georgian vine were known.
The local varieties ‘were grown through selection, with account
-of the natural conditions of the different areas of Georgia,
preceded by a centuries—old ‘process of search. Thus, in all
corners of Georgia—Kartli. Kakheti, Imereti, Megrelia, Racha-
Lechkhumi, Guria, Achara, Samtskhe, Abkhazia — difierent
varieties of vine were grown and distributed with account
of local conditions.

The progress of farming in a large measure depended on
the manufacture of improved types of agricultural implements,
tools and devices needed in economic processes. Special men-
‘tion should be made of irrigation, the construction of one of
its main systems falling to the early feudal period (4th—6th
cent.). Some of the old irrigation systems were renewed at
the same time.

The wide use of improved farming implements, the cre-
ation of irrigation systems. and the intensive economic out.
put contributed much to the development of large-—scale fe-
udal land ownership and, in the final analysis. to the econo-
mic progress of the country.

The exhibition of Room T opens with a map of Georgia
of the 4th—5th centuries, showing the country’s political en-
tities, its borders, and major administrative and economic
cenfres.

In the earlv feudal period the foundation was laid for
the establishment of a powerful Georgian feudal state holding
a vast territoryv and with a population speaking the Georgian
language. A quotation from Grigol Khandzteli, a 10th-—centu-
ry Georgrian figure is presented on the stand: ,Georgia is a
vast country in which divine worship is conducted and all
prayers are offered up in the Georgian language*.

The inspection of the exhibition begins with three clay
vessels and a nillstone, these objects being symbolic, as



it were, for they represent field crop cultivation and viticul.
ture--the basic economic power of the early Middle Ages: a

cross carved on one of the wessels points to the ideology of
the period.

Case l. Earthenware crockery and metal wares of the 4th—
6th cent. Here are wine vessels: clay jars of various shapes and
sizes, dippers (khapi) for drawing wine from wine jars (Urbnisi),
iron hoes, axes and sickles (Urbnisi, Nokalakevi, Tsebelda). kitchen
utensils: a basin and pots (Urbnisi) as well as clay whoris (Noka-
lakevi).

Case 2. Clay and metal wares of the 4th—7th cen t.: earthen-
ware jugs and pots (Urbnisi). lamps (Nokalakevi), fragments of an
anthropomorphic vessel (Shenako), hammered copper cauldrons and
two dishes (Urbnisi), iron spearheads (Tsebelda). On the wall of
the case: diagram of the reconstruction of the Urbnisi wall, a well-

known Georgian city of the Classical and early feudal times (in
Kareli district).

Case 3. Metal weapons and tools of the 4th-—7th cent.
spear—and arrowheads, swords, remains of chain mail with a fra-
gment of a sword (Urbnisi, Tsebelda, mtskheta), as well as iron
knives, axes, nails, and a bit (Nokalakevi, Tsebelda). On the wall:
a diagram and axonometric projection of the walled city of Ujar-
ma, political centre of Kakheti and royal residence of the early
feudal period. The diagramm bears a quotation from the Ilth—cen-
tury historian Juansher: , Vakhtang established his seat
and built it up with matchless edifices*.

Case 4. Ornaments of the 4th—7th cent. Articles of metal,
bone, precious and semi—precious stones: bracelets, rings,
beads, buckles, clasps, etc, (Mtskheta, Urbnisi. Areshi, Shenako
Aspindza, Qoghoto, Tsebelda). Here are also three amphorae dis-

covered at Nokalakevi, with a photographic illustration of the ex.
cavation sile.

Y Case 5. Is largely taken up by glassware and materials con-
nected with glass manufacture (4th—8th cent.): small, thin—walled,
embossed vials, narrow — kneched vessels manufactured by the
same technolcgy; wares of thick glass (Mtskheta, Tsebelda, Marta-
ziskhevi). Some of these are decorated on the surface with round:
notches (Urbnisi). Attached to the wall in the corner of the Case is a
glass dish with a representation of a peacock and a Greek inscrip-
tion: ,Drink, live“. The local manuifacture of glassware is illust-
rated by fragments of a kiln wall (discovered in Orbeti) with re.
mains of a thick layer of glass on them, as well as finished spe-
cimens and waster (&th cent.). IExhibited also are colour pebbles
(Orbeti) used in the decoration of walls and ifloors of the interior-
blue—glazed storage jar with four hand-

les—one of the early specimens of glazed
Iran).

Early medieval money circulation is illusirated by Reman (4th
cent.), Georgian—Sasanien (€th—7th cent.), Byzantine (5th—7th
“cent.), and Arzb (8th—Sth cent.) coins. On the wall of the case i®
an axoncmelric projecticn of 5th—6th cent. Tbilisi. The commen-
cement of wide—scale construction in Tbilisi is linked to, the na-
me of the outstanding Georgian King Vakhtang (Gorgasali (5th
cent.), of whom the historian Juansher (l1lth cent.) wrote: ,.Vakh-
tang built the city of Tbilisi, and he laid its foundation“. On the
wall is a photo of the Samiavro burial (Mtsketa), containing typi-
cal stone chests.

Case 6. Malerials of the 41h—8th centuries: glass vessels
( Miskheta), bocne—and melal pins, rings, pendanfs (Mtiskheta, Urb-
nisi, Alevi), a red earthenware dish (Areshi, &th cent.), coloured
mosaic pieces (Tsrcmi, 7ih cent.). In the cenire, on the wall is a
gypstm copy of a seal—intaglic representing a man’s prclile with
a Greek inscripticn. It is tentatively considered {o have belonged
,Usa the Pitiakhsh“. The original is preserved at the Bibliothe-
que Nationale in Paris. Cn the wall is a plan of Tsikhe—Goji
(Archaeorolis, mcdern Nckalakevi) the capital of Egrisi. An ex-
plenatory note quoted frcm Vakhushti Bagrationi (18th cent.) re-
ads: ,This stronghold has three walls, and it is Tsikhe—Goji«.

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As is known, ancient Georgia practised paganism, with a
characterisiic diversity of beliefs and cullic rites. Towards
the beginning of our era idolatry appears to have prevailed.
At about the same time, under Persian influence, Zoroasirian-
ism (fire worship) began 1o penetrate increasingly.

According to writien sources, ihe spread of Christianity
in Georgia began in the first century. However, this view is
not shared uvniversally. According to the sources in questiorn,
the Virgin Mary s<ent the Apostles Andrew the First Called
and Simon the Canaanite to disseminate Christianity in Ge-
orgia. They preached the new reli ion in Southern Georgia,
Samiskhe, Samegrelo and Abkhazia. Notwithstanding some
initial success, ithe pagan cuit was soon restored as the rezult
of the opposition cf the ruling circles. According to the writ-
ten sources, Simon the Canzanite is buried in Anakopia (mo-
dern Akhali Atoni).

In Kartli. Christianity was proclaimed the state religion
in 237. According to written sources the diffusion of the new
religion in Georgia is linked to the name of St. Nino, who
came to Mtiskheta from the south, via Javakheti. King Mi-
rian and his family were the first to adopt Christianity, fol-
lowed by representatives of the ruling class. According to the
written tradition, St. Nino died while preaching Christianity
in Kakheti and was buried at the monastery of Bodbe (Sigh-
naghi).

The spread and adoption of Christianity as the state re-
ligion occurred in conditiens c¢f a complex socio—political
struggle. The new religicn was of great importance ifor the
administrative, cultural and inlellectual development of the
country, for it helped to strengthen feudalism, to unite the
country, and 1{o form a single cultural and economic system.
Christianity playd an immense role in the altainment of the
country’s political independence. Henceforward, Christian cul-
ture prevailed in Georgia, though the process of the establi-
shment of the new religion was far from painless or uni.
form. It entailed a long and bitter struggle with paganism,
the latter being backed Dby powerful Jran. The religious sirug-
gle resulted in the destruction of numerous pagan temples
and sanctuaries, specimens of pagan literature and cultic mo-
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numents. Their place was taken by crosses, stelae, and chur-
ches. Translated and original Christian literature began to
appear.

Case 7. ]s devoted to the diffusion of Christianity in Geor-
gia. In the centre is a copy of the Ilth-century work , The Con-
version of Georgia“, giving a description of the spread of christi-
anity in the country. The exhibits serve tfo illustrate this process:
multiform crosses—some embellished with ornaments and images
(Shenako, Gavazi, Ivris Kvabebi, Kaspi), heads of gold clasps with
representations of crosses (4th—5th cent., Alevi), antefix tiles with
relief representation of crosses, birds, animals, vegetable motifs
and Georgian inscriptions (Urbnisi, Nokalakevi, Bosleti, Artanuji),
copper censers, a fragment ol a redearthenwares decorative tile
with a representation of a peacock facing a cup (Urbnisi, 6th
cent.), a three—branched candelabrum (Tsilkani, 4th—5th cent.).
The photo represents an early Christian tomb excavated at Tsi-
lkani, dating from the 4th—5th centuries.

According to Kartlis Tskhovreba (,History of Georgia«),
Georgian writing commenced in the 3rd cent. B. C. Howe-
ver, to date no specimen of Old Georgian script of tho pa-
gan period has been discovered. Monuments of Georgian wri-
ting are well known from the 5th cent. A. D. Its, spread is
probably connected with the triumph of Christianity. Initially
capital lelters—the so-called asomtavruli-——were used: subse-
quently the nuskhnri came into use, and from the llth cen-
tury, the mkhedruli; hence nuskhuri occurs only in ecclesias-
tical writings. The development of Georgian ecclesiastical li-
literature is observable within the first hundred—year period
of the spread of Christianity, its early monuments being de-
voted to the desription of the lives of those who suffered
martyrdom for the sake of Christianity. Subsequeatly lay li-
terature developed on the basis of church writings. The ol-
dest extant specimen of church literature is ,, The Passion of
Saint Shushanik« (5th cent.). Of the other early works of ha-
giographic character mention should be made of .The Pas-
sion of St. FEustace of Mtiskheta* (6th cent.), ,The Martyr-

om of Abo Tbileli* (8th cent.), etc.
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The inscriptions surviving on architectural monuments,
stelae, and earthenware attest {o the spread of Georgian wri-
ting in early medieval times. Among the extant Georgian
inscriptions the oldest are the Urbnisi (5th cent.), Bolnisi
(490s.) Palestine (532— 552), ,Jvari“ church of Mtskheta (end
of the 6th and early 7th cent.), as well as the inscriptions
on crockery discovered during archaelogical! excavations (Lo-
chini, Urbnisi, Rustavi).

The development of Georgian writing was followed by
the emergence of centres of enlightenment, attached to chur-
ches and monasteries. Such seats of Georgian culture existed
not only in Georgia but beyond her borders as well. Their
spread is especially noticeable from the 8th century. Many
celebrated enlightement centres were situated in Tao—Klar-
jeti (Kbandzta, Opiza, Oshki, Shatberdi).

Case 8 containing specimens of OIld Georgian literature,
opens wilh a passage from the work of the 10th—century figure
loane Zosime: ,,An Eulogy and Glory of the Georgian Language®

~And this language
Is praised and blessed in God’s name,
For all the mysteries
Are concealed in this language®.
On the opposite side hangs a photocopy of a page from ,The
Passion of Saint Shushanik«.
The exhibits on the wall, frcm left to right:
1. Part of an antefix with the representation of a cross and a
Georgian inscription: ,.Christ, exalt Giorgi Tsirkoleli¢ (perhaps this
refers to Tsirkoleli, the eristavi of Vejini). The fragment was dis-

covered in the village of Vachnadziani—Shroma, Gurjaani dist-
rict).

2. Fragment of a pilcher with Georgian letters and a cross
scratched on it. (Lochini, 4th—>5th cent.).

3. Pitcher with Georgian letters forming an abbreviation (Urb-
nisi).

4. Red earthenware pitcher with Georgian letters (LLochini,
4 th—>5th cent.).

On the floor of the Case is an antefix with a Georgian inscrip-

tion; the rim of a wine jar with Georgian letters scratched, for-
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ming an abbreviation (Urbnisi, 6th - 7th cen!.); fragments vl a file
with Georgian inscriptions (Vachnadziani—Shroma): colour copies
of miniatures with capital letters inscribed

Here also is a photo of the mosaic floor of a Georgian Mo-
nastery excavated in Palestine. A Georgian inscription of five li-
nes has survived on the floor: ,With the help of Christ and inter-
cession of Saint Theodore, (God) have mercy on Abba Antoni and
losia, the makers of this mosaic, and on the perents of Iosia.
Amen®. The inscription dates from 532—552.

To illustrate the OIld Georgian script copies of five inscrip-
tions are presented on the stand and on the walls.

1. The Urbnisi inscription (bth cent.).

,Lord Jesus Christ, have mercy on Konstanti and father Mi-
kel, the builders of this Sioni (church)*.

2. The inscription of Bolnisi Sioni (493—494). The inscrip-
tion is defective; here is one of the variants of its deciphering.
~With the help of the Holy Trinity the building of this church
commienced in the twentieth year of the reign oI King Peroz, and
was completed fifteen years later. Whoever shall pay homage, God
have mmercy on him; whoever shall pray for the bishop David of this
church, Ged have mercy on him too. Ainen-.

3. The ,Jvari* (,Cross¢) Church of Mtskheta (586-—-604): ,Sa-
int Michael the Archangel, be the intercessor for Demetre the
ypatos*.

4. The Jvari Church of Mtskheta (586—604): .,Cross of the Sa-
viour, have mercy on Stepanos, the patrikios of Kartli«-

5. The Jvari of Mtskheta (5636—604); ,Saint Gabriel the Ar-
changel, be the intercessor for Adrnerse the ypatos«.

The New religious and ideological orientation exerted an
enormous influence on the development of early medieval art.
Georgia entered the sphere of influence of Christian culture.
Hence some types of pagan art that had hitherto jenjoyed suc-
cess now fell into decline or disappeared completely; in their
place, architecture witnessed uprecedented growth, particularly
church architecture. The first monuments of church architec-
ture were small structures dating from the 4th century. Sub-
sequently, the increase in size of the parishes and the estab-
lishment of the liturgie dogmata necessitated construction of
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heavier buildings, leading to the spread of the three-nave, and
then of triple—church templar basilicas in the 5th—6th cen-
turies

Doemed  structures—exemplified by the ,.Jvari“ church ol-
Miskheta (586— 604)—represent the next stage in the develop -
ment of Georgian church architecture. It can rightly be con-
sidered a classical example of world architecture of the period.
To the same group belong the Ateni, Martvili, Shuamta, and
other churches.

The Tsromi temple, whose dome rests on separate pylons,
marlks the second stage in the development of domed churches.

The next stage of development  is Bana whose central part
is represented by a four—apsed church with a round wall.

Early Christian Georgian architecture is illustrated by photos
of the churches of Nekresi (4th cent.), Bolnisi (5th cent.) and the
Jvari of Mtskheta (586 —604).

Two stelae are displayed here. The one to the left has a rep-
resenfation of a peacock and ornamental motifs. The right stela
features a rhomboid lattice pattern, a vine with bunches of grapes,
aghunting scene, and a Georgian inscription: , I, Marzun, erected
‘this cross for praying on behali of myself, my wife and my child-
ren“ (David Gareja, 7th cent.).

In the right—hand side of the room, in the centre, stands a
stela from the village of Mamulaant Sopeli (6th—7th cent.).

In the 4th—6th cent. Georgia became the bone of conten-
tion between Persia and Byzantium. At the time there were
itwo political entities in Georgia: the Kingdom of Kartli (Ibe-
ria) and Egrisi (Lazica). Taking advantage of the inte rnal
political strife, the Persians abolished the kingdom in Kartli,
establishing their marzpan as governor on the country.

Following the expulsion of the Persians at the end of
the 6th century, power was taken over by the feudal rulers
who set up erismtavars (regional governors) to rule the co-
untry: ,Kartli assembled and Guaram was made eristavi“.
Thus came into being the feudal political entity the ,Kartli
erismtavarate«.
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In the mid—7th century Georgia was invaded by the
Arabs who established their rule from tlie 8th century, espe-
cially after the cruel conquest of the country by the Arab
commander Murvan the Deaf in 736-—738.

Although the Arabs set up their own political force —the
Tbilisi Emirate—the rule of the erismtavars of Kartli was not
abolished. Arab domination was becoming ever more intole-
rable due to the increasing assessment and military conscrip-
tion. As a result, Georgia, together with her neighbour Arme-
nia, repeatedly rose up against the invaders; the tense poli-
tical situation impelled the arabs to make continual inroads
in to Transcaucasia. Early in the 9th century abolished the
erismtavarate in Kartli. Notwithstanding {he cruel measures
taken by the Caliphate. the Arabs failed to check the econo-
mic and political rise of the country.

On the stand are enlarged photos of coins struck in the name
of the Kartli erism'avars Vakhtang, Gurgen and Stepanos (6th—
7th cent.).

Above the doorways are copies of the tympans of the Jvari
church in Miskheta (58— 6C4) and the Ateni Sioni (7th cent.)

ROOM II

THE PERIOD OF DEVELOPED FEUDALISM
(10th—13th CENTURIES)

At the turn of the 8th— 9th centuries, strong independent
kingdom arose in georgia: those of Abkhazia, Tao-Klarjeti, Kak-
heti— Hereti, and the Tbilisi Emirate. At the time the Arabs
were dominant in Thbilisi and adjoining areas. For itwo centu-
ries struggle was waged between these feudal entities for the
right to ascendancy and for territecrial expansion. At the turn
of the 10th—11th centuries the sirurggle ended in the unifi-
cation of Abkhazia, Tao-Klarjeti and Inner Kartli.

The united Georgian feudal state achieved successes
in the political arena; highly developed agriuculture an_d.
urban manufacture gave the country a strong economic
bas is. The intensification and advance of agriculture became-
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possible thanks te various economic changes—the introductiom
of a improved large plough, the creation of new irrigation
system which facilitated the development of new lands. This
led to the growth of the production of cereal crops, expan-
sion of the areas under vineyard.and growing of new v arie--
ties of vine, an increase in the production of cotion, flax,
and silk. Honey and wax were widely used. Part of the ma-
nufactured goods (as well as of raw materials) was exported.

The unification of Georgian lands—and hence of diffe-
rent geographical zones—gave an iinpetus to the development
of cattleraising, in particular sheep-—breeding, or which the
avai lability of winter and summer pastures created especially
favourable opportunities.

The period under discussion, especially the 9th—11th cen-
turies, witnessed the emergence and consolidation of Georgian
feudal cities (‘period of new cities’). The 12th—13th centuries
was the period of growth of Cities when they attained the sta-
tus of important trading and artisan centres, namely Tbilisi,
Kutaisi, Rustavi, Dmanisi, Samshvilde, Akhalkalaki, Telavi,
Artanuji, Tskhumi (Sukhumi), Gori, and others.

Feudal cities played an important role in the economy
of the country. They were not only strategic and adminis-
trative centres of the country of separate regions, but each
had a highly developed urban economy. Handicraits and trade
were characteristic features of cities. Specialization of indivi-
dual handicrafts was observable, attesting to high professiona-
lism. This is also indicaled by the existence of guilds.

The finds made during archaeological excavations of for--
mer city sites and settlement give a graphic picture of han-
dicraft industry in the 10th— 13th centuries.

Case 9. Most of the exhibits here are examples of artistic
ceramics. The new wave of diffusion of glazed pottery in Eastern co
untries—embellishing medieval material cullure according to ori=—
ental parallels—began from the 9th century. In Georgia such wa-
res appeared in the second half of the 9th century, and more ap-
preciably in the 10th century.

Displayed in the case are specimens of glazed wares of the pe-
riod, discovered in Tbilisi, Rustavi, Areshi and Gavazi.
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In the cenlre are two examples of Persian manufacture: a bron-
ze mortar (9th—10th cent.) and a brass ewer with a copper inlay
(10th cent.), maker: Al-Fadi

On the shelf are specimens of copper adernments and frag-
ments of an inlaid glass bracelet (Ivris Kvabebi, 9th—10th cent.),

In the corner is a photo of Ruslavi {fortress. Rustavi, one of
the oldest Georgian cities, was an important administrative and
commercial centre in the 10th—13th centuries. The city had a for-
tification wall.

Between cases 9 and 10 in the corner, stands winejar, unear-
thed in Urbnisi (5th —7th cent.)

Case 10. Displayed are specimens of two most widespres ty-
pes of ceramic manufacture of the 10th—11th centuries: plain, red
earthenware pitchers for kitchen use and glazed dishes. The glazed
wares are characterized by polychrome geomelric and vegetable or-
namenis. Polychrome glaze was used {for ornamentation (Tbilisi,
Rustavi, Dmanisi, Areshi). Exhibited here are also beads from Iv-
tis Kvabebi.

A plan of Javakhetian Akhalkalaki is on the wall. The growth
of the city coincides with the period of the rise of Georgian feu-
dal cities.

Case 11. Opens with the plan of Dmanisi, one of the major
Georgian cities with a high ly developed economy. Dmanisi lay on
route to eastern countries, facilitating its rapid advancement. The
‘Case mainly contains objects from this city site, as well as mate-
rials from Thbilisi, and a dish with radial bands from Ujarma. Di-
splayed here are also polychrome specimens of green glazed potte-
1y of the 10th—11th centuries: basins, pots, jars for matsoni (yog-
hurt), salt-cellars, dishes, bowls, etc. On the wall are two bracelets
of green and black glass.

Case 12. features a large group of llth—13th cent. pottery
blue—glazed ceramics. Here are large dishes, a flower-pot, jugs,
basins, lamps, some embossed vessels of undefined purpose, salt-
.cellars. The types of ornament and techniques of decoration are
varied—underglaze engraving. brush drawing, engobing, elc. Small
knots, spirals, vegetable and geomnetric ornaments, representations
of animals and birds, etc. served as motifs for decoration. Most
of the materials in this Case were discovered at the Dmanisi city
site, but some of the articles are from Tbilisi.
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The photo on Lhe wall shows one of the wine cellears of Dima-
nisi (12th— 13th cent.)

The manufacture of clayware occupied a leading place In
the economic life of medieval Georgian cities. The archaelo-
gical discovery of potteries points to the existence of local
manufacture. One such potiery was excavaled in the old dis-
trict of Thilisi. Unearthed here were Kkilns, finished wares,
waster, and articles connected with the manuiacture. The pot-
tery, dated to the 13th century, had been destroyed as the re-
sult of a surprise attack. A skeleton perhaps the owner’s--was
discovered at the site.

Case 13. On the wall is a plan of the Tbilisi ceramic shop
and a cross—section of the kiln. Displayed here also are the tools
used in firing the wares in the kiln: small clay supports, cramps,
finished products, and waster. In the right—hand corner of the
case is a fragnmient of a clay peg with remains of faience (Dmani-
si), pointing to the local manufacture of the latter. In the lef
hand corner are three bowls from the Zhinvali pottery.

Case 14. Exhibits polychrome glazed pottery of the 12th—
14th centuries (Tbilisi, Dmanisi, Zhinvali, Areshi). The wares have
numerous ornaments in vegetable motif, chequered, patterns, triang-
les, roseltes, radials, etc.

The photo shows the excavation of the Tbilisi firing chamber.

Case 15. Displayed here are specimens of pottery of the 11th—
13th cent. mainly bowls decorated with representations of birds
(Tbilisi, Dmanisi, Areshi). The bird motif is a characteristic ele-
menf of Georgian decoraled pottery, occurring I[requently and in
various forms. Nearly every bird motif is represented in natural con
ditions and is decorated with vegetable ornament. We find images
of gentle and harmles doves, as well as birds of pray in aggres-
sive posture, the body often being stvlized.

Case 16. A group of Georgian polychrome pottery of the
12th—13th cent., with figures of men and animals. Above from
left to right are bowls with the images of a bull and a man (Zhin-
vali), a dancing girl, a woman—bird (Zhinvali), and a lion (Kas-
pi). In the centre bases of basins with representations of human
faces (Dmanisi, Zhinvali, Gavazi).
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On the other exhibits from Dmanisi, Zhinvali and Gavazi one
can discern the representation of a lion, an onager, a heron, a dog
etc.

In the centre of the case is a single — handled {all pitcher
(Zhinvali), to the righil--a glazed albarello of dark—green colour
with an Arabic inscription (found at Chapala). The photo gives a
glimpse of the excavations of the mionastic complex at Vanis Kva-
bebi.

Case 17. In the 11th— 13th ceaturies, along with artistic
ceramics, the manufacture of uvnglazed kilchen clayware atlained
high develoyment. A thin c¢rock and perfect forms of the wares.
point to a high iechnolcgical level of manufacture. Vessels of lar-
ge sizes were frequently decorated with cylindrical seals with re-

presentaticns c¢f various birds and animals. Such specimens are
placed on the floor of the Case (Dmanisi, Tbilisi). On the wall
are specimens of thin — walled wares found in Tbilisi and Dma-
nisi. One of the articles (second from the left) has preserved
a fragment of an inscription in FPersian, reading: , opposite him is a
lion with jaws agape... this is the pottery...

Medieval household clayware is represented by a wide
variely of articles. The thick—walled fired earthenware wi-
ne—jar was the only vessel for holding wine. Clayware was
used for storing various products, fetching water, as units of
measure, for preparing food, for drinking, and as kitchen-
ware.

Such potlery is, in the main plain though there often
occur articles with relief or other decorative motifs. The fun-
¢ tional purpose of the clayware dictated the relevant form
and technology, hence the variety of forms in the crockery
of everyday use.

In the 11th—13th centuries, a type of earthenware gained
currensy in oriental countries which, owing to its appearan-
ce, is refferred to in the specialist literature as ‘sphero—coni-
cal’. The vessel is spherical, with a conic bottom, thick wall,
low and narrow neck. Opinions dilfer regarding its purpose;
some consider it to have served as a missile grenade, others
believe it was used to carry mercury, and still others for
carrying {ke holy water frcm Mecca by pilgrims. Spheraconi-
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cal bottles 'had many uses, which accounts for their wide dif-
fusion. They were characteristic of the material culture of
Islamic countries.

Case 18 features clayware of the I1th—I12th centuries to the
left, in two rows, and on the floor of the Case are ‘spheroco-
nical bottles’, jugs, wide — necked vessels with relief ornarnents,
parts of vessels fer holding water, and salt—cellar (Tbilisi. Dma-
nisi, Gudarekhi).

Articles of bone frequently occur in medieval materiaj
culture. They were chiefly used in decoraring various objects;
blades cut out of bone and horn were applied in decorating
weapons, needlework instruments, toilet—cases; they were also
used for making handles of sabres and daggers, household
articles, clasps, buttons., buckles, etc. Bone articles were of-
ten decorated with relief patterns, scratched ornaments —often
with small circles with a dot in the centre. Work with bone
and horn appears to have been a separate branch of handi-
craft, calling for specialization. An artisan’'s workshop of this
type, dated to the 12th-—13th cent., has been excavated at
the city site of Dmanisi, yielding rich material of bone and
horn, half —finished products, as well as tools—compasses, cut-
ters, efc.

Case 19 is devoted mainly to articles made of bone. In the
first row are tools of bone, iron tools for working bone, orna-
ments with carved circlets, whorls, and clasps. Displayved on the
stands are parts of antlers for fashioning, chessmen, backgammnon
pieces and dice, as well as articles of various designation. On the
floor of the Case are stone sinkers. The material was discovared
in the Dmanisi workshop for fashioning bonz2, and in Zhinvali.

Household implemeants discovered as a result of archaelo-
gical excavations, illustrate wazll th2 prozress of agriculture
in the 10th—I13th centuries. Scenes of economic activity oz -
cur in old miniaturies; the irrigation systems built or resto -
red in the 10th—13th centuries point to the intensification

of the economy. Most important was the Alazani canal which
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started at the village of Alvani, on the right bank of the:
Alazani river, irrigating about 53000 ha of land. The canal,
whose length is 119 km, is assumed to have been constructed
in antiquity. It ran across rather difficult terrain abounding.
in small sireams, so that it could not have been built wit-
hout good knowledge of irrigation engineering.

The clay water pipes of various diameters are magnifi-
cent examples of the water engineering constructions of the
pericd. Water was oftenn conveyed over long distances. To:
ensure the unobsiructed flow of water in the canal track and
to permit checking in case of damage large jars with a sphe-
rical bedy were placed at definite intervals of the track; the
jars were covered with flat stone slabs and thus accessible:
for checking.

The Vardzia condvit, supplying the monastic complex
with water, was connected to the source with a 6km {rack
which passed through a tunnel hewn in the rock.

On the shelves between Cases 17 and 18 lie waterpipes and
checkin-jars from Skhaltba—Shiomghvime. The 2km-long water con-
duit crossed a difficult relief. According to a document granted
by Queen Tamar, the construction of the conduit was completed.
in 1202.

Case 20. exhibits metal implemenis and household articles.
On the wall is a layout of the Alazani irrigation canal, as well as.
copies of minijatures reflecting prccesses of household economy.

In the first row are four iron spatulas for removing baked
bread from the tone (‘oven’), cramps, an axe, a scythe, scissors,
a knife for pruning vine, a sickle, awls, and large needles (Dma-
nisi, Gudarekhi), handles of a metal vessel with a representation
of a hvman figure (Khrami).

In the second row are: shces, nails, bolts, a plough share (Gu.
darekhi), a copper cauldron, knives of various sizes (Dmanisi, Gu-
darekhi), a copper cup, copper lamps (Zhinvali), scissors, an axe,
circles, knives, nails, and stone moulds for casting metal wares. In
the corner of the case are four patterns carved in stone, designed

for baking the ritual cake.
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The history of medieval Georgia is one of wars, hence
war ouifit and arms were items of everyday wear for men-
Judging from archaelogical evidence and various represen-
tations (frescoes, miniatures, stone sculptures) current at that
tirne were different helmets, chain mail, elbow pieces, jambe-
auxx, daggers, spears, arrows, as well as ritual and ceremo-
nial objects, often decorated with artistic images.

Case 21. Here are some specimens of weapons and outfit of
the 10th—13th centuries. On the wall is a silver standard-—termi-
nal from Svaneti with various representations and a Georgian in-
scription swords from Khevsureli and Vani (10th—11i{h cent.) lar-
ge arrows, adornments for swords (Vani, Dmanisi, 10th—13th
cent.), bits (10th—13th cent., Zurtaket), a copper standard with
the figure of a rider and an Arabic inscription (Rustavi, 13th
cent.) At the boitom of the Case are arrow— and spearheads of va-
rious forms and sizes. Two specimens of chain mail are exhibited
here: one was found at the cily site ¢f Dmanisi (13th cent.), and
the other (to the right) in the Zurtaketi barrow, with a Byzantine
gold coin (its copy lies on the chain mail), dating from the 10th
century. On the shelf is an iron hkelmet, donated to Mravaldzali
monastery; according to tradilion, the helmet had belonged to the
Shah of Khorezm Jelal—ed—Din (13th cent.). Copies of weapons
made according to the miniatures, are presented by the way of
illustration.

The 10th— 1 3th centuries is a period of advance of Ge-
orgian architecivre when highly significant civic and religious
structures were erected. The facades of buildings were decora-
ted with wvaried frelwork and inscriptions; not irequently,
glazed tiles were used in interior decorations. Tiles were
mainly of two tvpes: flat and curved, often bearing Georgian
inscription. Tiles imported frem oriental countries were also
vsed for decorative purposes. Elements of oriental ornaments
were basically characteristic of urban architectural monuments
that have survived in almost original form, archaeological
excavations bhave brought to light many important civic or
cult relics in all corners of Georgia (churches, monasteries,
bridges, caravanserais, bath—houses).
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Case 22. is devoted to 10th—13th cent. constructional cera-
mics. Displayed on the wall are flat tiles with Georgian inscrip-
tions, found in Tsqneti. The inscriptions (from left to right):

1. Kvenipneveli

2. Illegible

3. Life-giving pillar, have mercy on Sagina

4. Tllegible

At the bottom of the Case: fragments of antefix tiles with
representations of human faces (Chule, 12th—13th cent.); hexago-
nal glazed liles (Tbilisi, 13th cent.); painted tiles of eastern pro-
venance (Tbilisi, 13th cent.); various tiles with Georgian inscrip-

tions.
Rectangular glazed tiles of turquoise colour (Tbilisi 13th—

14th cent.).

On the wall of the Case, to the right, are two fragmens of
tiles, the first bearing a Persian inscription and the second, a hu-
man image (Tbilisi, 13th—14th cent.) The photo shows one of the
<hurches of Areshi under excavation.

The , Period of new cities® (9th—11 th cent.), which co-
incided with the emergence and consolidation of Georgian
feudal cities. was followed by a period of growth of cities
(12th—13th cent.). This was a period of further growth of
urban life, when the role of cities in the economic life of
the couniry grew enormously. The cities of the period cons-
tituted the principal commercial and handicraft centres of the
country, traders and artfisans forming their basic population-
This stratum of the population was not homogeneous, for eco.
nomic and social differences were noticeable. Living a full—
blooded life, cities traded with foreign countries, while local
merchants served as middlemen in commodity turnover. Tra-
ding and barter were ensured by good highways, guarded by
the state ,Nobody could rob a caravan®, wrote the chronic-
ler of David the Builders. According to Arab sources, the
capital of Georgia was linked to well- known eastern centres
by roads kept in good repair. At the distance of a day’s jo-
urney on highways there were caravanserais where the travel-
lers could rest. Roads were paved and bridges built over ri-
vers and ravines. According to aechaeological studies and
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written sources, Georgian cities had commercial relatiens with
Byzantium, Persia, Russia, Egypt, Central Asia, China, and ot-
her countries.

Case 23. exhibits glass and faience wares of the 11th—14th
cent., of both local and imported manufacture. On the wall are
faience beads and glass bracelets (Dmanisi, Gavazi, Areshi), faience
wares from Persia (Rustavi, Dmanisi).

On the first support are small glass bottles, bracelets, and a
faience salt—cellar (Dmanisi, Areshi); on the second, a sash and
panes (Rustavi, Chapala); on the third, glass wares, on _iron hock
and remains of a glass—oven, discovered during the excavation of
the Natbeuri kiln; here also are exhibited hali—finished products,
and waster. At the bottom of the case are two I[ragments of glazed
earthenware (Rustavi, 13th cent.), a small faience pot, two cups
(Iran, 12th—14th cent., and a celadon from China (13th cent.).

On the wall: the plan and reconstruction of the Paravani ca-
ravanserai, dating from the 12th— 13th centuries.

Case 24. 11th—14th cent. copper and brass wares imported
from Iran: large copper wash—basins, bronze mortars and pestles,
candle—holders, a jar, and a jug with its neck missing.

To the right is a one--handled large jug, with copper and sil-
ver inlay, maker: Mahmud ibn Muhamad al-Herevi (Herat, 1181 —
1182). 2

On the wall: a photo of the caravanserai of Akhalkalaki in
Javakheti.

In the centre of the hall ‘is Shukhuti bath—house mosaic
(4th—>5th cent.).

To the left: a stela from the village of Kaishauri (9th—10th
cent.).

ROOM 111
(10th-——14th CENTURIES)

As the result of a struggle that lasted for nearly two cen-
turies, the Georgian feudal political entities: Abkhazia, Tao-
Klarjeti, and Inner Kartli became united. Bagrat IIl Bagrati-
oni (978 -— 1014) was the first king of united Georgia. This
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laid the foundation for the political ascendancy of the Geor-
gian monarchic union. lLater the Kingdom of Kakheti— Heret;
acceded to it; Dmanisi (1121) and Tbilisi (1122) were Iibera-
ted from foreign invaders. Tbilisi, which was not inferior to
other large cities of the East in term of its wealth and bea-

uty, again became the administrative centre of the united Ge-
orgia.

At the time under discussion, Georgia achieved major
successes in the political arena which, along with other fac-
tors, was due to her economic power. The growth of the sca-
le of manufacture, consolidation of the horne market, and
abundance of commodity production opened the way for com-
merce and commodity exchange both within the country and
boyond its borders. As a result, wealth accumulated in the

country.
The Room features materials reflecting the socio — political
situation and culture of Georgia in the 10th — 13th centuries.

Along the wall, from left to right, are copies of the fresco repre-

sentations of some Georgian Kings and feudal lords, arranged in
the following corder.

Bagrat 111 (978--1014, Bedia, 14th cent.)

David the Builder (1089—1125, Gelati, 16th cenl.)
Giorgi 1IT (1156—1184, Vardzia, 1207—1213).

Between the frescoes of David the Builder and Giorgi IIl hangs
a map of Georgia of the beginning of the 13th century, outlining
the boundaries of the country, its principal points, the tributary
and vassal states, and spheres of influence. The feudal Georgian mo.
narchy embraced almost the entire Transcaucasia, the sphere of her
political influence exiending to the Northern Caucasus and the Tre
bizond empire. Georgian enlightenment centres beyond the confines-
of georgia are also indicated on this map.
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On the walls are photos of 10th—13th cent. architectural mo-
numents (Oshki, 10th cent., Khakhuli, 10th cent., the Bagrat cat-
hedral 11th cent., Svetitskhoveli, 11th cent., Alaverdi, 1I1th cent;
Gelati, 12th—13th cent., Iqgalto, 12-—13th cent., Bichvinta (Pit-
sunda), 10th cent., Khertvisi fortress, Besleti bridge, 1l1th—12th
cent., Kakhi bridge, -12th cent.).

On the right wall hangs a copy of a fresco from the Kvabisk-
hevi church (13th cent.), showing two persons and a Georgian
inscription: ,,Shota and Iai*. This is conjectured to be a portrait of
shota Rustaveli. Here is also a photo of a fresco from the Monas-
tery of the Cross near Jerusalem, also identified with Shota Rus-
taveli. On the same wall is a copy of two lines from Rustaveli's
~The Man in the Panther’s Skin%“, preserved on the wall of the
Vanis——Kvabebi monastery. The inscription is dated to the 15th
century, being the oldest among the extant recorded texts of the
poern.

Exhibited in this Room are t{wo stones with a hand carved
out on each a stela. The stones constitute valuable medieval legal
documents.

Leftward of the centre of the Room is a stone found in Ar-
khoti, with the text of a grant bestowed by Queen Rusudan (1223—
1245): ,Saint George of Kavti, I, Rusudan make the following
command: With God’s will, their patrimony is invilable and exampt
from dues—all purchases and all fees. Let no one reverse (this)
comrnand¥.

To the right stands a stone stela with representations of a
hand, a cross, and the insignias of the Bagrationis (Chkhikvta vil-
lage, 13th cent.).

Against the right—hand side wall is a stone stela from Gu-
nia—Qala, with a representation of a haud, the insignias ol the
Bagrationis and an insription in Georgian: ,In God’s name, at the
command of the God—Ilike Tamar and Giorgi, Chqondideli, Zaka-
ria, Shalva, Ovsiqma, Vache with the assistance of Julbai, by the
hand of Sanobas’s son, this sign (‘hand’) of the God-—like king of
kings Giorgi has been set up“. The .hand* is dated to 1207 —1212.

Case 25. On the wall, to the left, are two bronze mirrors
adorned with a pair of sphinxes and an Arabic inscription, and a
pendant relics of widespread material culture of eastern countries.

In the centre of the Case stands a gilt silver cup decorated
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with a vegetable geometric ornament; on the inside bottom of the
cup is a medallion with a representation of a snow leopard; There
are three faience vessels of Persian provenance: a cup, a jug (Dma-
nisi, 13th cent.), and a pot. At the bottom of the Case are two
flat bronze plaques with Arabic inscriptions from Dmanisi (13th
cent.).

Exhibited here is part of five hoards of silver and copper co-
ins (from left to right), discovered at various times on the terri-
tory of Georgia;

— copper coins (234 pieces), struck in the name of Giorgi
II1 (1156 —1184), Tamar (1184—1213), and Lasha Giorgi (1213--
1223), discovered in Rustavi in 1950;

— Buzantine anonymous 11th—cent. copper coins (180 pieces);

— copper coins (966 pieces) struck in 1227 in the name of
Queen Rusudan, discovered in Krtsanisi in 1935.

— copper coins (104 pieces), struck in 1200 in the name of
Tamar and David, discovered in 1924 in the village of Vejini.

On the shelf are specimens of coins struck in the name of
10th—-13th cent. Georgian kings (Bagrat III, David Kuropalates,
Georgi 1I, David the Builder, Demetre I, Giorgi 111, Giorgi III
and Tamar, Tamar and David, Lasha Giorgi, Rusudan).

Next to the case stands a wooden door, decorated with rich
ornaments and Georgian inscriptions, from .the village of Mghvie
mevi, it is dated to the llth century. Next, on the wall is a ston.
slab with a relief representation of a cross of interlaced orna-
ment, framed with a similar ornament and decorated with a vege-
table motif. The slab bears a Georgian inscription: ,Holy Archan-
gel Michael, I, Leonti, with great Ilabour built this cave for the
icon of the Lord God and against adverse times, to provide shel-
ter to-the children (i. e. the Chapter) of Ruisi cathedral in the time
of desolation wrought by the Sultan Alp—Arslan, in the 286th
Koronikon* (= AD 1066).

The Leonti Mroveli mentioned in the text is a well—k nown
l11th—century author of the initial part of Kartlis Tskhovreba
(»History of Georgia®).

Case 26. contains 11th-—13th cent. articles: on the wall, to
the left, are three gilt silver bowls from Vanis Kvabi (12th—13th
cent.). At the bottom of the Case there are three glass vessels from
Zhinvali and Gavazi. On the stands, in the middle are gold, sil-
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ver and faience articles from the ,,Dmanisi treasure“. In the centre,
on the wall, is a cross and encolpion, to the right, faiance beads
from Bolnisi, and a pendant from Dmanisi. On a support
stands a large silver pitcher bearing a Georgian inscription men-
tioning king Giorgi IIl and Kavtar the Emir (12th cent., copy).
On the right stand lies a round, flat medallion covered with a
thin layer of gold, with an image of St. George in relief.

Case 27. On the wall are gilt silver icons with Georgian
inscriptions (Chartali, 11th cent.), a silver icon (Khada, 13th—14th
cent.), and a.copper matrix with an image of St. Paul (Bokhvauri,
I1I1th cent.) At the bottom of the Case are specimens of Georgian
silk fabrics (villages of Ipkhi and Chazhashi, 10th—I12th cent.).

Case 28. On the wall: a gilt silver cross and parts of an
icon with Georgian inscriptions (village of Balta, 11th cent.). At
the bottom, in the centre is an icon carved out of wood (Khada,
11th cent.), specimens of silk fabrics (villages of Ipkhi, 12th— 13th
cent.), and a stone seal for the ritual cake (Gunia—Qala, 13th
cent .).

ROOM 1V
(15th-—18th CENTURIES)

Owing to feudal discord and foreign intervention by the
middle of the 15th century Georgia broke up into independent
kingdoms and principalities. The residences of the newly for-
med erntities turned into political as well as cultural centres,
such as Tbilisi and Gori in the Kingdom of Kartli, Gremi
and Zagemi (Bazari) in Kakheti, Kutaisi in Imereti, Akhal-
tsikhe in Samtskhe.

The finds of archaelogical excavations in Tbilisi. Gremi,
Zagemi, Noste, as well as household articles preserved to the
present ,in everyday life, enable us to judge about the mate-
rial culture of the period in question.

Case 29. The photos on the wall show the church of the
Archangels at Gremi and the excavation of the city bath—house.
On the wall is green—glazed dish with a persian inscription: ,,To-
ast to the health of%, ,Let there be plenty“, ,Let there be merri-
ment“, ,Be he blessed«. '
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»Unless your care is a friend of my heart, then the affairs of
my heart will run against difficulties. My (heart) is content even
at your taking pleasure in tormenting my. heart-.

Verse: ,Tell me vour name,
And where have yvou found abode in the heaven,
Perhaps your body will die (at least for a moment)
So that this poor heart might again find peace”.

On the shelf: a blue glazed vessel, a pitcher with a handle,
a bowl with turquoise glaze, and one with cobalt glaze (end of
the 16th and beginning of the 17th cen., Gremi); a cobalt—glazed
vessel with a spherical body (Vanis Kvabebi).

On the lower stand is the hoard of silver coins (196 pieces,
first half of the 17th cent.) unearthed in 1969 in Zagemi (Bazari).
Some of the coins were struck at Zagemi. The jug in which the
hoard was hidden is exhibited here.

In the left—hand corner of the case is a lusired bowl; in the
right corner are four white plates found in,Noste while excavating
the residence of Giorgi Saakadze.

On the floor of the Case are unglazed bowls and lamps from
Gremi. On the shelf: a cup, a plate, and a dish fromm Noste.

Case 30. On the wall: a cobalt—coloured vessel of transpa-
rent glaze from Tbilisi, cornelian beads from Dmanisi, and a co-
baltpainted faience bowl with an image of an animal on the inside
bottom (a foal?, Akhalkalaki, 18th cent.). The photo shows the
excavation of the caravanserai at Gremi.

On the floor of the Case are fragments of glassware, as well
as glazed vessel (Tbilisi, Dzveli Gavazi, Dagestan).

Case 31. Copper and brass wares of the 15th—18th cent.,
imported from Persia and Dagestan: large jars and single handled
and handleless vessels resembling tea—kettles. candle—sticks with
Persian and Arabic inscriptions. On the wall is a reproduction of
Tournefort’s drawing of old Tbiljsi.

Case 32. On the wall, to the left is an embossed silver cup
with a Georgian inscription: ,This cup belongs to St. George of
Gamkanukhi“ (village of Mshvidobiani, I.agodekhi district, second
half of the 16th cent.).

An interlaced silver belt and two small cups (Mshvidobiani),
with Georgian insriptions: ,This cup belongs to Saint George of
Gamkanukhi“; ,I, Sandomisa, the tutor of Giorgi, donate to you,
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Saint George of Gamkanukhi, this cup of Giorgi, for the wellbeing
of the benefactor ot King Aleksandre and for his triumph. I am
donating to you, Saint George, this litile gift and do render Alek-
sandre’s reing (valorous) and promote his victory (over his ene-
mies) . |

At the bottom of the Case, to the left, is a single —handled
pitcher with a Georgian inscription referring to the commander
loane Agiashvili.

A high—necked silver bottle with a Georgian inscription: ,,We
donate this jug to you, king of kings, sovereing prince Bagrat and,
his spouse, our sovereign Queen Tamar, the saviour of Mulakh-
for your reign in the year three hundred and fifty five“ (1667).

A solid silver cup with a Georgian inscription: ,This cup be
longs to King Aleksandre«.

Two silver plates and part of the scabbard of dagger from
Mshvidobiani (second half of the 16th cent.). ;

A Small silver saucer, the wupper part of a small bottle, and
a vial made of bone. deccrated with circles and dots.

Case 33. The banner of King Vakhtang V1 (1711). In the
centre, King David seated on the throne, holding a harp; around:
a globe, a sling, a balance, a crown, sword. and & doorway han-
ging. In each of the four corners are angels. Around the banner
runs the inscription:

,Strive, O Lord with those who strive against me;
Fight against those who fight me
Grasp shield and buckler,

and rise up to help me.
Uncover the spear and bar the way
against my pursuers.
[Let me hear thee declare,
,1 am your salvation’«

' (Psalms, 35 (1—3)
.1 have discovered David my servant;
I have anointed him with my holy oil.
My hand shall be ready to help.him
and my arm to give hiw strength.
No enemy shall strike at him
and no rebel bring him low:
I will shatter his foes before him
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and vanguish those who hate him.
My faithfulness and {rue love shall be with himn
and through my name he shall hold his head high
I will extend his rule over the Sea
and his dominion as far as the River
(89, 25-—25)
And I will name him my first—born,
highest among the kings of the earth.
I will maintain my love for him forever
and be faithful in my covenant with him.

Case 34. On the wall are copper plates with Georgian inscrip-
tions, from left to right: .This belongs to Saakadze Giorgi and
Shioshi* (Erzurum, first half of the 17th cent.)

.King Vakhtang« (Kojori, 1716--1724)
.King Vakhtang“ (Kojori)

.King Bakar“ (Kojori)

»Daredjan, daughter of Kaikhosro“ (Kojori)
»Princess Tekle* (Kojori)

On the wall, to the right, is an astrolabe which belonged,
according to the inscription, to King Vakhtang VI (1716-—1724).

In the centre of ihe case, on a pedesial, is a silver chalice;
with an inscription: .1, Sinjiashvili Petre the priest, ordered this
chalice to be made for the salvation of my soul, and my spouse
Tamar, and for the rearing of my children¥.

At the bottem of the case are various copper ulensils of the
]17th—18th centuries. ‘

Case 35. Specimens of oriental weapons of the 17th—-18th
cent.: helmets, halberds, spears, adornments, and a sceptre. Most
of these are inlaid and have Persian and Arabic inscriptions.

Case 36. Specimens of weapons of the 17th-—18th centuries
on the wall, to the left, are two flintlocks, Khevsurian chain mail,
and a sabre of local make. Lower, on the stand are: a bit, a bone
handle of a dagger, Khevsurian shields, helmet and saddle, the
chain mail of the Imeretian King Aleksandre III (1639--1660), a

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sabre with an Arabic inscription, and a sabre donated, according
to legend, by Shah Abbas to the Mravaldzali Monastery. To the
right is King Bakar’s (1717—1719) rifle, with an inscription: ,,King
Bakar’s *Qirimuli’ (Crimean) Rifle«.

Case 37. On the wall hangs a wooden painted Icon with Ge-
orgian and Arabian inscriptions.

A silver cup with a Georgian inscription: ,,To you, the Church
of the Saint, glorious and great martyr George, named Lomisa,
this cup is commited for your protection by the son of the King
of All Georgia Erekle Il Vakhtang, ruler of the Aragvi valley, in
1792 in anticipation of Aga Mohamed Khan’s second invasion. And
we came for vyour festival and all the Aragvians with us, and we
transferred your magnificent church banner to the Naghvarevi
church, and all the Aragvians vowed there to serve you in faith
and to be with us to the last man in campaigns, and to protect
those who will need shelter, and, hence, out of respect for your
glorious banner we donate this cup to you, and accept it as a gift
of God, and pray for those Aragvians who fell in the battle with
Aga--Mohamed Khan, for they are worthy of life everlasting*.

The lower part of a chalice with a Georgian dedicatory insc-
ription. The chalice was donated to the Ruisi church by the nun
Domna in 1780.

A silver cup with a Georgian insc¢ription: , I dare to present
this gift to the Ruisi church of God, 1, your servant, Tamar, dau-
ghter of David Abashidze and spouse of Mirmanoz Eristavi's son*.

At the bottom of the Case, to the left, on the first support
is a silver pitcher and cup. On the stand in the middle, from left
to right: a silver cup with a Georgian inscription: ,I donate
to vou renowned Lomisa, great martyr Saint George, Aragvian
eristavi Bezhan«.

A silver cup of Prince Parnavaz, with a Georgian inscription.

A silver cup. Two silver candle—holders with the donor’s
inscription in Georgian; stating that they were donated to the Ruisi
church in 1784.

On the stand to the right is a wooden cross, a silver cup,
and two silver candlesticks.

On the wall, to the right is an icon with a Georgian inscrip-
tion: ,, This icon belonged to King Teimuraz, and when he left for
Russia in 1760, he blessed Kartli with this icon in the Mtskheta
church, entrusting the country to his grandson Giorgi«.
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The archaeological materials displayed at the exhibition of the
material culture of 4th-—18th cent. Georgia were obtained as the
result of field and exploratory work of the expeditions listed be-
low-—in alphabetic order.
